GENESIS

Six Days of Creation and the Sabbath

In the beginning when God created  the

heavens and the earth, 2the earth was a
formless void and darkness covered the face of
the deep, while a wind from God ¢ swept over
the face of the waters. 3Then God said, ‘Let
there belight’; and there was light. *And God
saw that the light was good; and God sepa-
rated thelight from the darkness. 5God called
the light Day, and the darkness he called
Night. And there was evening and there was
morning, the first day.

6 And God said, ‘Let there be a dome in the
midst of the waters, and let it separate the
waters from the waters.” 7So God made the
dome and separated the waters that were
under the dome from the waters that were
above thedome. And it was so.®God called the
dome Sky. And there was evening and there
was morning, the second day.

9 And God said, ‘Let the waters under the
sky be gathered together into one place, and
let the dry land appear.’ And it was so. °God
called the dry land Earth, and the waters that
were gathered together he called Seas. And
God saw that it was good. *'Then God said,
‘Let the earth put forth vegetation: plants
yielding seed, and fruit trees of every kind on
earth thatbear fruit with theseed init.’ And it
was so. 12The earth brought forth vegetation:
plantsyielding seed of every kind, and trees of
every kind bearing fruit with the seed in it.
And God saw that it was good. 3And there
was evening and there was morning, the third
day.

14 And God said, ‘Let there be lights in the
dome of the sky to separate the day from the
night; and let them be for signs and for sea-
sons and for days and years, >and let them be
lights in the dome of the sky to give light
upon the earth.” And it was so. '*God made the
two great lights—the greater light to rule the
day and the lesser light to rule the night—and
the stars. 7God set them in the dome of the
sky to give light upon the earth, 8to rule over
the day and over the night,and to separate the
light from the darkness. And God saw that it
was good. ?And there was evening and there
was morning, the fourth day.

20 And God said, ‘Let the waters bring forth
swarms of living creatures, and let birds fly
above the earth across the dome of the sky.’
2150 God created the great sea monsters and
every living creature that moves, of every
kind, with which the waters swarm, and every
winged bird of every kind. And God saw that
it was good. 22God blessed them, saying, ‘Be
fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the
seas, and let birds multiply on the earth’
2 And there was evening and there was morn-
ing, the fifth day.

24 And God said, ‘Let the earth bring forth
living creatures of every kind: cattle and
creeping things and wild animals of the earth
of every kind.” And it was so. 2°God made the
wild animals of the earth of every kind, and
the cattle of every kind, and everything that
creeps upon the ground of every kind. And
God saw that it was good.

26 Then God said, ‘Let us make human-
kind ¢in our image, according to our likeness;
and let them have dominion over the fish of
the sea, and over the birds of the air, and over
the cattle, and over all the wild animals of the
earth,? and over every creeping thing that
creeps upon the earth.

27 S0 God created humankind ¢in his image,
in the image of God he created them;¢
male and female he created them.

28God blessed them, and God said to them, ‘Be

fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth and

subdue it; and have dominion over the fish of
the sea and over the birds of the air and over
every living thing that moves upon the earth.’
2God said, ‘See, I have given you every plant
yielding seed that is upon the face of all the
earth,and every tree with seed in its fruit; you
shall have them for food. 3°And to every beast
of the earth, and to every bird of the air,and to
everything that creeps on the earth, every-
thing that has the breath of life, I have given
every green plant for food.” And it was so.
31God saw everything that he had made, and
indeed, it was very good. And there was
evening and there was morning, the sixth day.

4 These are the generations of the heavens
and the earth when they were created.

Another Account of the Creation

In the day that the LorD* God made the
earth and the heavens, Swhen no plant of the
field was yet in the earth and no herb of the
field had yet sprung up—for the LorD God had
not caused it to rain upon the earth, and there
was no one to till the ground; ¢but a stream
would rise from the earth, and water the
whole face of the ground— 7then the LOoRD
God formed man from the dust of the
ground,’ and breathed into his nostrils the
breath of life; and the man became a living
being.8And the LorD God planted agardenin
Eden, in the east; and there he put the man
whom he had formed. °Out of the ground the
LoRrRD God made to grow every tree that is
pleasant to the sight and good for food, the
tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.

10 Ariver flows out of Eden to water the gar-
den, and from there it divides and becomes
four branches. ''The name of the first is
Pishon; it is the one that flows around the
whole land of Havilah, where there is gold;
123nd the gold of that land is good; bdellium
and onyx stone are there. 1*The name of the
second river is Gihon; it is the one that flows
around the wholeland of Cush. *The name of
the third river is Tigris, which flows east of
Assyria. And the fourthriver is the Euphrates.

15 The LorD God took the man and puthim
in the garden of Eden to till it and keep it.
16And the LorRD God commanded the man,
‘You may freely eat of every tree of the garden;
7but of the tree of the knowledge of good and
evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you
eat of it you shall die”

18 Then the LorRD God said, ‘It is not good
that the man should be alone; I will make him
ahelper as his partner.’ So out of the ground
the LorD God formed every animal of the field
and every bird of the air, and brought them to
the man to see what he would call them; and

whatever the man called each living creature,
thatwas its name. 2°The man gave names to all
cattle, and to the birds of the air, and to every
animal of the field; but for the man*there was
not found a helper as his partner. 2'So the
LoRD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the
man, and he slept; then he took one of his ribs
and closed up its place with flesh. 22And the
rib that the LorD God had taken from the man
he made into a woman and brought her to the
man. 2Then the man said,
‘This at last is bone of my bones
and flesh of my flesh;
this one shall be called Woman, ¢
for out of Man ¢ this one was taken.’
2¢Therefore a man leaves his father and his
mother and clings to his wife, and they
become one flesh. 2 And the man and his wife
were both naked, and were not ashamed.

The First Sin and Its Punishment

Now the serpent was more crafty than any
other wild animal that the LorD God had
made. He said to the woman, ‘Did God say,
“You shall not eat from any tree in the gar-
den”?” 2The woman said to the serpent, ‘We
may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden;
3but God said, “You shall not eat of the fruit of
the tree thatis in the middle of the garden, nor
shall you touch it, or you shall die.” ’ 4But the
serpent said to the woman, ‘You will not die;
Sfor God knows that when you eat of it your
eyes will be opened, and you will be like God,”
knowing good and evil.’ ¢So when the woman
saw that the tree was good for food, and that it
was a delight to the eyes, and that the tree was
to be desired to make one wise, she took of its
fruitand ate; and she also gave some to her hus-
band, who was with her, and he ate. ”Then the
eyes of both were opened, and they knew that
they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves
together and made loincloths for themselves.
8 They heard the sound of the LorRD God
walking in the garden at the time of the
evening breeze, and the man and his wife hid
themselves from the presence of the LORD
God among the trees of the garden. °But the
LoRD God called to the man, and said to him,
‘Where are you?’ 1°He said, ‘T heard the sound

of youin the garden,and I was afraid, because
Iwasnaked;and I'hid myself.’ 1'He said, “Who
told you that you were naked? Have you eaten
from the tree of which I commanded you not
to eat?’ 2The man said, ‘The woman whom
you gave to be with me, she gave me fruit from
the tree, and I ate.” 1*Then the LORD God said
to the woman, ‘What is this that you have
done?’ The woman said, ‘The serpent tricked
me, and Iate.” *The LORD God said to the ser-
pent,
‘Because you have done this,
cursed are you among all animals
and among all wild creatures;
upon your belly you shall go,
and dust you shall eat
all the days of your life.
15 Twill put enmity between you and the
woman,
and between your offspring and hers;
he will strike your head,
and you will strike his heel.
16To the woman he said,
‘Iwill greatly increase your pangs in
childbearing;
in pain you shall bring forth children,
yet your desire shall be for your husband,
and he shall rule over you.’
17 And to the man¢hesaid,
‘Because you have listened to the voice of
your wife,
and have eaten of the tree
about which I commanded you,
“You shall not eat of it”,
cursed is the ground because of you;
in toil you shall eat of it all the days of
your life;
18 thorns and thistles it shall bring forth for
you;
and you shall eat the plants of the field.
19 By the sweat of your face
you shall eat bread
until you return to the ground,
for out of it you were taken;
you are dust,
and to dust you shall return.’

20 The man named his wife Eve,’ because
she was the mother of all who live. 2!And the
LorRD God made garments of skins for the
man ¢ and for his wife, and clothed them.

22 Then the LorRD God said, ‘See, the man
has become like one of us, knowing good and
evil; and now, he might reach out his hand
and take also from the tree of life, and eat,and
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live for ever’— 2*therefore the LorRD God sent
him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the
ground from which he was taken. 2*He drove
out the man; and at the east of the garden of
Eden he placed the cherubim, and a sword
flaming and turning to guard the way to the
tree of life.

Cain Murders Abel

Now the man knew his wife Eve,and she

conceived and bore Cain, saying, ‘I have
produced ¢ a man with the help of the Lorp.’
2Next she bore his brother Abel. Now Abel
was a keeper of sheep, and Cain a tiller of the
ground. 3In the course of time Cain brought
to the LorD an offering of the fruit of the
ground, *and Abel for his part brought of the
firstlings of his flock, their fat portions. And
the Lorp had regard for Abel and his offering,
Sbut for Cain and his offering he had no
regard. So Cain was very angry, and his coun-
tenance fell. *The LoRD said to Cain, “Why are
you angry, and why has your countenance
fallen? 7If you do well, will you not be
accepted? And if you do not do well, sin is
lurking at the door; its desire is for you, but
you must master it.”

8 Cain said to his brother Abel, ‘Let us go out
to the field.”¢ And when they were in the field,
Cainroseup againsthis brother Abel and killed
him. °Then the LorD said to Cain, ‘Where is
your brother Abel?’ He said, ‘I do not know; am
I my brother’s keeper?’ '°And the LORD said,
‘What have you done? Listen; your brother’s
blood is crying out to me from the ground!
" And now you are cursed from the ground,
which has opened its mouth to receive your
brother’s blood from your hand. *When you
till the ground, it will no longer yield to you its
strength; you will be a fugitive and a wanderer
on the earth.’*Cain said to the LORD, ‘My pun-
ishment is greater than I can bear! #Today you
have driven me away from the soil, and I shall
be hidden from your face; I shall be a fugitive
and a wanderer on the earth, and anyone who
meets me may Kkill me.” 5Then the LORD said to
him, ‘Not so!f Whoever kills Cain will suffer a
sevenfold vengeance.’ And the LORD put a
mark on Cain, so that no one who came upon
him would kill him. *Then Cain went away

Beginnings of Civilization
17 Cain knew his wife, and she conceived
and bore Enoch; and he built a city, and
named it Enoch after his son Enoch. 8To
Enoch was born Irad; and Irad was the father
of Mehujael, and Mechujael the father of
Methushael, and Methushael the father of
Lamech. *Lamech took two wives; the name
of one was Adah, and the name of the other
Zillah. 2°Adah bore Jabal; he was the ancestor
of those who live in tents and have livestock.
21His brother’s name was Jubal; he was the
ancestor of all those who play the lyre and
pipe. 22Zillah bore Tubal-cain, who made all
kinds of bronze and iron tools. The sister of
Tubal-cain was Naamah.
23 Lamech said to his wives:
‘Adah and Zillah, hear my voice;
you wives of Lamech, listen to what I
say:
I havekilled a man for wounding me,
ayoung man for striking me.
24+ If Cain is avenged sevenfold,
truly Lamech seventy-sevenfold.’
25 Adam knew his wife again, and she bore
a son and named him Seth, for she said, ‘God
has appointed? for me another child instead
of Abel, because Cain killed him.” 26To Seth
alsoason was born,and he named him Enosh.
At that time people began to invoke the name
of the LORD.

Adam’s Descendants to Noah
and His Sons

This is the list of the descendants of

Adam. When God created humankind, ¢
he made them¢in the likeness of God. 2Male
and female he created them, and he blessed
them and named them ‘Humankind’¢ when
they were created.

3 When Adam had lived for one hundred
and thirty years, he became the father of a son
in his likeness, according to his image, and
named him Seth. 4The days of Adam after he
became the father of Seth were eight hundred
years; and he had other sons and daughters.
5Thus all the days that Adam lived were nine
hundred and thirty years; and he died.

6 When Seth had lived for one hundred and
five years, he became the father of Enosh.
7Seth lived after the birth of Enosh for eight

hundred and seven years, and had other sons
and daughters.#Thus all the days of Seth were
nine hundred and twelve years; and he died.

9 When Enosh had lived for ninety years, he
became the father of Kenan. °Enosh lived
after the birth of Kenan for eight hundred and
fifteen years, and had other sons and daugh-
ters. ' Thus all the days of Enosh were nine
hundred and five years; and he died.

12 When Kenan had lived for seventy years,
he became the father of Mahalalel. *Kenan
lived after the birth of Mahalalel for eight
hundred and forty years, and had other sons
and daughters. *Thus all the days of Kenan
werenine hundred and ten years; and he died.

15 When Mahalalel had lived for sixty-five
years, he became the father of Jared. **Maha-
lalel lived after the birth of Jared for eight
hundred and thirty years, and had other sons
and daughters. 7 Thus all the days of Maha-
lalel were eight hundred and ninety-five
years; and he died.

18 When Jared had lived for one hundred
and sixty-two years he became the father of
Enoch. °Jared lived after the birth of Enoch
for eight hundred years, and had other sons
and daughters. 22Thus all the days of Jared
were nine hundred and sixty-two years; and
hedied.

21 When Enoch had lived for sixty-five
years, he became the father of Methuselah.
22Enoch walked with God after the birth of
Methuselah for three hundred years, and had
other sons and daughters. 22Thus all the days
of Enoch were three hundred and sixty-five
years. 2*Enoch walked with God; then he was
no more, because God took him.

25 When Methuselah had lived for one hun-
dred and eighty-seven years, he became the
father of Lamech. 2Methuselah lived after
the birth of Lamech for seven hundred and
eighty-two years, and had other sons and
daughters. 2 Thus all the days of Methuselah
were nine hundred and sixty-nine years; and
he died.

28 When Lamech had lived for one hundred
and eighty-two years, he became the father of
a son; he named him Noah, saying, ‘Out of
the ground that the LoRD has cursed this one
shall bring us relief from our work and from
the toil of our hands.’3°Lamech lived after the
birth of Noah for five hundred and ninety-five

years, and had other sons and daughters.
31Thusall the days of Lamech were seven hun-
dred and seventy-seven years; and he died.

32 After Noah was five hundred years old,
Noah became the father of Shem, Ham, and
Japheth.

The Wickedness of Humankind

When people began to multiply on the

face of the ground, and daughters were
born to them, 2the sons of God saw that they
were fair; and they took wives for themselves
of all that they chose. *Then the LoRrD said,
‘My spirit shall not abide®in mortals for ever,
for they are flesh; their days shall be one hun-
dred and twenty years.” *The Nephilim were
on the earth in those days—and also after-
wards—when the sons of God went in to the
daughters of humans, who bore children to
them. These were the heroes that were of old,
warriors of renown.

5 The LorD saw that the wickedness of
humankind was great in the earth, and that
every inclination of the thoughts of their
hearts was only evil continually. *And the
LoRD was sorry thathehad made humankind
on the earth, and it grieved him to his heart.
7So the LoRrbD said, ‘I will blot out from the
earth the human beings I have created—peo-
ple together with animals and creeping
things and birds of the air, for I am sorry that
Thave made them.’8But Noah found favourin
the sight of the LORD.

Noah Pleases God

9 These are the descendants of Noah. Noah
was arighteous man, blameless in his genera-
tion; Noah walked with God. *°And Noah had
three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

11 Now the earth was corrupt in God’s
sight, and the earth was filled with violence.
12And God saw that the earth was corrupt; for
all flesh had corrupted its ways upon the
earth. *And God said to Noah, ‘T have deter-
mined to make an end of all flesh, for the earth
is filled with violence because of them; now I
am going to destroy them along with the
earth. *Make yourself an ark of cypress®
wood; make rooms in the ark, and cover it
inside and out with pitch. 5This is how you
are to makeit: thelength of the ark three hun-
dred cubits, its width fifty cubits, and its
height thirty cubits. '*Make a roof? for the
ark, and finish it to a cubit above; and put the
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door of the ark in its side; make it with lower,
second, and third decks. "”For my part, I am
going to bring a flood of waters on the earth,
to destroy from under heaven all flesh in
which is the breath of life; everything that is
on the earth shall die. 8ButIwill establish my
covenant with you; and you shall come into
the ark, you, your sons, your wife, and your
sons’ wives with you. ?And of every living
thing, of all flesh, you shall bring two of every
kind into the ark, to keep them alive with you;
they shall be male and female. 2°0f the birds
according to their kinds, and of the animals
according to their kinds, of every creeping
thing of the ground according to its kind, two
of every kind shall come in to you, to keep
them alive. 2t Also take with you every kind of
food that is eaten, and store it up; and it shall
serveas food for you and for them.’2?Noah did
this; he did all that God commanded him.

The Great Flood

7 Then the LOrRD said to Noah, ‘Go into the

ark, you and all your household, for I
have seen that you alone are righteous before
me in this generation. 2Take with you seven
pairs of all clean animals, the male and its
mate; and a pair of the animals that are not
clean, the male and its mate; 3and seven pairs
of the birds of the air also, male and female, to
keep their kind alive on the face of all the
earth. “For in seven days I will send rain on
the earth for forty days and forty nights; and
every living thing that Thave made I will blot
out from the face of the ground.” And Noah
did all that the LorD had commanded him.

6 Noah was six hundred years old when the
flood of waters came on the earth.” And Noah
with his sons and his wife and his sons’ wives
went into the ark to escape the waters of the
flood. 80f clean animals, and of animals that
are not clean, and of birds, and of everything
thatcreeps on the ground, °two and two, male
and female, went into the ark with Noah, as
God had commanded Noah. 1°And after seven
days the waters of the flood came on the earth.

11 Inthesix-hundredth year of Noah’slife,in
the second month, on the seventeenth day of
the month, on that day all the fountains of the
great deep burst forth, and the windows of
the heavens were opened. 2 The rain fell on the
earth for forty days and forty nights. 3On the

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very same day Noah with his sons, Shem and
Ham and Japheth, and Noah’s wife and the
three wives of his sons, entered the ark, “they
and every wild animal of every kind, and all
domestic animals of every kind, and every
creeping thing that creeps on the earth, and
every bird of every kind—every bird, every
winged creature. *They wentinto the ark with
Noah, two and two of all flesh in which there
was the breath of life. 1 And those that entered,
maleand female of all flesh, wentin as God had
commanded him; and the LorD shut him in.

17 Theflood continued for forty days on the
earth; and the waters increased, and bore up
theark,and itrose high above the earth. 8The
waters swelled and increased greatly on the
earth; and the ark floated on the face of the
waters. *The waters swelled so mightily on
the earth that all the high mountains under
the whole heaven were covered; 2°the waters
swelled above the mountains, covering them
fifteen cubits deep. 2! And all flesh died that
moved on the earth, birds, domestic animals,
wild animals, all swarming creatures that
swarm on the earth, and all human beings;
22everything on dry land in whose nostrils
was the breath of life died. 22He blotted out
every living thing that was on the face of the
ground, human beings and animals and
creeping things and birds of the air; they were
blotted out from the earth. Only Noah was
left, and those that were with him in the ark.
2¢And the waters swelled on the earth for one
hundred and fifty days.

The Flood Subsides

But God remembered Noah and all the
wild animals and all the domestic ani-
mals that were with him in the ark. And God
made a wind blow over the earth, and the
waters subsided; 2the fountains of the deep
and the windows of the heavens were closed,
the rain from the heavens was restrained,
3and the waters gradually receded from the
earth. At the end of one hundred and fifty
days the waters had abated; *and in the sev-
enth month, on the seventeenth day of the
month, the ark came to rest on the mountains
of Ararat. The waters continued to abate
until the tenth month; in the tenth month, on
the first day of the month, the tops of the
mountains appeared.
6 At the end of forty days Noah opened the
window of the ark that he had made”7and sent

out the raven; and it went to and fro until the
waters were dried up from the earth.$Then he
sentout the dove from him, to see if the waters
had subsided from the face of the ground; °but
the dove found no place to set its foot, and it
returned to him to the ark, for the waters were
still on the face of the whole earth. So he put
out his hand and took it and brought it into
the ark with him. °He waited another seven
days, and again he sent out the dove from the
ark; 'and the dove came back to him in the
evening, and there in its beak was a freshly
plucked olive leaf; so Noah knew that the
waters had subsided from the earth. 1?Then he
waited another seven days, and sent out the
dove; and it did not return to him any more.

13 In the six hundred and first year, in the
first month, on the first day of the month, the
waters were dried up from the earth; and
Noah removed the covering of the ark, and
looked, and saw that the face of the ground
was drying. “In the second month, on the
twenty-seventh day of the month, the earth
was dry. '*Then God said to Noah, 1¢‘Go out of
the ark, you and your wife, and your sons and
your sons’ wives with you. 7Bring out with
you every living thing that is with you of all
flesh—birds and animals and every creeping
thing that creeps on the earth—so that they
may abound on the earth, and be fruitful and
multiply on the earth.’ '¥So Noah went out
with his sons and his wife and his sons’ wives.
19And every animal, every creeping thing,and
every bird, everything that moves on the
earth, went out of the ark by families.

God’s Promise to Noah

20 Then Noah builtan altar to the LorD, and
took of every clean animal and of every clean
bird, and offered burnt-offerings on the altar.
21And when the LOrRD smelt the pleasing
odour, the LORD said in his heart, ‘I will never
again curse the ground because of humankind,
for the inclination of the human heart is evil
from youth; nor will I ever again destroy every
living creature as I have done.

22 Aslong as the earth endures,
seedtime and harvest, cold and heat,
summer and winter, day and night,
shall not cease.”

The Covenant with Noah

9 God blessed Noah and his sons, and said
to them, ‘Be fruitful and multiply, and



fill the earth. 2The fear and dread of you shall
rest on every animal of the earth, and on every
bird of the air, on everything that creeps on
the ground, and on all the fish of the sea; into
your hand they are delivered. *Every moving
thing thatlives shall be food for you; and just
asIgaveyouthe green plants,Igive you every-
thing. “Only, you shall not eat flesh with its
life, that s, its blood. SFor your own lifeblood
I will surely require a reckoning: from every
animal I will require it and from human
beings, each one for the blood of another, I
will require a reckoning for human life.
¢ Whoever sheds the blood of a human,
by a human shall that person’s blood be
shed;
for in his own image
God made humankind.

7And you, be fruitful and multiply, abound on
the earth and multiply in it.

8 Then God said to Noah and to his sons
with him, °‘As for me, I am establishing my
covenant with youand your descendants after
you, °and with every living creature that is
with you, the birds, the domesticanimals,and
every animal of the earth with you, as many as
came out of theark. ¢TI establish my covenant
with you, that never again shall all flesh be cut
off by the waters of a flood, and never again
shall there be a flood to destroy the earth.
12God said, ‘This is the sign of the covenant
thatI make between me and you and every liv-
ing creature that is with you, for all future
generations: *Thave set my bow in the clouds,
and it shall be a sign of the covenant between
me and the earth. *When I bring clouds over
the earth and the bow is seen in the clouds, 151
will remember my covenant that is between
me and you and every living creature of all
flesh; and the waters shall never again become
aflood to destroy all flesh. **When the bow is
in the clouds, I will see it and remember the
everlasting covenant between God and every
living creature of all flesh thatis on the earth.’
17God said to Noah, ‘This is the sign of the cov-
enant thatI have established between me and
all flesh that is on the earth.

Noah and His Sons

18 The sons of Noah who went out of the
ark were Shem, Ham, and Japheth. Ham was
the father of Canaan. °These three were the
sons of Noah; and from these the whole earth
was peopled.
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20 Noah, a man of the soil, was the first to
plantavineyard.2'He drank some of the wine
and became drunk, and he lay uncovered in
his tent.22And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw
the nakedness of his father, and told his two
brothers outside. 2?Then Shem and Japheth
took a garment, laid it on both their shoul-
ders, and walked backwards and covered the
nakedness of their father; their faces were
turned away, and they did not see their
father’s nakedness. 2*When Noah awoke from
hiswineand knew what his youngest son had
done to him, She said,

‘Cursed be Canaan;
lowest of slaves shall he be to his
brothers.’
26He also said,
‘Blessed by the LorD my God be Shem;
and let Canaan be his slave.
27 May God make space for? Japheth,
and let him live in the tents of Shem;
and let Canaan be his slave.’

28 After the flood Noah lived for three hun-
dred and fifty years. 2All the days of Noah
were nine hundred and fifty years; and he
died.

Nations Descended from Noah

1 O These are the descendants of Noah’s
sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth; chil-
dren were born to them after the flood.

2 The descendants of Japheth: Gomer,
Magog, Madai, Javan, Tubal, Meshech, and
Tiras.3The descendants of Gomer: Ashkenaz,
Riphath, and Togarmah. *The descendants of
Javan: Elishah, Tarshish, Kittim, and Roda-
nim.¢ SFrom these the coastland peoples
spread. These are the descendants of Japheth ¢
in their lands, with their own language, by
their families, in their nations.

6 Thedescendants of Ham: Cush, Egypt, Put,
and Canaan. The descendants of Cush: Seba,
Havilah, Sabtah, Raamah, and Sabteca. The
descendants of Raamah: Sheba and Dedan.
8Cush became the father of Nimrod; he was the
first on earth to become a mighty warrior. °He
was a mighty hunter before the LoRD; there-
fore it is said, ‘Like Nimrod a mighty hunter
before the LorD.” 1°The beginning of his king-
dom was Babel, Erech,and Accad, all of them in

15 Canaan became the father of Sidon his
firstborn, and Heth, °and the Jebusites, the
Amorites, the Girgashites, 7the Hivites, the
Arkites, the Sinites, 8the Arvadites, the
Zemarites, and the Hamathites. Afterwards
the families of the Canaanites spread abroad.
19And the territory of the Canaanites ex-
tended from Sidon, in the direction of Gerar,
as far as Gaza, and in the direction of Sodom,
Gomorrah, Admah, and Zeboiim, as far as
Lasha.?°Theseare the descendants of Ham, by
their families, their languages, their lands,
and their nations.

21 To Shem also, the father of all the chil-
dren of Eber, the elder brother of Japheth,
children were born. 22The descendants of
Shem: Elam, Asshur, Arpachshad, Lud, and
Aram. 2The descendants of Aram: Uz, Hul,
Gether, and Mash. *Arpachshad became the
father of Shelah; and Shelah became the
father of Eber. To Eber were born two sons:
the name of one was Peleg, ? for in his days the
earth was divided, and his brother’s name was
Joktan. ¢Joktan became the father of Almo-
dad, Sheleph, Hazarmaveth, Jerah, 2 Hado-
ram, Uzal, Diklah, 220Obal, Abimael, Sheba,
220phir, Havilah,and Jobab; all these were the
descendants of Joktan. 3°The territory in
which they lived extended from Mesha in the
direction of Sephar, the hill country of the
east. 31'These are the descendants of Shem, by
their families, their languages, their lands,
and their nations.

32 These are the families of Noah’s sons,
according to their genealogies, in their nations;
and from these the nations spread abroad on
the earth after the flood.

The Tower of Babel

1 Now the whole earth had one lan-

guage and the same words. 2And as
they migrated from the east, ‘ they came upon
aplainin theland of Shinar and settled there.
3And they said to one another, ‘Come, let us
makebricks,and burn them thoroughly.’ And
they had brick for stone, and bitumen for
mortar. *Then they said, ‘Come, let us build

ourselves a city,and a tower with its top in the
heavens,and letus make a name for ourselves;
otherwise we shall be scattered abroad upon
the face of the whole earth.’ 5The LoRD came
down tosee the city and the tower, which mor-
tals had built.*And the LorD said, ‘Look, they
are one people, and they have all one lan-
guage; and this is only the beginning of what
they will do; nothing that they propose to do
will now be impossible for them. 7Come, let
us godown, and confuse theirlanguage there,
so that they will not understand one another’s
speech.’ 8So the LORD scattered them abroad
from there over the face of all the earth, and
they left off building the city. °Therefore it
was called Babel, because there the LORD con-
fused ?the language of all the earth; and from
there the LoRrD scattered them abroad over
the face of all the earth.

Descendants of Shem

10 These are the descendants of Shem.
When Shem was one hundred years old, he
became the father of Arpachshad two years
after the flood; 'and Shem lived after the
birth of Arpachshad for five hundred years,
and had other sons and daughters.

12 When Arpachshad had lived for thirty-
five years, he became the father of Shelah;
13and Arpachshad lived after the birth of She-
lah for four hundred and three years, and had
other sons and daughters.

14 When Shelah had lived for thirty years,
he became the father of Eber; *and Shelah
lived after the birth of Eber for four hundred
and three years, and had other sons and
daughters.

16 When Eber had lived for thirty-four
years, he became the father of Peleg; 7and
Eber lived after the birth of Peleg for four
hundred and thirty years, and had other sons
and daughters.

18 When Peleg had lived for thirty years, he
became the father of Reu; °and Peleg lived
after the birth of Reu for two hundred and
nineyears,and had other sonsand daughters.

20 When Reu had lived for thirty-two years,
hebecame the father of Serug;2'and Reu lived
after the birth of Serug for two hundred and
seven years, and had other sons and daugh-
ters.

22 When Serug had lived for thirty years, he
became the father of Nahor; 2and Seruglived
after the birth of Nahor for two hundred
years, and had other sons and daughters.

24 When Nahor had lived for twenty-nine
years, he became the father of Terah; 2°and
Nahor lived after the birth of Terah for one
hundred and nineteen years, and had other
sons and daughters.

26 When Terah had lived for seventy years,
he became the father of Abram, Nahor, and
Haran.

Descendants of Terah

27 Now these are the descendants of Terah.
Terah was the father of Abram, Nahor, and
Haran; and Haran was the father of Lot.
28Haran died before his father Terah in the
land of his birth, in Ur of the Chaldeans.
29 Abram and Nahor took wives; the name of
Abram’s wife was Sarai, and the name of
Nahor’s wife was Milcah. She was the daugh-
ter of Haran the father of Milcah and Iscah.
30Now Sarai was barren; she had no child.

31 Terah took his son Abram and his grand-
son Lotson of Haran,and his daughter-in-law
Sarai, his son Abram’s wife, and they went out
together from Ur of the Chaldeans to go into
the land of Canaan; but when they came to
Haran, they settled there. 32The days of Terah
were two hundred and five years; and Terah
died in Haran.

The Call of Abram

1 2 Now the LoRD said to Abram, ‘Go
fromyour country and your kindred
and your father’s house to the land that I will
show you. 2I will make of you a great nation,
and I will bless you, and make your name
great, so that you will be a blessing. 31 will
bless those who bless you, and the one who
curses you I will curse; and in you all the fam-
ilies of the earth shall be blessed.’ ¢
4 So Abram went, as the LorRD had told him;
and Lot went with him. Abram was seventy-
five years old when he departed from Haran.
5Abram took his wife Sarai and his brother’s
son Lot, and all the possessions that they had
gathered, and the persons whom they had
acquired in Haran; and they set forth to go to
the land of Canaan. When they had come to
the land of Canaan, *Abram passed through
theland to the placeat Shechem, to the oak? of
Moreh. At that time the Canaanites were in
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theland.”Then the LORD appeared to Abram,
and said, ‘To your offspring¢ I will give this
land.” So he built there an altar to the LORD,
who had appeared to him. 8From there he
moved on to the hill country on the east of
Bethel, and pitched his tent, with Bethel on
the west and Ai on the east; and there he built
an altar to the LORD and invoked the name of
the LorD.?And Abram journeyed on by stages
towards the Negeb.

Abram and Sarai in Egypt

10 Now there was a famine in the land. So
Abram went down to Egypt to reside there as
analien, for the famine was severein theland.
1When he was about to enter Egypt, he said to
his wife Sarai, ‘I know well that you are a
woman beautiful in appearance; 2and when
the Egyptians see you, they will say, “This is
his wife”; then they will kill me, but they will
let you live. *Say you are my sister, so that it
may go well with me because of you, and that
my life may be spared on your account.
“When Abram entered Egypt the Egyptians
saw that the woman was very beautiful.
5When the officials of Pharaoh saw her, they
praised her to Pharaoh. And the woman was
taken into Pharaoh’s house. 1 And for her sake
he dealt well with Abram; and he had sheep,
oxen, male donkeys, male and female slaves,
female donkeys, and camels.

17 But the Lorp afflicted Pharaoh and his
house with great plagues because of Sarai,
Abram’s wife. 18So Pharaoh called Abram, and
said, ‘What is this you have done to me? Why
did you not tell me that she was your wife?
19Why did you say, “She is my sister”, so that I
took her for my wife? Now then, here is your
wife; take her, and be gone.” 22And Pharaoh
gave his men orders concerning him; and they
set him on the way, with his wife and all that
he had.

Abram and Lot Separate

1 So Abram went up from Egypt, he
and his wife and all that he had, and
Lot with him, into the Negeb.

2 Now Abram was very rich in livestock, in
silver,and in gold.*He journeyed on by stages
from the Negeb as far as Bethel, to the place
where his tent had been at the beginning,
between Bethel and Ai, “to the place where he

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had made an altar at the first; and there
Abram called on the name of the LORD. *Now
Lot, who went with Abram, also had flocks
and herds and tents, ¢so that the land could
not support both of them living together; for
their possessions were so great that they could
not live together, 7and there was strife
between the herders of Abram’s livestock and
the herders of Lot’s livestock. At that time the
Canaanites and the Perizzites lived in the
land.

8 Then Abram said to Lot, ‘Let there be no
strife between you and me, and between your
herders and my herders; for we are kindred.
9Ts not the whole land before you? Separate
yourself from me. If you take the left hand,
then I will go to the right; or if you take the
right hand, then I will go to the left.” Lot
looked about him, and saw that the plain of
the Jordan was well watered everywhere like
the garden of the LoRD, like the land of Egypt,
in the direction of Zoar; this was before the
LorD had destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah.
1180 Lot chose for himself all the plain of the
Jordan, and Lot journeyed eastwards; thus
they separated from each other. 2Abram set-
tled in the land of Canaan, while Lot settled
among the cities of the Plain and moved his
tent as far as Sodom. ®Now the people of
Sodom were wicked, great sinners against the
LORD.

14 The LoRD said to Abram, after Lot had
separated from him, ‘Raise your eyes now, and
look from the place where you are, north-
wards and southwards and eastwards and
westwards; *for all the land that you see I will
give to you and to your offspring for ever. 161
will make your offspring like the dust of the
earth; so that if one can count the dust of the
earth, your offspring also can be counted.
7Rise up, walk through the length and the
breadth of the land, for I will give it to you.’
1850 Abram moved his tent,and came and set-
tled by the oaks? of Mamre, which are at
Hebron; and there he built an altar to the
LORD.

Lot’s Captivity and Rescue

1 4 In the days of King Amraphel of Shi-

nar, King Arioch of Ellasar, King
Chedorlaomer of Elam, and King Tidal
of Goiim, 2these kings made war with King
Bera of Sodom, King Birsha of Gomorrah,
King Shinab of Admah, King Shemeber of
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Zeboiim, and the king of Bela (that is, Zoar).
3All these joined forces in the Valley of Sid-
dim (thatis, the Dead Sea).<*For twelve years
they had served Chedorlaomer, but in the
thirteenth year they rebelled. °In the four-
teenth year Chedorlaomer and the kings who
were with him came and subdued the Reph-
aim in Ashteroth-karnaim, the Zuzim in
Ham, the Emim in Shaveh-kiriathaim, ¢and
the Horites in the hill country of Seir as far as
El-paran on the edge of the wilderness; ”then
they turned back and came to En-mishpat
(that is, Kadesh),and subdued all the country
of the Amalekites,and also the Amorites who
lived in Hazazon-tamar. 8Then the king of
Sodom, the king of Gomorrah, the king of
Admah, the king of Zeboiim, and the king
of Bela(thatis, Zoar) went out, and they joined
battle in the Valley of Siddim °with King Che-
dorlaomer of Elam, King Tidal of Goiim,
King Amraphel of Shinar, and King Arioch of
Ellasar, four kings against five. °°Now the
Valley of Siddim was full of bitumen pits; and
as the kings of Sodom and Gomorrah fled,
some fell into them, and the rest fled to the
hill country. 1'So the enemy took all the
goods of Sodom and Gomorrah, and all their
provisions, and went their way; '2they also
took Lot, the son of Abram’s brother, who
lived in Sodom, and his goods, and departed.

13 Then one who had escaped came and
told Abram the Hebrew, who was living by
the oaks? of Mamre the Amorite, brother of
Eshcol and of Aner; these were allies of
Abram.*When Abram heard thathis nephew
had been taken captive, he led forth his
trained men, born in his house, three hun-
dred and eighteen of them, and went in pur-
suit as far as Dan. SHe divided his forces
against them by night, he and his servants,
and routed them and pursued them to Hobah,
north of Damascus. *Then he brought back
all the goods, and also brought back his
nephew Lot with his goods, and the women
and the people.

Abram Blessed by Melchizedek

17 After his return from the defeat of Ched-
orlaomer and the kings who were with him,
the king of Sodom went out to meet him at
the Valley of Shaveh (thatis, the King’s Valley).
18And King Melchizedek of Salem brought

outbread and wine; he was priest of God Most
High.**He blessed him and said,
‘Blessed be Abram by God Most High,
maker of heaven and earth;

And Abram gave him one-tenth of every-
thing. 2'Then the king of Sodom said to
Abram, ‘Give me the people, but take the
goods for yourself.’ 22But Abram said to the
king of Sodom, ‘I have sworn to the LORD,
God Most High, * maker of heaven and earth,
23that I would not take a thread or a sandal-
thong or anything that is yours, so that you
might not say, “I have made Abram rich.” %1
will take nothing but what the young men
have eaten, and the share of the men who
went with me—Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre. Let
them take their share.’

God’s Covenant with Abram

1 5 After these things the word of the
LORD came to Abram in a vision, ‘Do
not be afraid, Abram, I am your shield; your
reward shall be very great.’ 2But Abram said,
‘O Lord Gop, what will you give me, for I con-
tinue childless,and the heir of my house is Eli-
ezer of Damascus?’? 3And Abram said, ‘You
have given me no offspring, and so a slave
born in my house is to be my heir.’ *But the
word of the LOoRD came to him, ‘This man
shall not be your heir; no one but your very
own issueshall beyour heir.’>He brought him
outside and said, ‘Look towards heaven and
count the stars, if you are able to count them.’
Then he said to him, ‘So shall your descen-
dants be.’¢And he believed the LORD; and the
Lorp‘reckoned it to him as righteousness.

7 Then he said to him, ‘I am the LorD who
broughtyou from Ur of the Chaldeans, to give
you this land to possess.” $But he said, ‘O Lord
GobD, howamItoknow thatIshall possessit?”’
9He said to him, ‘Bring me a heifer three years
old, a female goat three years old, a ram three
years old, a turtle-dove, and a young pigeon.’
10He brought him all these and cut them in
two, laying each half over against the other;
but he did not cut the birds in two. 'And
when birds of prey came down on the car-
casses, Abram drove them away.

12 As the sun was going down, a deep sleep
fell upon Abram, and a deep and terrifying
darkness descended upon him. 3Then the
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LoRD said to Abram, ‘Know this for certain,
that your offspring shall be aliens in a land
thatis not theirs, and shall be slaves there,and
they shall be oppressed for four hundred
years; “but I will bring judgement on the
nation that they serve, and afterwards they
shall come out with great possessions. 15 As for
yourself, you shall go to your ancestors in
peace; you shall be buried in a good old age.
16 And they shall come back here in the fourth
generation; for the iniquity of the Amorites is
notyet complete.’

17 When the sun had gone down and it was
dark, a smoking fire-pot and a flaming torch
passed between these pieces. 2On that day the
LoRrD made a covenant with Abram, saying,
‘Toyour descendants I give thisland, from the
river of Egypt to the great river, the river
Euphrates, °the land of the Kenites, the Ken-
izzites, the Kadmonites, 2°the Hittites, the
Perizzites, the Rephaim, 2'the Amorites, the
Canaanites, the Girgashites, and the Jebu-
sites.’

The Birth of Ishmael

1 Now Sarai, Abram’s wife, bore him

no children. She had an Egyptian
slave-girl whose name was Hagar, 2and Sarai
said to Abram, ‘You see that the LORD has pre-
vented me from bearing children; go in to my
slave-girl; it may be that I shall obtain chil-
dren by her.” And Abram listened to the voice
of Sarai. 3So, after Abram had lived for ten
years in the land of Canaan, Sarai, Abram’s
wife, took Hagar the Egyptian, her slave-girl,
and gave her to her husband Abram as a wife.
+He went in to Hagar, and she conceived; and
when she saw that she had conceived, she
looked with contempt on her mistress. SThen
Sarai said to Abram, ‘May the wrong done to
me be on you! I gave my slave-girl to your
embrace, and when she saw that she had con-
ceived, shelooked on me with contempt. May
the LoRrD judge between you and me!’ ¢But
Abram said to Sarai, “Your slave-girl is in your
power; do to her as you please.” Then Sarai
dealt harshly with her, and she ran away from
her.

7 The angel of the LorD found her by a
spring of water in the wilderness, the spring
on the way to Shur. 8And he said, ‘Hagar,
slave-girl of Sarai, where have you come from

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and where are you going?’ She said, ‘Tam run-
ningaway from my mistress Sarai.’*The angel
of the LORD said to her, ‘Return to your mis-
tress, and submit to her.” °The angel of the
LoRD also said to her, ‘I will so greatly multi-
ply your offspring that they cannot be
counted for multitude.”'*And the angel of the

‘Now you have conceived and shall bear a
son;
you shall call him Ishmael, ¢
for the LORD has given heed to your
affliction.
12 He shall be a wild ass of a man,
with his hand against everyone,
and everyone’s hand against him;
and he shall live at odds with all his kin.”
1350 she named the LorD who spoke to her,
‘You are El-roi’;? for she said, ‘Have I really
seen God and remained alive after seeing
him?’¢ “Therefore the well was called Beer-
lahai-roi; it lies between Kadesh and Bered.
15 Hagar bore Abram a son; and Abram
named his son, whom Hagar bore, Ishmael.
16 Abram was eighty-six years old when Hagar
bore him ¢Ishmael.

The Sign of the Covenant
1 When Abram was ninety-nine years
old, the LorD appeared to Abram,

and said to him, ‘T am God Almighty;/ walk
before me, and be blameless. 2And I will make
my covenant between me and you, and will
make you exceedingly numerous.” 3Then
Abram fell on his face; and God said to him,
+‘As for me, this is my covenant with you: You
shall be the ancestor of a multitude of nations.
5No longer shall your name be Abram, ¢ but
your name shall be Abraham;” forThave made
you the ancestor of a multitude of nations. ¢I
will make you exceedingly fruitful; and I will
make nations of you, and kings shall come
from you. 7I will establish my covenant be-
tween me and you, and your offspring after
you throughout their generations, for an ever-
lasting covenant, to be God to you and to your
offspring’ after you. 8And I will give to you,
and to your offspring after you, the land
where you are now an alien, all the land of
Canaan, for a perpetual holding; and I will be
their God.

9 God said to Abraham, ‘As for you, you shall
keep my covenant, you and your offspring
after you throughout their generations.

10This is my covenant, which you shall keep,
between me and you and your offspring after
you: Every male among you shall be circum-
cised. ''You shall circumcise the flesh of your
foreskins,and itshall beasign of the covenant
between me and you. ?Throughoutyour gen-
erations every male among you shall be cir-
cumcised when heis eight days old, including
the slave born in your house and the one
bought with your money from any foreigner
who is not of your offspring. 1*Both the slave
born in your house and the one bought with
your money must be circumcised. So shall my
covenant be in your flesh an everlasting cov-
enant. *Any uncircumcised male who is not
circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin shall
be cut off from his people; he has broken my
covenant.’

15 God said to Abraham, ‘As for Sarai your
wife, you shall not call her Sarai, but Sarah
shall be her name. '*I will bless her,and more-
over Iwill giveyouason by her.Iwill bless her,
and sheshall give rise to nations; kings of peo-
ples shall come from her.’ 7Then Abraham
fell on his face and laughed, and said to him-
self, ‘Can a child be born to a man who is a
hundred years old? Can Sarah, who is ninety
years old, beara child?’ '8 And Abraham said to
God, ‘O thatIshmael mightlivein yoursight!
19God said, ‘No, but your wife Sarah shall bear
you a son, and you shall name him Isaac.’ I
will establish my covenant with him as an
everlasting covenant for his offspring after
him. 2°As for Ishmael, I have heard you; I will
bless him and make him fruitful and exceed-
ingly numerous; he shall be the father of
twelve princes, and I will make him a great
nation. 2!But my covenant I will establish
with Isaac, whom Sarah shall bear to you at
this season next year.” 22And when he had fin-
ished talking with him, God went up from
Abraham.

23 Then Abraham took his son Ishmael and
all theslaves born in his house or bought with
his money, every male among the men of
Abraham’s house, and he circumcised the
flesh of their foreskins that very day, as God
had said to him. 2*Abraham was ninety-nine
years old when he was circumcised in the flesh

1 8 The LorD appeared to Abraham * by

the oaks’ of Mamre, as he sat at the
entrance of his tent in the heat of the day.2He
looked up and saw three men standing near
him. When he saw them, he ran from the tent
entrance to meet them, and bowed down to
the ground.3Hesaid, ‘My lord, if I find favour
with you, do not pass by your servant. ‘Let a
little water be brought, and wash your feet,
and rest yourselves under the tree. Let me
bring a little bread, that you may refresh
yourselves, and after that you may pass on—
since you have come to your servant.’ So they
said, ‘Do as you have said.’ {And Abraham
hastened into the tent to Sarah, and said,
‘Make ready quickly three measures¢ of
choice flour, knead it,and make cakes.”” Abra-
ham ran to the herd, and took a calf, tender
and good, and gave it to the servant, who has-
tened to prepare it. ¥Then he took curds and
milk and the calf that he had prepared, and
set it before them; and he stood by them
under the tree while they ate.

9 They said to him, ‘Where is your wife

have grown old, and my husband is old, shall
Ihave pleasure?’ 1*The LOoRD said to Abraham,
‘Why did Sarah laugh, and say, “ShallTindeed
bear achild, now thatIam old?” “Is anything
too wonderful for the LORD? At the set time I
will return to you, in due season, and Sarah
shall haveason.’ 5But Sarah denied, saying, ‘I
did notlaugh’; for she was afraid. He said, ‘Oh
yes, you did laugh.

Judgement Pronounced on Sodom

16 Then the men set out from there, and
they looked towards Sodom; and Abraham
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went with them to set them on their way.
7The LoRD said, ‘Shall I hide from Abraham
whatIam about to do, !8secing that Abraham
shall become a great and mighty nation, and
all the nations of the earth shall be blessed in
him?¢ *No, for I have chosen¢ him, that he
may charge his children and his household
after him to keep the way of the LorRD by
doing righteousness and justice; so that the
LoRD may bring about for Abraham what he
has promised him.” 2Then the LorD said,
‘How great is the outcry against Sodom and
Gomorrah and how very grave their sin! 2'T
must go down and see whether they have
done altogether according to the outcry that
has come to me; and if not, I will know.’

22 So the men turned from there, and went
towards Sodom, while Abraham remained
standing before the LorD.f 2*Then Abraham
came near and said, ‘Will you indeed sweep
away the righteous with the wicked? 2¢Sup-
pose there are fifty righteous within the city;
will you then sweep away the place and not
forgive it for the fifty righteous who are in it?
25Far be it from you to do such a thing, to slay
the righteous with the wicked, so that the
righteous fare as the wicked! Far be that from
you! Shall not the Judge of all the earth do
what is just?’ 26And the LoRD said, ‘If I find at
Sodom fifty righteous in the city, I will forgive
the whole place for their sake.’ ¥ Abraham
answered, ‘Let me take it upon myself to
speak to the Lord, I who am but dust and
ashes. 28Suppose five of the fifty righteous are
lacking? Will you destroy the whole city for
lack of five?” And he said, ‘I will not destroy it
if I find forty-five there.” 22 Again he spoke to
him, ‘Suppose forty are found there.’ He
answered, ‘For the sake of forty I will not do
it 3°Then he said, ‘Oh do not let the Lord be
angry if I speak. Suppose thirty are found
there.’ He answered, ‘I will not do it, if I find
thirty there.” 3'He said, ‘Let me take it upon
myself to speak to the Lord. Suppose twenty
arefound there.” He answered, ‘For the sake of
twenty I will not destroy it.” 32Then he said,
‘Oh donotlet the Lord be angry if I speak just
once more. Suppose ten are found there.” He
answered, ‘For the sake of ten I will not
destroy it.” 3*And the LORD went his way,

When Lot saw them,
he rose to meet them, and bowed down with
his face to the ground. 2He said, ‘Please, my
lords, turn aside to your servant’s house and
spend the night, and wash your feet; then you
can rise early and go on your way.” They said,
‘No; we will spend the night in the square.
3But he urged them strongly; so they turned
aside to him and entered his house; and he
made them a feast, and baked unleavened
bread, and they ate. “*But before they lay
down, the men of the city, the men of Sodom,
both young and old, all the people to the last
man, surrounded the house; *and they called
to Lot, “‘Where are the men who came to you
tonight? Bring them out to us, so that we may
know them.” ¢Lot went out of the door to the
men, shut the door after him,”and said, ‘I beg
you, my brothers, do not act so wickedly.
8Look, I have two daughters who have not
known a man; let me bring them out to you,
and do to them as you please; only do nothing
to these men, for they have come under the
shelter of my roof.’ °But they replied, ‘Stand
back! And they said, “This fellow came here as
analien,and he would play the judge! Now we
will deal worse with you than with them.
Then they pressed hard against the man Lot,
and came near the door to break it down.
10But the men inside reached out their hands
and brought Lot into the house with them,
and shut the door. ''And they struck with
blindness the men who were at the door of the
house, both small and great, so that they were
unable to find the door.

Sodom and Gomorrah Destroyed

12 Then the men said to Lot, ‘Have you any-
oneelse here? Sons-in-law, sons, daughters, or
anyoneyou havein the city—bring them out of
the place. *For we are about to destroy this
place, because the outcry against its people
has become great before the LOoRD, and the
LoRD has sent us to destroy it.” 14So Lot went
out and said to his sons-in-law, who were to
marry his daughters, “‘Up, get out of this place;
for the LoRD is about to destroy the city.’ But
he seemed to his sons-in-law to be jesting.
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15 When morning dawned, the angels
urged Lot, saying, ‘Get up, take your wife and
your two daughters who are here, or else you
will be consumed in the punishment of the
city”’ '*But helingered; so the men seized him
and his wife and his two daughters by the
hand, the LorD being merciful to him, and
they brought him outand lefthim outside the
city. “When they had brought them outside,
they“said, ‘Flee for your life; do not look back
or stop anywhere in the Plain; flee to the hills,
or else you will be consumed.’ ** And Lot said
to them, ‘Oh, no, my lords; °your servant has
found favour with you, and you have shown
me greatkindness in saving my life; butI can-
not flee to the hills, for fear the disaster will
overtake me and I die. 2°Look, that city is near
enough to flee to, and it is a little one. Let me
escape there—is it notalittle one?—and my life
will be saved!’ 2! He said to him, ‘Very well, I
grant you this favour too, and will not over-
throw the city of which you have spoken.
22Hurry, escape there, for I can do nothing
until you arrive there.’ Therefore the city was
called Zoar.?2*The sun had risen on the earth
when Lot came to Zoar.

24 Then the LorD rained on Sodom and
Gomorrah sulphur and fire from the LorD
outof heaven;#and he overthrew thoseccities,
and all the Plain,and all the inhabitants of the
cities, and what grew on the ground. 2°But
Lot’s wife, behind him, looked back, and she
became a pillar of salt.

27 Abraham went early in the morning to
the place where he had stood before the LORD;
28and he looked down towards Sodom and
Gomorrah and towards all the land of the
Plain, and saw the smoke of the land going up
like the smoke of a furnace.

29 So it was that, when God destroyed the
cities of the Plain, God remembered Abra-
ham,and sent Lot out of the midst of the over-
throw, when he overthrew the cities in which
Lot had settled.

The Shameful Origin of Moab
and Ammon

30 Now Lot went up out of Zoar and settled
in the hills with his two daughters, for he was
afraid to stay in Zoar; so he lived in a cave with
his two daughters. 3* And the firstborn said to
theyounger, ‘Our fatheris old, and there is not

aman on earth to come in to us after the man-
ner of all the world. 32Come, let us make our
father drink wine, and we will lie with him, so
that we may preserve offspring through our
father.”33So they made their father drink wine
that night; and the firstborn went in, and lay
with her father; he did not know when she lay
down or when she rose. **On the next day, the
firstborn said to the younger, ‘Look, I lay last
night with my father; let us make him drink
wine tonight also; then you go in and lie with
him, so that we may preserve offspring
through our father” 3°So they made their
father drink wine that night also; and the
younger rose,and lay with him;and he did not
know when she lay down or when she rose.
36Thus both the daughters of Lot became preg-
nantby their father.3”

3 The younger also borea
son and named him Ben-ammi; he is the
ancestor of the Ammonites to this day.

Abraham and Sarah at Gerar

2 O From there Abraham journeyed

towards the region of the Negeb, and
settled between Kadesh and Shur. While
residingin Gerarasanalien,?Abraham said of
his wife Sarah, ‘She is my sister.” And King
Abimelech of Gerar sent and took Sarah. 3But
God came to Abimelech in a dream by night,
and said to him, ‘You are about to die because
of the woman whom you have taken; for she is
a married woman.’ *“Now Abimelech had not
approached her; so he said, ‘Lord, will you
destroy an innocent people? >°Did he not him-
self say to me, “She is my sister”? And she her-
self said, “He is my brother.” I did this in the
integrity of my heartand the innocence of my
hands.’ ¢Then God said to him in the dream,
‘Yes, I know that you did this in the integrity
of your heart; furthermore it was I who kept
you from sinning against me. Therefore I did
not let you touch her. ’Now then, return the
man’s wife; for he is a prophet, and he will
pray for you and you shall live. But if you do
notrestore her, know thatyou shall surely die,
you and all thatare yours.’

8 So Abimelech rose early in the morning,
and called all his servants and told them all
these things; and the men were very much
afraid.°Then Abimelech called Abraham, and
said to him, ‘What have you done to us? How
have I sinned against you, that you have
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brought such great guilt on me and my king-
dom? You have done things to me that ought
nottobedone.’*°And Abimelech said to Abra-
ham,‘What were you thinking of, thatyou did
this thing?’ ! Abraham said, ‘I did it because I
thought, There is no fear of God at all in this
place, and they will kill me because of my
wife. 12Besides, she is indeed my sister, the
daughter of my father but not the daughter of
my mother; and she became my wife. *And
when God caused me to wander from my
father’s house, I said to her, “This is the kind-
ness you must do me: at every place to which
we come, say of me, He is my brother.”’
4Then Abimelech took sheep and oxen, and
male and female slaves, and gave them to
Abraham, and restored his wife Sarah to him.
15 Abimelech said, ‘My land is before you; set-
tle where it pleases you.” 1*To Sarah he said,
‘Look, I have given your brother a thousand
pieces of silver; it is your exoneration before
all who are with you; you are completely vin-
dicated.” 7 Then Abraham prayed to God; and
God healed Abimelech, and also healed his
wife and female slaves so that they bore chil-
dren. 8For the LorD had closed fast all the
wombs of the house of Abimelech because of
Sarah, Abraham’s wife.

The Birth of Isaac

2 1 The LorD dealt with Sarah ashe had
said, and the LorD did for Sarah as
he had promised. 2Sarah conceived and bore
Abraham a son in his old age, at the time of
which God had spoken to him. 3Abraham
gave the name Isaac to his son whom Sarah
bore him.*And Abraham circumcised his son
Isaac when he was eight days old, as God had
commanded him. SAbraham was a hundred
years old when his son Isaac was born to him.
6Now Sarah said, ‘God has brought laughter
for me; everyone who hears will laugh with
me.”” And shesaid, “‘Who would ever have said
to Abraham that Sarah would nurse children?
YetIhave borne him asonin his old age.’

Hagar and Ishmael Sent Away

8 The child grew, and was weaned; and
Abraham made a great feast on the day that
Isaac was weaned. °But Sarah saw the son of
Hagar the Egyptian, whom she had borne to
Abraham, playing with her son Isaac.? 1°So

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she said to Abraham, ‘Cast out this slave
woman with her son; for the son of this slave
woman shall not inherit along with my son
Isaac.” ''The matter was very distressing to
Abraham on account of his son. 2But God
said to Abraham, ‘Do not be distressed
because of the boy and because of your slave
woman; whatever Sarah says to you, do as she
tells you, for it is through Isaac that offspring
shall be named after you. 1*As for the son of
the slave woman, I will make a nation of him
also, because he is your offspring.”’ *So Abra-
hamrose early in the morning, and took bread
and a skin of water, and gave it to Hagar,
putting it on her shoulder, along with the
child, and sent her away. And she departed,
and wandered about in the wilderness of
Beer-sheba.

15 When the water in the skin was gone, she
cast the child under one of the bushes. 1*Then
she went and sat down opposite him a good
way off, about the distance of a bowshot; for
she said, ‘Do not let me look on the death of
the child.’ And as she sat opposite him, she
lifted up her voice and wept. 7 And God heard
the voice of the boy; and the angel of God
called to Hagar from heaven, and said to her,
‘What troubles you, Hagar? Do not be afraid;
for God has heard the voice of the boy where
heis. 8Come,lift up the boy and hold him fast
with your hand, for I will make a great nation
of him.” *Then God opened her eyes, and she
saw a well of water. She went, and filled the
skin with water, and gave the boy a drink.

20 God was with the boy,and he grew up; he
lived in the wilderness, and became an expert
with the bow. 2'He lived in the wilderness of
Paran; and his mother gota wife for him from
theland of Egypt.

Abraham and Abimelech Make
aCovenant

22 At that time Abimelech, with Phicol the
commander of his army, said to Abraham,
‘God is with you in all that you do; Znow
therefore swear to me here by God that you
will not deal falsely with me or with my off-
spring or with my posterity, butasIThavedealt
loyally with you, you will deal with me and
with the land where you have resided as an
alien.’ 2*And Abraham said, ‘I swear it.”

25 When Abraham complained to Abim-
elech about a well of water that Abimelech’s
servants had seized, 26Abimelech said, ‘T do
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not know who has done this; you did not tell
me, and I have not heard of it until today.’ >’ So
Abraham took sheep and oxen and gave them
to Abimelech, and the two men made a cov-
enant. 22 Abraham set apart seven ewe lambs
of the flock. 2And Abimelech said to Abra-
ham, “Whatis the meaning of these seven ewe
lambs that you have set apart?’ 3°He said,
‘These seven ewe lambs you shall accept from
my hand, in order that you may be a witness
for me that I dug this well.” 3! Therefore that
place was called Beer-sheba;? because there
both of them swore an oath. 3*When they had
made a covenant at Beer-sheba, Abimelech,
with Phicol the commander of his army, left
and returned to the land of the Philistines.
33Abraham? planted a tamarisk tree in Beer-
sheba, and called there on the name of the
LORD, the Everlasting God.<3*And Abraham
resided as an alien for many days in theland of
the Philistines.

The Command to Sacrifice Isaac

2 2 After these things God tested Abra-
ham. He said to him, ‘Abraham!’
And he said, ‘Here I am.” 2He said, ‘“Take your
son, your only son Isaac, whom you love, and
go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there
as a burnt-offering on one of the mountains
thatIshall show you.’3So Abraham rose early
in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took
two of his young men with him, and his son
Isaac; he cut the wood for the burnt-offering,
and set out and went to the place in the dis-
tance that God had shown him. *On the third
day Abraham looked up and saw the place far
away. *Then Abraham said to his young men,
‘Stay here with the donkey; the boy and I will
go over there; we will worship, and then we
will come back to you.” ¢Abraham took the
wood of the burnt-offering and laid it on his
son Isaac, and he himself carried the fire and
the knife. So the two of them walked on
together. 7Isaac said to his father Abraham,
‘Father!?” And he said, ‘Here I am, my son.” He
said, ‘The fire and the wood are here, but
where is the lamb for a burnt-offering?’
8 Abraham said, ‘God himself will provide the
lamb for a burnt-offering, my son.” So the two
of them walked on together.
9 When they came to the place that God had
shown him, Abraham built an altar there and
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laid the wood in order. He bound his son
Isaac, and laid him on the altar, on top of the
wood. 1°Then Abraham reached out his hand
and took the knife to kill“ his son. 1!But the
angel of the LORD called to him from heaven,
and said, ‘Abraham, Abraham!” And he said,
‘Here I am.’ 2He said, ‘Do not lay your hand
on the boy or do anything to him; for now I
know that you fear God, since you have not
withheld your son, your only son, from me.’
13And Abraham looked up and saw a ram,
caught in a thicket by its horns. Abraham
went and took the ram and offered itup as a
burnt-offering instead of his son. *So Abra-
ham called that place ‘The LorDp will pro-
vide’;tasitissaid to this day, ‘On the mount of
the Lorp it shall be provided.’«

15 The angel of the LoRrD called to Abraham
a second time from heaven, '°and said, ‘By
myself I have sworn, says the LORD: Because
you have done this, and have not withheld
your son, your only son, 7I will indeed bless
you,and I will make your offspring as numer-
ous as the stars of heaven and as the sand that
is on the seashore. And your offspring shall
possess the gate of their enemies, 8and by
your offspring shall all the nations of the
earth gain blessing for themselves, because
you have obeyed my voice.” 1°So Abraham
returned to his young men, and they arose
and went together to Beer-sheba; and Abra-
ham lived at Beer-sheba.

The Children of Nahor

20 Now after these things it was told Abra-
ham, ‘Milcah also has borne children, to your
brother Nahor: 21Uz the firstborn, Buz his
brother, Kemuel the father of Aram, 22Chesed,
Hazo,Pildash,Jidlaph,and Bethuel.’2Bethuel
became the father of Rebekah. These eight Mil-
cah bore to Nahor, Abraham’s brother. 2*More-
over, his concubine, whose name was Reumah,
bore Tebah, Gaham, Tahash, and Maacah.

Sarah’s Death and Burial

2 3 Sarah lived for one hundred and

twenty-seven years; this was the
length of Sarah’s life. 2And Sarah died at Kir-
iath-arba (that is, Hebron) in the land of
Canaan; and Abraham went in to mourn for
Sarah and to weep for her. *Abraham rose up
from beside his dead, and said to the Hittites,
+Tamastranger and analien residingamong
you; give me property among you for a bury-
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ing-place, so that I may bury my dead out of
my sight.” 5The Hittites answered Abraham,
6‘Hear us, my lord; you are a mighty prince
among us. Bury your dead in the choicest of
our burial places; none of us will withhold
from you any burial ground for burying your
dead.’ 7Abraham rose and bowed to the Hit-
tites, the people of theland.®He said to them,
‘If you are willing that Ishould bury my dead
out of my sight, hear me, and entreat for me
Ephron son of Zohar, °so that he may give me
the cave of Machpelah, which he owns; itis at
the end of his field. For the full price let him
give it to me in your presence as a possession
for a burying-place.’ *°Now Ephron was sit-
tingamong the Hittites; and Ephron the Hit-
tite answered Abraham in the hearing of the
Hittites, of all who went in at the gate of his
city, 11‘No, my lord, hear me; I give you the
field,and I give you the cave thatisinit;in the
presence of my people I give it to you; bury
your dead. ?Then Abraham bowed down
before the people of the land. *He said to
Ephron in the hearing of the people of the
land, ‘If you only will listen to me! I will give
the price of the field; accept it from me, so
that I may bury my dead there.” *Ephron
answered Abraham, *‘My lord, listen to me;
apiece of land worth four hundred shekels of
silver—-what is that between you and me?
Bury your dead. Abraham agreed with
Ephron; and Abraham weighed out for
Ephron the silver that he had named in the
hearing of the Hittites, four hundred shekels
of silver, according to the weights current
among the merchants.

17 So the field of Ephron in Machpelah,
which was to the east of Mamre, the field with
the cave that was in it and all the trees that
were in the field, throughout its whole area,
passed '8to Abraham as a possession in the
presence of the Hittites, in the presence of all
who wentin at the gate of his city. 1° After this,
Abraham buried Sarah his wife in the cave of
the field of Machpelah facing Mamre (that is,
Hebron)in theland of Canaan.2°The field and
the cave that is in it passed from the Hittites
into Abraham’s possession asa burying-place.

The Marriage of Isaac and Rebekah

: ! Now Abraham was old, well advanced
in years; and the LorD had blessed
a Or toslaughter b Or will see; Heb traditionally
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Abraham in all things. 2Abraham said to his
servant, the oldest of hishouse, who had charge
of all that he had, ‘Put your hand under my
thigh 3and I will make you swear by the LORD,
the God of heaven and earth, that you will not
geta wife for my son from the daughters of the
Canaanites,among whom Ilive, *but will go to
my country and to my kindred and get a wife
for mysonIsaac.’3Theservantsaid to him, ‘Per-
haps the woman may not be willing to follow
me to this land; mustI then take your son back
to the land from which you came?’ *Abraham
said to him, ‘See to it that you do not take my
son back there.”The LORD, the God of heaven,
who took me from my father’s house and from
theland of my birth, and who spoke to me and
swore to me, “To your offspring I will give this
land”, he will send his angel before you; you
shall take a wife for my son from there. $But if
the woman is not willing to follow you, then
you will be free from this oath of mine; only
you must not take my son back there.” °So the
servant put his hand under the thigh of Abra-
ham his master and swore to him concerning
this matter.

10 Then the servant took ten of his master’s
camels and departed, taking all kinds of
choice gifts from his master; and he set out
and went to Aram-naharaim, to the city of
Nahor. '"He made the camels kneel down out-
side the city by the well of water; it was
towards evening, the time when women go
outtodraw water. 2And he said, ‘O LorD, God
of my master Abraham, please grant me suc-
cess today and show steadfastlove to my mas-
ter Abraham. ¥ am standing here by the
spring of water, and the daughters of the
townspeople are coming out to draw water.
14 et the girl to whom I shall say, “Please offer
your jar that I may drink”, and who shall say,
“Drink, and I will water your camels”—let her
be the one whom you have appointed for your
servant Isaac. By this I shall know that you
have shown steadfast love to my master.”

15 Before he had finished speaking, there
was Rebekah, who was born to Bethuel son of
Milcah, the wife of Nahor, Abraham’s brother,
coming out with her water-jar on her shoul-
der.®The girl was very fair tolook upon,a vir-
gin whom no man had known. She went
down to the spring, filled her jar, and came
up. “Then the servant ran to meet her and
said, ‘Please let me sip a little water from your
jar” ¥Drink, my lord,” she said, and quickly
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lowered herjar uponherhand and gavehima
drink. *When she had finished giving him a
drink, she said, ‘I will draw for your camels
also, until they have finished drinking.” 2°So
she quickly emptied her jar into the trough
and ran again to the well to draw, and she
drew for all his camels. 2! The man gazed ather
in silence to learn whether or not the LORD
had made his journey successful.

22 When the camels had finished drinking,
the man took a gold nose-ring weighing a
half-shekel, and two bracelets for her arms
weighing ten gold shekels, 2and said, ‘Tell
me whose daughter you are. Is there room in
your father’s house for us to spend the night?’
24She said to him, ‘T am the daughter of
Bethuel son of Milcah, whom she bore to
Nahor.’ 2°She added, ‘We have plenty of straw
and fodder and a place to spend the night.’
26The man bowed his head and worshipped
the LORD #¥and said, ‘Blessed be the LorD, the
God of my master Abraham, who has not for-
saken his steadfast love and his faithfulness
towards my master. As for me, the LORD has
led me on the way to the house of my master’s
kin.

28 Then the girl ran and told her mother’s
household about these things. 2Rebekah had
a brother whose name was Laban; and Laban
ran out to the man, to the spring. 3°As soon as
he had seen the nose-ring, and the bracelets
on his sister’s arms, and when he heard the
words of his sister Rebekah, “Thus the man
spoke to me’, he went to the man; and there he
was, standing by the camels at the spring.
31He said, ‘Come in, O blessed of the LORD.
Why do you stand outside when I have pre-
pared the house and a place for the camels?’
3250 the man came into the house; and Laban
unloaded the camels, and gave him straw and
fodder for the camels, and water to wash his
feet and the feet of the men who were with
him. 3*Then food was set before him to eat;
but he said, ‘I will not eat until T have told my
errand.’ He said, ‘Speak on.’

34 So he said, ‘T am Abraham’s servant.
35The LorD has greatly blessed my master,
and he has become wealthy; he has given him
flocks and herds, silver and gold, male and
female slaves, camels and donkeys. **And
Sarah my master’s wife bore a son to my mas-
ter when she was old; and he has given him all
that he has. 3’My master made me swear, say-
ing, “You shall not take a wife for my son from



the daughters of the Canaanites, in whose
land I live; 3¥but you shall go to my father’s
house, to my kindred, and get a wife for my
son.” 3°T said to my master, “Perhaps the
woman will not follow me.” ¥But he said to
me, “The LORD, before whom I walk, will send
his angel with you and make your way suc-
cessful. You shall get a wife for my son from
my kindred, from my father’s house. ' Then
youwill be free from my oath, when you come
to my kindred; even if they will not give her to
you, you will be free from my oath.”

42 ‘I came today to the spring, and said,
“O Lorp, the God of my master Abraham, if
now you will only make successful the way I
am going! I am standing here by the spring
of water; let the young woman who comes out
to draw, to whom I shall say, ‘Please give me a
little water from your jar to drink,” “*and who
will say to me, ‘Drink, and I will draw for your
camels also’—let her be the woman whom the
LorD has appointed for my master’s son.”

45 ‘Before I had finished speaking in my
heart, there was Rebekah coming out with her
water-jar on her shoulder; and she went down
to the spring, and drew. I said to her, “Please
let me drink.” 6She quickly let down her jar
from her shoulder, and said, “Drink, and I will
also water your camels.” So I drank, and she
also watered the camels. ¥ Then I asked her,
“Whose daughter are you?” She said, “The
daughter of Bethuel, Nahor’s son, whom Mil-
cah bore to him.” SoIputtheringonhernose,
and the bracelets on her arms. “Then I bowed
my head and worshipped the LorD, and
blessed the LorD, the God of my master Abra-
ham, who had led me by the right way to
obtain the daughter of my master’s kinsman
for hisson.*Now then, if you will deal loyally
and truly with my master, tell me; and if not,
tell me, so that I may turn either to the right
hand or to the left.

50 Then Laban and Bethuel answered, ‘The
thing comes from the LORD; we cannot speak
toyouanythingbad or good.5!Look, Rebekah
is before you; take her and go, and let her be
the wife of your master’s son, as the LORD has
spoken.’

52 When Abraham’s servant heard their
words, he bowed himself to the ground
before the LoRD. $*And the servant brought
out jewellery of silver and of gold, and gar-
ments, and gave them to Rebekah; he also
gave to her brother and to her mother costly
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ornaments. 5*Then he and the men who were
with him ate and drank, and they spent the
night there. When they rose in the morning,
he said, ‘Send me back to my master.” S>Her
brother and her mother said, ‘Let the girl
remain with us a while, atleast ten days; after
that she may go.” *But he said to them, ‘Do
not delay me, since the LorRD has made my
journey successful; let me go, thatI may go to
my master.” 5 They said, “We will call the girl,
and ask her.” 3®And they called Rebekah, and
said to her, ‘Will you go with this man?’ She
said, ‘T will.” $°So they sent away their sister
Rebekah and her nurse along with Abraham’s
servant and his men. ®°And they blessed
Rebekah and said to her,
‘May you, our sister, become
thousands of myriads;
may your offspring gain possession
of the gates of their foes.”

6'Then Rebekah and her maids rose up,
mounted the camels, and followed the man;
thus the servant took Rebekah, and went his
way.

62 Now Isaac had come from* Beer-lahai-
roi, and was settled in the Negeb. ¢3Isaac went
out in the evening to walk? in the field; and
looking up, he saw camels coming. **And
Rebekah looked up, and when she saw Isaac,
sheslipped quickly from the camel,%*and said
to the servant, ‘Who is the man over there,
walking in the field to meet us?’ The servant
said, ‘It is my master.” So she took her veil and
covered herself. ®¢And the servant told Isaac
all the things that he had done. ¢ Then Isaac
brought her into his mother Sarah’s tent. He
took Rebekah, and she became his wife; and
he loved her. So Isaac was comforted after his
mother’s death.

Abraham Marries Keturah

2 5 Abraham took another wife, whose

name was Keturah. 2She bore him
Zimran,Jokshan, Medan, Midian,Ishbak,and
Shuah. 3Jokshan was the father of Sheba and
Dedan. The sons of Dedan were Asshurim,
Letushim, and Leummim. The sons of Mid-
ian were Ephah, Epher, Hanoch, Abida, and
Eldaah. All these were the children of Keturah.
5Abraham gave all he had to Isaac. *But to the
sons of his concubines Abraham gave gifts,
while he was still living, and he sent them

a Syr Tg: Heb from coming to
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away from his son Isaac, eastwards to the east
country.

The Death of Abraham

7 This is the length of Abraham’s life, one
hundred and seventy-five years. $Abraham
breathed hislastand died ina good old age,an
old man and full of years, and was gathered to
his people.°His sons Isaacand Ishmael buried
him in the cave of Machpelah, in the field of
Ephron son of Zohar the Hittite, east of
Mamre, °the field that Abraham purchased
from the Hittites. There Abraham was buried,
with his wife Sarah. 1* After the death of Abra-
ham God blessed his son Isaac. And Isaac set-
tled at Beer-lahai-roi.

Ishmael’s Descendants

12 These are the descendants of Ishmael,
Abraham’s son, whom Hagar the Egyptian,
Sarah’s slave-girl, bore to Abraham. *These
are the names of the sons of Ishmael, named
in the order of their birth: Nebaioth, the first-
born of Ishmael; and Kedar, Adbeel, Mibsam,
4#Mishma, Dumah, Massa, *Hadad, Tema,
Jetur, Naphish,and Kedemah. *These are the
sons of Ishmael and these are their names, by
their villages and by their encampments,
twelve princes according to their tribes.
17(This is the length of the life of Ishmael, one
hundred and thirty-seven years; he breathed
hislastand died, and was gathered to his peo-
ple.) 8They settled from Havilah to Shur,
which is opposite Egypt in the direction of
Assyria; he settled down*® alongside? all his
people.

The Birth and Youth of Esau and Jacob

19 These are the descendants of Isaac, Abra-
ham’s son: Abraham was the father of Isaac,
20and Isaac was forty years old when he mar-
ried Rebekah, daughter of Bethuel the Ara-
mean of Paddan-aram, sister of Laban the Ara-
mean. 2'Isaac prayed to the LorD for his wife,
because she was barren; and the LorD granted
his prayer, and his wife Rebekah conceived.
22The children struggled together within her;
and she said, ‘If it is to be this way, why do I
live?’¢ So she went to inquire of the LORD.
23And the LorD said to her,

‘Two nations are in your womb,
and two peoples born of you shall be
divided;
one shall be stronger than the other,
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the elder shall serve the younger.”

2#When her time to give birth was at hand,
there were twins in her womb. #The first
came out red, all his body like a hairy mantle;
so they named him Esau. 26Afterwards his
brother came out, with his hand gripping
Esau’s heel; so he was named Jacob. ¢ Isaac was
sixty years old when she bore them.

27 When the boys grew up, Esau was a skil-
ful hunter, a man of the field, while Jacob was
aquietman,livingin tents.2Isaacloved Esau,
because he was fond of game; but Rebekah
loved Jacob.

Esau Sells His Birthright

29 Once when Jacob was cooking a stew,
Esau came in from the field, and he was fam-
ished.3°Esausaid toJacob, ‘Let me eat some of
that red stuff, for I am famished!’ (Therefore
he was called Edom. ) 3'Jacob said, ‘First sell
me your birthright.’ 32Esau said, ‘T am about
to die; of what use is a birthright to me?’
33Jacobsaid, ‘Swear to mefirst.”/So he swore to
him, and sold his birthright to Jacob. **Then
Jacob gave Esau bread and lentil stew, and he
ate and drank, and rose and went his way.
Thus Esau despised his birthright.

Isaacand Abimelech

2 6 Now there was a famine in the land,

besides the former famine that had
occurred in the days of Abraham. And Isaac
went to Gerar, to King Abimelech of the Phi-
listines. 2The LORD appeared to Isaac? and
said, ‘Do not go down to Egypt; settle in the
land thatIshall show you.3Residein thisland
as an alien, and I will be with you, and will
bless you; for to you and to your descendants
I will give all these lands, and I will fulfil the
oath that I swore to your father Abraham. 4I
will make your offspring as numerous as the
stars of heaven, and will give to your offspring
all theselands; and all the nations of the earth
shall gain blessing for themselves through
your offspring, Sbecause Abraham obeyed my
voice and kept my charge, my command-
ments, my statutes, and my laws.”

6 SoIsaacsettled in Gerar.”When the men of
the place asked him about his wife, he said,
‘She is my sister’; for he was afraid to say, ‘My
wife,” thinking, ‘or else the men of the place
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mightkill me for the sake of Rebekah, because
she is attractive in appearance.”’ $When Isaac
had been therealong time, King Abimelech of
the Philistines looked out of a window and
saw him fondling his wife Rebekah. °So
Abimelech called for Isaac, and said, ‘So she is
your wife! Why then did you say, “She is my
sister”?’ Isaac said to him, ‘Because I thought
I might die because of her.” '°Abimelech said,
‘What is this you have done to us? One of the
people might easily have lain with your wife,
and you would have brought guilt upon us.’
1150 Abimelech warned all the people, saying,
‘Whoever touches this man or his wife shall be
put to death.’

12 Isaac sowed seed in thatland, and in the
same year reaped a hundredfold. The LORD
blessed him, *and the man became rich; he
prospered more and more until he became
very wealthy. *He had possessions of flocks
and herds, and a great household, so that the
Philistines envied him. !(Now the Philistines
had stopped up and filled with earth all the
wells that his father’s servants had dug in the
days of his father Abraham.) '* And Abimelech
said to Isaac, ‘Go away from us; you have
become too powerful for us.’

17 SoIsaacdeparted from there and camped
in the valley of Gerar and settled there. 18Isaac
dugagain the wells of water thathad been dug
in the days of his father Abraham; for the Phi-
listines had stopped them up after the death of
Abraham;and he gave them the names thathis
father had given them. *But when Isaac’s ser-
vants dug in the valley and found there a well
of spring water, 2°the herders of Gerar quar-
relled with Isaac’s herders, saying, ‘“The water
is ours.” So he called the well Esek,* because
they contended with him. 2'Then they dug
another well, and they quarrelled over that
one also; so he called it Sitnah.? 22He moved
from there and dug another well, and they did
not quarrel over it; so he called it Rehoboth,¢
saying, ‘Now the LorD has made room for us,
and we shall be fruitful in the land.’

23 From there he went up to Beer-sheba.
2¢And that very night the LorD appeared to
him and said, ‘I am the God of your father
Abraham; do not be afraid, for I am with you
and will bless you and make your offspring
numerous for my servant Abraham’s sake.
250 he builtan altar there, called on the name
of the LORD, and pitched his tent there. And
there Isaac’s servants dug a well.
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26 Then Abimelech went to him from
Gerar, with Ahuzzath his adviser and Phicol
the commander of his army. 2’Isaac said to
them, ‘Why have you come to me, seeing that
you hate me and have sent me away from
you?’ 2They said, ‘We see plainly that the
LoRrD has been with you; so we say, let there be
an oath between you and us, and let us make a
covenant with you 2°so that you will do us no
harm, just as we have not touched you and
have done to you nothing but good and have
sent you away in peace. You are now the
blessed of the LorD.” 3*°So he made them a
feast, and they ate and drank. 3'In the morn-
ing they rose early and exchanged oaths; and
Isaacset them on their way, and they departed
from him in peace.3?Thatsame day Isaac’s ser-
vants came and told him about the well that
they had dug,and said to him, “We have found
water!’ 33He called it Shibah;¢ therefore the
name of the city is Beer-sheba¢ to this day.

Esau’s Hittite Wives

34 When Esau was forty years old, he mar-
ried Judith daughter of Beeri the Hittite, and
Basemath daughter of Elon the Hittite; *>and
they made life bitter for Isaac and Rebekah.

Isaac Blesses Jacob

2 7 When Isaacwas old and his eyes were

dim so that he could not see, he
called his elder son Esau and said to him, ‘My
son’; and he answered, ‘Here I am.” 2He said,
‘See, I am old; I do not know the day of my
death. 3Now then, take your weapons, your
quiver and your bow, and go out to the field,
and hunt game for me. *Then prepare for me
savoury food, such asIlike, and bring it to me
to eat, so that I may bless you before I die.’

5 Now Rebekah was listening when Isaac
spoke to his son Esau. So when Esau went to
the field to hunt for game and bring it,
6Rebekah said to her son Jacob, ‘I heard your
father say to your brother Esau, 7“Bring me
game, and prepare for me savoury food to eat,
that I may bless you before the LorRD before I
die.”8Now therefore, my son, obey my word as
I command you. °Go to the flock, and get me
two choice kids, so that I may prepare from
them savoury food for your father, such as he
likes; °and you shall take it to your father to
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eat, so that he may bless you before he dies.’
1ButJacob said to his mother Rebekah, ‘Look,
my brother Esauisahairy man,andIamaman
of smooth skin. 2Perhaps my father will feel
me, and I shall seem to be mocking him, and
bring a curse on myself and not a blessing.’
3His mother said to him, ‘Let your curse be on
me, my son; only obey my word, and go, get
them for me.” *So he went and got them and
brought them to his mother; and his mother
prepared savoury food, such as his father
loved. *Then Rebekah took the best garments
of her elder son Esau, which were with her in
the house, and put them on her younger son
Jacob; ¢and she put the skins of the kids on his
hands and on the smooth part of his neck.
7Then she handed the savoury food, and the
bread that she had prepared, to her son Jacob.
18 So he went in to his father, and said, ‘My
father’; and he said, ‘Here I am; who are you,
my son?’ °Jacob said to his father, ‘T am Esau
your firstborn. I have done as you told me;
now sit up and eat of my game, so that you
may bless me.” 20But Isaacsaid to his son, ‘How
isitthatyouhave found itso quickly, my son?’
He answered, ‘Because the LORD your God
granted me success.” 2!Then Isaac said to
Jacob, ‘Come near, that I may feel you, my son,
to know whether you are really my son Esau
or not.” 2250 Jacob went up to his father Isaac,
who felt him and said, ‘The voice is Jacob’s
voice, but the hands are the hands of Esau.’
2’Hedid notrecognize him, because his hands
were hairy like his brother Esau’s hands; so he
blessed him. 2*He said, ‘Are you really my son
Esau?’ He answered, ‘I am.” 2Then he said,
‘Bring it to me, thatI may eat of my son’s game
and blessyou.” So he broughtit to him,and he
ate; and he brought him wine, and he drank.
26Then his fatherIsaacsaid to him,‘Come near
and kiss me, my son.” #So he came near and
kissed him; and he smelled the smell of his
garments, and blessed him, and said,
‘Ah, the smell of my son
is like the smell of a field that the LorD
hasblessed.

28 May God give you of the dew of heaven,

and of the fatness of the earth,

and plenty of grain and wine.
29 Let peoples serve you,

and nations bow down to you.

Belord over your brothers,
and may your mother’s sons bow down
toyou.

Cursed be everyone who curses you,
and blessed be everyone who blesses
you!’

Esau’s Lost Blessing

30 As soon as Isaac had finished blessing
Jacob, when Jacob had scarcely gone out from
the presence of his father Isaac, his brother
Esau came in from his hunting. 3 He also pre-
pared savoury food, and brought it to his
father. And hesaid to his father, ‘Let my father
sit up and eat of his son’s game, so that you
may bless me.” 32His father Isaac said to him,
‘Who are you?’ He answered, ‘I am your first-
born son, Esau.’ 33Then Isaac trembled vio-
lently, and said, “Who was it then that hunted
game and brought it to me, and I ate it all*
before you came, and I have blessed him?—yes,
and blessed he shall be!’ **When Esau heard
his father’s words, he cried out with an
exceedingly great and bitter cry, and said to
his father, ‘Bless me, me also, father!’ 3°But he
said, “Your brother came deceitfully, and he
has taken away your blessing.’ **Esau said, ‘Is
he not rightly named Jacob?? For he has sup-
planted me these two times. He took away my
birthright; and look, now he has taken away
my blessing.” Then he said, ‘Have you not
reserved a blessing for me?’ 3’Isaac answered
Esau, ‘Thavealready made him yourlord, and
I have given him all his brothers as servants,
and with grainand wine T have sustained him.
What then can I do for you, my son?’ 3¥Esau
said to his father, “‘Have you only one blessing,
father? Bless me, me also, father!” And Esau
lifted up his voice and wept.

39 Then his father Isaac answered him:

‘See, away from ¢ the fatness of the earth
shall your home be,
and away from ¢ the dew of heaven on
high.
4 By your sword you shall live,
and you shall serve your brother;
but when you break loose,
you shall break his yoke from your
neck.

Jacob Escapes Esau’s Fury

41 Now Esau hated Jacob because of the
blessing with which his father had blessed
him, and Esau said to himself, ‘The days of

aCn: Hebofall b Thatis Hesupplants or He takes by the
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mourning for my father are approaching;
then I will kill my brother Jacob.” #2But the
words of her elder son Esau were told to
Rebekah; so she sent and called her younger
son Jacob and said to him, ‘Your brother Esau
is consoling himself by planning to kill you.
“Now therefore, my son, obey my voice; flee
at once to my brother Laban in Haran, “#and
stay with him for a while, until your brother’s
fury turns away— “until your brother’s anger
against you turns away, and he forgets what
you have done to him; then I will send, and
bring you back from there. Why should I lose
both of you in one day?’

46 Then Rebekah said to Isaac, ‘T am weary
of my life because of the Hittite women. If
Jacob marries one of the Hittite women such
as these, one of the women of the land, what
good will my life be to me?’

2 8 Then Isaac called Jacob and blessed

him, and charged him, “You shall not
marry one of the Canaanite women. 2Go at
once to Paddan-aram to the house of Bethuel,
your mother’s father; and take as wife from
there one of the daughters of Laban, your
mother’s brother. 3May God Almighty* bless
you and make you fruitful and numerous,
that you may become a company of peoples.
4May he give to you the blessing of Abraham,
to you and to your offspring with you, so that
you may take possession of the land where
younow liveasan alien—land that God gave to
Abraham.’ 5Thus Isaac sent Jacob away; and
he went to Paddan-aram, to Laban son of
Bethuel the Aramean, the brother of Rebekah,
Jacob’s and Esau’s mother.

Esau Marries Ishmael’s Daughter

6 Now Esau saw thatIsaachad blessed Jacob
and sent him away to Paddan-aram to take a
wife from there, and that as he blessed him he
charged him, “You shall not marry one of the
Canaanite women’, 7and that Jacob had
obeyed his father and his mother and gone to
Paddan-aram. 8So when Esau saw that the
Canaanite women did not please his father
Isaac, °Esau went to Ishmael and took Maha-
lath daughter of Abraham’s son Ishmael, and
sister of Nebaioth, to be his wife in addition to
the wives he had.

Jacob’s Dream at Bethel

10 Jacob left Beer-sheba and went towards
Haran.''Hecame to acertain placeand stayed
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there for the night, because the sun had set.
Taking one of the stones of the place, he putit
under his head and lay down in that place.
2 And he dreamed that there was aladder?set
up on the earth, the top of it reaching to
heaven; and the angels of God were ascend-
ing and descending on it. *And the LORD
stood beside him* and said, ‘I am the LORD,
the God of Abraham your father and the God
of Isaac; theland on which youlieIwill give to
you and to your offspring; *and your off-
spring shall be like the dust of the earth, and
you shall spread abroad to the west and to the
east and to the north and to the south; and all
the families of the earth shall be blessed ¢ in
you and in your offspring. *Know that I am
with you and will keep you wherever you go,
and will bring you back to this land; for I will
not leave you until I have done what I have
promised you.” *Then Jacob woke from his
sleep and said, ‘Surely the LoRD is in this
place—and I did not know it?’ 7And he was
afraid, and said, ‘How awesome is this place!
This is none other than the house of God, and
this is the gate of heaven.’

18 So Jacob rose early in the morning, and
he took the stone that he had put under his
head and setitup fora pillarand poured oil on
the top of it. '’ He called that place Bethel; ¢but
the name of the city was Luz at the first.2°Then
Jacob made a vow, saying, ‘If God will be with
me, and will keep me in this way thatI go,and
will give me bread to eat and clothing to wear,
2150 that I come again to my father’s house in
peace, then the LorD shall be my God, 22and
this stone, which I have set up for a pillar, shall
be God’s house; and of all that you give me I
will surely give one-tenth to you.”

Jacob Meets Rachel

2 9 Then Jacob went on his journey, and
came to the land of the people of the

east. 2As he looked, he saw a well in the field
and three flocks of sheep lying there beside it;
for out of that well the flocks were watered.
The stone on the well’s mouth was large, 2and
when all the flocks were gathered there, the
shepherds would roll the stone from the
mouth of the well, and water the sheep, and
putthestonebackinits place on the mouth of
the well.
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4 Jacobsaid to them, ‘My brothers, where do
you come from?’ They said, ‘We are from
Haran.’SHesaid to them, ‘Do you know Laban
son of Nahor?’ They said, ‘We do.” *He said to
them, ‘Is it well with him?’ “Yes,” they replied,
‘and here is his daughter Rachel, coming with
thesheep.’”Hesaid, ‘Look, itis still broad day-
light; it is not time for the animals to be gath-
ered together. Water the sheep, and go, pas-
ture them.” 8But they said, ‘We cannot until
all the flocks are gathered together, and the
stone is rolled from the mouth of the well;
then we water the sheep.’

9 While he was still speaking with them,
Rachel came with her father’s sheep; for she
kept them. '°Now when Jacob saw Rachel, the
daughter of his mother’s brother Laban, and
thesheep of his mother’s brother Laban, Jacob
went up and rolled the stone from the well’s
mouth, and watered the flock of his mother’s
brother Laban. 'Then Jacob kissed Rachel,
and wept aloud. 2And Jacob told Rachel that
he was her father’s kinsman, and that he was
Rebekah’s son; and she ran and told her
father.

13 When Laban heard the news about his
sister’s son Jacob, he ran to meet him; he
embraced him and kissed him, and brought
him to his house. Jacob* told Laban all these
things, *and Laban said to him, ‘Surely you
are my bone and my flesh!” And he stayed with
him for a month.

Jacob Marries Laban’s Daughters

15 Then Laban said to Jacob, ‘Because you
are my kinsman, should you therefore serve
me for nothing? Tell me, what shall your
wages be?’ 1*Now Laban had two daughters;
the name of the elder was Leah, and the name
of the younger was Rachel. 7Leah’s eyes were
lovely,? and Rachel was graceful and beauti-
ful. 8Jacob loved Rachel; so he said, ‘T will
serveyousevenyears for your younger daugh-
ter Rachel.”°Laban said, ‘It is better thatIgive
her to you than that I should give her to any
other man; stay with me.” 2°So Jacob served
seven years for Rachel, and they seemed to
him but a few days because of the love he had
for her.

21 Then Jacob said to Laban, ‘Give me my
wife that I may go in to her, for my time is
completed.’ 22So Laban gathered together all
the people of the place,and made a feast. 22 But
in the evening he took his daughter Leah and

brought her to Jacob; and he went in to her.
24(Laban gave his maid Zilpah to his daughter
Leah to be her maid.) 2When morning came,
it was Leah! And Jacob said to Laban, ‘What is
this you have done to me? Did I not serve with
you for Rachel? Why then have you deceived
me?’ 26Laban said, ‘This is not done in our
country—giving the younger before the first-
born.? Complete the week of this one,and we
will give you the other also in return for serv-
ing me for another seven years.’ 28Jacob did so,
and completed her week; then Laban gave
him his daughter Rachel as a wife. 22(Laban
gave his maid Bilhah to his daughter Rachel to
beher maid.)3°SoJacob wentin to Rachel also,
and he loved Rachel more than Leah. He
served Laban‘for another seven years.

31 When the LorRD saw that Leah was
unloved, he opened her womb; but Rachel
was barren. 32Leah conceived and bore a son,
and she named him Reuben;* for she said,
‘Because the LORD has looked on my afflic-
tion; surely now my husband will love me.
33She conceived again and bore a son, and
said, ‘Because the LorRD has heard ¢ that I am
hated, he has given me this son also’; and she
named him Simeon. 3*Again she conceived
and bore a son, and said, ‘Now this time my
husband will be joined/ to me, because I have
borne him three sons’; therefore he was
named Levi. 3°She conceived again and bore a
son, and said, ‘This time I will praise¢ the
LoRD’; therefore she named him Judah; then
she ceased bearing.

When Rachel saw thatshe bore Jacob

no children, she envied her sister;
and she said to Jacob, ‘Give me children, or I
shall die!” 2Jacob became very angry with
Rachel and said, ‘Am Iin the place of God, who
has withheld from you the fruit of the womb?’
3Then shesaid, ‘Here is my maid Bilhah; goin
to her, that she may bear upon my knees and
thatItoo may have children through her.”4So
she gave him her maid Bilhah as a wife; and
Jacob went in to her. >And Bilhah conceived
and bore Jacob a son. °Then Rachel said, ‘God
has judged me, and has also heard my voice
and given me a son’; therefore she named him
Dan."7Rachel’s maid Bilhah conceived again
and bore Jacob a second son. $Then Rachel
said, ‘With mighty wrestlings Thave wrestled
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with my sister, and have prevailed’; so she
named him Naphtali.

9 When Leah saw that she had ceased bear-
ing children, she took her maid Zilpah and
gave her toJacob asa wife. 1°Then Leah’s maid
Zilpah bore Jacob a son. ''And Leah said,
‘Good fortune! so she named him Gad.¢
12Leah’s maid Zilpah bore Jacob a second son.
13 And Leah said, ‘Happy am I! For the women
will call me happy’; so she named him Asher.?

14 In the days of wheat harvest Reuben
went and found mandrakes in the field, and
brought them to his mother Leah. Then
Rachel said to Leah, ‘Please give me some of
your son’s mandrakes.” 1But she said to her,
‘Is it a small matter that you have taken away
my husband? Would you take away my son’s
mandrakes also?’ Rachel said, ‘Then he may
lie with you tonight for your son’s man-
drakes.’ **When Jacob came from the field in
the evening, Leah went out to meet him, and
said, “You must come in to me; for T have hired
you with my son’s mandrakes.’ So he lay with
her that night. And God heeded Leah, and
she conceived and bore Jacob a fifth son.
18Leah said, ‘God has given me my hire¢
because I gave my maid to my husband’; so
she named him Issachar. ?And Leah con-
ceived again, and she bore Jacob a sixth son.
20Then Leah said, ‘God has endowed me with
a good dowry; now my husband will honour?
me, because I have borne him six sons’; so she
named him Zebulun. 2! Afterwards she bore a
daughter, and named her Dinah.

22 Then God remembered Rachel, and God
heeded her and opened her womb. 2*She con-
ceived and boreason, and said, ‘God has taken
away my reproach’; 2*and she named him
Joseph, ¢ saying, ‘May the LoRD add to me
another son!

Jacob Prospers at Laban’s Expense

25 When Rachel had borne Joseph, Jacob
said to Laban, ‘Send me away, that I may go to
my own home and country. 26Give me my
wives and my children for whom I'have served
you, and let me go; for you know very well the
service I have given you.” ¥ But Laban said to
him, ‘If you will allow me to say so, I have
learned by divination that the LORD has
blessed me because of you; 2name your wages,
and I will give them.” 2°Jacob said to him, ‘You
yourself know howIhaveserved you,and how
your cattle have fared with me. 3°For you had
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little before I came, and it has increased abun-
dantly; and the LorD has blessed you wherever
I turned. But now when shall I provide for my
own household also?’ 3'He said, ‘What shall T
give you?’ Jacob said, “You shall not give me
anything; if you will do this for me,Iwill again
feed your flock and keep it: 32let me pass
through all your flock today, removing from it
every speckled and spotted sheep and every
black lamb, and the spotted and speckled
among the goats; and such shall be my wages.
33S0 my honesty will answer for me later, when
you come to look into my wages with you.
Every one that is not speckled and spotted
among the goats and black among the lambs,
if found with me, shall be counted stolen.’
34Laban said, ‘Good! Let it be as you have said.’
35But that day Laban removed the male goats
that were striped and spotted, and all the
female goats that were speckled and spotted,
every one that had white on it,and every lamb
that was black, and put them in charge of his
sons; *¢and he setadistance of three days’ jour-
ney between himself and Jacob, while Jacob
was pasturing the rest of Laban’s flock.

37 Then Jacob took fresh rods of poplar and
almond and plane, and peeled white streaks
in them, exposing the white of the rods. 3¥He
set the rods that he had peeled in front of the
flocks in the troughs, that is, the watering-
places, where the flocks came to drink. And
since they bred when they came to drink, 3*the
flocks bred in front of the rods, and so the
flocks produced young that were striped,
speckled, and spotted. *°Jacob separated the
lambs, and set the faces of the flocks toward
the striped and the completely black animals
in the flock of Laban; and he put his own
droves apart, and did not put them with
Laban’s flock. ¥ Whenever the stronger of the
flock were breeding, Jacob laid the rods in the
troughs before the eyes of the flock, that they
mightbreed among the rods, “*but for the fee-
bler of the flock he did not lay them there; so
the feebler were Laban’s, and the stronger
Jacob’s. ©¥Thus the man grew exceedingly
rich, and had large flocks, and male and
female slaves, and camels and donkeys.

Jacob Flees with Family and Flocks

3 Now Jacob heard that the sons of
Laban were saying, ‘Jacob has taken
a Thatis Fortune

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all that was our father’s; he has gained all this
wealth from what belonged to our father.’
2And Jacob saw that Laban did not regard him
as favourably as he did before. 3Then the LORD
said toJacob, ‘Return to the land of your ances-
tors and to your kindred, and I will be with
you.”*SoJacobsentand called Racheland Leah
into the field where his flock was, Sand said to
them, ‘I see that your father does not regard
me as favourably as he did before. But the God
of my father has been with me. ¢You know that
Thave served your father with all my strength;
7yet your father has cheated me and changed
my wages ten times, but God did not permit
him to harm me. 8If he said, “The speckled
shall be your wages”, then all the flock bore
speckled; and if he said, “The striped shall be
your wages”, then all the flock bore striped.
°Thus God has taken away the livestock of
your father, and given them to me.

10 ‘During the mating of the flock I once
had adream in which Ilooked up and saw that
the male goats that leaped upon the flock
were striped, speckled, and mottled. ''Then
the angel of God said to me in the dream,
“Jacob,” and I'said, “HereIam!” 2And hesaid,
“Look up and see thatall the goats thatleap on
the flock are striped, speckled, and mottled;
for I have seen all that Laban is doing to you.
13Tam the God of Bethel,“where you anointed
a pillar and made a vow to me. Now leave this
land at once and return to the land of your
birth.” > *Then Rachel and Leah answered
him, ‘Is there any portion or inheritance left
to us in our father’s house? 'SAre we not
regarded by him as foreigners? For he has sold
us,and he has been using up the money given
for us. 6All the property that God has taken
away from our father belongs to us and to our
children; now then, do whatever God has said
toyou.

17 So Jacob arose, and set his children and
his wives on camels; 8and he drove away all
his livestock, all the property that he had
gained, thelivestock in his possession that he
had acquired in Paddan-aram, to go to his
father Isaacin theland of Canaan.

19 Now Laban had gone to shear his sheep,
and Rachel stole her father’s household gods.
20 And Jacob deceived Laban the Aramean, in
that he did not tell him that he intended to
flee.2'So he fled with all that he had; starting
outhecrossed the Euphrates,’and set his face
towards the hill country of Gilead.

Laban Overtakes Jacob

22 On the third day Laban was told that
Jacob had fled. 2So he took his kinsfolk with
him and pursued him for seven days until he
caught up with him in the hill country of Gil-
ead. 2*But God came to Laban the Aramean in
adream by night, and said to him, “Take heed
that you say not a word to Jacob, either good
orbad’

25 Laban overtook Jacob. Now Jacob had
pitched his tent in the hill country, and Laban
with his kinsfolk camped in the hill country
of Gilead. 2¢Laban said to Jacob, ‘What have
you done? You have deceived me, and carried
away my daughters like captives of the sword.
27Why did you flee secretly and deceive me
and not tell me? I would have sent you away
with mirth and songs, with tambourine and
lyre. 22 And why did you not permit me to kiss
my sons and my daughters farewell? What
you have done s foolish. 2°It is in my power to
doyou harm;but the God of your father spoke
to me last night, saying, “Take heed that you
speak to Jacob neither good nor bad.” **°Even
though you had to go because you longed
greatly for your father’s house, why did you
steal my gods?’ 3!'Jacob answered Laban,
‘Because I was afraid, for I thought that you
would take your daughters from me by force.
32But anyone with whom you find your gods
shall notlive. In the presence of our kinsfolk,
point out what I have that is yours, and take
it Now Jacob did not know that Rachel had
stolen the gods. ¢

33 So Laban went into Jacob’s tent, and into
Leah’s tent,and into the tent of the two maids,
but he did not find them. And he went out of
Leah’s tent, and entered Rachel’s. **Now
Rachel had taken the household gods and put
them in the camel’s saddle, and sat on them.
Laban felt all about in the tent, but did not
find them. 3°And she said to her father, ‘Let
not my lord be angry thatI cannot rise before
you, for the way of women is upon me.” So he
searched, but did not find the household
gods.

36 ThenJacob becameangry,and upbraided
Laban. Jacob said to Laban, ‘What is my
offence? What is my sin, that you have hotly
pursued me? 37 Although you have felt about
through all my goods, what have you found of
all your household goods? Set it here before

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my kinsfolk and your kinsfolk, so that they
may decide between us two. 3¥These twenty
years I have been with you; your ewes and
your female goats have not miscarried, and I
have not eaten the rams of your flocks. 3*That
which was torn by wild beasts I did not bring
to you; I bore the loss of it myself; of my hand
you required it, whether stolen by day or
stolen by night. “°It was like this with me: by
day the heat consumed me, and the cold by
night, and my sleep fled from my eyes.
“These twenty years I have been in your
house; Iserved you for fourteen years for your
two daughters, and six years for your flock,
and you have changed my wages ten times.
“21f the God of my father, the God of Abraham
and the Fear? of Isaac, had not been on my
side,surely now you would have sent me away
empty-handed. God saw my affliction and the
labour of my hands, and rebuked you last
night.”’

Laban and Jacob Make a Covenant

43 Then Laban answered and said to Jacob,
‘The daughters are my daughters, the chil-
dren are my children, the flocks are my flocks,
and all that you see is mine. But what can I do
today about these daughters of mine, or about
their children whom they have borne? “Come
now, let us make a covenant,youand I;and let
itbeawitness between you and me.’+°So Jacob
took a stone, and set it up as a pillar. *And
Jacob said to his kinsfolk, ‘Gather stones,” and
they took stones, and made a heap; and they
ate there by the heap. ¥’Laban called it Jegar-
sahadutha:? but Jacob called it Galeed.¢
48Laban said, “This heap is a witness between
you and me today.” Therefore he called it Gal-
eed, “and the pillar? Mizpah,¢ for he said,
‘The LorD watch between you and me, when
we are absent one from the other. 5°If you ill-
treat my daughters, or if you take wives in
addition to my daughters, though no one else
is with us, remember that God is witness
between you and me.’

51 Then Laban said to Jacob, ‘See this heap
and see the pillar, which I have set between
you and me. 52This heap is a witness, and the
pillar is a witness, that I will not pass beyond
this heap toyou,and you will not pass beyond
this heap and this pillar to me, for harm.
53May the God of Abraham and the God of
Nahor’-the God of their father—judge
between us.’ So Jacob swore by the Fear/of his
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father Isaac, *and Jacob offered a sacrifice on
theheightand called his kinsfolk to eat bread;
and they ate bread and tarried all night in the
hill country.

55 ¢ Early in the morning Laban rose up,
and kissed his grandchildren and his daugh-
ters and blessed them; then he departed and
returned home.

saw them he said, “This is God’s camp!’ So he

Jacob Sends Presents to Appease Esau

3 Jacob sent messengers before him to his
brother Esau in the land of Seir, the country of
Edom, *instructing them, ‘Thus you shall say
to my lord Esau: Thus says your servantJacob,
“I have lived with Laban as an alien, and
stayed until now; *and I have oxen, donkeys,
flocks, male and female slaves; and I have sent
to tell my lord, in order that I may find favour
inyoursight.”’

6 The messengers returned to Jacob, saying,
‘We came to your brother Esau,and he is com-
ing to meet you, and four hundred men are
with him.’”Then Jacob was greatly afraid and
distressed; and he divided the people that
were with him, and the flocks and herds and
camels, into two companies, 8thinking, ‘If
Esau comes to one company and destroys it,
then the company that is left will escape.’

9 And Jacob said, ‘O God of my father Abra-
ham and God of my father Isaac, O LorRD who
said to me, “Return to your country and to
your kindred, and I will do you good”, 1°T am
not worthy of the least of all the steadfastlove
and all the faithfulness that you have shown
to your servant, for with only my staff I
crossed this Jordan; and now I have become
two companies. ! Deliver me, please, from the
hand of my brother, from the hand of Esau,
forIam afraid of him; he may come and kill us
all, the mothers with the children. 2Yet you
have said, “I will surely do you good, and
make your offspring as the sand of the sea,
which cannot be counted because of their
number.”’

13 So he spent that night there, and from

Jacob Wrestles at Peniel

22 The same night he got up and took his
two wives, his two maids, and his eleven chil-
dren,and crossed the ford of the Jabbok. 2*He
took them and sent them across the stream,
and likewise everything that he had. #*Jacob
was left alone; and a man wrestled with him
until daybreak. 2When the man saw that he
did not prevail against Jacob, he struck him
on the hip socket; and Jacob’s hip was put out
of joint as he wrestled with him. 26Then he
said, ‘Let me go, for the day is breaking.” But
Jacob said, ‘I will not let you go, unless you
bless me.” #So he said to him, ‘What is your
name?’ And he said, ‘Jacob.”’ 2Then the man¢
said, “You shall no longer be called Jacob, but
Israel,? for you have striven with God and
with humans,® and have prevailed.” 2Then
Jacob asked him, ‘Please tell me your name.
Buthesaid, “‘Why is it that you ask my name?’
And there he blessed him. 3°So Jacob called
the place Peniel, ¢saying, ‘For T have seen God
face to face, and yet my life is preserved.
31Thesun rose upon him as he passed Penuel,
limping because of his hip. 32Therefore to
this day the Israelites do not eat the thigh
muscle that is on the hip socket, because he

struck Jacob on the hip socket at the thigh
muscle.

Jacob and Esau Meet

3 Now Jacob looked up and saw Esau

coming,and four hundred men with
him. So he divided the children among Leah
and Rachel and the two maids. 2He put the
maids with their children in front, then Leah
with her children, and Rachel and Joseph last
of all. *He himself went on ahead of them,
bowing himself to the ground seven times,
until he came near his brother.

4 But Esau ran to meet him, and embraced
him, and fell on his neck and kissed him, and
they wept.>When Esau looked up and saw the
women and children, he said, “Who are these
with you?’ Jacob said, ‘The children whom
God has graciously given your servant.”’¢Then
the maids drew near, they and their children,
and bowed down;”Leah likewise and her chil-
dren drew near and bowed down; and finally
Joseph and Rachel drew near, and they bowed
down. $Esau said, ‘What do you mean by all
this company thatI met?’Jacob answered, ‘To
find favour with my lord.” °But Esau said, ‘I
have enough, my brother; keep what you have
for yourself.” 1°Jacob said, ‘No, please; if I find
favour with you, then accept my present from
my hand; for truly to see your face is like see-
ing the face of God-since you have received
me with such favour. 'Please accept my gift
that is brought to you, because God has dealt
graciously with me, and because I have every-
thingIwant.’So heurged him, and he took it.

12 Then Esau said, ‘Let us journey on our
way, and I will go alongside you.” *But Jacob
said to him, ‘My lord knows that the children
are frail and that the flocks and herds, which
are nursing, are a care to me; and if they are
overdriven for one day, all the flocks will die.
4Let my lord passonahead of his servant,and
I will lead on slowly, according to the pace of
the cattle that are before me and according to
the pace of the children, until I come to my
lord in Seir.

15 SoEsausaid, ‘Let meleave with you some
of the people who are with me.” But he said,
‘Why should my lord be so kind to me?’ 1¢So
Esau returned that day on his way to Seir.
17But Jacob journeyed to Succoth, ¢ and built
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himself a house, and made booths for his cat-
tle; therefore the place is called Succoth.

Jacob Reaches Shechem

18 Jacob came safely to the city of Shechem,
which is in the land of Canaan, on his way
from Paddan-aram;and he camped before the
city.®And from the sons of Hamor, Shechem’s
father, he bought for one hundred pieces of
money*“ the plot of land on which he had
pitched his tent. 2°There he erected an altar
and called it EI-Elohe-Israel.?

The Rape of Dinah

3 Now Dinah the daughter of Leah,

whom she had borne to Jacob, went
out to visit the women of the region. ?When
Shechem son of Hamor the Hivite, prince of
theregion,saw her, he seized her and lay with
her by force. *And his soul was drawn to
Dinah daughter of Jacob; he loved the girl,
and spoke tenderly to her. *So Shechem spoke
to his father Hamor, saying, ‘Get me this girl
to be my wife.”

5 Now Jacob heard that Shechem® had
defiled his daughter Dinah; but his sons were
with his cattle in the field, so Jacob held his
peace until they came. *And Hamor the father
of Shechem went out to Jacob to speak with
him, 7just as the sons of Jacob came in from
the field. When they heard of it, the men were
indignant and very angry, because he had
committed an outrage in Israel by lying with
Jacob’s daughter, for such athing oughtnotto
be done.

8 But Hamor spoke with them, saying, ‘The
heart of my son Shechem longs for your
daughter; please give her to him in marriage.
9Make marriages with us; give your daughters
to us, and take our daughters for yourselves.
10You shall live with us; and the land shall be
open toyou; liveand trade in it,and get prop-
erty in it.” *Shechem also said to her father
and to her brothers, ‘Let me find favour with
you, and whatever you say to me I will give.
12put the marriage present and gift as high as
you like, and I will give whatever you ask me;
only give me the girl to be my wife.”

13 Thesons of Jacob answered Shechem and
his father Hamor deceitfully, because he had
defiled their sister Dinah. *They said to them,
‘We cannot do this thing, to give our sister to
one who is uncircumcised, for that would be a
disgrace to us. >Only on this condition will we
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consent to you: that you will become as we are
and every male among you be circumcised.
16Then we will give our daughters to you, and
we will take your daughters for ourselves, and
we will live among you and become one peo-
ple. 7Butif you will notlisten to us and be cir-
cumcised, then we will take our daughter and
be gone.”

18 Their words pleased Hamor and Hamor’s
son Shechem. *And the young man did not
delay to do the thing, because he was delighted
with Jacob’s daughter. Now he was the most
honoured of all his family. 2°So Hamor and his
son Shechem came to the gate of their city and
spoke to the men of their city, saying, 2! “These
peopleare friendly with us;let them live in the
land and trade in it, for the land is large
enough for them;let us take their daughtersin
marriage, and let us give them our daughters.
220nly on this condition will they agree to live
among us, to become one people: that every
male among us be circumcised as they are cir-
cumcised. 2Will not their livestock, their
property, and all their animals be ours? Only
let us agree with them, and they will live
among us.’ 2*And all who went out of the city
gate heeded Hamor and his son Shechem; and
every male was circumcised, all who went out
of the gate of his city.

Dinah’s Brothers Avenge Their Sister

25 On the third day, when they were still in
pain, two of the sons of Jacob, Simeon and
Levi, Dinah’s brothers, took their swords and
came against the city unawares, and killed all
the males. 26They killed Hamor and his son
Shechem with the sword, and took Dinah out
of Shechem’s house, and went away. ¥ And
the other sons of Jacob came upon the slain,
and plundered the city, because their sister
had been defiled. 28 They took their flocks and
their herds, their donkeys, and whatever was
in the city and in the field. 22 All their wealth,
all their little ones and their wives, all that
was in the houses, they captured and made
their prey. 3*Then Jacob said to Simeon and
Levi, ‘You have brought trouble on me by
making me odious to the inhabitants of the
land, the Canaanites and the Perizzites; my
numbers are few, and if they gather them-
selves against me and attack me, I shall be
destroyed, both I and my household.” 3'But
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they said, ‘Should our sister be treated like a
whore?’

Jacob Returns to Bethel

3 5 God said to Jacob, ‘Arise, go up to
Bethel, and settle there. Make an

altar there to the God who appeared to you
when you fled from your brother Esau.’ 2So
Jacob said to his household and to all who
were with him, ‘Put away the foreign gods
that are among you, and purify yourselves,
and changeyour clothes;3then come, let us go
up to Bethel, thatI may make an altar there to
the God who answered me in the day of my
distress and has been with me whereverI have
gone.” *So they gave to Jacob all the foreign
gods that they had, and the rings that were in
their ears; and Jacob hid them under the oak
that was near Shechem.

5 As they journeyed, a terror from God fell
upon thecitiesall around them, so that noone
pursued them. ¢Jacob came to Luz (that is,
Bethel), which isin theland of Canaan,heand
all the people who were with him, 7and there
he built an altar and called the place El-
bethel,* because it was there that God had
revealed himself to him when he fled from his
brother. 8And Deborah, Rebekah’s nurse,
died, and she was buried under an oak below
Bethel. So it was called Allon-bacuth.?

9 God appeared to Jacob again when he
came from Paddan-aram, and he blessed him.
10God said to him, ‘Your name is Jacob; no
longer shall you be called Jacob, but Israel
shall be your name.” So he was called Israel.
1God said to him, ‘T am God Almighty:¢ be
fruitful and multiply; a nation and acompany
of nations shall come from you, and kings
shall spring from you. 2The land that I gave
to Abraham and Isaac I will give to you, and I
will give theland to your offspring after you.’
13Then God went up from him at the place
where he had spoken with him. *Jacob set up
apillar in the place where he had spoken with
him, a pillar of stone; and he poured out a
drink-offering on it,and poured oil on it. '*So
Jacob called the place where God had spoken
with him Bethel.

The Birth of Benjamin and the Death
of Rachel

16 Then they journeyed from Bethel; and
when they were still some distance from Eph-
rath, Rachel was in childbirth, and she had a

difficult labour. When she was in her diffi-
cultlabour, the midwife said to her, ‘Do notbe
afraid; for now you will have another son.’
18 As her soul was departing (for she died), she
named him Ben-oni;¢ but his father called
him Benjamin.¢*SoRachel died, and she was
buried on the way to Ephrath (that is, Bethle-
hem),2°and Jacob setup a pillar at her grave; it
is the pillar of Rachel’s tomb, which is there to
this day.#'Israel journeyed on,and pitched his
tent beyond the tower of Eder.

22 While Israel lived in that land, Reuben
went and lay with Bilhah his father’s concu-
bine; and Israel heard of it.

Now the sons of Jacob were twelve. 2 The
sons of Leah: Reuben (Jacob’s firstborn), Sim-
eon, Levi, Judah, Issachar,and Zebulun. 2*The
sons of Rachel: Joseph and Benjamin. 2The
sons of Bilhah, Rachel’s maid: Dan and Naph-
tali. 26The sons of Zilpah, Leah’s maid: Gad
and Asher. These were the sons of Jacob who
were born to him in Paddan-aram.

The Death of Isaac

27 Jacob came to his father Isaac at Mamre,
or Kiriath-arba (that is, Hebron), where Abra-
ham andIsaachad resided as aliens. 22Now the
days of Isaac were one hundred and eighty
years. 22And Isaac breathed his last; he died
and was gathered to his people, old and full of
days; and his sons Esau and Jacob buried him.

Esau’s Descendants

3 6 These are the descendants of Esau

(thatis, Edom). 2Esau took his wives
from the Canaanites: Adah daughter of Elon
the Hittite, Oholibamah daughter of Anah
son’of Zibeon the Hivite, *and Basemath, Ish-
mael’s daughter, sister of Nebaioth. *‘Adah
bore Eliphaz to Esau; Basemath bore Reuel;
Sand Oholibamah bore Jeush, Jalam, and
Korah. These are the sons of Esau who were
born to him in the land of Canaan.

6 Then Esau took his wives, his sons, his
daughters, and all the members of his house-
hold, his cattle, all his livestock, and all the
property he had acquired in the land of
Canaan; and he moved toaland some distance
from his brother Jacob. 7For their possessions
were too great for them to live together; the
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land where they wereliving could not support
them because of their livestock. 8So Esau set-
tled in the hill country of Seir; Esau is Edom.

9 These are the descendants of Esau, ances-
tor of the Edomites, in the hill country of Seir.
10These are the names of Esau’s sons: Eliphaz,
son of Adah the wife of Esau; Reuel, the son of
Esau’s wife Basemath. 'The sons of Eliphaz
were Teman, Omar, Zepho, Gatam, and
Kenaz. ?(Timna was a concubine of Eliphaz,
Esau’s son; she bore Amalek to Eliphaz.)
These were the sons of Adah, Esau’s wife.
13These were the sons of Reuel: Nahath,
Zerah, Shammah, and Mizzah. These were
the sons of Esau’s wife Basemath. “These
were the sons of Esau’s wife Oholibamah,
daughter of Anah son* of Zibeon: she bore to
Esau Jeush, Jalam, and Korah.

Clans and Kings of Edom

15 These are the clans?® of the sons of Esau.
The sons of Eliphaz the firstborn of Esau: the
clans® Teman, Omar, Zepho, Kenaz, '*Korah,
Gatam, and Amalek; these are the clans? of
Eliphazin theland of Edom; they are the sons
of Adah. “These are the sons of Esau’s son
Reuel: the clans’ Nahath, Zerah, Shammabh,
and Mizzah; these are the clans?® of Reuel in
the land of Edom; they are the sons of Esau’s
wife Basemath. 18These are the sons of Esau’s
wife Oholibamah: the clans?Jeush, Jalam, and
Korah; these are the clans?’ born of Esau’s wife
Oholibamah, the daughter of Anah. ®These
are the sons of Esau (that is, Edom), and these
are their clans. ?

20 These are the sons of Seir the Horite, the
inhabitants of the land: Lotan, Shobal, Zib-
eon, Anah, 2! Dishon, Ezer, and Dishan; these
are the clans’ of the Horites, the sons of Seir in
the land of Edom. 22The sons of Lotan were
Hori and Heman; and Lotan’s sister was
Timna. 2These are the sons of Shobal: Alvan,
Manahath, Ebal, Shepho, and Onam. #These
are the sons of Zibeon: Aiah and Anah; he is
the Anah who found the springs® in the
wilderness, as he pastured the donkeys of his
father Zibeon. 2These are the children of
Anah: Dishon and Oholibamah daughter of
Anah. 26These are the sons of Dishon: Hem-
dan, Eshban, Ithran, and Cheran. ¥ These are
the sons of Ezer: Bilhan, Zaavan, and Akan.
28These are the sons of Dishan: Uz and Aran.
29These are the clans? of the Horites: the
clans’Lotan, Shobal, Zibeon, Anah,3°Dishon,
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Ezer, and Dishan; these are the clans® of the
Horites, clan by clan?in the land of Seir.

31 These are the kings who reigned in the
land of Edom, before any king reigned over
the Israelites. 32Bela son of Beor reigned in
Edom, the name of his city being Dinhabah.
33Bela died, and Jobab son of Zerah of Bozrah
succeeded him as king. 3*Jobab died, and
Husham of the land of the Temanites suc-
ceeded him as king. 3*Husham died, and
Hadad son of Bedad, who defeated Midian in
the country of Moab, succeeded him as king,
the name of his city being Avith. 3¥Hadad
died,and Samlah of Masrekah succeeded him
as king. 3’Samlah died, and Shaul of Reho-
both on the Euphrates succeeded him asking.
38Shaul died, and Baal-hanan son of Achbor
succeeded him as king. 3*Baal-hanan son of
Achbor died, and Hadar succeeded him as
king, the name of his city being Pau; his wife’s
name was Mehetabel, the daughter of Matred,
daughter of Me-zahab.

40 Theseare the names of the clans’ of Esau,
according to their families and their localities
by their names: the clans® Timna, Alvah,
Jetheth, *1Oholibamah, Elah, Pinon, “*Kenaz,
Teman, Mibzar, ¥Magdiel, and Iram; these
aretheclans®of Edom (thatis, Esau, the father
of Edom), according to their settlements in
theland that they held.

Joseph Dreams of Greatness

3 Jacob settled in the land where his

father had lived as an alien, the land
of Canaan. 2This is the story of the family of
Jacob.

Joseph, being seventeen years old, was shep-
herding the flock with his brothers; he was a
helper to the sons of Bilhah and Zilpah, his
father’s wives; and Joseph brought a bad
report of them to their father. *Now Israel
loved Joseph more than any other of his chil-
dren, because he was the son of his old age;
and he had made him a long robe with
sleeves. ¢*But when his brothers saw that their
father loved him more than all his brothers,
they hated him, and could not speak peace-
ably to him.

5 Once Joseph had a dream, and when he
told it to his brothers, they hated him even

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more. He said to them, ‘Listen to this dream
that I dreamed. “There we were, binding
sheaves in the field. Suddenly my sheaf rose
and stood upright; then your sheaves gath-
ered around it,and bowed down to my sheaf.’
8His brothers said to him, ‘Are you indeed to
reign over us? Are you indeed to have domin-
ion over us?’ So they hated him even more
because of his dreams and his words.

9 He had another dream, and told it to his
brothers, saying, ‘Look, I have had another
dream: the sun, the moon, and eleven stars
were bowing down to me.” °But when he told
it to his father and to his brothers, his father
rebuked him, and said to him, ‘What kind of
dream is this that you have had? Shall we
indeed come, I and your mother and your
brothers, and bow to the ground before you?’
1180 his brothers were jealous of him, but his
father kept the matter in mind.

Joseph Is Sold by His Brothers

12 Now his brothers went to pasture their
father’s flock near Shechem. *And Israel said
to Joseph, ‘Are not your brothers pasturing
the flock at Shechem? Come, I will send you to
them. He answered, ‘Here I am.” *So he said
to him, ‘Go now, see if it is well with your
brothers and with the flock; and bring word
back to me.” So he sent him from the valley of
Hebron.

He came to Shechem, Sand a man found
him wandering in the fields; the man asked
him, ‘What are you seeking?’ 1¢‘T am seeking
my brothers,” he said; ‘tell me, please, where
they are pasturing the flock.” '’ The man said,
‘They have gone away, for I heard them say,
“Let us go to Dothan.” ’ So Joseph went after
his brothers, and found them at Dothan.
18They saw him from a distance, and before he
came near to them, they conspired tokill him.
19They said to one another, ‘Here comes this
dreamer. 2°Come now, let us kill him and
throw him into one of the pits; then we shall
say that a wild animal has devoured him, and
we shall see what will become of his dreams.’
21But when Reuben heard it, he delivered him
out of their hands, saying, ‘Let us not take his
life.” 22Reuben said to them, ‘Shed no blood;
throw him into this pitherein the wilderness,
butlay nohand on him’—that he might rescue
him out of their hand and restore him to his
father.2*So when Joseph came to his brothers,
they stripped him of his robe, the long robe

with sleeves® that he wore; 2¢and they took
him and threw him into a pit. The pit was
empty; there was no water in it.

25 Then they sat down to eat; and looking
up they saw a caravan of Ishmaelites coming
from Gilead, with their camels carrying gum,
balm, and resin, on their way to carry it down
to Egypt. 26Then Judah said to his brothers,
‘What profitis there if we kill our brother and
conceal his blood? Come, let us sell him to
the Ishmaelites, and not lay our hands on
him, for he is our brother, our own flesh.” And
his brothers agreed. 2When some Midianite
traders passed by, they drew Joseph up, lifting
him out of the pit, and sold him to the Ishma-
elites for twenty pieces of silver. And they took
Joseph to Egypt.

29 When Reuben returned to the pit and
saw that Joseph was not in the pit, he tore his
clothes. 3°He returned to his brothers, and
said, ‘Theboy is gone;and I, where can I turn?’
31Then they took Joseph’s robe, slaughtered a
goat,and dipped the robe in the blood. 32They
had the long robe with sleeves “ taken to their
father, and they said, “This we have found; see
now whether it is your son’s robe or not.” 33He
recognized it, and said, ‘It is my son’s robe! A
wild animal has devoured him; Joseph is
without doubt torn to pieces.” **Then Jacob
tore his garments, and put sackcloth on his
loins, and mourned for his son for many days.
35All his sons and all his daughters sought to
comfort him; but he refused to be comforted,
and said, ‘No, I shall go down to Sheol to my
son, mourning.” Thus his father bewailed
him. 3*Meanwhile the Midianites had sold
him in Egypt to Potiphar, one of Pharaoh’s
officials, the captain of the guard.

Judah and Tamar
3 8 It happened at that time that Judah
went down from his brothers and
settled near a certain Adullamite whose name
was Hirah. 2There Judah saw the daughter of
acertain Canaanite whose name was Shua; he
married her and went in to her. 3She con-
ceived and bore a son; and he named him Er.
4Again she conceived and bore a son whom
she named Onan. 5Yet again she bore a son,
and she named him Shelah. She? was in
Chezib when she bore him. ¢Judah took a wife
for Er his firstborn; her name was Tamar.”But

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Er, Judah’s firstborn, was wicked in the sight
of the LORD, and the LoRD put him to death.
8Then Judah said to Onan, ‘Go in to your
brother’s wife and perform the duty of a
brother-in-law to her; raise up offspring for
your brother.” °But since Onan knew that the
offspring would not be his, he spilled his
semen on the ground whenever he went in to
his brother’s wife, so that he would not give
offspring to his brother. °What he did was
displeasing in the sight of the LorD, and he
puthim todeath also.'Then Judah said to his
daughter-in-law Tamar, ‘Remain a widow in
your father’shouse until my son Shelah grows
up’—for he feared that he too would die, like
his brothers. So Tamar went to live in her
father’s house.

12 In course of time the wife of Judah,
Shua’s daughter, died; when Judah’s time of
mourning was over, *he went up to Timnah to
his sheep-shearers, he and his friend Hirah
the Adullamite. *When Tamar was told,
‘Your father-in-law is going up to Timnah to
shear his sheep’, "“she put off her widow’s gar-
ments, put on a veil, wrapped herself up, and
satdown at the entrance to Enaim, which ison
the road to Timnah. She saw that Shelah was
grown up, yet she had not been given to him
in marriage. *When Judah saw her, he
thought her to be a prostitute, for she had
covered her face. **He went over to her at the
roadside, and said, ‘Come, let me come in to
you’, for he did not know that she was his
daughter-in-law. Shesaid, “‘What will you give
me, that you may come in to me?’ He
answered, ‘I will send you a kid from the
flock.” And she said, ‘Only if you give me a
pledge, until you send it.” *He said, ‘What
pledge shall I give you?’ She replied, ‘Your
signet and your cord, and the staff that is in
your hand.’ So he gave them to her, and went
in to her, and she conceived by him. *Then
she got up and went away, and taking off her
veil she put on the garments of her widow-
hood.

20 When Judah sent the kid by his friend
the Adullamite, to recover the pledge from the
woman, he could not find her. 2'He asked the
townspeople, ‘Where is the temple prostitute
who was at Enaim by the wayside?’ But they
said, ‘No prostitute has been here.” 22So he
returned to Judah, and said, ‘T have not found
her; moreover, the townspeople said, “No
prostitute has been here.” > 22Judah replied,
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‘Let her keep the things as her own, otherwise
we will be laughed at; you see, I sent this kid,
and you could not find her.

24 About three months later Judah was
told, ‘Your daughter-in-law Tamar has played
the whore; moreover she is pregnant as a
result of whoredom.” And Judah said, ‘Bring
her out, and let her be burned.” 2°As she was
being brought out, she sent word to her
father-in-law, ‘It was the owner of these who
made me pregnant.” And she said, ‘Take note,
please, whose these are, the signet and the
cord and the staff’ 26Then Judah acknowl-
edged them and said, ‘She is more in the right
than I, since I did not give her to my son She-
lah.’ And he did not lie with her again.

27 When the time of her delivery came,
there were twins in her womb. 22While she
was in labour, one put out a hand; and the
midwife took and bound on his hand a crim-
son thread, saying, ‘This one came out first.’
2Butjust then hedrewback hishand,and out
came his brother; and she said, “Whatabreach
you have made for yourself!’ Therefore he was
named Perez.?3°Afterwards his brother came
out with the crimson thread on his hand; and
he was named Zerah.«

Joseph and Potiphar’s Wife

3 Now Joseph was taken down to
Egypt, and Potiphar, an officer of
Pharaoh, the captain of the guard, an Egyp-
tian, bought him from the Ishmaelites who
had brought him down there. 2The LORD was
with Joseph, and he became a successful man;
he was in the house of his Egyptian master.
3His master saw that the LORD was with him,
and that the LorD caused all that he did to
prosper in his hands. So Joseph found favour
in his sight and attended him; he made him
overseer of his house and put him in charge of
all that he had. From the time that he made
him overseer in his house and over all that he
had, the LorD blessed the Egyptian’s house
for Joseph’s sake; the blessing of the LORD was
on all that he had, in house and field. ¢So he
left all that he had in Joseph’s charge; and,
with him there, he had no concern for any-
thing but the food that he ate.
Now Joseph was handsome and good-look-
ing. 7And after a time his master’s wife cast
her eyes on Joseph and said, ‘Lie with me.’

10 And although she spoke to Joseph day after
day, he would not consent to lie beside her or
to be with her. '1One day, however, when he
wentinto the house to do his work, and while
no one else was in the house, 2she caught
hold of his garment, saying, ‘Lie with me!’ But
he left his garment in her hand, and fled and
ran outside. *When she saw that he had left
his garmentin her hand and had fled outside,
l4she called out to the members of her house-
hold and said to them, ‘See, my husband ¢ has
brought among us a Hebrew to insult us! He
came in to me to lie with me, and I cried out
with a loud voice; Sand when he heard me
raise my voice and cry out, he left his garment
beside me, and fled outside.” **Then she kept
his garment by her until his master came
home, 7and she told him the same story, say-
ing, ‘The Hebrew servant, whom you have
brought among us, came in to me to insult
me; ¥butassoonasIraised my voice and cried
out, he left his garment beside me, and fled
outside.’

19 When his master heard the words that
his wife spoke to him, saying, “This is the way
your servant treated me’, he became enraged.
20And Joseph’s master took him and put him
into the prison, the place where the king’s
prisoners were confined; he remained there
in prison.2'But the LORD was with Joseph and
showed him steadfast love; he gave him
favour in the sight of the chief jailer. 22The
chief jailer committed to Joseph’s care all the
prisoners who were in the prison, and what-
ever was done there, he was theone who did it.
3The chief jailer paid no heed to anything
that was in Joseph’s care, because the LorRD
was with him; and whatever he did, the LOrRD
made it prosper.

The Dreams of Two Prisoners

4 Some time after this, the cupbearer
of the king of Egypt and his baker

offended their lord the king of Egypt. 2Phar-

aoh was angry with his two officers, the chief

cupbearer and the chief baker, 3and he put

them in custody in the house of the captain of
the guard, in the prison where Joseph was
confined. *The captain of the guard charged
Joseph with them, and he waited on them;
and they continued for some time in custody.
50nenight they both dreamed—the cupbearer
and the baker of the king of Egypt, who were
confined in the prison—each his own dream,
and each dream with its own meaning. *When
Joseph came to them in the morning, he saw
that they were troubled. 7So he asked Phar-
aoh’s officers, who were with him in custody
in his master’s house, ‘Why are your faces
downcast today?’ 8They said to him, ‘We have
had dreams, and there is no one to interpret
them.” And Joseph said to them, ‘Do not inter-
pretations belong to God? Please tell them to
me.

9 So the chief cupbearer told his dream to
Joseph, and said to him, ‘In my dream there
was a vine before me, °and on the vine there
were three branches. As soon as it budded, its
blossoms came out and the clusters ripened
into grapes. ' Pharaoh’s cup was in my hand;
and I took the grapes and pressed them into
Pharaoh’s cup, and placed the cup in Phar-
aoh’s hand.’ 12Then Joseph said to him, ‘This
is its interpretation: the three branches are
three days; *within three days Pharaoh will
lift up your head and restore you to your
office; and you shall place Pharaoh’s cup in his
hand,justas you used todo when you were his
cupbearer. *But remember me when it is well
with you; please do me the kindness to make
mention of me to Pharaoh, and so get me out
of this place. For in fact I was stolen out of
the land of the Hebrews; and here also I have
done nothing that they should have put me
into the dungeon.’

16 When the chief baker saw that the inter-
pretation was favourable, he said to Joseph, ‘I
also had a dream: there were three cake bas-
kets on my head, 17and in the uppermost bas-
ket there were all sorts of baked food for Phar-
aoh, but the birds were eating it out of the
basket on my head.” 1*And Joseph answered,
‘This is its interpretation: the three baskets
are three days; *within three days Pharaoh
will lift up your head—from you!-and hang
you on a pole; and the birds will eat the flesh
from you.’

20 On the third day, which was Pharaoh’s

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birthday, he made a feast for all his servants,
and lifted up the head of the chief cupbearer
and the head of the chief baker among his ser-
vants. 2! He restored the chief cupbearer to his
cupbearing, and he placed the cup in Phar-
aoh’s hand; #2but the chief baker he hanged,
just as Joseph had interpreted to them. 2>Yet
thechief cupbearer did not remember Joseph,
but forgot him.

Joseph Interprets Pharaoh’s Dream

4 1 After two whole years, Pharaoh
dreamed thathe was standing by the
Nile, 2and there came up out of the Nile seven
sleek and fat cows, and they grazed in the reed
grass. *Then seven other cows, ugly and thin,
came up out of the Nile after them, and stood
by the other cows on the bank of the Nile.
4Theuglyand thin cows ate up the seven sleek
and fat cows. And Pharaoh awoke. SThen he
fell asleep and dreamed a second time; seven
ears of grain, plump and good, were growing
on one stalk. ®Then seven ears, thin and
blighted by the east wind, sprouted after
them. 7The thin ears swallowed up the seven
plump and full ears. Pharaoh awoke, and it
was a dream. 8In the morning his spirit was
troubled; so he sent and called for all the
magicians of Egyptand all its wise men. Phar-
aoh told them his dreams, but there was no
one who could interpret them to Pharaoh.

9 Then the chief cupbearer said to Pharaoh,
‘I remember my faults today. 1°°Once Pharaoh
was angry with his servants, and put me and
the chief baker in custody in the house of the
captain of the guard. ''"We dreamed on the
same night, he and I, each having a dream
withits own meaning. 12Ayoung Hebrew was
there with us, a servant of the captain of the
guard. When we told him, he interpreted our
dreams to us, giving an interpretation to each
according to his dream. 13As he interpreted to
us,soitturned out;Iwas restored to my office,
and the baker was hanged.’

14 ThenPharaohsentforJoseph,and he was
hurriedly brought out of the dungeon. When
he had shaved himself and changed his
clothes, he came in before Pharaoh. SAnd
Pharaoh said to Joseph, ‘I have had a dream,
and there is no one who can interpretit. Thave
heard it said of you that when you hear a
dreamyou caninterpretit.’ '¢Joseph answered
Pharaoh, ‘It is not I; God will give Pharaoh a
favourable answer.” 7Then Pharaoh said to
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Joseph, ‘In my dream I was standing on the
banks of the Nile; ®and seven cows, fat and
sleek, came up out of the Nile and fed in the
reed grass. °Then seven other cows came up
after them, poor, very ugly, and thin. Never
had I seen such ugly ones in all the land of
Egypt.?°The thin and ugly cows ate up thefirst
seven fat cows, 2'but when they had eaten
them no one would have known that they had
done so, for they were still as ugly as before.
ThenIawoke.?2Ifell asleep asecond time®and
Isaw in my dream seven ears of grain, full and
good, growing on one stalk, 2and seven ears,
withered, thin, and blighted by the east wind,
sprouting after them;2*and the thin ears swal-
lowed up the seven good ears. But when I told
it to the magicians, there was no one who
could explain it to me.

25 Then Joseph said to Pharaoh, ‘Pharaoh’s
dreams are one and the same; God has
revealed to Pharaoh what he is about to do.
26The seven good cows are seven years, and the
seven good ears are seven years; the dreams
are one. ¥ The seven lean and ugly cows that
came up after them are seven years, as are the
seven empty ears blighted by the east wind.
They are seven years of famine. 28It is as I told
Pharaoh; God has shown to Pharaoh what he
isabout todo.?There will come seven years of
great plenty throughoutall theland of Egypt.
30After them there will arise seven years of
famine, and all the plenty will be forgotten in
the land of Egypt; the famine will consume
the land. 3'The plenty will no longer be
known in the land because of the famine that
will follow, for it will be very grievous. 32And
the doubling of Pharaoh’s dream means that
the thingis fixed by God, and God will shortly
bring it about. 3*Now therefore let Pharaoh
select a man who is discerning and wise, and
set him over the land of Egypt. 3*Let Pharaoh
proceed to appoint overseers over the land,
and take one-fifth of the produce of the land
of Egypt during the seven plenteous years.
35Let them gather all the food of these good
years that are coming, and lay up grain under
theauthority of Pharaoh for food in thecities,
and let them keep it. 3¢That food shall be a
reserve for the land against the seven years of
famine that are to befall the land of Egypt, so
that the land may not perish through the
famine.’

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Joseph’s Rise to Power

37 The proposal pleased Pharaoh and all his
servants. 38Pharaoh said to his servants, ‘Can
we find anyone else like this—one in whom is
the spirit of God?’3°So Pharaoh said to Joseph,
‘Since God has shown you all this, there is no
one so discerning and wise as you. **You shall
be over my house, and all my people shall
order themselves as you command; only with
regard to the throne will I be greater than
you.”*!And Pharaoh said toJoseph, ‘See, I have
setyouoverall theland of Egypt.’#2Removing
his signet ring from his hand, Pharaoh put it
onJoseph’shand; hearrayed him in garments
of fine linen, and put a gold chain around his
neck. ¥®He had him ride in the chariot of his
second-in-command; and they cried out in
frontof him, ‘Bow the knee!’ *Thus hesethim
over all the land of Egypt. +Moreover, Phar-
aoh said to Joseph, ‘T am Pharaoh, and with-
out your consent no one shall lift up hand or
foot in all the land of Egypt.’ *Pharaoh gave
Joseph the name Zaphenath-paneah; and he
gave him Asenath daughter of Potiphera,
priest of On, as his wife. Thus Joseph gained
authority over the land of Egypt.

46 Joseph was thirty years old when he
entered the service of Pharaoh king of Egypt.
And Joseph went out from the presence of
Pharaoh, and went through all the land of
Egypt.¥ During the seven plenteous years the
earth produced abundantly. *He gathered up
all the food of the seven years when there was
plenty? in the land of Egypt, and stored up
food in thecities; hestored up in every city the
food from the fields around it. ¥*So Joseph
stored up grain in such abundance-like the
sand of the sea—that he stopped measuring it;
it was beyond measure.

50 Before the years of famine came, Joseph
had two sons, whom Asenath daughter of
Potiphera, priest of On, bore to him. 5'Joseph
named the firstborn Manasseh, ¢ ‘For’, he said,
‘God has made me forget all my hardship and
all my father’s house.” 2The second he named
Ephraim,? ‘For God has made me fruitful in
theland of my misfortunes.’

53 The seven years of plenty that prevailed
intheland of Egypt came to an end; 5*and the
seven years of famine began to come, just as
Joseph had said. There was famine in every
country, but throughout the land of Egypt
there was bread. 5When all the land of Egypt
was famished, the people cried to Pharaoh for
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bread. Pharaoh said to all the Egyptians, ‘Go
toJoseph; whathe says toyou, do.”**And since
the famine had spread over all the land,
Joseph opened all the storehouses, ¢ and sold
to the Egyptians, for the famine was severe in
the land of Egypt. ¥’Moreover, all the world
came to Joseph in Egypt to buy grain, because
the famine became severe throughout the
world.

Joseph’s Brothers Go to Egypt

4 When Jacob learned that there was

grain in Egypt, he said to his sons,
‘Why do you keep looking at one another? 21
have heard’, he said, ‘that there is grain in
Egypt; go down and buy grain for us there,
that we may live and not die. 3So ten of
Joseph’s brothers went down to buy grain in
Egypt. “But Jacob did not send Joseph’s
brother Benjamin with his brothers, for he
feared that harm might come to him. SThus
the sons of Israel wereamong the other people
who came to buy grain, for the famine had
reached the land of Canaan.

6 Now Joseph was governor over theland; it
was he who sold to all the people of the land.
And Joseph’s brothers came and bowed them-
selves before him with their faces to the
ground. “When Joseph saw his brothers, he
recognized them, but he treated them like
strangers and spoke harshly to them. ‘Where
do you come from?’ he said. They said, ‘From
the land of Canaan, to buy food.” 8Although
Joseph had recognized his brothers, they did
not recognize him. °Joseph also remembered
the dreams that he had dreamed about them.
Hesaid to them, “You are spies; you have come
to see the nakedness of the land!’ °They said
to him, ‘No, my lord; your servants have come
to buy food. 1*'We are all sons of one man; we
are honest men; your servants have never been
spies.’ 2But he said to them, ‘No, you have
come to see the nakedness of theland!’ 3 They
said, ‘We, your servants, are twelve brothers,
the sons of a certain man in the land of
Canaan; the youngest, however, is now with
our father, and one is no more.” *But Joseph
said to them, ‘It is just as I have said to you;
you are spies! SHere is how you shall be
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tested: as Pharaoh lives, you shall not leave
this place unless your youngest brother comes
here! ¢Let one of you go and bring your
brother, while the rest of you remain in
prison, in order that your words may be
tested, whether there is truth in you; or else, as
Pharaoh lives, surely you are spies.” 7 And he
put them all together in prison for three days.

18 On the third day Joseph said to them, ‘Do
this and you will live, for I fear God: if you
are honest men, let one of your brothers stay
here where you are imprisoned. The rest of
you shall go and carry grain for the famine of
your households, 2°and bring your youngest
brother to me. Thus your words will be veri-
fied,and you shall not die.” And they agreed to
do so.2!They said to one another, ‘Alas, we are
paying the penalty for what we did to our
brother; we saw his anguish when he pleaded
with us, but we would not listen. That is why
this anguish has come upon us.’ 22Then Reu-
ben answered them, ‘Did I not tell you not to
wrong the boy? But you would not listen. So
now there comes a reckoning for his blood.’
23They did not know that Joseph understood
them, since he spoke with them through an
interpreter. 2*He turned away from them and
wept; then he returned and spoke to them.
And he picked out Simeon and had him
bound before their eyes. 2°Joseph then gave
orders to fill their bags with grain, to return
every man’s money to his sack, and to give
them provisions for their journey. This was
done for them.

Joseph’s Brothers Return to Canaan

26 They loaded their donkeys with their
grain, and departed. ¥ When one of them
opened his sack to give his donkey fodder at
thelodging-place, he saw his money at the top
of the sack. 22He said to his brothers, ‘My
money has been put back; here it is in my
sack!’ At this they lost heart and turned trem-
bling to one another, saying, ‘What is this that
God has done to us?’

29 When they came to their father Jacob in
theland of Canaan, they told him all that had
happened to them, saying, 3°‘The man, the
lord of the land, spoke harshly to us, and
charged us with spying on the land. 3'But we
said to him, “We are honest men, we are not
spies. 32We are twelve brothers, sons of our
father; one is no more, and the youngest is
now with our father in the land of Canaan.”
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33Then the man, the lord of the land, said to
us, “By this I shall know that you are honest
men: leave one of your brothers with me, take
grain for the famine of your households, and
goyour way.**Bring your youngest brother to
me, and Ishall know thatyou are notspies but
honest men. Then I will release your brother
to you, and you may trade in theland.” ’

35 As they were emptying their sacks, there
in each one’s sack was his bag of money. When
they and their father saw their bundles of
money, they were dismayed. 3*And their
father Jacob said to them, ‘T am the one you
have bereaved of children: Joseph is no more,
and Simeon is no more, and now you would
take Benjamin. All this has happened to me!
37Then Reuben said to his father, “You may kill
my two sons if Ido not bring him back to you.
Put him in my hands, and I will bring him
back to you.” 38But he said, ‘My son shall not
go down with you, for his brother is dead, and
healoneisleft. If harm should come tohim on
the journey that you are to make, you would
bring down my grey hairs with sorrow to
Sheol.’

The Brothers Come Again,
Bringing Benjamin
43 Now the famine was severe in the
land. 2And when they had eaten up
the grain that they had brought from Egypt,
their father said to them, ‘Go again, buy us a
little more food.” 3ButJudah said to him, ‘The
man solemnly warned us, saying, “You shall
not see my face unless your brother is with
you.” *If you will send our brother with us, we
will go down and buy you food; sbut if you
will notsend him, we will not go down, for the
man said to us, “You shall not see my face,
unless your brotheris with you.” ’¢Israel said,
‘Why did you treat me so badly as to tell the
man that you had another brother?’ 7They
replied, ‘The man questioned us carefully
about ourselves and our kindred, saying, “Is
your father still alive? Have you another
brother?” What we told him was in answer to
these questions. Could we in any way know
that he would say, “Bring your brother
down”?’8Then Judah said to his father Israel,
‘Send the boy with me, and let us be on our
way, so that we may live and not die—you and
we and also our little ones. °T myself will be
surety for him; you can hold me accountable
for him. If I do not bring him back to you and
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sethim beforeyou, then let me bear the blame
for ever. °If we had not delayed, we would
now have returned twice.’

11 Then their father Israel said to them, ‘If it
must be so, then do this: take some of the
choice fruits of the land in your bags, and
carry them down asa present to the man—alit-
tle balm and a little honey, gum, resin, pista-
chio nuts, and almonds. ?Take double the
money with you. Carry back with you the
money that was returned in the top of your
sacks; perhaps it wasan oversight. *Take your
brother also, and be on your way again to the
man; “may God Almighty? grant you mercy
before the man, so that he may send back your
other brotherand Benjamin. As for me,if Tam
bereaved of my children, I am bereaved.’ 1*So
the men took the present, and they took dou-
ble the money with them, as well as Benjamin.
Then they went on their way down to Egypt,
and stood before Joseph.

16 When Joseph saw Benjamin with them,
he said to the steward of his house, ‘Bring the
men into the house, and slaughter an animal
and make ready, for the men are to dine with
meatnoon.””The man did asJoseph said,and
brought the men to Joseph’s house. ¥ Now the
men were afraid because they were brought
to Joseph’s house, and they said, ‘It is because
of the money, replaced in our sacks the first
time, that we have been broughtin, so thathe
may have an opportunity to fall upon us, to
make slaves of us and take our donkeys.” 1°So
they went up to the steward of Joseph’s house
and spoke with him at the entrance to the
house. 2°They said, ‘Oh, my lord, we came
down the first time to buy food; 2'and when
we came to the lodging-place we opened our
sacks, and there was each one’s money in the
top of his sack, our money in full weight. So
we have brought it back with us. 22Moreover,
we have brought down with us additional
money to buy food. We do not know who put
our money in our sacks.” 22He replied, ‘Rest
assured, do not be afraid; your God and the
God of your father must have put treasure in
your sacks for you; I received your money.’
Then hebrought Simeon out to them.?*When
the steward’ had brought the men into
Joseph’s house, and given them water, and
they had washed their feet, and when he had
given their donkeys fodder, 2they made the
presentready for Joseph’s comingat noon, for
they had heard that they would dine there.
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26 When Joseph came home, they brought
him the present that they had carried into the
house, and bowed to the ground before him.
27Heinquired about their welfare, and said, ‘Is
your father well, the old man of whom you
spoke? Is he still alive?’ 22 They said, “Your ser-
vant our father is well; he is still alive.” And
they bowed their heads and did obeisance.
29Then helooked up and saw his brother Ben-
jamin, his mother’s son, and said, ‘Is this your
youngest brother, of whom you spoke to me?
God be gracious to you, my son!’ **With that,
Joseph hurried out, because he was overcome
with affection for his brother, and he was
about to weep. So he went into a private room
and wept there. 3! Then he washed his faceand
came out; and controlling himself he said,
‘Serve the meal.’ 32They served him by him-
self, and them by themselves, and the Egyp-
tians who ate with him by themselves,
because the Egyptians could not eat with the
Hebrews, for that is an abomination to the
Egyptians. 3¥*When they were seated before
him, the firstborn according to his birthright
and the youngest according to his youth, the
men looked at one another in amazement.
34Portions were taken to them from Joseph’s
table, but Benjamin’s portion was five times
as much as any of theirs. So they drank and
were merry with him.

Joseph Detains Benjamin

4 4 Then he commanded the steward of
his house, ‘Fill the men’s sacks with
food, as much as they can carry, and put each
man’s money in the top of his sack. 2Put my
cup, thesilver cup, in the top of the sack of the
youngest, with his money for the grain.” And
he did as Joseph told him. 3As soon as the
morning was light, the men were sent away
with their donkeys. *+When they had gone
onlyashortdistance from the city,Joseph said
to his steward, ‘Go, follow after the men; and
when you overtake them, say to them, “Why
have you returned evil for good? Why have
you stolen my silver cup?¢>Is it not from this
that my lord drinks? Does he notindeed use it
fordivination? You have done wrong in doing
this.”’
6 When he overtook them, he repeated
these words to them.”They said to him, “Why

does my lord speak such words as these? Far be
itfrom your servants that they should do such
a thing! 8Look, the money that we found at
the top of our sacks, we brought back to you
from the land of Canaan; why then would we
steal silver or gold from your lord’s house?
9Should it be found with any one of your ser-
vants, lethim die; moreover, the rest of us will
become my lord’s slaves.” 1°He said, ‘Even so;
in accordance with your words, let it be: he
with whom it is found shall become my slave,
but the rest of you shall go free.” "' Then each
one quickly lowered his sack to the ground,
and each opened his sack. ?He searched,
beginning with the eldest and ending with
the youngest; and the cup was found in Ben-
jamin’s sack. *At this they tore their clothes.
Then each one loaded his donkey, and they
returned to the city.

14 Judah and his brothers came to Joseph’s
house while he was still there; and they fell to
the ground before him. *Joseph said to them,
‘What deed is this that you have done? Do you
not know that one such as I can practise div-
ination?’ '*And Judah said, ‘What can we say
to my lord? What can we speak? How can we
clear ourselves? God has found out the guilt of
your servants; here we are then, my lord’s
slaves, both we and also the one in whose pos-
session the cup has been found.’7Buthesaid,
‘Farbe it from me thatIshould doso! Only the
one in whose possession the cup was found
shall be my slave; butas for you, goupin peace
toyour father.’

Judah Pleads for Benjamin’s Release

18 Then Judah stepped up to him and said,
‘O my lord, let your servant please speak a
word in my lord’s ears, and do not be angry
with your servant; for you are like Pharaoh
himself. *My lord asked his servants, saying,
“Have you a father or a brother?” 2And we
said tomy lord, “We havea father,an old man,
and a young brother, the child of his old age.
His brother is dead; he alone is left of his
mother’s children, and his father loves him.”
21Then you said to your servants, “Bring him
down to me, so thatI may set my eyes on him.”
2We said to my lord, “The boy cannot leave
his father, for if he should leave his father, his
father would die.” 22 Then you said to your ser-
vants, “Unless your youngest brother comes
down with you, you shall see my face no
more.” 2When we went back to your servant
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my father we told him the words of my lord.
25 And when our father said, “Go again, buy us
alittle food”, 26we said, “We cannot go down.
Only if our youngest brother goes with us,
will we go down; for we cannot see the man’s
face unless our youngest brother is with us.”
2?Thenyour servant my father said to us, “You
know that my wife bore me two sons; 28one
left me, and I said, Surely he has been torn to
pieces; and I have never seen him since. 2If
you take this one also from me, and harm
comes to him, you will bring down my grey
hairs in sorrow to Sheol.” 3°Now therefore,
whenIcome toyourservant my father and the
boy is not with us, then, as hislife is bound up
in the boy’s life, 3'when he sees that the boy is
not with us, he will die; and your servants will
bring down the grey hairs of your servant our
father with sorrow to Sheol. 32For your ser-
vant became surety for the boy to my father,
saying, “If I do not bring him back to you,
then I will bear the blame in the sight of my
father all my life.” 33Now therefore, please let
your servant remain as a slave to my lord in
place of the boy; and let the boy go back with
his brothers. **For how can I go back to my
father if the boy is not with me? I fear to see
the suffering that would come upon my
father.

Joseph Reveals Himself to His Brothers

4 5 Then Joseph could nolonger control
himself before all those who stood

by him, and he cried out, ‘Send everyone away
from me.” So no one stayed with him when
Joseph made himself known to his brothers.
2And he wept so loudly that the Egyptians
heard it, and the household of Pharaoh heard
it.3Joseph said to his brothers, ‘Tam Joseph. Is
my father still alive?” But his brothers could
not answer him, so dismayed were they at his
presence.

4 Then Joseph said to his brothers, ‘Come
closer to me.” And they came closer. He said, ‘T
am your brother Joseph, whom you sold into
Egypt. And now do not be distressed, or
angry with yourselves, because you sold me
here; for God sent me before you to preserve
life.¢For the famine hasbeen in theland these
two years; and there are five more years in
which there will be neither ploughing nor
harvest. 7”God sent me before you to preserve
for you a remnant on earth, and to keep alive
for you many survivors. 8So it was not you



GENESIS 45, 46

who sent me here, but God; he has made mea
father to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house
and ruler over all the land of Egypt. *Hurry
and go up to my father and say to him, “Thus
saysyour sonJoseph, God has made melord of
all Egypt; come down to me, do not delay.
10You shall settle in the land of Goshen, and
you shall be near me, you and your children
and your children’s children, as well as your
flocks, your herds, and all that you have. I
will provide for you there—since there are five
moreyears of famine to come—so thatyouand
your household, and all that you have, will
not come to poverty.” 2And now your eyes
and the eyes of my brother Benjamin see that
it is my own mouth that speaks to you. *You
must tell my father how greatly I am hon-
oured in Egypt, and all that you have seen.
Hurry and bring my father down here.’
14Then he fell upon his brother Benjamin’s
neck and wept, while Benjamin wept upon
his neck. '*And he kissed all his brothers and
wept upon them; and after that his brothers
talked with him.

16 When the report was heard in Pharaoh’s
house, ‘Joseph’s brothers have come’, Pharaoh
and his servants were pleased. 7Pharaoh said
toJoseph, ‘Say to your brothers, “Do this: load
your animals and go back to the land of
Canaan. '3Take your father and your house-
holds and come to me, so that I may give you
the best of the land of Egypt, and you may
enjoy the fat of the land.” You are further
charged to say, “Do this: take wagons from the
land of Egypt for your little ones and for your
wives,and bring your father,and come. 2°Give
no thought to your possessions, for the best of
all the land of Egypt is yours.” ’

21 The sons of Israel did so. Joseph gave
them wagons according to the instruction of
Pharaoh, and he gave them provisions for the
journey. 22To each one of them he gave a set of
garments; but to Benjamin he gave three hun-
dred pieces of silver and five sets of garments.
23To his father he sent the following: ten don-
keys loaded with the good things of Egypt,
and ten female donkeys loaded with grain,
bread, and provision for his father on the jour-
ney. 2#Then he sent his brothers on their way,
and as they were leaving he said to them, ‘Do
not quarrel“along the way.

25 So they wentup out of Egyptand came to
their father Jacobin theland of Canaan.2°And
they told him, ‘Joseph is still alive! He is even

ruler over all the land of Egypt.” He was
stunned; he could not believe them. ?But
when they told him all the words of Joseph
thathe had said to them,and when he saw the
wagons that Joseph had sent to carry him, the
spirit of their father Jacob revived. 28Israel
said, ‘Enough! My son Joseph is still alive. I
must go and see him beforeIdie.

Jacob Brings His Whole Family to Egypt

4 When Israel set out on his journey

with all that he had and came to
Beer-sheba, he offered sacrifices to the God of
his fatherIsaac.2God spoke toIsrael in visions
of the night, and said, ‘Jacob, Jacob.” And he
said, ‘Here I am.’ *Then he said, ‘I am God,?®
the God of your father; do not be afraid to go
down to Egypt, for I will make of you a great
nation there. I myself will go down with you
to Egypt, and I will also bring you up again;
and Joseph’s own hand shall close your eyes.’

5 Then Jacob set out from Beer-sheba; and
the sons of Israel carried their father Jacob,
their little ones, and their wives, in the wag-
ons that Pharaoh had sent to carry him. ¢They
also took their livestock and the goods that
they had acquired in the land of Canaan, and
they came into Egypt, Jacob and all his off-
spring with him, 7his sons, and his sons’ sons
with him, his daughters, and his sons’ daugh-
ters; all his offspring he brought with him
into Egypt.

8 Now these are the names of the Israelites,
Jacob and his offspring, who came to Egypt.
Reuben, Jacob’s firstborn, °and the children
of Reuben: Hanoch, Pallu, Hezron, and
Carmi. °The children of Simeon: Jemuel,
Jamin, Ohad, Jachin, Zohar, and Shaul,¢ the
son of a Canaanite woman. ' The children of
Levi: Gershon, Kohath, and Merari. 2The
children of Judah: Er, Onan, Shelah, Perez,
and Zerah (but Er and Onan died in the land
of Canaan); and the children of Perez were
Hezron and Hamul. *The children of Issa-
char: Tola, Puvah, Jashub,? and Shimron.
14The children of Zebulun: Sered, Elon, and
Jahleel *5(these are the sons of Leah, whom she
bore to Jacob in Paddan-aram, together with
his daughter Dinah; in all his sons and his
daughters numbered thirty-three). '*The chil-
dren of Gad: Ziphion, Haggi, Shuni, Ezbon,
Eri, Arodi, and Areli. 7 The children of Asher:

a Or beagitated ® Heb theGod ¢ Or Saul
Sam GkNum 26.24; 1 Chr 7.1: MT Iob
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Imnah, Ishvah, Ishvi, Beriah, and their sister
Serah. The children of Beriah: Heber and
Malchiel '8(these are the children of Zilpah,
whom Laban gave to his daughter Leah; and
these she bore to Jacob—sixteen persons).
19The children of Jacob’s wife Rachel: Joseph
and Benjamin. 2°To Joseph in the land of
Egypt were born Manasseh and Ephraim,
whom Asenath daughter of Potiphera, priest
of On, bore to him. 2! The children of Benja-
min: Bela, Becher, Ashbel, Gera, Naaman, Ehi,
Rosh, Muppim, Huppim, and Ard ?(these are
the children of Rachel, who were born to
Jacob—fourteen persons in all). 2 The children
of Dan: Hashum. ¢2*The children of Naphtali:
Jahzeel, Guni, Jezer, and Shillem 25(these are
the children of Bilhah, whom Laban gave to
his daughter Rachel, and these she bore to
Jacob—seven persons in all). 26All the persons
belonging toJacob who came into Egypt, who
were his own offspring, not including the
wives of his sons, were sixty-six persons in all.
27The children of Joseph, who were born to
him in Egypt, were two; all the persons of the
house of Jacob who came into Egypt were sev-
enty.

Jacob Settles in Goshen

28 Israel’sentJudah ahead toJoseph tolead
the way before him into Goshen. When they
came to the land of Goshen, 2°Joseph made
ready his chariot and went up to meet his
father Israel in Goshen. He presented himself
to him, fell on his neck, and wept on his neck
a good while. 3°Israel said to Joseph, ‘I can die
now, having seen for myself that you are still
alive.” 31Joseph said to his brothers and to his
father’s household, ‘Twill go up and tell Phar-
aoh, and will say to him, “My brothers and my
father’s household, who were in the land of
Canaan, have come to me.2The men are shep-
herds, for they have been keepers of livestock;
and they have brought their flocks, and their
herds, and all that they have.” 3¥When Phar-
aoh calls you, and says, “What is your occupa-
tion?” 34you shall say, “Your servants have
been keepers of livestock from our youth even
until now, both we and our ancestors”—in
order that you may settle in the land of
Goshen, because all shepherds are abhorrent
to the Egyptians.

So Joseph went and told Pharaoh,
‘My father and my brothers, with
their flocks and herds and all that they pos-
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sess, have come from the land of Canaan; they
are now in the land of Goshen.”2From among
his brothers he took five men and presented
them to Pharaoh. *Pharaoh said to his broth-
ers, ‘What is your occupation?’ And they said
to Pharaoh, ‘Your servants are shepherds, as
our ancestors were.” *They said to Pharaoh,
‘We have come to reside as aliens in the land;
for there is no pasture for your servants’ flocks
because the famine is severe in the land of
Canaan. Now, we ask you, let your servants
settle in the land of Goshen.” ’Then Pharaoh
said toJoseph, ‘Your father and your brothers
have come toyou.®Theland of Egypt is before
you; settle your father and your brothers in
the best part of the land; let them live in the
land of Goshen; and if you know that there
are capable men among them, put them in
charge of my livestock.’

7 Then Joseph brought in his father Jacob,
and presented him before Pharaoh, and Jacob
blessed Pharaoh. 8Pharaoh said to Jacob, ‘How
many are the years of your life?’ °Jacob said to
Pharaoh, ‘The years of my earthly sojourn are
one hundred and thirty; few and hard have
been the years of my life. They do not compare
with the years of the life of my ancestors dur-
ing their long sojourn.’ *°Then Jacob blessed
Pharaoh, and went out from the presence of
Pharaoh. 'Joseph settled his father and his
brothers, and granted them a holding in the
land of Egypt, in the best part of the land,
in the land of Rameses, as Pharaoh had
instructed. '2And Joseph provided his father,
his brothers, and all his father’s household
with food, according to the number of their
dependants.

The Famine in Egypt

13 Now there was no food in all theland, for
the famine was very severe. The land of Egypt
and theland of Canaan languished because of
the famine. “Joseph collected all the money
to be found in the land of Egypt and in the
land of Canaan, in exchange for the grain that
they bought; and Joseph brought the money
into Pharaoh’s house. *When the money
from the land of Egypt and from the land of
Canaan was spent, all the Egyptians came to
Joseph, and said, ‘Give us food! Why should
we die before your eyes? For our money is
gone.’ *And Joseph answered, ‘Give me your

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livestock, and I will give you food in exchange
for yourlivestock, if your money is gone.” '”So
they brought their livestock to Joseph; and
Joseph gave them food in exchange for the
horses, the flocks, the herds, and the donkeys.
That year he supplied them with food in
exchange for all their livestock. *When that
year was ended, they came to him the follow-
ing year, and said to him, ‘We cannot hide
from my lord that our money is all spent; and
theherds of cattle are my lord’s. There is noth-
ing left in the sight of my lord but our bodies
and our lands. 1°Shall we die before your eyes,
both we and our land? Buy us and our land in
exchange for food. We with our land will
becomeslaves to Pharaoh; just give us seed, so
thatwe mayliveand notdie,and that theland
may not become desolate.’

20 So Joseph bought all the land of Egypt
for Pharaoh. All the Egyptians sold their
fields, because the famine was severe upon
them; and the land became Pharaoh’s. 2 As for
the people, he made slaves of them ¢ from one
end of Egypt to the other. 220nly the land of
the priests he did not buy; for the priests had
a fixed allowance from Pharaoh, and lived on
the allowance that Pharaoh gave them; there-
fore they did notsell theirland. 2 Then Joseph
said to the people, ‘Now that I have this day
boughtyou and yourland for Pharaoh, hereis
seed for you; sow the land. 2*And at the har-
vests you shall give one-fifth to Pharaoh, and
four-fifths shall be your own, as seed for the
field and as food for yourselves and your
households, and as food for your little ones.’
25They said, ‘You have saved our lives; may it
please my lord, we will be slaves to Pharaoh.’
2650 Joseph made it a statute concerning the
land of Egypt, and it stands to this day, that
Pharaoh should have the fifth. Theland of the
priests alone did not become Pharaoh’s.

The Last Days of Jacob

27 Thus Israel settled in the land of Egypt,
in the region of Goshen; and they gained pos-
sessions in it, and were fruitful and multi-
plied exceedingly. 28Jacob lived in the land of
Egypt forseventeen years; so the days of Jacob,
the years of his life, were one hundred and
forty-seven years.

29 When the time of Israel’s death drew
near, he called his son Joseph and said to him,
‘If T have found favour with you, put your
hand under my thigh and promise to deal loy-

ally and truly with me. Do not bury me in
Egypt. **When I lie down with my ancestors,
carry me out of Egypt and bury me in their
burial place.’ He answered, ‘I will do as you
havesaid.”3*And hesaid, ‘Swear to me’; and he
swore to him. Then Israel bowed himself on
the head of his bed.

Jacob Blesses Joseph’s Sons

4 After this Joseph was told, ‘Your

father is ill.” So he took with him his
two sons Manasseh and Ephraim. 2When
Jacob was told, ‘Your son Joseph has come to
youw’,he?summoned his strength and satup in
bed. 3And Jacob said to Joseph, ‘God
Almighty*appeared to me at Luz in the land
of Canaan,and he blessed me, *and said to me,
“Iam going to make you fruitful and increase
your numbers; I will make of you a company
of peoples, and will give this land to your off-
spring after you for a perpetual holding.”
STherefore your two sons, who were born to
you in the land of Egypt before I came to you
in Egypt, are now mine; Ephraim and Manas-
seh shall be mine, just as Reuben and Simeon
are. °As for the offspring born to you after
them, they shall be yours. They shall be
recorded under the names of their brothers
with regard to their inheritance. ’For when I
came from Paddan, Rachel, alas, died in the
land of Canaan on the way, while there was
still some distance to go to Ephrath; and I
buried her there on the way to Ephrath’ (that
is, Bethlehem).

8 When Israel saw Joseph’s sons, he said,
‘Who are these?’ °Joseph said to his father,
‘They are my sons, whom God has given me
here.’ And he said, ‘Bring them to me, please,
thatImay bless them.” 1°°Now the eyes of Israel
were dim with age, and he could not see well.
So Joseph brought them near him; and he
kissed them and embraced them. '*Israel said
to Joseph, ‘I did not expect to see your face;
and here God has let me see your children
also.’ 12Then Joseph removed them from his
father’s knees, ¢ and he bowed himself with
his face to the earth.

Since this oneis the firstborn, putyour
right hand on his head.” But his father
refused, and said, ‘I know, my son, I know; he
also shall becomea people, and he also shall be
great. Nevertheless, his younger brother shall
be greater than he, and his offspring shall
become a multitude of nations.” 2°So he
blessed them that day, saying,

‘By you“Israel will invoke blessings,
saying,
“God make you *like Ephraim and like
Manasseh.” ’
So he put Ephraim ahead of Manasseh.
21ThenIsrael said toJoseph, ‘Tam about to die,
but God will be with you and will bring you
again to the land of your ancestors. 22I now
give to you one portion’ more than to your
brothers, the portion? that I took from the
hand of the Amorites with my sword and with
my bow.’

There
Abraham and his wife Sarah were buried; there
Isaac and his wife Rebekah were buried; and
there I buried Leah— *2the field and the cave
that is in it were purchased from the Hittites.”
33When Jacob ended his charge to his sons, he
drew up his feet into the bed, breathed his last,
and was gathered to his people.

Then Joseph threw himself on his

father’s face and wept over him and
kissed him. 2Joseph commanded the physi-
cians in his service to embalm his father. So
the physicians embalmed Israel; *they spent
forty days in doing this, for that is the time
required for embalming. And the Egyptians
wept for him for seventy days.

4 When the days of weeping for him were
past,Joseph addressed the household of Phar-
aoh, ‘If now I have found favour with you,
please speak to Pharaoh as follows: My father
made me swear an oath; he said, “I am about
todie.In the tomb thatT hewed out for myself
in the land of Canaan, there you shall bury
me.” Now thereforelet me go up, so thatI may
bury my father; then I will return.’ ¢Pharaoh
answered, ‘Go up, and bury your father, as he
made you swear to do.”

7 SoJoseph went up to bury his father. With
him went up all the servants of Pharaoh, the
elders of his household, and all the elders of
theland of Egypt, 8as well as all the household
of Joseph, his brothers,and his father’s house-
hold.

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seven days. !'When the Canaanite inhabitants
of the land saw the mourning on the thresh-
ing-floor of Atad, they said, ‘This is a grievous
mourning on the part of the Egyptians.
Therefore the place was named Abel-miz-
raim;¢itis beyond theJordan. ?Thus his sons
did for him as he had instructed them. 3 They
carried him to the land of Canaan and buried
him in the cave of the field at Machpelah, the
field near Mamre, which Abraham bought as
a burial site from Ephron the Hittite. *After
he had buried his father, Joseph returned to
Egypt with his brothers and all who had gone
up with him to bury his father.

Joseph Forgives His Brothers

15 Realizing that their father was dead,
Joseph’s brothers said, ‘What if Joseph still
bears a grudge against us and pays us back in
full for all the wrong that we did to him?’ 1¢So
they approachedJoseph, saying, ‘Your father
gave this instruction before he died, 17“Say to
Joseph: I beg you, forgive the crime of your
brothers and the wrong they did in harming
you.” Now therefore please forgive the crime
of the servants of the God of your father’
Joseph wept when they spoke to him. '8Then
his brothers also wept, ¢ fell down before him,

and said, ‘We are here as your slaves.” °But
Josephsaid to them, ‘Do notbe afraid! AmIin
the place of God? 2°Even though you intended
todoharm to me, God intended it for good, in
order to preserve a numerous people, as he is
doing today. 2!So have no fear; I myself will
provide for you and your little ones.” In this
way he reassured them, speaking kindly to
them.

Joseph’s Last Days and Death

22 So Joseph remained in Egypt, he and
his father’s household; and Joseph lived for
one hundred and ten years. 2Joseph saw
Ephraim’s children of the third generation;
the children of Machir son of Manasseh were
also born on Joseph’s knees.

24 Then Joseph said to his brothers, ‘T am
about to die; but God will surely come to you,
and bring you up out of this land to the land
that he swore to Abraham, to Isaac, and to
Jacob.’ 25So Joseph made the Israelites swear,
saying, ‘When God comes to you, you shall
carry up my bones from here.”’ 2And Joseph
died, being one hundred and ten years old; he
was embalmed and placed in a coffin in Egypt.

The Israelites Are Oppressed
