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Where do the lines begin and end between the pharmaceutical industry’s responsibility to society and to its own profit/loss considerations?
For example, in pharmaceutical trials, is there a relationship between the fees offered to volunteers and the risks involved?  When testing involves biologics which are targeted at the immune system, are the risks sufficiently explained?

In Ethics and the Pharmaceutical Industry, Michael Santoro and Thomas Gorrie, and their team of expert contributors, discuss the ethical dilemmas of drug industry behavior. The book examines such aspects as the role of intellectual property rights and patent protection, the moral and economic requisites of research and clinical trials, drug pricing, and marketing.
