During the Reigns of Elizabeth I and James I


1558 - 1625

1558

November 17 (Thursday, Trinity 23)

Death of Queen Mary I.  Accession of Queen Elizabeth I.
December 14, (Thursday, Advent 3, Funeral of Queen Mary at Westminster Abbey).

John White, D.D., Bp of Winchester; deprived 26 June 1559.  For this sermon, which eulogized the deceased Queen but spoke slightingly of the new sovereign and protestantism, White was committed to house arrest and called before the Council on 19 January 1559.  BL MS Sloane 1578.

December 27 (St. John Evangelist's Day)

Inhibition of preaching.  By royal proclamation, Elizabeth commanded that all ministers "do forbear to preach, or teach, or to give audience to any maner of doctrine or preaching", and allowed only the reading of "The Gospell and Epistle of the day, and the Ten Commandments in the vulgar tongue, without exposition or addition of any maner sense or meaning to be applyed or added"  (Cardwell, Documentary Annals, II, 208-10).  During the enforcement of this injunction, which seems to have been in effect at least until Eastertide 1559, the court pulpit was the source of the only legally-sanctioned preaching in England.  

1559

January 15 (Sunday, Epiphany 2, Coronation of Queen Elizabeth, Westminster Abbey)

A bishop.  After entering the abbey in procession, being declared Queen, and offering at the high altar, "hir Highness sat in a chayre before the aulter there being a bhisshop in the pulpitt preaching a sermon byfore the Queenes Majtie and all the lords spirituall and temp[or]all." (Nichols, Progresses, I, 60.) 

February 8 (Ash Wednesday, before the Queen at Whitehall in the Preaching Place)

Richard Cox, D.D., quondam Dean of Westminster, exile in Frankfurt; later Bp of Ely.  Cox had preached before the Queen at the opening of Parliament on 25 January (CSPV 1558-1580, 23).  Cox inaugurated the first Elizabethan Lent sermon series with a virulent attack on Romish religion, and the bill for supremacy was introduced the following morning.  Contemporary accounts make clear that Cox and the other the preachers delivered a coordinated attack on Rome.  (CSPV 1558-1580, 30; Machyn, 189).  

February 10 (First Friday in Lent, at Whitehall) 

Matthew Parker, D.D., quondam Dean of Lincoln; later Abp of Canterbury (Machyn, 189).

February 12 (Sunday, Lent 1, at Whitehall in the Preaching Place)

John Scory or Skory, quondam Bp of Chichester, exile at Geneva; later Bp of Hereford.  Scory's sermon confirmed the Venetian Ambassador's worst fears about the future of religion in England. Before a gathering of five thousand, Scory "said so much evil of the Pope, of the bishops, of the prelates, of the regulars, of the Church, of the mass, and finally of our entire faith, in the presence of the Queen and of her Council, ... that I was much scandalized, and I promise never to go there again." (CSPV 1558-1580 , 30-31). Norman Jones, Faith by Statute, 88, applies these remarks to Cox on Ash Wednesday, but the letter's date (13 February) and specific mention of Scory, prove that application incorrect.  (Machyn, 189.)

February 15 (Wednesday, Lent 1, at Whitehall)

David Whitehead, former pastor of the English congregation at Frankfurt.  (Machyn, 189.)

February 17 (Friday, Lent 1, ‘a-for the quen’)


An unnamed preacher (Machyn, 189).

February 19 (Sunday, Lent 2, ‘a-for the quen’)


An unnamed preacher (Machyn, 189).

February 22 (Wednesday, Lent 2, at Whitehall)

Edmund Grindal, M.A., quondam Canon of Westminster, exile in Frankfurt; later successively Bp of London, Abp of York and of Canterbury.  Machyn has "The xxiij day dyd pryche afor the quene Gryndalle" (190). Since 23 February was a Thursday, I amend to 22 February, following Strype. (Annals, I, 1, 60). 

February 25  (Saturday, Lent 2, at Whitehall)

Edwin Sandys, D.D., quondam Master of St. Catharine's Hall, Cambridge, exile in Frankfurt and Zurich; later successively Bp of Worcester and London and Abp of York.  Machyn (190). 

ante March 1 (Lent, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Matthew Parker, D.D., quondam Dean of Lincoln; later Abp of Canterbury.  Parker recorded in a diary, "1559.  Coram Da Elizabeta regina, bis in 40a." (Parker, Correspondence, ix-x, 483).  Machyn (189) records what had to have been Parker's first sermon during Lent as Friday, 10 February (above).  The second must have been preached before Parker returned to Cambridge on 1 March (Parker, Correspondence, 57).

---------Lent (at Whitehall)

Richard Cox, D.D., quondam Dean of Westminster; later Bp of Ely.  "The (blank) dyd pryche doctur Kokes" (Machyn, 190).

October 8 (Sunday, Trinity 20, before the Queen in the Chapel Royal, Whitehall)

Jean Veron, Huguenot minister, formerly rector of St Alphege, Cripplegate and Marian prisoner; now canon of St Paul’s and rector of St Martin’s, Ludgate.  Veron defended episcopal property and hospitality.  (Machyn, 214).

1560

March 3 (Sunday, Lent 1, at Whitehall)

John Scory or Skory, Bp of Hereford; ‘in ys rochett and chyminer, and ther was grett audyens’ (Machyn, 226).

March 6 (Ember Wednesday, Lent 1, in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

William Bill, D.D., Master of Trinity Hall, Cambridge and Provost of Eton; later Dean of Westminster.  Preached ‘in the quen chappell, the crosse and ij candylles bornyng and the tabulles standyng auter-wyse.’ (Machyn, 226).

March 8 (Ember Friday, Lent 1, at Whitehall)

James Pilkington, B.D., formerly president of St John’s College, Cambridge and exile at Frankfurt; now president of St John’s and Regius Professor of Divinity; later Bp of Durham.  Preaching ‘afor non . . . and ys matter whent myche to ma[intaining] Oxford and Cambryge skullors, and the byshopes and [clergy] to have better levyng.’  (Machyn, 227).  Machyn also retails a rumour by terming Pilkington ‘new byshope of Wynchaster’.

March 10 (Sunday, Lent 2, at Whitehall)


Edwyn Sandys, Bp of Worcester.  Machyn dates this sermon March 11 (227).

March 13 (Wednesday, Lent 2, at Whitehall)


An unnamed preacher.  (Machyn, 227).

March 15 (Friday, Lent 2, at Whitehall)

An unnamed preacher ‘the whiche he mad a nottabull sermon the quen grace gayff hym th[anks] for hys payne, butt sum men wher offendyd’.  (Machyn, 228).

March 17 (Sunday, Lent 3, before the Queen and Privy Council at Whitehall in the Preaching Place).  

John Jewel, B.D., late exile in Zurich and Frankfurt; now Bp of Salisbury.  Text:  1 Cor. 11.23 (‘That the Lord Iesus in the nyghte that he was betrayed, tooke bread., &c.’, 119v).  This was the second of three deliveries of Jewel’s famous ‘Challenge Sermon’, first delivered at Paul’s Cross on 26 November 1559, and repeated there on Passion Sunday, 31 March 1560.  The sermon contains a classic statement and refutation of the seven points of Roman Catholic doctrine that Jewel and the Elizabethan reformers rejected:  private mass, communion in one kind, service in a foreign tongue, papal authority, transubstantiation, multiple daily masses, and prayers and lections in foreign tongues.  Jewel’s ‘challenge’ for anyone to justify these doctrines out of the ancient fathers and scripture set the terms for the majority of controversial writing in the early 1560’s. March 22 (Friday, Lent 3, at Whitehall)

Thomas Bentham, M.A., late exile in Zurich and minister to the secret protestant congregation in London; now Bp of Coventry and Lichfield.  (Machyn, 229).

March 24 (Mid-Lent Sunday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

William Barlow, D.D., formerly Bp successively of St Asaph, St David’s, and Bath and Wells and exile at Emden; now Bp of Chichester.  Machyn reports that ‘The xxiiij day of Marche, was mydlent sonday, master Barlow byshope of sant Davys dyd pryche at the cowrtt, but the quen was not at yt; butt ther was mony pepull; and he was in ys rochett and ys chymmer, and at v of the cloke yt ended; and contenett her chapell went to evy[ning song] and ther the crosse stood on the auter, and ij candlesticks and ij tapers burnyng, and after done a goodly anteme song.’ (Machyn, 229).

March 27 (Wednesday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)


Robert Wisdom, Marian exile at Frankfurt; now Adn of Ely.  (Machyn, 229).

April 2 (Tuesday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

William Alley, M.A., divinity reader and canon of St Paul’s, Bp-elect of Exeter; later D.D.  A sermon ‘aganst blasfemy, dysse, and women, and drunkenes’.  (Machyn, 230).

April 5 (Friday, Lent 5, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Richard Cheyney, B.D., canon and later Bp of Gloucester.  Cheyney wrote of his sermon that he ‘preached before the Queen’s Majesty rudely after the country fashion’ and ‘spoke of the Queen’s takers’, a reference to visitors who carried our the Royal Injunctions of 1559.  He added, ‘but or I came home again from London they had taken a quarter of my wheat’ (Parker, Correspondence, 138-9).  In a letter dated from Warwickshire 24 January 1561 to Parker, Cheyney thanked Parker for his ‘goodnes towardes me diue[r]se ways & namelie for [the] cownsell [that] you gaue me touchi[n]g the sermo[n] I pr[ea]ched at [the] courte & your frendlie reme[m]braunce also as you wrote to me syns’ (CCCC, MS 114, 2, 797).  Machyn (230) records the date.

April 7 (Palm Sunday, at Whitehall)


Matthew Parker, Abp of Canterbury.  Machyn judged this ‘a nobull sermon’ (230).

1560?

John Jewel, Bp of Salisbury.  Text:  Psalm 69.9 (‘The zeale of thine house hath eaten me.’, sig. H2r).  A sermon about right order in worship and respect for church fabrics, also touching the plight of the universities and declining reputation of the clergy.  Although undated, internal evidence suggests 1560:  the university concerns echo Pilkington (8 March), and Jewel refers in a direct address to the Queen to ‘your graces late visitation’ in which Jewel took part in the late summer of 1559 (sig. I6v).  STC 14596:  Certaine Sermons preached before the Queenes Maiestie, and at Paules crosse, by . . . IOHN JEWEL (1583), sig. H2r-K4r.  Reprinted in Works, ed. Ayre, II, 1004-15.  The sermon was reprinted, probably redeployed with a ‘Laudian’ agenda, in 1641 as A Sermon preached before Elizabeth (Wing J739).

February 19 (Ash Wednesday, before the Queen at Whitehall in the Preaching Place)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., late exile in Frankfurt, now Dean of St. Paul's.  A "godly sermon" before a "gret [audience]" (Machyn, 251).

February 21 (First Friday in Lent, before the Queen and Council at Whitehall)

Edmund Scambler, B.A., late minister to a secret protestant congregation in London, now canon of Westminster and bp-elect of Peterborough; later bishop of Norwich.  (Machyn, 251).  

February 26 (Wednesday, Lent 1, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Thomas Sampson, late exile in Strasburg, Zurich, Geneva, and Frankfurt; now canon of Durham; later Dean of Christ Church, Oxford; deprived 1565.  (Machyn, 252.)

February 28 (Friday, Lent 2, before the Queen at Whitehall) 

James Pilkington, B.D., Bp-elect of Durham.  Machyn says Pilkington "made a godly sermon, and grett audyens" (252).  

March 6 (Thursday, Lent 2, in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

Robert Horne, D.D., quondam Dean of Durham, exile at Zurich, Frankfurt, and Strasburg; now Bp of Winchester.  According to Strype, "March the 6th, Horn Bishop of Durham" preached before the Queen (Strype, Annals, I, 1, 369).  Since Machyn's diary provides Strype with all his notices of court Lent sermons, an entry approximating this must have appeared in it when Strype used it (no such entry appears in the nineteenth-century edition).  Horne's position as Edwardian Dean of Durham could explain the mistaken identification of him as "bishop of Durham".  

March 9 (Sunday, Lent 3, at Whitehall)

Edmund Grindal, D.D., Bp of London.  (Machyn, 252).

March 16 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

James Pilkington, Bp of Durham.  (Machyn, 253.)

March 19? (Wednesday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's.  Machyn (253) gives the date 20 March.

March 21? (Friday, Lent 4)

Robert Horne, D.D., Bp of Winchester.  The Spanish ambassador wrote to King Philip on 25 March, "I also know that [Cecil] is treating these bishops harshly, and that he used insulting words to the bishop of Winchester the other day because he preached against the authority of the Concilios." (CSPS 1558-1567, 190.)

March 23 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

Richard Cox, D.D., Bp of Ely.  Cox said "he w[ould that none] shuld pryche of he [high] matters butt they that were well le[arned]."  (Machyn, 253.)

March 26 (Wednesday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

Thomas Sampson, late exile in Strasburg, Zurich, Geneva, and Frankfurt; now Dean of Christ Church, Oxford; deprived, 1565.  (Machyn, 254.)

Lent ?

Edmund Guest, D.D., Bp of Rochester, High Almoner to the Queen; later Bp of Salisbury.  Text:  Mark 1:15 (The time is fulfilled, and the kingdome of God is at hand: repent and beleue the Gospel.).  A contemporary MS of this sermon survives among the papers of Abp Matthew Parker (CCCC MS 104, 273-298); printed in Henry Geast Dugdale, Life and Character of Edmund Geste, 179-200 (quoted here).  Frequent allusions to the court and courtly vices support Dugdale's assignment of the sermon to court, and Guest's description of his text as "matter moste fyt for this tyme" of "penaunce" and "repenta[u]nce" places the sermon in Lent.  In addition to its status as one of only three surviving court sermon texts from the first decade of Elizabeth's reign, Guest's sermon is remarkable for several reasons, most notably its non-controversial subject and tone.  Guest gave an artistically-constructed sermon more usually associated either with the style of his predecessor at Rochester, Bp John Fisher, or with the later Lancelot Andrewes.  Guest's facility with metaphor and puns, his use of pre-Reformation religious commonplaces like the Seven Deadly Sins, the catholicity of sources for exempla (Plato, Erasmus, even "Mr. More in his first boke of comforte agenst tribulation", 197-8), and a conclusion that asserts free will, suggest that more than Genevan Calvinism was preached in Elizabeth's court, and might also explain why the Parker required a copy.

Alexander Nowell, Dean of St. Paul's.  (Machyn, 276).  Strype (Annals, I, 1, 407), incorrectly states that Gabriel Goodman, Dean of Westminster, preached; see Friday, 13 February below.

February 13 (First Friday in Lent, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Gabriel Goodman, M.A., Dean of Westminster. (Machyn, 276.)

February 15 (Sunday, Lent 1, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Edwin Sandys, D.D., Bp of Worcester; successively Bp of London and Abp of York.  (Machyn, 276.) 

February 18 (Wednesday, Lent 2, at Whitehall)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's.  (Machyn, 277.)

February 20 (Friday, Lent 2, before the Queen at Whitehall)

An unnamed preacher. (Machyn, 277.)

March 1 (Sunday, Lent 3, before the Queen at Whitehall)

William Alley, D.D., Bp of Exeter, "at after-none at the cowrte a-for the quen". (Machyn, 278.)

March 4 (Wednesday, Lent 3, before the Queen at Whitehall)

An unnamed preacher.  (Machyn, 278.)

March 6 (Friday, Lent 3, before the Queen at Whitehall)

An unnamed preacher. (Machyn, 278.)

March 8 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Robert Horne, D.D., Bp of Winchester. (Machyn, 278.)

March 11 (Wednesday, Lent 4, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's.  (Machyn, 278.)

March 13 (Friday, Lent 4, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's.  (Machyn, 279.)

March 15 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, before the Queen at Whitehall)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's, substituting for an ill Edmund Grindal, Bp of London. (Machyn, 279.)

March 18 (Wednesday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

An unnamed preacher of the rank of "master". (Machyn, 279.)

March 22 (Palm Sunday, at Whitehall?)

John Jewel, D.D., Bp of Salisbury.  (Machyn, 279, gives the date "XX day of Marche", but specifies "that was Palm-sonday".)

March 27 (Good Friday, before the Queen, at Whitehall?)

Edmund Grindal, D.D., Bp of London.  Preached "at after-non a-for the quen" (Machyn, 279).

March 31 (Easter Tuesday, at Whitehall?)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's.  (Machyn, 279.)

1563

Lent  

From a letter of Edmund Grindal, Bp of London, to Secretary Cecil, the Lent preachers for this year included Grindal, James Calfhill (B.D., Rector of St. Andrew's, Wardrobe, and canon of St. Paul's), and a Mr. Watts, Chaplain to Grindal.  Their appearance at court was jeopardized by their residence in plague-ridden London.  Grindal wrote on 22 February that "I counselled Mr. Calfhill to know your pleasure for his repair to court, so I shall pray you to let me understand your advice for mine own case concerning my sermon, whether, I, remaining here, may be admitted; and the like for my chaplain, Mr. Watts.  I was compelled to remove hither, both for the better discharge of mine office, and also for that I was destitute of necessary provision at Fulham.  Yet I thought then the city would have been clean ere now."  (Grindal, Remains, ed. Nicholson, 269).

September 2 (Thursday, Trinity 12, before the Queen at Windsor)

William Whittingham, M.A., late exile in Geneva and chief translator of the Geneva Bible; now Dean of Durham.  (Strype, Annals, I, 435).  

1564

March 1 (Wednesday, Lent 1, 1564, before the Queen at Windsor.)

Thomas Cole, M.A., quondam Dean of Salisbury, exile in Frankfurt and Geneva; now Adn of Essex.  Text:  II Kings 10:15 (Est ne Cor tuum rectum?, Sig. Aijr)   Cole's sermon matches Thomas Drant's and Edward Dering's later sermons (see 1570) for its lively -- and daring -- critique of the Queen and her ecclesiastical policies.  The archdeacon's manipulation of the `modesty topos', defense of plain-speaking, and bold estate satire provide a clear link between the Elizabethan pulpit and the Edwardian vigor of Hugh Latimer.  Cole took the Queen to task for her spinsterhood in a wry turn on Isaiah's metaphor of the church's "nursing mothers":  "These qualities would haue bene easelier co[n]ceaued in this place, if it had pleased God, to haue shewed his mercye vpon vs, giuing your Grace a nurceling of your own wombe", adding that "that chaste estate of Matrimonie [is] more profitable in my co[n]scie[n]ce to your realme & people than Uirginitie" (Sigs. Avijr-v).  In the ensuing exposition of "[t]hre propertyes in a good nouryer or nurce" (Sig. Bijr), Cole blasted conforming Catholics, called for strict enforcement of the Supremacy Oath, satirized courtly ambition and envy, and called for the destruction of all images remaining in churches, "yea...with Hely [Ely] burne them with Copes and al other Popish dregges." (Sig. Eviijv). June?  (Before the Queen)

James Calfhill, B.D., Rector of St. Andrew's, Wardrobe, and Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, Oxford.  Walter Haddon wrote to Abp Parker on 6 July 1564 that "Calfhill gave a sermon in the Queen's presence that dealt plainly with military matters, in the whole of which -- from every part -- there were offenses so great that I can neither willingly recall them, nor would they be agreeable to you in hearing.  More moderation is required in the Queen's presence; some more reverence [venerationis], and shamefacedness [verecundiæ].  Never in that place did anything satisfy less, which brought to all present the greatest sorrow from it, since she [the Queen] is instructed fully in these arts."  Haddon warned, "Unless the preachers after this time bring to the court a more calming spirit, I fear, lest from their rashness, the damned religion may become acceptable." (Parker, Correspondence, 218-19; my translation.)

1565

March 7 (Ash Wednesday, before the Queen at Whitehall, in the Preaching Place)

Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's.  Nowell unwisely chose to attack what he termed "the unreverent Impudencie" of English Catholic John Martiall (or, Marshall), who, encouraged by Elizabeth's retention of a crucifix in the Chapel Royal [see March 5 and 24, 1560 above) and, had dedicated his Treatyse of the Crosse (1564) to the Queen.  The matter was both too private and too politically explosive to be forborne by Elizabeth, who made her objections heard from her window-seat in the Council Chamber. The most detailed account of this famous confrontation between preacher and Queen comes from Spanish ambassador De Silva who reported that Elizabeth's public rebuke of Nowell brought protestants to tears "whilst the Catholics rejoice" (CSPS 1558-67, 405).  Even in Rome this episode generated comment by diplomats encouraged to hear "that the Queen is reported to give some sign of holding things Catholic in less abhorrence than she did at first...having also censured the preacher that preached against images and the Saints." (CSPR I, 171.)  Parker wrote the next day to Cecil that Nowell "was utterly dismayed";  "for pure pity", the archbishop took the dean "home to dinner" after the debacle (Parker, Correspondence, 235).  Also on the day following the sermon, Nowell wrote a letter to Cecil justifying himself and his sermon on the grounds of "sounde Doctrine...Conscience of a good Intent, and most humble Reverence towards my most gracious Soveraign, as knoweth God" (Strype, Life of Parker, Appendix, 52).

April 13 (Friday, Lent 5, Before the Queen)

Matthew Hutton, B.D., Master of Pembroke Hall and Regius Professor of Divinity, Cambridge; later successively Bp of Durham and Abp of York.  Hutton wrote to Parker "ffrom Cambridge the 22 off februari. 1564[-65]" to acknowledge Parker's "letters delivered to me the vi day off this month, that I am appointed emo[n]gest others to preache before the quenes highnes this Lent, & that the 13 day off Aprell".  (CCCC, MS 114, 2, 915.)

April 20 (Good Friday, before the Queen)

Edmund Guest, Bp of Rochester, Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Salisbury.  Text:  I Corinthians 11:24 (This is my bodie, which is broken for you).  The Spanish Ambassador wrote on 21 April that "the previous Friday the Queen's high almoner preached to her on the text, `Hoc est corpus meum quod pro vobis tradetur' which he repeated many times and said, `the same as was crucified for you, and as such you must accept it and believe it to be.'  One of the listeners cried out `I do believe it, and he who doth not should be forthwith burnt.'  The Bishop did not enter into other questions or disputes on religious points as they usually do." (CSPS 1558-67, 419.)

Note: The entries for Lent, 1566, are taken from the list drawn up by Abp Parker, presumably with the input of Secretary Cecil, printed in Strype's Life of Parker (Appendix, 75).
This Lent coincided with Abp Parker's struggle for vestiarian conformity.  The minimum standards were evidently difficult to maintain even at court, for Parker complained to Cecil in a letter dated March 12 that "I have been answered by some certain, since my return home, that some of your preachers preached before the Queen's Majesty without tippet, and had nothing said to them for it." (Parker, Correspondence, 264).

February 27 (Ash Wednesday)

George Carew, Dean of Exeter and of the Chapel Royal.  On Shrove Tuesday (26 Feb.) Parker confirmed to Cecil that Carey, though lately ill, would preach the next day, "the rather for that Mr. Gibbes hath foully defamed him to be altogether unlearned" (Correspondence, 260-61).

(appointed) Edmund Grindal, D.D., Bp of London; successively Abp of York and Canterbury.

March 1 (First Friday in Lent)

(appointed) Robert Horn, D.D., Bp of Winchester.  Horn wrote to Parker in mid-March to request he preach on Passion Sunday, 31 March. (CCCC, MS 114, 1, 435.).

March 3 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Edmund Guest, D.D., Bp of Rochester, later of Salisbury.

March 6 (Wednesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Edmund Scambler, D.D., Bp of Peterborough, later of Norwich.

March 8 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Alexander Nowell, M.A., Dean of St. Paul's.  From a letter to Secretary Cecil, it seems that Parker's inclusion of Nowell in the Lent rota depended on the Queen's approval since Elizabeth had not forgotten his words against the crucifix and images in his sermon on Ash Wednesday the previous year. Moreover, potential candidates for the court pulpit were loathe to risk another embarassing public rebuke from the Queen like the one she had given Nowell, and Catholics ("the adversaries") continued to gloat over the same.  (Parker, Correspondence, 254, 260-61).

March 10 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Thomas Godwin, D.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford; successively Dean of Canterbury and Bp of Bath and Wells.  It is likely that this is the sermon to which Godwin referred in his sermon before the Queen and court at Greenwich on 27 March (see below).  In the exordium of the latter, the preacher alluded to "my promise made in my last sermon: Which was that I wolde shewe you a plaine Waye, and a trewe meane t'attayne to the trewe sense of the holy scripture" (CCCC MS 340, 167).  

March 13 (Wednesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Gabriel Goodman, D.D., Dean of Westminster.

March 15 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) William Day, B.D., Provost of Eton, successively Dean of Windsor and Bp of Winchester.

March 17 (Sunday, Lent 3)

(appointed) George Bemond, D.D., Canon of Lincoln.

-- Supernumerary (appointed) :  Matthew Hutton, D.D., Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge.

March 20 (Wednesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) "Doctor Percie".  Probably [John] Piers, D.D., later Dean of Chester and of Salisbury, successively Bp of Rochester, and of Salisbury, High Almoner to the Queen, and Abp of York.

March 22 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John May, D.D., Master of St. Catherine's Hall, Cambridge; later Bp of Carlisle.

March 24 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4) 

(appointed) Edmund Freke, M.A., Adn of Canterbury and High Almoner to the Queen; successively Bp of Rochester, Norwich, and Worcester.

March 27 (Wednesday, Lent 4, before the Queen at Greenwich)

(appointed) Nicholas Robinson, M.A., Chaplain to Abp Parker; later Bp of Bangor.  Or possibly John Robinson, M.A., President of St. John's College, Oxford.  

-- Supernumerary (appointed) :  Thomas Bickley, M.A., chaplain to Abp Parker; later Bp of Chichester.  (Parker, Correspondence, 261).

March 27 (Wednesday, Lent 4, before the Queen at Greenwich)

Thomas Godwin, D.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford.  Among Abp. Parker's papers is "Concio thome godwyne/ Decan[us] oxon[iensis]. cora[m] reg[i]næ/ m[ajes]tie apud grenw[ich] fer[ia] 4/ 27 martij a[nno] 1566."  It is unusual in its not taking any specific Scriptural text, but representative of the controversial tenor of much early Elizabethan court preaching. In his exordium, Godwin alluded to having offended the court "in my last sermon" (perhaps 10 March, above) and begged now "more francklye and at lardge to saie my mynde of soch thinges as I before did but lightlie touch...of the Doctors, Councels & the Churche".  Evidently Godwin's criticism of these institutions had been harsh, since he promised that in this reprise "th'indifferent heirar, shall perceue no lack of dewe reuerence towardes them".  His newly-stated purpose "in carpinge the Councels, in extenuatinge the Doctors, and discryenge the trewe churche" is "to place them where they shoulde be, and to attribute all soueraintye to the Worde" (CCCC MS 340, 167).  The preacher attacked the authority of the Roman church first by discrediting its scholarship, then dismissing the Councils for their many contradictions and inconsistencies (171).  As for the Church's authority, Godwin explained that the church as a pillar "maie so longe, be called the piller of trewthe..as it extendeth it selfe no farther then the fundation which is Christ." (173).  He devoted the final portion of the sermon to an explanation of how the believer, when free from the pollutions of fathers, councils, and the false church, may advance his "vnderstandinge of the scripture" through personal familiarity with the Bible and the gift of the "spirite of god" (174).  CCCC MS 340, 165-84. 

March 29 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) John Whitgift, M.A., Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, Cambridge; later successively Bp of Worcester, and Abp of Canterbury.

March 31 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Aylmer, M.A., Adn of Lincoln; later Bp of London.

-- Supernumerary (appointed):  Thomas Bracebridge or Brasbridge, M.A., of All Soul's College, Oxford.

April 3 (Wednesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) William Latimer, M.A., Dean of Peterborough, Royal Chaplain.

April 5 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Thompson, M.A., Canon of Windsor and Salisbury, Royal Chaplain.

April 7 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) Richard Reeve or Rive, M.A., Canon of Westminster and Windsor, Royal Chaplain. 

-- Supernumerary (appointed):  Richard Treman or Tremayne, M.A., Fellow of Exeter College, Oxford, and Canon and Treasurer of Exeter.

April 10 (Wednesday before Easter)

(appointed) "Mr. Becon".  Two preachers are possible:  John (d. 1587) and Thomas (1512-1567), both products of St. John's College, Cambridge.  John more accurately fits the rank "Master", having proceeded M.A. in 1564, while Thomas held a D.D.  Thomas Becon, however, a popular preacher since the later years of Henry VIII, preached at Paul's Cross during this Lent and Easter (MacLure, Register, 49).

April 12 (Good Friday)

(appointed) James Calfhill, D.D. (Parker styles him "Master"), Adn of Colchester, Rector of St. Andrew's, Wardrobe.

-- Supernumerary (appointed):  John Molyns or Mullins, D.D. (Parker says "Master"), Adn of London. 

April 14 (Easter Sunday)

(appointed) William Harward, M.A., Rector of St. Clement Dane's.

1569

February 25 (First Friday in Lent, before the Queen in the Chapel Royal) 

Edward Dering, M.A., Rector of Pluckley, Kent, and chaplain to the Duke of Norfolk; later Divinity Reader at St. Paul's.  Text:  Psalm 78:70-72 ("He chose Dauid his seruant also, & tooke hym from the shepefoldes, euen from behinde the Ewes great with yong tooke he hym to feede his people in Iacob, & his inheritance in Israel.  So he fed the[m] accordyng to the simplicity of his hart, & guided them by discretion of hys handes.", Sig. Aijr).  One of the most famous, or infamous, Elizabethan court sermons, notable for its still-startling critique of the Queen who listened from the royal closet.  Sixteen editions appeared between 1569 and 1603 -- more than for any other sermon preached before Elizabeth.  For this sermon, see ch. I.1. January 8 (Sunday, Epiphany 1, before the Queen at Windsor)

Thomas Drant, B.D., Chaplain to Bp Edmund Grindal,  Divinity Reader at St. Paul's. Text:  Genesis 2.25 ("They were both naked, Adam and Eue, and blushed not.", sig. Iir).  From this intriguing text Drant delivered one of the best Elizabethan sermons given at court before the 1580's.  Drant answered three questions suggested by his text.  To answer `who was naked' the preacher gave an aggressive elaboration of the commonplace that all men are not only naked, but dust -- even "Rich men are rich dust" (Sig. I.ijv).  The second question, `what it is to be naked', took the form of commentary on the unsuccessful revolt of the Northern Earls, suppressed only weeks before:  nakedness is military unpreparedness.  After a digression on the foolishness of pacificism, especially as espoused by the Anabaptists, Drant, using the commonplace that "mildnes to some is oft tymes vnmildnes and crueltye to many other" (sig. I.viijr), exhorted the Queen not to neglect the execution of justice with an over-fondness for dispensing mercy.  Furthermore, the problem with "these Northren rebels" could have been avoided if more had been used against Papists than "noddes" (sig. K.iijr).  Drant then turned to that particularly courtly inversion of nakedness, "the abuse of apparell in the princes house" and delivered a scathing indictment of vain courtiers of both sexes (sig. K.iiijr - K.viijv).  Finally, he pointed out that the `effects of being naked' are either to blush, or not to blush and urged England to blush at her sinful nakedness. Dedicated to "M. William Fulke, B.D., of St. John's College, Cambridge; later chaplain to Robert Dudley, Earl of Leicester, D.D., and Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge.  Text: Psalm 122 (Ierusalem is buylded as a citie, that is compact together in it self....Peace be within thy walles, & prosperitie within thy palaces...)  In his sermon at Hampton Court on November 12 (see below), Fulke alluded to a previous sermon recently preached before the court:  "The laste time that I spake in this auditory, I entreated of the floorishing & Prosperous estate of Ierusalem, which is the Church of God, set forth in the .122. Psalme". (sig. A.iijv).

November 12 (Sunday, Trinity 25, at Hampton Court)

William Fulke, B.D., of St. John's College Cambridge; later chaplain to Robert Dudley, Earl of Leicester, D.D., and Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge.  Text: Revelation 14.8 ("She is fallen, she is fallen, euen Babylon that great City, for of the wyne of the furye of her fornication, she hath made all nations to drinke.", sig. Aiijr).  A companion-piece to the sermon above.  Whereas in the first sermon he spoke of the "floorishing" Jerusalem, "therfore good order now requireth that I should speake of the decay & ouerthrow of the enemy of Ierusalem" (sig. Aiiiv).  Dedicated to Ambrose Dudley, Earl of Warwick (sig. Aijr).  A classic statement of the argument set forth in the title. John Young, D.D., Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge; later Bp of Rochester.  Abp Parker, writing to Cecil on February 2, said that upon hearing Dr. Nicholas Bullingham preach, he determined him "not meet for the court; and therefore I appointed Dr. Young of Cambridge to supply his room, and warned he is".  

ante September

John Jewel, Bp of Salisbury.  Text:  Matthew 9:37-38 ("37. Then said he to his disciples, Surely the haruest is great, but the labourers are few.  38. Wherefore pray the Lord of the haruest, that he would send laboureres forth into his haruest", sig. K4v).  Undated, and calendared here by the date of Jewel's death.  Jewel pleaded with the Queen and her nobles to provide for an educated, preaching clergy.  He asserted that the realm must be founded in true religion before good government can be established:  "I speake not this against all ciuil, and honest lawful policie....the building of Gods church, ye preaching of Gods worde must goe before, to quiet mens consciences: and wisedome & pollicie, like handmaides must follow after." (before the Queen at Windsor)

Tobias Matthew, B.D., canon of Christ Church and Public Orator of the University of Oxford.  Text: Psalm 24.3-4 ("3. Who shall ascend vnto the hill of the Lorde; or who shall dwell in his holy place? 4. Even he that hath clene hands, and a pure hart, and hath not lift vp this mynde vnto vanity nor sworne to deceiue his neighbour.", p. 48).  Titled in a manuscript volume as "Doctoris Matthei prima Concio anglica coram Regina Windesoræ habita" (p. 378), this is likely a probationary sermon preached shortly before Matthew's appointment as Chaplain to the Queen in 1572.  The sermon is a rigorous exhortation to godly living.  The peroration (pp. 59ff), a startling direct address to the Queen, chastises her for undue mercy shown to inveterate enemies, and uses Biblical exempla frequently deployed to criticize her sparing of Mary Queen of Scots, and thus very likely part of the 1572 parliamentary appeal for the Scottish queen's execution. February 27 (Friday, Lent 3, at Greenwich)

Roger Goad, B.D., Provost of King's College, Cambridge, chaplain to Ambrose Dudley, Earl of Warwick.  Secretary of State Thomas Smith reported to Cecil that "Yesternight...I cam to the court, & this day I heard M[aster] D[octor] goads se[r]mon, w[hich] was good but bicause that hir ma[jestie] was away he said he was fayne to omit div[er]se thynges w[hich] he most wold haue treated of Lest the speache should haue bene vnconsonant to the auditory (BL Harley MS 6991, fol. 33r).

1574

March 3 (Ember Wednesday, Lent 1, before the Queen at Lambeth Palace)

John Piers, D.D., Master of Balliol College, Oxford, Dean of Salisbury and of Christ Church, Oxford; later Lord High Almoner and successively Bp of Rochester and Abp of York.  The account of this sermon from the Latin Life of Parker is reprinted in Nichols, Progresses of Elizabeth, I, 384; (also mistakenly printed at 325).

March 14 (Sunday, Lent 3, before the Queen at Greenwich)

Richard Curteys, D.D., Bp of Chichester.  Text:  Ecclesiastes 12.1-7 ("Remember thy maker in the dayes of thy youth, before the tyme of trouble come, and the yeres approch...", Sig. Aiijr-v).  A 'bad quarto' printed from notes gathered by one Thomas Browne who told the reader that among "the notable Sermons preached this Lent", the Queen so "commended" this one "that some noble Peeres, and many other desired a copie of the same."  Taking this as a cue, Browne produced a text "although not altogether in suche sorte as it was by the reuerend Father preached, yet as nigh thervnto as could be remembred" (Sig. Aijr).  The sermon, which makes elaborate use of metaphor, includes a rapt "scepter'd isle" speech (Sig. B.vjr-v) and a rare passage in praise of the wisdom and goodness of the English clergy (Sig. B.vijr). Text:  John 6:25-27 (Christ's admonition, "Laboure not for the meat vvhich perisheth, but for the meate vvhich endureth vnto euerlasting life.", sig. aijr).  In the midst of the Admonition Controversy Whitgift delivered this sermon that summarized the conformist position on ecclesiastical authority and was directed pointedly toward any nobility in the congregation who might have sympathized with, or patronized, the non-conformists. March 6 (Sunday, Lent 3, before the Queen at Richmond)

Richard Curteys, Bp of Chichester.  Text: Judges 1:1-13 (Israel's victories under Judah and Simeon.)  An elaborately divided sermon:  three "principall points", were each introduced with seven Biblical exempla followed by an "Application".  With a persistently international focus, Curteys urged all Christians to forward the faith, and cited the advance of the Turks as evidence that all was not right:  "No greate iourney hath the Turke from Buda, to Saxonie and Denmarke: and howe nighe the Danes and Saxons be to England, Englishemen shuld remember" (sig. Aviijv).  He exhorted the court "vtterly to forsake the supersitiouse Chaldees and Romanists", and warned especially against intermarriage with Roman Catholics (sig. Bijv-Biijr).  Curteys concluded by retelling the Tudor succession in Old Testament types. March 2 (Friday, Sexagesima, before the Queen)

John Young, Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge; later Bp of Rochester.  Text: Psalm 131 (Domine non est exaltatum cor meu[m]. &c.  Lorde, I am not hie minded., sig. Aiir).  A sermon on humility which, as the prefatory epistle says, "was not well take[n] in part of some of the hearers, where it was spoken" (sig. A.jv).  In many significant respects, Young's sermon resembles the later pulpit oratory of his pupil Lancelot Andrewes: a division dictated by the word order of the Scriptural text; use not only of Latin, but Greek (the first known instance from the Elizabethan court pulpit); fondness for etymologies and puns; and an aversion to handling matters of disputed doctrine that Young termed "certayne vayne, curious, and vnnecessary questions...touchyng almightie God hym selfe" (sig. Cvv).  Young also made the first surviving court sermon reference to the New World when he lamented that man's pride reached "euen to America the West Indes, the fourth and new founde parte of the world." (sig. A.viijv). A sweeping exhortation to godliness and good government among rulers, with specific address to bishops and secular magistrates. William Redman or Redmayn, B.D., Rector of Orington, Essex, and Chaplain to Abp Grindal; later Adn of Canterbury, D.D., and Bp of Norwich.  In a letter dated May 2, 1576,  Redman's patron, the Abp, wrote to Burleigh, "I pray your lordship's help that Mr. Redmayn, who made a very good sermon before her Majesty, may be archdeacon of Canterbury.  The "cause" was indeed furthered, as Redman was made Adn before the year was out (Grindal, Remains, 360-1).

1578

February 19 (Wednesday, Lent 1, before the Queen at Hampton Court)

William James, D.D., Adn of Coventry; later Chaplain to Robert Dudley, Earl of Leicester, Dean of Christ Church, Oxford, and Bp of Durham.  Text: Ezra 4:1-3 (Zerubbabel's rejection of the false-friends of the new Temple).  Throughout this sermon, James tacitly equated Elizabeth with Zerubbabel and delivered an imaginative, if vitriolic, attack on church papists.  For James, the threat came not from the powers of Rome without, but from the "broode which liue in the church, & by the church, but are not of the churche" (Sig. B.iiijr).  The marks of these "playne Herodians" included contempt for preaching, derision of "the simpler sorte of professors of the Gospell" and their retention of "one Masse tricke or other" (Sig. B.vr).  The sermon was largely composed of a series of dramatic direct addresses to court Catholics, "ye English Samaritanes...ye recusants that dishonour God" (Sig. C.vr), and a litany of surviving "Romish" abuses, ending with a plea for uniformity. These forty days were problematic for the court pulpit.  Abp Grindal languished in sequestration, and Bp of London John Aylmer coordinated the Lent court sermons with the Lord Chamberlain (Sussex) in Grindal's stead.  On 27 January he wrote despairingly to Sussex that "Thing[es] fall out I see as I ever supected, ffor my L[ords] the B[ishops] of Winton [Robert Horne] and of Norwich [Edmund Freke] haue by their l[etter]s signified vnto me that theie cannot come vppon the daies appointed for them to Preache by reason of Sicknes, But my L[ord] of Chichester [Richard Curteys] hath sent to knowe his daie but I could not giue him anie resolute aunswere before I had knowledge of her Ma[jesties] pleasoure, and yf wee shuld put out [William] Readman and [Thomas] Blage being twoe of the Archb. Chaplaines, I knowe not whoe shuld supplie their places; for I ame p[re]sentlie putt to a shyfte by the not com[m]inge of the twoe Bushoppes, and the tyme is at hande" (BL Harley MS 6992, art. 46, fol. 92r).  Fulfilling Aylmer's forbodings, things did not go smoothly.  The university men who preached the mid-week sermons evidently exercised a boldness, probably in defense of the sequestered Archbishop, not appreciated by the Queen. (Strype, Annals, II, 541).

March 8 (Sunday, Lent 1, before the Queen)


An unidentified preacher explicitly challenged the Anjou marriage, comparing it to the disastrous union of Mary Tudor and Philip of Spain.  Elizabeth walked out before the sermon was finished. (CSPS 1568-1579, 658-59.)

H. B.  (Hugh Broughton?).  Text:  Psalm 82.6,7 ("6 I haue sayd, Ye are Gods, and ye all are the children of the highest: 7 But ye shal die like men, & fall like one of the princes.",  1).  The preacher considered "two special pointes", namely, "1. The Maiestie and 2. The mortality of Princes and great personages." (2).  This sermon out-Lyly's John Lyly, whose modish prose romances Euphues, the Anatomy of Wit, and Euphues and his England, appeared in 1578 and 1580.  H. B., like Lyly, used balanced rhyme, alliteration, and even the tell-tale imagery from natural history to embellish his prose.  However, Euphuism went out the chapel window when the preacher, in a direct-address to the Queen reminiscent of Edward Dering's (see 25 February 1569), presented grievances about English Catholics, court resentment of preaching, and secular appropriation of church lands. The sermon is notable for several set-piece satires against false Roman Catholic propitiations for sin, Familist heresies, and Lutheran and Roman errors touching Christ's presence in the sacraments. Of the first, he wrote in his diary, "I went with my syster to Grenwich....Doctor Overtune bishop of Lytchfild preched in thafter noon befor the queen quid retribuam domino etc.  He handled the benyfites of our creation by the Father in generaul, our redemption by the Sune in spetial, our preservation by the Holy Ghost in particular" (Diary of Richard Madox, 98).

Lawrence Humphrey, D.D., Dean of Winchester and President of Magdalene College Oxford. William James, D.D., Master of University Coll., Oxford and Vice-Chancellor of Oxford, chaplain to the Earl of Leicester; successively Dean and Bp of Durham.  Text: from one of the Epistles to the Thessalonians.  Richard Madox, Fellow of All Soul's and chaplain on board the Galleon Leicester recorded in his diary that after dining at court in the Lord Chancellor's lodgings, he heard James preach "Thesallonians, embrace truth and love etc" (Diary of Richard Madox, 101).

Note:  In 1585 appeared Sermons Made by the most reuerend Father in God, Edwin, Archbishop of Yorke, Primate of England and Metropolitan, four of which were "preached before the Queene."  Because none of these contain internal evidence for more specific dating, they are listed below.  It is possible that some of the sermon texts listed below are those delivered on the dates for which Sandys is listed above.  

-- Text: Philippians 2:2-5 ("Be like minded, hauing the same loue, being of one accord and of one iudgement;  That nothing be doone through contention or vaine glorie...", 78).  A classic statement of the Elizabethan ideal of uniformity.  Reference to debates over rites and ceremonies and to the dangers of being "in league with antichrist" might suggest a date during the Admonition Controversy (1572-74) or the Alençon marriage negotiations (1579).  Sermons, 78 - 95; ed. Ayre, 78 - 94.

-- Text: Psalm 86.11 ("Teache me thy way, O Lord, and I will walke in thy trueth.", 95).  A sermon for "a Lent season", tailored for delivery to "a christian court".  Sandys used the metaphor of the pathway to critique "the great swarms of bad walkers", which included uneducated clergy, greedy diocesan visitors, and "cunning court-like men".  Sermons, 95 - 107; ed. Ayre, 112 - 125.

-- Text: James 4:8-10 ("Drawe neere to God, and he will drawe neere to you.  Cleanse your hands ye sinners, and purge your hearts ye double minded...", 107).  A conventional exhortation to godliness.  Sermons, 107 - 123; ed. Ayre, 126 - 43.

-- Text: Isaiah 55:6,7 ("Seeke ye the Lord while he may be founde, call vpon him while he is neere...", 123).  A strong admonition against national complacency that warned "God hath gathered his lap full of plagues, and is ready to pour them down upon us".  Sandys was especially moving on the plight of the poor, and lamented the spiritual starvation of the rural areas, "especially in the north parts".  A strongly-worded digression on the need to execute justice as well as mercy, and praise for the preservation of the queen from "the hands of her open enemies, and treasons of her deceitful friends", may suggest a date near the time of either the Northern Rebellion (1569) or the Ridolfi Plot (1571).  Sermons, 123-138; ed. Ayre, 144-60.

Note:  The two anonymous sermons below, both printed in 1585, are undoubtedly by the same preacher.  They are trenchantly Calvinist.  Both are nearly twice as long as any other extant Elizabethan court sermon text, which suggests that they were expanded for print.  Their titles suffice for a summary of their contents.

The entire assembly, which included "all the lords of the Parliament Spirituall and temporall" expected Elizabeth to rebuke the preacher publicly.  Instead, she stunned all when "she opend the window" of her closet and "gaue him thanks for his verie learned Sermon."   She did, however, dispatch two Privy Counsellors to Hutton afterwards to deliver a stern reprimand.  Although many pressed Hutton for a copy of his sermon, he declined saying that "the speach being alreadie ill taken, the wryting might exasperate that which was alreadie exvlcerat".  (Harington, Supplie, 170-73).  Harington does not date the sermon, but says that it was preached when the lords were in London for Parliament, which sat formally from February 19 to April 4 of this year.  Whitgift's rota gives this as Hutton's only court sermon during Lent wherein the Parliamentary session fell entirely (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 21).

(appointed)  Owen Wood, M.A., Dean of Armagh; later Chaplain in Ordinary to King James (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 24; Alumni Oxon.).

March 23 (Sunday, Lent 3)

William James, D.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford; later Bp of Durham.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 24).

March 26 (Wednesday, Lent 3)

Lionel Sharpe, M.A., Rector of Malpas, Cheshire and Chaplain to the Earl of Essex; later D.D. and Chaplain to Prince Henry.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 24).

March 28 (Friday, Lent 3, Before the Queen at Whitehall)

Richard Eedes, Canon of Christ Church, Oxford, Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen; later Dean of Worcester.  Text: Isaiah 49:23 ("Kings shall be thy nursing fathers, and Queenes thy nursing mothers.", 61v).  In his exordium, Eedes argued that the culmination of the Church's historical development was "that she grew vp into a kingdome" nursed by princes (62v).  He then lambasted those who "fashion the ripe yeeres of the Church to her infancie, & admit no more then was in practise in the time of the Apostles (who...did yet but draw as it were the first lines of Church gouernement...)".  The preacher concluded with florid praise of Elizabeth in a Marian vocabulary.  The exact date is fixed by the Lent lists:  Eedes does not appear for the year 1594, but does in 1595, proving the "Lent. 1594" of the title to be 1594/95 (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 23,24).  Titled "The principall care of Princes to bee Nurces of the Church. March 30 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4, before the Queen)

Tobias Matthew, Bp-elect of Durham; later Abp of York.  Text: Philippians 1:27 (Onely let your co[n]uersation be, as it becometh ye Gospel of Christ, etc.).  "Do. 4 Quadrag[esima]. coram Regina Phil. I.27.  The Satarday before this I was elected Bp  Cum eram Annos natus Quadragint Octo." (YML Add MS 18,  45; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 24).  Matthew’s diary entry seems to firmly fix the date of this sermon, though a letter from the preacher to Cecil dated 11 August refers to a sermon on the same text as preached ‘on Palme Sondaie last’.  Perhaps the mistake is in Matthew’s own memory.  The letter, nonetheless, reveals that king James’s London agent, David Fowles, complained to Cecil of anti-Scottish sentiments in the sermon.  Matthew vehemently objected that his was simply a sermon which warned of calamities that would befall unfaithful subjects (evidently taken by Fowles as allusion to a Scottish invasion).  Matthew protested his loyalty to the English crown and honour the Scottish king, and complained that ‘if it beseme not a preacher and chefely a bishop (albeit then but elect), to reprove and rebuke with all auctoritie, whereto then serveth St Paul’s commission commaunding them so to do’.  He further asked Cecil that the queen not ‘apprehend everie jelous report that everie Scottisshe factionarie shall conveighe to the Kinge, or the Kinges messenger to her highnes, against her loiall subject and sworne servant’.  (Calendar of Border Papers, 1896, pp. 47-8; I owe this reference to Martin Colthorpe).

May 11 (Sunday, 3 Easter)

Tobias Matthew, Bp of Durham; later Abp of York.  Text: Mark 1:9 ("And it came to passe in those dayes, that Iesus came from Nazaret a citie of Galile, and was baptized of Iohn in Iordan.").  "Do. 3 Pasch. at Court, the first Sermon I preach'd after I was made Bishop.  Vale penitentiam agite et credite, Evangelio Marc. I.9a. Almoner."  (YML Add MS 18, 45).

A gentleman usher, yeomen, and grooms were paid by the Treasurer of the Chamber "for makinge readye the Clossette for the Qu: Matye at whitehall to heare ye sermon" (P.R.O. E351/542 fol. 217v).

March 5 (Friday, Lent 1, at Richmond)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge; Vicar of St. Giles', Cripplegate; Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen; successively Dean of Westminster, Bp of Chichester, Ely, and Winchester.  Text: Luke 16:25 ("Sonne, remember, that thou, in thy life time, receivedst thy pleasures, (or, good things;) and likewise LAZARVS paines: Now therefore is he comforted, and thou art tormented.", 309).  A variation on the common sermon theme that, like Dives', England's "Receipt hath beene great, No Nation's so great" but her "Recordare, little" ( 310).  The sermon contained some chilling evocations of Hell, after an opening that used the chiasmatic structure of the verse to create a spacial, even tactile controlling conceit:  "The verse it selfe...is, in figure and proportion, an exact Crosse....of two barrs or beames so situate, as the one doth quarter the other." ( 311).  To this Andrewes added the language of exaltation and veneration of the "cross" and a meditation upon the Five Wounds of Christ (314).  XCVI Sermons, 309-320; Works, II, 78-97.  See Peter McCullough, ‘Lancelot Andrewes’s Transforming Passions’, Huntington Library Quarterly, vol. 71, no. 4 (2008).
March 28 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, before the Queen at Richmond)

Anthony Rudd, D.D., Bp of St. David's.  Text: Psalm 90:12 ("Teach vs so to nomber our dayes, that we may applie our hearts vnto wisdome.", 1).  This was one of the great causes célèbres of the Elizabethan court pulpit, for the well-meaning bishop ran afoul of what Sir John Harington termed Elizabeth's obsession "to seeme, and to be thought, and to be told that she looked younge."  For Harington's memorable account see his Supplie (151-53).  Thomas Fuller made the dubious suggestion that Rudd, tipped by the Queen as a likely successor to Whitgift, preached this sermon after Whitgift told him that "`the truth is this,--the queen now is grown weary of the vanities of wit and eloquence, wherewith her youth was formerly affected; and plain sermons, which come home to her heart, please her best.'" (Church History, III, 292-3).   Whatever Whitgift's motives, this was not the sort of plain-dealing that pleased the aging Queen.  Not surprisingly it was not printed until after her death.  The epistle to the reader, signed by one "R. S." explained that "This Sermon bred much speech long ago, and the sight of it was greatly desired by many....now at last it is published, vpon hope that it may with as good meaning be construed by the Reader, as it was formerly vttered by the Author." (sig. A2r).  John Manningham recorded a garbled version of the story in his diary (Diary, 194). Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge; Vicar of St. Giles', Cripplegate; Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen; successively Dean of Westminster, Bp of Chichester, Ely, and Winchester.  Text: 2 Corinthians 12:15 ("And I wil most gladly bestow, and will be bestowed for your soules; though, the more I love you, the lesse I am loued.", 322).  In one of his most elaborately-divided sermons, Andrewes used grammatical terms and parts of speech, "as in Schooles we reckon them" ( 323), to structure his discourse on the themes of sacred and profane love.  (XCVI Sermons, 321-331; Works, II, 98-116.)  The Works, following the 1629 first folio, gives the date for this sermon as "Sunday, 4 April, 1596", which would be Palm Sunday.  However, I amend to the date above based on Andrewes' reference to 1 Samuel 8:5,  which he identified as having been read "this day in the first Lesson" (p 330-331).  The Lectionary or "Kalendar" in effect at this time (1561) gives "1 Kings 8" (i.e., 1 Samuel 8) as the first lesson for Morning Prayer on April 2.

Lent (before the Queen at Whitehall)

Richard Eedes, D.D., Canon of Christ Church, Oxford, Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen; later Dean of Worcester.  Text: Isaiah 5:20 ("Woe bee vnto them that call good euill and euill good.", 84r).  Eedes began by descanting on the familiar theme of England's "dead sleepe of securitie", reminding his audience that "destruction shall come vpon the wicked" (87v, 89r).  He blamed the ill example of "mightie men" for the confusion in England between good and evil, calling them "the truest signe of a declining state" (97r).  It is possible that this sermon was preached in Lent, 1596/7.  Titled, "A SERMON of the difference of Good and Euill.  Preached before Queene Elizabeth, at Whitehall in Lent. 1596.", part five of STC 7526: Six Learned and godly Sermons (see March 28, 1594).

Andrewes evoked the folly of those who, like Felix, the 10 Foolish Virgins, or the death-bed penitent, delay their search for God.  Laud and Buckeridge gave 1598 as the date for this sermon.  Wilson and Bliss first placed it in 1598, but then re-attributed it to 1590 (Works, vol. XI,  lxi).  I reject the 1590 date on the basis of Whitgift's Lent lists, which show Alexander Nowell, Dean of St. Paul's, appointed for Ash Wednesday in that year, and Andrewes in 1598 (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 19, 26).  XCVI Sermons, 173 - 182; Works, I, 305-20.

The sermon could be called Spenserian for its blend of ancient British history, Classicism, Patristic allegory, natural history, typology, and medieval iconography. Text: Deuteronomy 23:9 ("When thou goest out, with the Host against thine enemies, keepe thee then from all wickednesse.", 183).  Preached, according to the sermon's 1629 heading, "At what time the Earle of ESSEX was going forth, upon the Expedition for IRELAND".  Andrewes knitted together the penitential themes of a nation entering both the season of Lent and a time of war.  He schematized this "double use" in the sum of his text as "1 Of warr in Divinitie: That our going forth might procure the giving over sinne.  2 Of Divinitie in warr; that our giving over sinne might procure good speed to our going forth." (also W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 30).  NB:  I date this sermon 1601/2 based on an entry in John Manningham's diary.  In April 1602, Manningham wrote that "Dr. [Henry] Parry told howe Dr. Barlowe, nowe one of hir Majesties chapleins, received a checke at hir Majesties, because he presumed to come in hir presence when shee had given speciall charge to the contrary, because shee would not have the memory of the late Earl of Essex renewed by him, who had preached against him at Paules." (Manningham, 87).  Barlow had, under Cecil's close instructions, delivered the official account of Essex's treason and execution in a sermon preached at Paul's Cross on Sunday, 1 March 1601 (Essex having been executed four days before on Ash Wednesday).  Given the Queen's aversion to even seeing Barlow, it seems impossible that he could have preached before her in the very Lent of the execution (1600/1).  In addition, since Easter 1602, fell on the early date of 4 April, nearly all of Lent fell before Lady Day, 25 March, thus agreeing well with the title's "Lent. Anno. 1601."

(appointed) John Stanton or Staunton, Dean of Lincoln and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 2, 30).

March 14 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Martin Heton, D.D., Bp of Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 30).

March 17 (Wednesday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Roger Bradshaw, M.A., Canon of Hereford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen (Alum. Oxon.).  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 2, 30).

March 19 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Richard Eedes, D.D., Dean of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen.  Chamberlain wrote that Eedes "was very well liked in court for his sermon this Lent which they say was all needle-worke" (Letters, I, 147).

March 21 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Henry Cotton, B.D., Bp of Salisbury (Alum. Oxon.).  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 30).

March 24 (Wednesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Paul Thomson, M.A., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen; later B.D.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 2, 30).

March 26 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Overall, D.D., Regius Professor of Divinity, Cambridge; later Master of St. Catherine's Hall, Cambridge, Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen, and Dean of St. Paul's.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 30).

(appointed) Anthony Watson, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 30).

John Manningham, a friend of Parry, recorded in his diary a brief outline of this passion sermon, which he described as "right eloquent and full of sound doctrine."  (Diary, 87-88).

----- (appointed) Lancelot Andrewes, Dean of Westminster; successively Bp of Chichester, Ely and Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 30).

April 4 (Easter Sunday)

(appointed) Anthony Watson, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 30).
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March 9 (Ash Wednesday)

(appointed) William Barlow, D.D., Dean of Chester and Chaplain to the Queen; later successively Bp of Rochester and of Lincoln.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

March 11 (First Friday in Lent)

(appointed) John Buckeridge, D.D., Fellow of John's College, Oxford, and chaplain to Abp. Whitgift; later President of St. John's and successively Bp. of Rochester and Ely.(W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

March 13 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Robert Bennett, D.D., Bp of Hereford.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

March 16 (Wednesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John Spenser, D.D., Rector of St. Sepulchre's, London; later D.D. and President of Corpus Christi College, Oxford.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 31).

March 18 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John King, D.D., Rector of St. Andrew's, Holborn and Chaplain to Lord Keeper Egerton; later Chaplain in Ordinary to King James; successively Dean of Christ Church, Oxford and Bp. of London. (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

March 20 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) John Jegon, D.D., Bp-elect of Norwich, Master of Queen's College, Cambridge, and Chaplain Extraordinary to the Queen (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 2, 31).

March 23 (Wednesday, Lent 2, at Richmond in the Chapel Royal)

Henry Parry, D.D., Rector of Chevering and Sundridge, Kent, Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen; later successively Dean of Chester, Bp of Gloucester, and of Worcester.  Text: Psalm 116: 18-19 (Nowe will I pay my vowes unto the Lord in the middest of the congregacion, &c.)  Manningham journeyed to Richmond to hear Parry and "to be assured whether the Queene were living or dead."   The sermon, on vows, was followed by a prayer "soe fervent and effectuall for hir Majestie that he left few eyes drye."  In addition to a full summary of the sermon, Manningham recorded the lords and officers present (Diary, 205-7; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

March 24 (Thursday, Lent 2)

Death of Queen Elizabeth I; accession of King James VI and I.
March 25 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Thomas Neville, D.D., Dean of Canterbury, Master of Trinity College, Cambridge and Chaplain to the Queen.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

March 27 (Sunday, Lent 3, at Whitehall)

John King, D.D., Vicar of St. Andrew's, Holborn; successively Dean of Christ Church, Oxford and Bp. of London.  Text: Luke 11:14, a portion of the Gospel for the Day (Then he cast out a deuil which was domme: and when the deuil was gone out, the domme spake, and the people wondered.).  Manningham wrote that King replaced royal chaplain Giles Thomson.  After praying for the new king, Doctor King divided his text in six parts, the treatment of which Manningham recorded in great detail. (211-217).  The preacher took occasion to warn against "intestine discord", to offer thanks for "the suddein peaceable succession of our worthy king", and to deliver a eulogy on the late Queen as mother of Christ's Body, the true Church (Diary, 213-215).

March 30 (Wednesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Richard Neile, D.D., Vicar of Cheshunt, Herts. and chaplain to Sir Robert Cecil; later Dean of Westminster and Bp. of Rochester; successively Bp. of Coventry and Lichfield, Lincoln, Durham, Winchester and Abp. of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 1 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Paul Thomson, M.A., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen; later B.D.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 2, 31).

April 3 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Henry Cotton, B.D., Bp of Salisbury (Alum. Oxon.).  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 5 (Tuesday, Lent 4, before the King at Holyrood Palace, Edinburgh)

Andrew Lamb, M.A., Minister of Stirling and Chaplain to the King; later Bp. of Brechin.  Lamb preached before the King immediately before the royal entourage departed for England (Calderwood, History, ed. Thomson, VI, 218; Scott, Fasti, IV, 332 and VII, 346).

April 6 (Wednesday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

John Overall, D.D., Dean of St. Paul's, Master of St. Catherine's Hall, Cambridge, successively Bp of Coventry and Lichfield and of Norwich.  Text: Matthew 26:41 ([but cf. also Mark 14:38 and Luke 21:36] Watch, and pray, that ye enter not into tentation: the spirit in dede is readie, but the flesh is weake.).  Manningham wrote that Overall discoursed verry scholastically upon the nature of temptations, their division, &c. fit for those tymes, in this change, least wee be tempted to desyre innovacion, &c." (Diary, 223-4; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).  

April 6 (Wednesday, Lent 4, Before the King at Berwick Church, Northumberland)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Bp of Durham; later Abp of York.  Text: Psalm 68:26 (Praise ye God in the assemblies, & the Lord, ye that are of the fou[n]taine of Israel.).  "April 6. Rex at Berwick ubi concionatus Ps. LXVIII.26. Deo Gratias." (YML Add MS 18, 70; cf. BL MS Add 4274, fol. 18).  This sermon was undoubtedly an olive branch, for Matthew had never concealed his aversion to the prospect of a Scottish succession to the English throne.  Manningham wrote on 13 April that his royal chaplain Dr. Henry Parry, "told that the Bp of Durrham [Matthew] hath tendered his duty in all humility, craving pardon for his opposicion heretofore, with promise of faythfull service; hath preached at Berwike before the K[ing] and said grace at his table twise or thrise." (Diary, 245).

April 8 (Friday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

James Montagu, D.D., Master of Sidney Sussex College, Cambridge; successively Dean of Lichfield, of Worcester, and of the Chapel Royal, Bp of Bath and Wells, and of Winchester.  Text: Matthew 18:11 (For the Sonne of man is come to saue that which was lost.).  Manningham wrote that "He considered 3 points; 1. The stile of Christ, the Sonne of Man.  2. To whom he came, the lost.  3. The end of his comming, to save."  The diarist recorded a detailed summary of the sermon -- a classically Protestant statement of Christ's atonement.  (Diary, 225-31).

----- (appointed) John Stanton or Staunton, Dean of Lincoln and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 2, 31).

April 10 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, before the King at St. Nicholas', Newcastle)

Tobias Matthew, D. D., Bp of Durham; later Abp of York.  Text: 2 Chronicles 15:1, 2 (The Lord is with you, while ye be with him: and if ye seke him, he wil be founde of you, but if ye forsake him, he wil forsake you.).  Matthew recorded, "Do. 5 Quadrag[esima]. coram Rege 2 Paralip[omenon]. Cap[ut] XV.1.2.  Newcastle, who thence came to Duresme Castle my House." (YML Add MS 18, 70; BL MS Add 4274, 18).  Nichols places the sermon in the parish church of St. Nicholas (Nichols, James, I, 70, and note).

Giles Thomson, D.D., Dean of Windsor, later Bp of Gloucester.  Text: Psalm 2:10,11 (Be wise now therefore, ye Kings: be learned ye Iudges of the earth.  Serue the Lord in feare, and reioyce in trembling.).  Manningham passed the following judgment:  "At the Court at Whitehall.  Dr. Thomson, Deane of Windsore, made a sermon; he hath a sounding laboured artificiall proununciacion; he regards that soe much that his speache hath no more matter then needes in it."  He also records a brief summary of the sermon (Diary, 231-2).  This entry appears in the diary before that for Martin Heton's afternoon sermon preached in the Chapel Royal on the same day (see below).

Martin Heton, or Eaton, D.D., formerly Dean of Winchester, now Bp of Ely.  Text: Matthew 11:28 (Come vnto me, all ye that are wearie & laden, and I wil ease you.).  According to Manningham's summary, the bishop divided his text into "the subject, `All ye,' &c.; the invitacion, `Come unto me'; and the promise, `I will ease you.'"  The sermon handled the Lenten themes of repentance and forgiveness. (Diary, 233-34; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 13 (Wednesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Robert Wilkinson, M.A., later Chaplain in Ordinary to King James, and Rector of St. Olav's, Southwark.  Wilkinson's name is entered after the overstruck name of Mr. Thomson.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 15 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) George Montaigne or Mountain, B.D., Fellow of Queen's College, Cambridge, and chaplain to Sir Robert Cecil; later Master of the Savoy and Chaplain in Ordinary to King James; successively  Dean of Westminster, Bp. of Lincoln, London, and Durham, and Abp. of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 17 (Palm Sunday at Whitehall)

(appointed) Anthony Watson, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

(before the King in York Minster)

John Thornborough, Chaplain in Ordinary and Clerk of the Closet to Queen Elizabeth, Bp of Limerick and Dean of York; successively Bp of Bristol and of Worcester.  At York, in his continuing progress southward, the King, "to the great comfort of the people...went on foote to Church, and there heard the Sermon which was preached by the Bishop of Lymrick, whose doctrine and methode of teaching was highly by his Majesty commended....The sermon ended, his Majestie returned afoote" (Nichols, James, I, 80-1).

April 20 (Wednesday in Holy Week at Whitehall)

(appointed) Richard Meredith, of New College, Oxford; later B.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to King James and Dean of Wells.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 22 (Good Friday at Whitehall)

(appointed) Richard Eedes, D.D., Dean of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 24 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Burleigh, Northants)

William Chaderton, D.D., Bp of Lincoln.  "Easter-day, there preached before his Highness the Bysshope of Lincoln, and the Sermon was no sooner done, but all offices in the house were set open, that every man might have free accesse to buttries, pantries, kitchins, to eate and drink in at their pleasures." (Nichols, James, I, 96).

(appointed) Anthony Watson, B.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 31).

April 28 (Easter Thursday, the Funerals of Queen Elizabeth at Westminster Abbey)

Anthony Watson, D.D., Lord High Almoner to the King and Bp. of Chichester.  "The true Order and formall Proceeding at the Funerall" printed in Nichols (Elizabeth, III, 625), lists "Bishop of Chichester, Almoner, and Preacher at the funerall."  Although no text of the sermon survives, contemporary accounts suggest that it was lengthy.  Sir Philip Gawdy wrote that "I saw all the ceremonyes perfformed wch held some six ouers wth the sermon" (Letters of Philip Gawdy, 128).  The Venetian ambassor reported that "at the actual funeral service little else was done except the chanting of two psalms in English and the delivery of a funeral oration" (CSPV 1603-07, 22).

May 10 (Tuesday, Easter 2, before the King at the Charterhouse).

Thomas Blage or Blague, D.D., Dean of Rochester, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Psalm 1:1-2 (1 Blessed is that man, which walketh not in the counsell of the vngodly, nor standeth in the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the chaire of the scorners; 2 But his delight is in the Law of the Lord, and in his Law wil meditate day & night.", sig. A3r).  Blague examined first the text's three negative definitions of the beatus vir (not taking ungodly counsel, not associating with sinners, nor with scorners), then turned to the two affirmative definitions of the same (to delight in and meditate upon the Law).  The "happy man" was of course James:  "Hence may the King gather a sweete meditation, that so long as the Law of God is his Counseller, all things shall prosper with him:  God will be his Lord Protector, and keeper, whithersoeuer hee goeth." (sig. B7v).  The text is corrupt, taken from notes by "one being present at that time" (sig. A2r).  James was the guest of Thomas Howard, Duke of Norfolk and the sermon was presumably preached in Charterhouse chapel; the prefatory letter noted that "few persons in respect heard this Sermon, the place would not otherwise afford it" (sig. Tobias Matthew, D.D., Bp of Durham; later Abp of York.  Text: Hebrews 12:28-29 (Wherefore seing we receiue a kingdome, which can not be shaken, let vs haue grace, whereby we may so serue God, that we may please him with reuere[n]ce and feare.  For euen our God is a co[n]suming fyre.).  "Do. 6.  Coram Rege, Greenwich Heb. XII.28.29." YML Add MS 18, 70; BL MS Add 4274, 18).

June 12 (Whitsunday, before Queen Anne at York)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Bp of Durham, afterwards Abp of York.  Text: a portion of Psalm 86.  "Fest. Pentecost Coram Regina, Yorke Ps. LXXXVI pars." YML Add MS 18, 70).

June 14 (Tuesday in Whitsun Week, before the King at Greenwich)

Anthony Rudd, D.D., Bp of St. David's.  Text: Psalm 101:1 ("I will sing mercie and iudgement, to thee O Lord will I sing.", sig. A4r).  Rudd preached on the princely ideal of balancing mercy and judgment.  He considered how the King might "sing this heauenly dittie of mercie, and iudgement...in respect of the time past" and "in regard of the time to come" (sig. A5r).  The first included a thanksgiving for the mercy shown James in his peaceful entry into England (sig. A8r), and his deliverance from the Gowry conspiracy (sig. B2r).  In the second part Rudd treated civil government wherein justice and mercy should temper one another. Tobias Matthew, Bp of Durham, afterwards Abp of York.  Text: Psalm 119:112 (I haue applied mine heart to fulfil thy statutes alwaie, euen vnto the end.).  "Do. 1.  Althorp Ps. CXIX.112.  Still attending the Queen into the South."  (YML Add MS 18, p. 71).  Queen Anne and Prince Henry were the guests of Sir Robert Spencer.

July 25 (Monday, St. James' Day, before the King and Queen at their coronation in Westminster Abbey)

Thomas Bilson, D.D., Bp of Winchester.  Text: Romans 13:1 ("The powers that are, are ordained of God.", sig. A4r).  In this sermon, Bilson vigorously affirmed the divine right of kings, citing "the Societie of the names, and signes, which they haue common with Christ" (sig. A5r-v).  The preacher explained the symbolism of the objects with which the monarch is invested at his coronation, and the anointing ritual.  The sermon's second part touched three things due princes from their subjects: "Subiection, Honor, and Tribute" (sig. B6r).  The final portion treats the obligations of the monarch "to conuert all their Authoritie and Dignitie to the faithfull discharge of their duety", which admonition Bilson soft-pedaled with the disclaimer that "I may be shorter, because I speake before a religious and learned King, who both by penne and practise...hath witnessed...how well acquainted he is with christian and godly gouernment" (sig. C3r-v).  The sermon closed with praise for Elizabeth, her successor the King, and his "most noble Spouse." (sig. C7v - C8r). Tobias Matthew, Bp of Durham, afterwards Abp of York.  Text: Psalm 91:1-3 (Whoso dwelleth in the secret of the moste High, shal abide in the shadowe of the Almightie.  I wil say vnto the Lord, O mine hope, and my fortres, &c.).  "Aug.5. Coram Rege, Hampton Court cum Festum illud prim[um] institutum apud nos De Gowries fratribus perfidis.  Ps. XCI. sub finem tribus Vers." YML Add MS 18, 71; BL MS Add 4274, 18).

August 9 (Tuesday, Trinity 7, before the King at Hampton Court)

Richard Eedes, D.D., Dean of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Micah 6:8 ("He hath shewed thee, O man, what is good, and what the Lorde requireth of thee; surely to doe iustly, and to loue mercie, and to humble thy selfe to walke with thy God.", 1r).  Eedes's opening remarks included a rare reflection on the "office" of a court preacher and praise for the peaceful succession.  He went on to preach that God's law consisted of a law of faith and love and a law of good works which "purgeth vs of that slander which the church of Rome hath cast vpon our profession of the Gospell as if by our doctrine of faith...we did let loose the reines of obedience" (15r).  Titled "The dutie of a King, preached before the Kings Maiestie in two Sermons: the former at Hampton Court the 9. of August; the later, at Wilton, neere Salisburie, the 30. of August, in his ordinarie attendance for that moneth.", part one of STC 7526:  Six Learned and godly Sermons (see March 28, 1595).

August 13 (Saturday, Trinity 7, before Prince Henry at Oatlands)

Hugh Broughton, B.A., puritan controversialist.  Text: Matthew 6:9-13 (The Lord's Prayer).  Broughton ostensibly used the Ten Commandments as an interpretive tool for the Lord's Prayer by matching the laws of the former with corresponding petitions from the latter.  More frequently the sermon rehearsed the several doctrinal positions that had already earned Broughton the censure of both Whitgift and Bancroft.  Marshalling his trademark command of rabbinical learning, Broughton condemned images and vestments, criticized the episcopate as unlearned, called for better English translations of the Bible and revision of the Book of Common Prayer, and revived his debate with the establishment over the meaning of the Creed's article of Christ's descent into Hell.  The sermon is prefaced by an anonymous letter "To the Christian Reader" in defense of Broughton, and a short letter from Broughton to the King asking the King's opinion about publishing the sermon. August 30 (Tuesday, Trinity 10, before the King at Wilton House, Wiltshire)

Richard Eedes,  D.D., Dean of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Micah 6:8 (see August 9, 1603).  The second part of the sermon on the "dutie of a King" begun at Hampton Court on August 9.  Eedes advised how the King may do justly, including the execution of justice "without all respect of persons" (25v), the attempt to find "that golden meane" between justice and mercy (26v), and keeping vigilant watch over all "such as haue accesse vnto him" and his household (32v).  Eedes closed with the disclaimer that all of which "I shall the lesse need to applie, because I speake this day in the hearing of such a king, as like another Dauid hath written to himselfe and his posteritie, a patterne of good gouernment, in that which hee calleth [Basilikon Doron]" (34v). Part two of STC 7526: Six Learned and Godly Sermons (see March 28, 1595)

December 6 (Tuesday, Advent 3, before the King at Salisbury)

Patrick Galloway, Minister of the Chapel Royal, Holyrood House; later Minister of St. Giles' Church, Edinburgh.  According to Carleton, Galloway "in his sermon on Tuesday, preached so hotly against remissness and moderation of justice, in the head of justice, as if it were one of the seven deadly sins" (Birch, Court and Times, I, 28).  The justice he urged was no doubt the execution of those indicted in the so-called "Bye" and "Main" Plots.  Jesuits Watson and Clark had already suffered, Sir George Brooke was executed on the day of this sermon, and on the day following, James signed warrants for the execution of those remaining, except Raleigh.

January 21 (Sunday, Epiphany 3, before the King at Hampton Court)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Bp of Durham, afterwards Abp of York.  Text: part of the Epistle for the day, Romans 12:16-21 (Paul's exhortation to "be not wise in your own opinions" and to "overcome evil with good".).  "Do. 3 Hampton Court in the end of the Conference Coram Rege &c Ep. pars. upon his own appointment" (YML Add. MS. 18,  73).  Matthew was one of nine bishops chosen to attend the Hampton Court Conference, held 16-18 January.  He received word of his appointment to preach this sermon suddenly on Friday 19 January, which, he wrote to Whitgift, "did not onely perplex me, but so puzzle me, as no merveile if some what be pretermitted, wch otherwise I might haue better Remembered" (BL MS Add 4274, fol. 234; cf. also fol. 18).

February 22 (Ash Wednesday)

(appointed) James Montagu, D.D., Dean of the Chapel Royal and Master of Sidney Sussex College, Cambridge; successively Bp of Bath and Wells and Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 32).

February 24 (First Friday in Lent)

(appointed) John Stanton or Staunton, Dean of Lincoln and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 32).

February 26 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Martin Heton, D.D., Bp of Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 32).

before February 27 (before the King)

John Hopkins, B.A. of Queen's College, Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text:  Ezra 7:26, 27 (see title page, below).  Hopkins interpreted his text as an example to all Kings "in setting vp and maintayning" proper worship (sig. A2v).  Elizabeth was apotheosized as an exemplum of the worthy prince (Sig. A4v).  The sermon was a tactful, but firm, schooling of the new monarch, calling especially for a spiritual "beautifying" of the Church.  Hopkins concluded with an impassioned complaint about "the miserable state of that poore Kingdome of Ireland" and chided England's inability to convert "our brethren" when the "Iesuittes boast of conuerting of Indians & Americans" (Sig. (appointed) Henry Parry, D.D., Rector of Chevering and Sundridge, Kent, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Dean of Chester, Bp of Gloucester, and of Worcester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 32)

March 4 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Gervase Babington, D.D., Bp of Worcester.   (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 32).

March 7 (Wednesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) William Barlow, D.D., Dean of Chester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Rochester and Lincoln.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 32).

March 9 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) John Spenser, B.D., Rector of St. Sepulchre's, London; later D.D. and President of Corpus Christi College, Oxford.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 32).

(appointed) Richard Vaughan, D.D., Bp of Chester; successively Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 32).

March 13 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) William Wilkes, D.D., Rector of Barford St. Martin and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King (Alum. Oxon., W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 32).

March 16 (Friday, Lent 3, before the King at Whitehall)

Richard Field, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and Canon of Windsor; later Dean of Gloucester.  Text:  Jude, verse 3 ("Beloued, when I gaue all diligence, to write vnto you of the common saluation, it was necessarie for me to write vnto you, to exhort you, that you should earnestly contend for the maintenance of the Faith, which was once deliuered vnto the Saints.", sig. A3r.)  Field addressed matters of dispute within European Protestantism, as well as with Romanists.  With respect to the English church, Field uttered what must have been the establishment's hope after Hampton Court:  "that whosoeuer heereafter shall blow the coales, and kindle the fire of that dissention any more, he shall for euer be branded with the note, and marke of a turbulent, vnquiet, and factious spirit." March 23 (Friday, Lent 4, before the King at Whitehall)

Richard Eedes, Chaplain in Ordinary, Dean of Worcester.  Text:  Micah 6:13 ("Therefore will I make thee sicke in smiting thee, and in making thee desolate because of thy sinnes.", 36r).  Taking the thesis that "no euill doth at any time befall vs, but it is the punishment of some sinne" (43r), Eedes attributed "this yeers plague, which hath raged with so great fury" (50v) to the sins of individuals and of the nation.  Titled, "A fruitfull meditation vpon the sickenesse, wherewith it pleased God to visit the first yeere of his Maiesties Raigne: preached before the King at Whitehall, the 23. of March, being the last day of his first yeere." (running title, "Physicke for the Plague"), part 3 of STC 7526, Six Learned and Godly Sermons (see March 28, 1595).

April 6 (Good Friday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge, Dean of Westminster; successively Bp of Chichester, Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text:  Lamentations 1:12 ("Haue ye no Regard, ô all ye that passe by the way?  Consider, and behold, If euer there were sorrow like my Sorrow, which was done vnto mee, wherewith the Lord did afflict mee in the day of the fiercenesse of his wrath.", sig. A2r).  Andrewes appropriated the pre-Reformation tradition of the Improperia, or Reproaches for Good Friday, by treating the Prophet's words as Christ's own from the Cross.  Andrewes divided the text by its grammatical components to examine first Christ's complaint ("Have yee no regard"), and then His plea ("Consider and behold").  The first of Andrewes' court sermons to be printed; five further editions appeared by 1618. Thomas Playfere, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary, Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: 2 Corinthians 3:18 ("But all we, with open face, behold as in a glasse the glorie of the Lord, and are transformed into the same image, from glorie to glorie, as by the spirit of the Lord.", 236).  Playfere promised to draw from his chosen text "six differences" between the Law and the Gospel to show "a dignitie of the Gospell aboue the lawe." (240-41); but he treated only the first -- the Gospel's extension of salvation from the Jews to the Gentiles -- in a long series of allegorical exempla.  The last portion of the sermon included a notable digression, stocked with citations from Stowe and Camden on the conversion of pagan Britain (246).  Titled, "A Sermon Preached at White-hall before the King on tewsday after Lo Sunday. 1604." (running title, "Difference betweene Law and Gospel"), in STC 20005: Ten Sermons (see March 10, 1598).

May 8 (Tuesday, Easter 4, before the King at Whitehall)

Henry Hooke, M.A., Rector of Benniworth and of Nettleton, Lincolnshire; later D.D., and Adn of the West Riding, Yorks. (Alumni Oxon.).  Text:  Psalm 122:6 ("Pray for the peace of Ierusalem", sig. Aijr).  Hooke drew three main "obseruations":  first, that peace comes only to the "religious commonweale" which seeks "the blessednesse of policie vnited with true religion" (sig. Aiiijv, Bviijr).  Second, that keeping a peace already attained "is no lesse vertue than to seeke it" (sig. Bviijv).  Under this second head, Hooke elaborated on the miracle of the recent succession, with particular reference to the superiority of male government.  After a stern caution about the threat of the Jesuits, Hooke enjoined prayer as the best means for securing the continued peace of `Jerusalem.' Anthony Rudd, D.D., Bp of St. David's.  Text:  Psalm 101:2 ("I will do wisely in the perfect way till thou comest to me.  I will walke in the vprightnesse of mine heart in the midst of mine house.", 1).  Rudd interpreted David's promise upon entering Jerusalem as a statement of proper princely behavior.  The wise prince enforces conformity and purity of religion, never "halting betweene two opinions" (17).  Unlike notorious sinners, he walks uprightly even in the privacy of his own house.  And finally, he will abide in this constancy throughout "his naturall life" and not only "in the beginning of his raigne" (26,28-29).  A thinly veiled programme of advice to the new king. June 19 (Tuesday, Trinity 2, before the King at Greenwich)

John Burgess, M.A., Rector of Waddesdon, Bucks.; deprived January, 1605, later M.D., and Rector of Sutton Coldfield, Warwicks.  Text: Psalm 122:8,9 ("For my brethren and neighbours sake, I will now speake peace unto thee: because of the house of the Lord our God, I will procure thy wealth.", 1).  Burgess carried the torch for those puritan clergy disappointed in their hopes for further reform at January's Hampton Court Conference.  This sermon, at times eloquent, and at others injudicious, landed Burgess in the Tower.  For a discussion and MS bibliography, see III.5; see also Peter Lake, ‘Moving the Goal Posts? Tobias Matthew, D.D., Bp of Durham, afterward Abp of York.  Text: Philippians 1:9-11 (an exhortation to love and righteousness in Christ).  "Do. 4. Coram Rege, Regina, Principe toto Consilio.  Epist. privatim, apud Whitehall in le Gallery, pars Phil.I.9.10.11.  The King having hurt his Leg." (YML Add. MS 18, 74; BL MS Add. 4274, 18).

July (before the King at Oatlands)

Geoffrey King, B.D., Rector of Edburton, Sussex and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King. Text: Luke 19.8 ("Zacheus stoode forth and sayed, vnto the Lord.  Behold, Lord, the halfe of my goods I giue to the poore and if I haue taken anie thinge from anie man, by forged cauillation.  I restore it fourefolde.", fol. 1).  King considered Zaccheus's restitution to the people as proof of his conversion.  He was careful to insist that Zaccheus's alms were not meritorious for salvation, but rather a dutiful penance paid to those he had offended.  He then commended the converted tax collector as a worthy example for persons of wealth and station to give alms (fol. 15).  Headed "Mr Kinges Sermon before his Maty at Otelands Iulij ao 1604", it is unlikely that this sermon was by John King, also a royal chaplain, but D.D. since 1601.  Huntington Library Egerton MS D.3.6. 

September 2 (Sunday, Trinity 13, before the King at Broughton House, Northants.)

Thomas Playfere D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King, Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: Romans 8:31 ("If God be with vs, who can be against vs?", 55).  In a clever divisio, Playfere paired St. Augustine's four ways God is `for us' (predestination, calling, justification, glorification; from Romans 8:30) with Innocent III's four enemies arrayed `against us' (man, world, flesh, and devil), to show the impotence of the latter against the former.  His treatment of the first enemy, man, featured a Foxeian tyrade, unique among surviving court sermons, against the persecutions by Marian Catholics (57-61). Titled, "A Sermon Preached Before The Kings Maiestie, lying at the Lord Sayes house, called Broughton, besides Banburie, the 2.day of September. 1604." (running title, "God be with you."), in STC 20005: Ten Sermons (see March 10, 1598).

September 11 (Tuesday, Trinity 14, before the King at Windsor)

Thomas Playfere D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary, Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: Matthew 4:4 ("Man liueth not by bread onely, but by euery word that procedeth out of the mouth of God.", 1).  In characteristically florid prose Playfere treated the theme of the running title, "Gods blessing is enough".  Titled, "A Sermon Preached At Winsor before the Kings Maiestie, the 11. day of September. 1604.", in STC 20005: Ten Sermons (see March 10, 1598).

ante September 23, 1604 (before the King)

Anthony Watson, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner.  Text: Proverbs 15:15 ("The poore mans dayes are alwaies euill.").  Thomas Playfere, preaching before the King on September 23 (see below) gave some hints about this lost sermon by the King's Almoner.  Explaining why he (Playfere) did not take up the issue of poverty and affliction in his own sermon, Playfere cited Watson's recent treatment of the same subject:  "I neede not here make any apologie for my selfe...why I discourse of pouertie, before the rich, of affliction before those that are euere way flourishing.  This point was cleared so reuerently and so learnedly of late in this high presence, that I am sure it must needes be yet well remembred."  A marginal note identified "My L. Almner, Bishop Watson vpon these words; The poore mans dayes are alwaies euill, Prou.15.15."  Playfere, Ten Sermons (1610), 32.

September 23 (Sunday, Trinity 16, before the King at Hampton Court)

Thomas Playfere D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary, Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: 2 Corinthians 4:17 ("The momentarie lightnes of our affliction, worketh vs a surpassing exceeding eternall weight of glorie.", 29).  Playfere first warned that Roman Catholics "doe notably peruert" this verse to support a doctrine of salvation by works.  Rightly interpreted, he said, the verse exhorts the faithful "to be patient in all afflictions, and that for foure reasons", namely that affliction in this life is but "momentarie" and "light", and the promised glory hereafter shall be "surpassing eternall" and "weightie, exceeding weightie" (29, 31-2).  Titled, "A Sermon Preached At Hampton Court before the Kings Maiestie, the 23. day of September. 1604." (running title, Glory weighs downe the Crosse), in STC 20005: Ten Sermons (see March 10, 1598).

October 21 (Sunday, Trinity 20, before the King and Commissioners for Union, at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Bp of Durham, afterward Abp of York.  Text: Romans 12:9-13 (Paul's exhortation to brotherly love.).  Matthew records, "Do. 20. White-hall Coram Rege et Commiss. Anglis. et Scotis, De UNIONE.  Rom. XII.9.10.11.12.13.  Decalogus. Præceptor. Observandor. in proponenda et prosequenda UNIONE Regnorum Angliæ et Scotiæ" (YML Add MS 18, 76; BL MS Add 4274, 18).

October 28 (Sunday, Trinity 21, before the King at Whitehall)

John Gordon, D.D., Dean of Salisbury.  Text: Matthew 12:25 ("Euery Kingdome divided against it selfe (or in the selfe) shall be brought to nought (or desolate) and euerie citie or house diuided against it selfe (or in it selfe) shall not stand.",  1).  Gordon, a Scots emigré in France, took holy orders only upon his appointment to the Sarum deanery in October, 1603.  This sermon was a lengthy panagyric on the union of England and Scotland, larded with Gordon's trademark use of Hebraic etymologies and obscure historical and archaeological learning.  It contained several direct references to the tensions between Scots and English over "preferments, offices and dignities as well Ecclesiasticall as Temporall" (10). November 6 (Tuesday, Trinity 22, before the King at Royston)

An unknown preacher.  The Venetian ambassador reported that "after the sermon, which the King attends every Tuesday besides the feastdays, his Majesty touched a number of sufferers from scrofula" (CSPV 1603-07, 193).

January 6 (Sunday, Epiphany or Twelfth Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Bp of Durham; afterward Abp of York.  Text: Psalm 33 (Reioyce in the Lord, o ye righteous).  "Fest. Epiph. Coram Rege Ps. XXXIII. at the Creation of Charles Duke of York." (YML Add. MS 18,  78).  Prince Charles, not yet five years old, was created Duke of York in ceremonies in the Great Hall.  

January 8 (Tuesday after the Epiphany, before the King at Whitehall)

Anthony Maxey, B.D., of Trinity Hall, Cambridge; later Chaplain in Ordinary to the King, and Dean of Windsor.  Text: Romans 8:30 ("Moreouer, whom he predestinated, the[m] also he called: and whom hee called, them also he iustified: and whom hee iustified, them also he glorified.", sig. A2r).  Maxey divided his sermon "according to the Fathers allusion" whereby the verse's component parts--"Predestination, Calling, Iustification, and glorifying"--form "the goulden Chaine of our Saluation" (sig. A3r).  After a disclaimer acknowledging the danger of "wading too farre" into a "very great & weightie point of religion", the preacher delivered a classic exposition of double predestination ("God...hath made choise of some, to eternall life; & others hath left vnto perdition."), and met any objections to God's perceived "iniustice" with the observation that "Man that is but dust and ashes, he may not reaso[n] the case with his Creator." (Sig. B1r-v).  Maxey, however, devoted the majority of this sermon to the other links in the `chain', careful always to counter the criticism that belief in predestination bred presumptuous security and neglect of good works.  A fair (presentation?) copy is BL MS Royal 17B. art. xxxiv.  The sermon's popularity is suggested by its five subsequent editions and a sequel preached at court on March 26 of the same year (see below).  The first is an especially fine printing. February 19 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Giles Thomson, D.D., Dean of Windsor; later Bp of Gloucester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

February 22 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John Spenser, D.D., Rector of St. Sepulchre's, London and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later President of Corpus Christi College, Oxford.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 33).

February 24 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) John Thornborough, D.D., Bp of Bristol; later Bp of Worcester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

February 26 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Laurence Stanton, D.D., Dean of Lincoln and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 33; Alumni Oxon.).

March (at Whitehall)

A gentleman usher and yeoman were paid by the Treasurer of the Chamber "for makeing readie the Councell Chamber with other roomes therevnto adioyning at Whitehall for the king and Queene againste the preaching" (P.R.O. E351/543, fol. 153v).

March 1 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Robert Wilkinson, M.A., later Chaplain in Ordinary to Prince Henry, Prince Charles, and King James, and Rector of St. Olav's, Southwark.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 3 (Sunday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Thomas Dove, D.D., Bp of Peterborough.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 5 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) William Barlow, D.D., Dean of Chester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Rochester and of Lincoln.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 8 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John King, D.D., Vicar of St. Andrewes', Holborn and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 10 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, Bp of Durham; afterward Abp of York.  Text: 1 Peter 1:13 (Wherefore, girde vp the loynes of your minde: be sober, and trust perfectly on the grace that is brought vnto you, by the reuelation of Iesus Christ).  "Do. 4 at Court 1 Pet.I.13. Rege absente" (YML Add MS 18, 78).  Matthew appears on the Lent list for this date (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 12 (Tuesday, Lent 4, before Prince Henry at Greenwich)

Thomas Playfere, D.D., Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Senior Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: Psalm 6:6 ("I water my Couch with my teares.", 1).  In the dedicatory epistle to Sir Edward Denny, dated from Cambridge "28. of Iune, 1605", Playfere explained that "beeing appointed to preach the last Lent, I deliuered so much as filled vp the ordinarie time of an hower.  But that was scarse halfe this sermon....Therefore I thought good in publishing this sermon rather to enlarge it" (sig. A3r).  The expanded version, at 56 pages nearly twice the normal court sermon length, "exhorteth principally to repentance and patience in the time of sicknese" (sig. A3v).  Playfere appears on the Lent list for this date (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33). March 17 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Martin Heton, D.D., Bp of Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 19 (Tuesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John King, D.D., Vicar of St. Andrewes', Holborn and Chaplain to the King; later Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 22 (Friday, Lent 5)

William Wilkes, D.D., Rector of Barford St. Martin and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King (Alum. Oxon., W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 24 (Palm Sunday, also Accession Day)

(appointed) Richard Vaughan, D.D., Bp of Chester; later Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 33).

March 26 (Tuesday in Holy Week, before the King at Greenwich)

Anthony Maxey, B.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of Windsor.  Text: Exodus 10:20 ("And the Lord hardened Pharaohs heart, and he did not let the children of Israell goe.", 1).  A sequel to Maxey's Goulden Chaine of Our Saluation, preached at court in Epiphany of this year (see above, 8 January).  He took up the issue of those who "hearing and reading sometimes of Gods Election and Reprobation...will presume to commit any sinne" (2).  Specifically, he responded to Catholic charges that Protestants made God the author of sin.  Maxey presented a genealogy of evil (with Satan as its only-begetter), and claimed that only men are responsible for hardening their hearts against God's proffered grace.  The sermon included praise of "the holy and blessed Sacramentes now presently to bee administred" (24).  The Chapel Royal Old Cheque-Book records that after the sermon "James, the sonne and heire of the right honorable the Earll of Southamton" was baptised (173).  Maxey was appointed for this day in the Lent list (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33). Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge, and Dean of Westminster; successively Bp of Chichester, Ely, and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Hebrews 12:2 ("Looking unto IESVS the Author and finisher of our Faith; who for the joy that was set before Him, endured the Cross, and despised the shame; and is set at the right hand of the Throne of GOD", 365).  As in his sermon for Good Friday, 1604 (see above), Andrewes emphasized the need to visualize the Passion, inviting his auditory to "turne aside to see this great Sight." (367).  The ensuing consideration of the event is one of the most moving--and graphic--treatments of the Crucifixion in the period.  XCVI Sermons, 365-82; Works II, 158-84.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

March 31 (Easter Sunday)

(appointed) Anthony Watson, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 33).

April 28 (Sunday, Easter 4, before the King)

John Gordon, M.A., Dean of Salisbury.  Text: from Ezekiel.  Chamberlain wrote of "three pulpit occurrents that happened on Sonday last", among them that "Deane Gordon preaching before the Kinge, is come so farre about the matter of ceremonies, that out of Ezechiell, and other places of the prophets, and by certain Hebrue characters, and other cabalisticall collections, he hath found out and approved the use of the crosse, cap and surplis. et. ct."  For Gordon's "cabalisticall collections" see his sermon at court on October 28, 1604 (above).  Chamberlain, Letters, I, 206.

April 30 (Tuesday, Easter 4, before the King at Nonesuch)

Robert Wakeman, B.D. and Fellow of Balliol College, Oxford; later D.D. and canon of Exeter.  Text: 2 Chronicles 9:8 ("Blessed be the Lord thy God, which loved thee, to set thee vpon his throne as King...because thy God loueth Israell to establish it for ever, therefore hath he made thee King over them, to execute iudgement and iustice.", 1).  For his explication of Sheba's salutation to Solomon, Wakeman preached one of the first court sermons to praise James as Solomon.  The preacher's praise was leavened with criticism of court follies and James's restriction of access to his person. Anthony Watson, Bp of Chichester.  (Old Cheque-Book, 169-70; Stowe, cont. Howes, The Chronicles of England...unto 1631, 864).

July 23 (Tuesday, Trinity 8, before the King, at Theobalds)

The Venetian ambassor wrote that after a morning audience, the King "went to hear the sermon, as is his wont" (CSPV 1603-07, 265).

July 30 (Tuesday, Trinity 9, before the King, at Hawnes, Bedfordshire)

Thomas Archer, M.A., Rector of Houghton Conquest, Beds.; later Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Canticles 2:15 (Take vs ye foxes, ye litle foxes, wc destroy the vines: for our vines haue smale grapes.).  "On the 30th, the King visited the Queen at Hawnes, and there attended divine service.  The Rector of Houghton Conquest...accompanied his Majesty; and preached before him on the following singular text, [Cant. 2:15]." (Nichols, James, I, 520-21).

August 4 (Sunday, Trinity 10, before the King and Queen at Drayton, Northants)

Thomas Dove, D.D. , Bishop of Peterborough.  William Fowler, secretary to the Queen, wrote that Dove ‘did make a notable sermon, his text was 3 Philipp. 18, 19, 20 ver.; he did more pastourlye then courtlye, and was of all sorts, yea and of the Queene, commended and verballye thanked’.  Fowler noted as also present the earls of Worcester, Devonshire, Northampton, Sussex, and Salisbury, and the duke of Lennox.  (HMC De Lisle and Dudley, vol. III, p. 186; letter dated 4 August 1605; I owe this reference to Kenneth Fincham).

August 6 (Tuesday, Trinity 10, before the King at Drayton, Northants)

Thomas Playfere, D.D., Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: Psalm 132:18 ("As for his enemies I shall clothe them with shame; but vpon himselfe shall his Crowne flourish.",  l).  At Drayton the King and Queen were the guests of the noted Catholic Henry, Lord Mordaunt, which may explain the absence of Playfere's usual vitriol against recusants.  Presumably the King heard a sermon the day before (August 5) commemorating his deliverance from the Gowry Conspiracy.  Playfere, however, delivered a reprise of the typical Gowry sermon in this treatment of the shame poured on the enemies of God's anointed (given the running title, "The Kings Crowne").  With an eye toward the court's planned visit to Oxford at the end of August (where he also preached), Playfere incorporated a quaint exemplum based on the arms and motto of Thomas Bodley, whom the preacher termed "one goodly cluster of grapes of the land of Canaan...whether you are now going" (15). John Gordon, D.D., Dean of Salisbury.  Before the King entered Oxford, "at the Court Mr. Gordon, Dean of Salisbury, preached, whome the University of Oxford had graced with the degree of Doctor a few days before" (Nichols, James, I, 539-40).

August 27 (Tuesday, Trinity 13, before the King at Woodstock)

Thomas Playfere, D.D., Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: Luke 8:15 ("But that which fell in good ground, are they which with a good, and a very good heart, heare the word, and keepe it, and bring forth fruit with patience.", 23).  Playfere delivered a brief sermon that considered three ways Christians can be `good ground':  "heare the word with a good heart" (26), "keepe the word with a very good heart" (29), and "bring forth fruite with patience" (33).  The first part contained comments on proper conduct for court preachers and their auditory. November 10 (Sunday, Trinity 24, before the King)

Tobias Matthew, Bp of Durham; later Abp of York.  Text: Psalm 116:11-14 (I said in my feare, All men are lyers.  What shal I rendre vnto the Lord for all his benefites toward me?  I wil take the cup of saluacion, and call vpon the Name of the Lord.  I wil paie my vowes vnto ye Lord, euen now in the presence of all his people.).  "Do. 24. Coram Rege of the Gun-powder Treason  Ps. CXVI.11.12.13.14."  (YML Add MS 18, 80; BL MS Add. 4274, 18).  The Gunpowder Plot had been discovered on Tuesday, November 5.

December 25 (Wednesday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Chichester, Lord High Almoner; later succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Hebrews 2:16 ("For, He in no wise tooke the Angells; But, the Seede of ABRAHAM He tooke.", 1).  This sermon inaugurated an almost unbroken sequence of Nativity sermons Andrewes preached at court through 1624.  He first contrasted the nature of angels to that of men to emphasize the paradox of the Incarnation:  Christ's choice of a human body defied "the rule of reason...to take the better and leave the worse." (3).  He then dwelt on several paradoxes inherent in the verb apprehendit, which suggested not only a `taking on', but a seizing, or "nothing els but the blessed apprehension of our nature, by this days Natiuitie" (9).  After explaining the significance of Christ's taking Abraham's seed, he invited the auditory to "be vnited to Him, this day, as He was to us, this day, by a mutuall and reciprocall apprehension" in the Holy Communion, and directly affirmated the real presence (9).  XCVI Sermons, 1-9; Works, I, 1-17.

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment "for makeinge readye the Councell Chamber at Whitehall for a sermon in the preachinge place" (P.R.O. E351/543 fol. 173v).

February 9 (Sunday, Epiphany 5, before the King at Whitehall)

Anthony Rudd, D.D., Bp of St. David's.  Text: Psalm 3:8 ("Saluation belongeth vnto the Lord, and thy blessing is vpon thy people.", sig. A3r).  Rudd maintained that temporal salvation comes only from the Lord, but qualified his argument by insisting that "the ordinarie meanes of preseruation appointed by God are not to bee neglected" (sig.B2v).  The exemplum that controlled the entire sermon was the escape from the Gunpowder Plot (sig. C1r).  Rudd concluded with the hope that "the eyes of many...are opened to see, that the Jesuites and the rest of the Romish brood are more daungerous guests to the state, then formerly they had beleeued." (Sig. E1r). February 11 (Tuesday, Epiphany 5, before the King in the Chapel Royal, Whitehall)

Richard Meredeth, Fellow of New College, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later B.D., and Dean of Wells.  Text: Micah 6:3-5 ("O my people what haue I done vnto thee, or wherein haue I grieued thee? testifie against me, surely I brought thee vp out of the land of Aegypt...", 1).  Meredith dismissed the historical sense of his text "to apply in particular...this Scripture vnto these present times" (2), and first treated England's deliverance from "Aegypt" as the slow growth of true religion during the Tudor succession brought to full flower only under James, who put an end to the spoilation of church property and was miraculously delivered from papist plots.  The sermon concluded with a call for the stern execution of justice against all traitors and a prayer for the continued deliverance of England. Richard Meredeth (see previous entry).  Text: John 16:23 ("Whatsoeuer you shall aske the Father in the Sonnes name, shall be giuen vnto you.",  23).  A very practical, pastoral sermon on the proper way to pray, divided into three questions and answers:  who to ask (the Father), what to ask (only what is worthy), and how to ask (in Christ's name).  The sermon had a strongly liturgical cast.  Most striking was the lengthy coda that lambasted England's glorification of preaching and neglect of prayer.  For a discussion, see chapter III.7. Part two of STC 17832 (see previous entry).

March 24 (Monday, Accession Day, Lent 3, at Whitehall)

Anthony Maxey, B.D., Royal Chaplain; afterwards Dean of Windsor.  Text: Canticles 2:7 ("I charge you O yee daughters of Ierusalem, by the Roes and Hindes of the field, that ye stir not vp, nor waken my Loue, vntill she please.", sig. Aiir).  Maxey presented his text as an allegory of God's charge not to allow nonconformity to "waken" the Church's peaceful sleep.  He defended the recent deprivation of nonconformist ministers (sig. A6r-v), and gave a summary of English church history in the reigns of Mary and Elizabeth (sigs. B2r-B5v).  The sermon ended with a lengthy panegyric "relation of those benefites, which wee enioy by the blessed gouernement of our gratious Soueraigne" (sig. C1r). April 6 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, before the King at Greenwich)

Tobias Matthew, Bp of Durham; afterward Abp of York.  Text: 1 Peter 1 (see 10 March, 1605, above).  "Do. Passion.  Coram Rege, Greenwich 1 Pet.I."  (YML Add. MS 18, 81; BL MS Add. 4274, 18).

April 20 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Romans 6:9-11, the first of the two anthems appointed for Easter matins ("Knowing, that CHRIST, being raised from the dead, dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over Him.  For, in that He died, He died once to sinne; but, in that He liveth, He liveth to GOD.  Likewise think (or accompt) ye also, that ye are dead to sinne, but are alive to GOD, in Iesus Christ our Lord.", 383).  The bishop's sermon had a double-emphasis:  knowledge of the resurrection and the Christian's duty to account for, or act upon that knowledge, for "what CHRIST did on Easter day we know well; what we are then to do, we give no great regard" (384).  Andrewes gave a summary of the atonement and how the believer should participate in the death and resurrection of Christ, "especially and chiefly" in "the blessed Sacrament".  XCVI Sermons, 383-93.  Works, II, 187-205.

April 27 (Low Sunday, Easter 1, before the King, Queen, and Prince Henry at Whitehall)

William Smith or Smyth, D.D., Master of Clare College, Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Provost of King's College, Cambridge (Athenæ Cantab.).  Text: 1 Samuel 13:19 ("Then there was no Smith found throughout all the land of Israel.", 1).  What Dr. Smith himself called "this silly Sermon" (sig. aar) began playfully with the preacher's punning explanation of his choice of text ("I knew none I might be bolder with then the Smith.", 2).  There followed a rambling sermon centered on the allegorization of blacksmiths as godly ministers who, though lowly, arm the nation with the necessary weapons of spiritual defense.  The sermon included a digression in defense of "those princely harmles pleasures" of hunting and banqueting (10-13).  Smith's finalé was a parody of puritans and a defense of the deprivation of nonconformist ministers.  Dedicated to the King and the Earl of Northampton, Smith explained in his epistle that "it was the commaundement of our moste Reuerend Metropolitane [Bancroft] that I should put it in Print" (Sig. aav). ante May (before Princess Elizabeth and the household of Lord and Lady Harington at Combe Abbey, Warwicks.)

Daniel Dyke, M.A., Fellow of Sidney-Sussex College Cambridge, chaplain to Elizabeth and the Haringtons.  Text: Psalm 124 ("If the Lord had not beene on our side...Then had the swelling waters gone ouer our soule.", p. 1).  After the Gunpowder Plot, which had included plans to abduct Elizabeth from Combe, Dyke was moved to preach a series of sermons on her and the nation's deliverance.  These sermons, "inlarged with some additions" (sig. May 18 (Sunday, 4 Easter, before Prince Henry at St. James's)

Tobias Matthew, Bp of Durham; later Abp of York.  "Coram Principe  at St. James's." (YML Add MS 18,  82).

June 8 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Acts 2:1-4 (The descent of the Holy Ghost at Pentecost in wind and fire; the Apostles speak in many tongues.).  The first surviving text of a court Whitsun sermon.  Andrewes emphasized the significance of Pentecost among the feasts of the liturgical year, noting that "they are as nothing, any of them, or all of them (even all the Feasts in the Calendar) without this Day" (596).  The sermon proper followed each phrase of the text in order to consider first "the time" and then "the manner" of the sending of the Holy Ghost, and ended with an exhortation to "drinke of the Spirit" in the Holy Communion (607).  XCVI Sermons, 595-607; Works, III, 107-29.

July 20 (Sunday, Trinity 5, before King James and King Christian of Denmark in the Chapel Royal, Whitehall)

William Barlow, D.D., Bp of Rochester; later Bp of Lincoln.  According to a contemporary account, "on Sunday the 20th day, King James, accompanied with his Brother of Denmarke, and Nobility of both Kingdomes, verye rich in their Court-like attire...went to the Chappell, where they heard a learned Sermon, preached by the Reverend Father the Bp of Rochester".  Nichols mistakenly claims that this sermon was printed, confusing it with that preached by Barlow on September 21 of this year (Nichols, James, II, 60).

July 27 (Sunday, Trinity 6, at Theobalds, before King James and King Christian of Denmark)

Thomas Playfere, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary, Lady Margaret Professor of Divinity, and Senior Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge.  Text: Psalm 68:1 ("Exsurgat Deus, dißipentur inimici.", sig. A2r).  A florid oration using the conceit of a coin's royal image and motto.  The briefest of court sermons print (only 10 quarto pages), and also one of a few preached in Latin -- both explained by the presence of Queen Anne's visiting brother, King Christian of Denmark.  Dudley Carleton reported that Playfere "played the reading clerk and more than half shamed himself" (Jacobean Letters, 91). August 3 (Sunday, Trinity 7, before King James and King Christian of Denmark at Greenwich)

An unknown preacher.  "The next day, being Sunday, her Majesty was churched, to the great joy of all the beholders, the two Kings being present at that time, where they heard a learned Sermon." (Nichols, James, II, 79).  Nichols's source conflated two separate events, for the Chapel Royal cheque book records that "the third daye of August...the Queenes highnes was churched pryvatlye in her privie Chamber, by Doctor Mountagew, Deane of his Majesties Chappell" (Old Cheque-Book, 170).

August 5 (Tuesday, Gowrie Anniversary, before King James and King Christian of Denmark at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; later succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester, and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 144:10 ("Ipse est qui dat salutem Regibus: qui eruit DAVIDEM servum suum, de gladio maligno.").  In his first Gowry sermon, Andrewes explained that the festival was not new, but rather only celebrated a recent example of something quite old--God's deliverance of kings, and thereby, his deliverance of his people.  The sermon contained more allusions to the recent Gunpowder Plot than to the Gowry Conspiracy, and an extended attack upon the Jesuits.  Carleton judged that Andrewes "in all men's opinions exceeded himself at any other time." (Jacobean Letters, 91).  The sermon was preached and first printed in Latin. An English translation appeared as part one of Two Sermons (1610, STC 627) and in XCVI Sermons (4th ed., 1641), 1009-20 ; also Works, V, 235-56. August 10 (Sunday, Trinity 8, before King James, King Christian IV of Denmark, Queen Anne, and Prince Henry at Rochester Cathedral)

Henry Parry, D.D.; Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and Dean of Chester; successively Bp of Gloucester and Worcester.  Two conflicting estimates of this Latin sermon, preached at the departure of King Christian IV, survive.  The geographer John Pory wrote to Sir Robert Cotton that Parry "delivered so good matter with so good a grace as their Majesties were very well pleased to hear him.  His text was, `Fac judicium, et videtis faciem Domine."  (Nichols, James, II, 91).  But Carleton said that "Dr. Parry...stepped so far out of divinity into philosophy treating anima separata and was so obscure in it that he lost himself in the separation." (Jacobean Letters, 91).  Christian was pleased enough to give Parry a valuable ring after the sermon (DNB, s.n. Parry, Henry).  This sermon was not published, contrary to Nichols's claim. 

August 24 (Sunday, Trinity 10, before Queen Anne at Hampton Court)

Tobias Matthew, Abp of York.  "Do. 10. Coram Regina at Hampton Court." (YML Add MS 18,  82).

August 31 (Sunday, Trinity 11, before the King at Beaulieu, Hants.)

Christopher Hampton, D.D., Fellow of Trinity College Cambridge, and chaplain to the Earl of Southampton; later chaplain in ordinary to the King and Abp of Armagh.  Text: Romans 10.4 ("Christ is the end of the Law for righteousnesse to euery one that beleeueth.", 1).  A summary of the debate between the Law and the Gospel, with Christ as their mediator, including several digressions against the efficacy of works for salvation.  Hampton ascribed his appointment to preach before the King to his patron and dedicatee, Henry Earl of Southampton.  The Stationers' Company register entry--"Twoo Sermons preached before the Kinge at Beaulieu in Hamshire, by Doctor HAMPTON th'one the last of August in Anno 1606 th'other in Anno 1607" (Arber, Transcript, III, 393)--fixes the date of preaching left obscure in the imprint. NB:  The following four sermons were preached at the King's command as part of the "second" Hampton Court Conference --  James's attempt to convince leaders of the Scottish Kirk, most notably Andrew Melvill and his nephew James, of the royal supremacy and the legitimacy of episcopal church government.  Chamberlain wrote that these "fowre sermons at court passed with goode commendation" and that "we shall shortly have them in print." (Letters, I, 232-33).  Chamberlain's editor mistakenly attributes the fourth to Thomas Playfere.

September 21 (Sunday, Trinity 14, before the King and Queen at Hampton Court)

William Barlow, D.D., Bp of Rochester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Lincoln.  Text: Acts 20:28 ("Take heed to your selues, and to the whole flocke (In quo Sa[n]ctos Spiritus vos posuit Episcopos) in which the holy ghost hath placed you Bishops, to feed the Church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood.", sig. B1r).  Scots minister James Melvill's diary record of this sermon provides an accurate summary:  "at the Kingis Chappel in Hamptoune Court...we fand a place prepairit for us hard besyd the Pricher, Bischop Barlo, quhom befoir the King, Quein, and Nobilis, we patiently hard mak a long or well-joyned sermone....all for the estaite of the Bischoppis thair superioritie above Ministeres, by ordinatioune and impositioune of handis only, and proppirly perteineing to thame, and jurisdictioune ecclesiasticall, &c." (Autobiography and Diary, 653).  Barlow's printed text is prefaced by letters to James and to the Scottish ministers. John Buckeridge, D.D.; President of St. John's College, Oxford, Vicar of St. Giles, Cripplegate, and Chaplain in Ordinary to King James; successively Bp of Rochester and Ely.  Text: Romans 13:5 ("Quapropter necesse est subijci, non solùm propter iram, sed etiam propter conscientiam.  Wherefore you must needs be subiect, not onely for wrath, but also for conscience.", sig. A2r).  An uncompromising defense of the royal supremacy in ecclesiastical causes.  Buckeridge most nettled the Scots by his equation of the Papist with the Presbyterian, either of whom whether in "one Pope, or many Popes doeth extoll himselfe aboue the Emperor" (sig. B4r).  Chamberlain related that "Doctor Buckridge is somewhat toucht as a plagiarie, in that the bishop of Chichester [Andrewes] having communicated with him what he meant to do, he comming immediately before him preoccupated much of his matter."  Melvill noted that Buckeridge's sermon was "all out of Mr. Bilsoune's buikis Of Obedience", the Bishop of Winchester's 1585 True Difference Between Christian Subiection and Unchristian Rebellion (Chamberlain, Letters, I, 233; Melville Autobiography and Diary, 657). Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; later succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Numbers 10:1-2 ("1. Then God spake to Moses, saying, 2. Make thee two Trumpets of siluer, of one whole peece shalt thou make them.  And thou shalt haue them (or they shalbe for thee) to assemble (or, to cal together) the Congregation, and to remooue the Campe.", 1).  Andrewes read the grant of the two trumpets to Moses (civil authority) instead of to Aaron (religious authority) as proof that only the civil magistrate may lawfully call assemblies; Melvill judged this as "directly against his text" (Autobiography and Diary, 663).  Andrewes faulted Catholics and presbyterians for usurping the king's lawful powers, and asked the Scots in a concluding burst of exasperation, "Now, if not for loue of the truth; yet, for very shame of these shifting absurdities; let these fantasies bee abandoned" (54). Later printed in Latin (1608, STC 617). Text: Canticles 8: 11 ("Salomon had a vineyard in Baal-hamon:  he gaue the vineyard vnto keepers: every one bringeth forthe fruites therof a thousand peeces of Siluer.", 1).  King allegorized his text as Christ (Solomon), his church (the vineyard), and the keepers who are "both the magistrat, & minister" (4).  He declared that his "service at the present is rather in the negatiue and destructiue part" to attack the abuses of "keepers...to whom these chardges never appertained" (11).  The sermon deserved Melvill's description of it as "a most violent invective againes the Presbyteries" (Autobiography and Diary, 667). Samuel Walsall, B.D., Fellow of Corpus Christi College, Cambridge; later D.D. and Master of Corpus Christi College, Cambridge (Ath. Cantab.).  Text: Isaiah 53.4 ("Surely he hath taken our infirmities, and caried our sorrowes.", sig. B1r).  Walsall's division of the text focussed on the two verbs ("taken" and "caried") in which the preacher found a distillation of the Christological mysteries:  "behold here a Christmas day, or a Natus est; and behold here a good Friday, or a consummatum est:  a taking, and a carrying: an assumption and a passion." (Sig. B2r).  Walsall's was one of the better Jacobean court sermons printed.  Its similarity to sermons by Andrewes perhaps explain why the king requested a manuscript copy (sig. A3r). November 5 (Wednesday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; later succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 118:23, 24 ("This is the Lord's doing, and it is mervailous in our eyes.  This is the Day which the Lord hath made; let us rejoyce and be glad in it.", 889).  For this first court observance of the deliverance from the Gunpowder Plot Andrewes considered how God made this day  "after a more excellent manner" than others and the duty of all to rejoice and be glad in it (891).  Several passages revealed how deeply Andrewes- was affected by the discovery of a day of "so much bloud, as would have made it raine bloud" (893).  But "the uttermost extremity of all that bad is" was that the plot was sworn to and "bound by the holy Sacrament" (894).  XCVI Sermons, 889-900; Works, IV, 203-22.

November 23 (Sunday, Trinity 23, before the King at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, Abp of York.  Text: Ephesians 6 (advice on familial relations [vv. 1-9] and the description of "the whole armour of God" [vv. 10-17]).  "Do. 23. Coram Rege in secundi consessus Parliamenti initio, idque penè subito Ephes. VI. at Whitehall."  Matthew's note indicates that he preached this sermon "almost extempore" before the opening of the second session of James' first Parliament.  (YML Add MS 18, 83; BL MS Add 4274, 18).  

December 25 (Thursday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Isaiah 9:6, from the first lesson for Christmas Morning Prayer ("For, unto us a Child is borne, and unto us a Sonne is given; and the Government is upon His shoulder; and He shall call His Name WONDERFVLL, COVNSELLER, THE MIGHTY GOD, THE EVERLASTING FATHER, THE PRINCE OF PEACE.", 10).  Andrewes set out to consider the nature, person and office of the Messiah.  Internal evidence suggests that the sermon was either interrupted or deliberately abbreviated. XCVI Sermons, 10-16; Works, I, 18-31.

Undated (before Prince Henry at Richmond)

Benjamin Carier or Charier, D.D.; Vicar of Thurnham and Old Romney, Kent, Chaplain to Prince Henry; later Chaplain to King James, then exile in France and convert to Rome.  Text: James 1:15 ("Lust, when it hath conceiued, bringeth forth sinne, and sinne, when it is finished, bringeth forth death.", sig. A3r).  In a clear and concise sermon Carier elaborated upon St. James' "Allegorie" of the genealogy of evil:  "The Father of sinne, is the deuill, the Mother is Lust, the Midwife is Reason, the Nurse is Hipocrisie." (sig. A4v).  The sermon was replete with aphoristic advice for a prince. Robert Wilkinson, M.A.; later Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and Rector of St. Olav's, Southwark. Proverbs 31:14 ("Shee is like a Marchants shippe, shee bringeth her food from a farre.",  1).  Wilkinson's is the only surviving text of a court wedding sermon, this for King James's pointedly British match between Scots courtier Sir James Hay (later Viscount Doncaster and Earl of Carlisle) and English heiress Honora Denny.  Although the sermon contained some light-hearted allegorizations of the text, it is in no part frivolous.  Wilkinson treated not only ideals for womens' domestic roles, but also attire, the proper place of women in the church, the need for the mutual subjection of both partners in marriage, and marriage as a prefiguration of the "great intended Vnion" in heaven (38). George Meriton, D.D., Rector of Hadleigh, Suffolk, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of Peterborough.  Text: Acts 17:11 ("These were also more noble men, then those of Thessalonica; which receiued the word with all readinesse:  and searched the Scriptures dayly, whether those things were so.", sig. B1r).  From the "more noble men" of his text, Meriton proved the validity of hereditary nobility against "Stoicks the old brokers of parity, and their successors the English Switzers of these our dayes" (Sig. B2v), and considered the blessings and potential pitfalls of nobility by birth, by riches, in morals, and in divinity.  Meriton's treatment of the nobility of all Christians as members of the `royal family' of Christ kept the sermon from devolving into mere sycophancy. March 22 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) William James, D.D., Bp of Durham.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34).

March 24 (Tuesday, Lent 5, Accession Day)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; later succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Judges 17.6 ("In those dayes, there was no King in Israel: But every man did that, which was good in his owne eyes.", 115).  Andrewes began by explaining his choice of text.  Before March 24 was an accession day with specially-appointed lessons, this verse was read "by order of the Church-service....and so it was this time foure years (I am sure;) we all that then heard it, have good cause to remember it" (115).  But after this allusion to Elizabeth's death, and the tacit application of the text to an England that was once worse off for having a queen rather than a king, Andrewes moved quickly to a classic statement of divine-right kingship as the only way "to care for all, but above all, the matter of Religion" (123).  XCVI Sermons, 2.115-128; Works, V, 169-85.

March 25 (Wednesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; later succesively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34).

March 27 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Benjamin Carrier, D.D., Vicar of Thurnham and Old Romney, Kent, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and to Prince Henry; later Canon of Canterbury, then exile in France and convert to Rome.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34).

March 29 (Palm Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, Abp of York.  Text: Hebrews 10 (Christ's fulfilment of the Mosaic Law).  "Do. Palmar. Coram Rege. Whitehall.  Hebr. X."  (YML Add MS 18, 84; W.A.M.B. 15, 34; BL MS Add. 4274, 18).

April 3 (Good Friday, before the King and Prince Henry in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

Richard Neile, D.D., Dean of Westminster and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp of Rochester, Lichfield and Coventry, Durham, Winchester and Abp of York.  During the "first Anthem before the sermon" Prince Henry was confirmed by Abp Abbot, "the which beinge don" the Prince "returned againe...unto the great closet, wher the Kinges Majestie still remayned, and then began the sermon" (Old Cheque Book, 171; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34).

April 5 (Easter Sunday, before the King in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: 1 Corinthians 15:20, the second anthem appointed for Easter Matins ("But, now is CHRIST risen from the dead, and was made the first fruicts of them that sleepe.", 394).  The bishop gave a powerful typological reading of Christ on the cross as the sheaf of wheat (the "first fruits") raised up to consecrate the entire harvest of souls).  The final portion of the sermon considered how the Resurrection supersedes, the most exact demands of justice incurred by the Fall.  Andrewes concluded with his trademark invitation to the Eucharist, at which Prince Henry received his first Communion kneeling "on the leafte hand of the Kinge his Father" (Old Cheque-Book, 171).  XCVI Sermons, 394-402.  Works, II, 206-20.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34).

April 12 (Low Sunday, Easter 1, before Prince Henry at St. James's)

Tobias Matthew, Abp of York.  Text: from an Epistle of St. Peter.  "Do. 1. Coram Principe at St. James's. Pet."  (YML Add MS 18,  84).

April 26 (Easter 3, before the King at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, Abp of York.  Text: I Peter 2:11-17, the Epistle for the day (Peter's advice for Christian behavior, concluding "feare God: honour the King").  "Do. 3.  Coram Rege at Whitehall Ep. pars" (YML Add MS 18,  84).

Early summer (Sunday, before Prince Henry at Richmond)

Joseph Hall, B.D., Rector of Halstead, Suffolk.; later Chaplain to Prince Henry, and successively Dean of Worcester, Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Hall recorded in his memoirs the circumstances of how the tutor to the Earl of Essex arranged this his first court sermon:  "My averseness doubled his importunity; in fine, he left me not till he had my ingagement to preach the Sunday following at Richmond: he made way for me to that awfule Pulpit, and encouraged me by the favour of his Noble Lord, the Earl of Essex: I preacht; through the favour of my God, that Sermon was not so well given as taken".  Hall, Shaking of the Olive Tree, 24; also Works (ed. Wynter), I, xxxiv.

(a Tuesday, before Prince Henry at Richmond)

Joseph Hall, B.D., (preferments as above).  Pleased with Hall's Sunday sermon (see previous entry), "that Sweet Prince, signified his Desire to hear me again the Tuesday following, which done, that labour gave more contentment then the former, So as that gracious Prince, both gave me his hand and commanded me to his Service."  Hall, Shaking of the Olive Tree, 24; also Works (ed. Wynter), I, xxxiv.

August 5 (Wednesday, Gowry Anniversary, before the King at Romsey, Hants.)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: 2 Samuel 18:32 ("And CVSHI answered, The enimies of my Lord the King, and all that rise against Thee, to doe Thee hurt, be as that yong man is.", 773).  In his second Gowry sermon, Andrewes delivered an extended defense of a nation's obligation to curse any who rise against the king, since enemies of the king were by definition enemies of God, the church, and the body politic.  The sermon concluded with a reading of the Gowry conspirators as "a couple of Absalons" (781) and compared the Biblical conspiracy with the plot to assassinate James.  XCVI Sermons, 773-83.  Works, IV, 3-23.

August 9 (Sunday, Trinity 10, before the King at Beaulieu, Hants.)

Christopher Hampton, D.D., Fellow of Trinity College Cambridge, and chaplain to the Earl of Southampton; later chaplain in ordinary to the King and Abp of Armagh.  Text: John 1.51 ("Verily, verily, I say vnto you, heereafter shall ye see heauen open, and the Angels of God ascending and descending vpon the sonne of man.", 1).  A rhetorically-elevated sermon on Christ as the mediator between heaven and earth that fulfils the Old Testament anti-type of Jacob's Ladder; with frequent asides against Romish beliefs in Purgatory, mediation of saints, and priestly power over the state.  Part two of STC 12740 (for title page and date, see 31 August 1606).

November 5 (Thursday, Gunpowder Anniversary, before the King, in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes (preferments as above).  Text: Psalm 126:1-4 ("When the Lord brought againe the Captivitie of Sion, we were like them that dreame.  Then was our mouth filled with laughter and our tongue with joy; Then said they among the Heathen, The Lord hath done great things for them.  The Lord hath done great things for us, whereof we rejoice.  O LORD, bring againe our Captivitie, as the Rivers in the South.",  901).  Israel's delivery "falls short of that of ours", Andrewes claimed with a turn on his text, "When the Lord turned away the blowing up of Sion" (902).  Although the preacher argued for the superiority of the miraculous deliverance of November 5, 1605, he emphasized that life and human history itself was a cycle of dangers and deliverances.  The need to constantly thank God for past salvations and to intercede for future ones made anniversaries like November 5 more than quasi-secular holidays.  The Venetian ambassador reported that "the King kept the anniversary of his preservation from the Powder Plot with great solemnity, first in Chapel and then at table, where he dined in public with the Queen and the Prince" (CSPV 1607-10, 64). November 15 (Sunday, Trinity 24, before the King)

Martin Fotherby, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Salisbury (not to be confused -- as DNB -- with contemporary Charles Fotherby, Archdeacon and later Dean of Canterbury; for both see Le Neve, Fasti, III, 15, 36).  Text: 2 Timothy 3:8 ("As Iannes and Iambres resisted Moses, so doe these men resist also the truth.",  87).  A vigorous attack on contemporary Jannes' and Jambres'--puritans and presbyterians--who resisted established ecclesiastical order and thereby threatened the realm with anarchy.  Dedicated to the author's patron, Richard Bancroft, Abp of Canterbury (Sig. A2r-v). Unknown preacher(s).  Sir Roger Wilbraham wrote in his diary that the November imprisonment of Puritan MP Nicholas Fuller for words against the Court of High Commission sparked responses from court and City preachers alike (Journal, 96).

December 25 (Friday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: 1 Timothy 3:16 ("And without controversie, great is the Mysterie of Godlinesse, which is, GOD is manifested in the flesh, iustified in the Spirit, seene of Angells, preached unto the Gentiles, beleeved on in the world, and received up in glorie.", 17)  Andrewes concentrated on the first portion of the verse, expounding the mystery of the Incarnation, and then turning to "how to incorporate ourselves" (21) in Christ's body through works of charity and receiving Holy Communion.  XCVI Sermons, 17-23; Works, I, 
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February 10 (Ash Wednesday)

(appointed) James Montagu, D.D., Dean of the Chapel Royal and Master of Sidney Sussex College, Cambridge; successively Bp of Bath and Wells and of Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

February 12 (First Friday in Lent) 

(appointed) Giles Thomson, D.D., Dean of Windsor and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Gloucester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 34v, 4r).

February 14 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) William Barlow, D.D., Bp of Rochester; later Bp of Lincoln.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

February 16 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John King, D.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

February 19 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Field, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of Gloucester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

February 21 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Henry Parry, D.D., Bp of Gloucester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

February 23 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) John Spenser, D.D., President of Corpus Christi College, Oxford, Rector of St. Sepulchre's, London and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 34v).

February 25 (Friday, Lent 2, before Prince Henry at St. James's Palace)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford; later Chaplain to Prince Henry and to Prince Charles, B.D., D.D., and Dean of Hereford.  Text: Isaiah 2:3 ("Come and let vs goe vp to the mountaine of the Lord, to the house of the God of Iacob.",  3).  In his first court sermon, Price showed how Isaiah's words "emblematicallie doe describe...the true signe of the Church militant on earth" (5).  Price tailored his exposition of the church militant--its unity and its perseverance--to the fraternal, and evangelically Protestant, household of the prince.  The preacher's dedicatory epistle to Henry (Sig. A2r-v) contained an explicit bid for patronage. (appointed) John Thornborough, D.D., Bp of Bristol; later Bp of Worcester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 1 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Nicholas Felton, D.D., Rector of St. Mary-le-Bow; successively Bp of Bristol and Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 4 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Robert Wilkinson, M.A.; later Chaplain in Ordinary to King James and Rector of St. Olav's, Southwark.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 6 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) John Jegon, D.D., Bp of Norwich.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 8 (Tuesday, Lent 4)

(appointed) John Aiglionby, D.D., Principal of St. Edmund's Hall, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 11 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Theophilus Aylmer, D.D., Archdeacon of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 13 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Thomas Dove, D.D., Bp of Peterborough.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 15 (Tuesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Richard Butler, B.D., Rector of Aston-in-the-Wall, Northants; later Chaplain to the King and Adn of Northants.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 18 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Benjamin Carier or Charier, D.D.; Vicar of Thurnham and Old Romney, Kent, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and to Prince Henry; later Canon of Canterbury, then exile in France and convert to Rome.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 20 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) Thomas Ravis, D.D., Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 22 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) John Buckeridge, D.D.; President of St. John's College, Oxford, Vicar of St. Giles, Cripplegate, and Chaplain in Ordinary to King James; successively bishop of Rochester and Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v).

March 24 (Maundy Thursday and Accession Day)

(appointed) William Thorne, D.D., Dean of Chichester.  According to the Venetian Ambassador, the King touched for the King's evil and then attended Accession Day tournaments with the Queen.  The sermon was probably preached before the ceremony of touching for scrofula (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v; CSPV 1607-1610, 116).

March 25 (Good Friday)

Richard Neile, D.D., Dean of Westminster and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp of Rochester, Lichfield and Coventry, Durham, Winchester and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v). 

March 27 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)  

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Mark 16:1-7 (The Angel's message to the three Mary's at the tomb.).  Andrewes divided his text into three heads:  "the women" and why the news of the Resurrection was given to them first; "the Angel" and the significance of his appearance; and finally the Angel's "message" of the comforting Gospel of the Resurrection.  XCVI Sermons, 403-13; Works, II, 221-37; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 34v.

May 3 (Tuesday, Rogation Week, Easter 6, before the King at Whitehall)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later Chaplain to Prince Charles, B.D., D.D., and Dean of Hereford.  Text: Revelation 2:26 ("He that overcommeth, & keepeth my works to the ende, to him will I giue power over nations.", [1]).  With a controlling chivalric conceit, Price considered first the struggles and then the reward of the Christian's spiritual warfare.  He dwelt especially on the efficacy of works, claiming that the "Gospel is not a...gospel of beleeuing only, but of liuing, not of Theorie onlie, but of practique" (15).  Price also glanced at the threat of Presbyterianism and painted a grotesque caricature of the Roman controversialist Cardinal Bellarmine (18, 24).  The sermon concluded with reference to the recent installation of new Knights of the Garter.  Prefaced by a patronage-seeking dedication to Richard Bancroft, Abp of Canterbury, who was present at the preaching (¶2r-v). May 15 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Acts 2:4 ("And they were all filled with the HOLY GHOST, and began to speake with other tongues, as the SPIRIT gave them utterance.", 608).  Andrewes preached a continuation of his 1606 Whitsun sermon.  He first defined the gift of the Holy Spirit and the measure of its "filling" the Apostles, then distinguished four spiritual gifts given to the Twelve that made them "perfect Apostles":  courage, fluency, discretion, and learning.  The entire sermon dwelt on the nature of proper preaching and is laced with withering indictments of sermon-centered piety.  XCVI Sermons, 608-16; Works, III, 130-144.

before 28 June (before the King at Thetford, Norfolk)

Thomas Walkington, B.D., Fellow of St John’s College Cambridge; successively vicar of Raunds, Northants; Waddingham St Mary, Lincs; and Fulham, Middlesex.  Text:  Ecclesiastes 12.10 (‘The Preacher sought to finde out pleasant words.’, p. 1).  In 1607 Walkington had published the work for which he is primarily remembered, The Optick Glasse of Humours.  His witty prose style was similarly deployed in this sermon, which contains one of the most sustained reflections on sermon delivery extant, as well as a fierce denunciation of Brownism.  The printed version was dedicated to the lord chamberlain, Thomas Howard, earl of Suffolk, ‘from my chamber in S. Iohns Colledge . . . Iun. 28. 1608’. July 24 (Sunday, Trinity 9, before the King and Queen at Toddington, Beds.)

Thomas Archer, Rector of Houghton Conquest, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King).  Archer recorded this sermon in his parish register (Nichols, James, II,  201).

August 5 (Friday, Gowry Anniversary, before the King [and Queen?] at Holdenby House, Northants.)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Chichester and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Ely and Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: I Samuel 26:8-9 (Abishai's offer to kill King Saul, and David's injunction against it.).  One of Andrewes' most explicit sermons on the sacredness of kings.  In the case of Saul, the Bishop found a "ruling case" for not rising against kings -- no matter how corrupt, "Saul must not be destroyed" (788).  In his application of the text to the events of August 5, 1600, Andrewes showed King James's delivery "more famous" and miraculous than Saul's (793).  XCVI Sermons, 784-94; Works, IV, 24-45.  It was probably for this sermon that in August one of the Queen's gentlemen ushers and a groom of her chamber were paid by the Treasurer of the Chamber "for making readye Homby Church for her Maties com[m]ing to the Sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/543 fol. 190v).  

October 1 (Saturday, Trinity 18, before Prince Henry at Richmond)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later Chaplain to Prince Charles, B.D., D.D., and Dean of Hereford.  Text: Psalm 82: 6-7 ("I haue said yee are Gods and yee are all childre[n] of the most high.  But yee shall die like men, and fall like one of the Princes.").  In a sermon preached before the Prince on Midlent Sunday, 1609 (see below), Price alluded to the previous autumn, when "At that season of the yeare", he "handled the Fall of the Leafe, as I doubt not but this high and Honourable presence doe remember".  In the margin he dates that sermon "At Richmond October.I 1608."  A more extensive allusion to this now-lost sermon came in a sermon preached by Price on the anniversary of Prince Henry's death and published as Prince Henry His First Anniversary, (Oxford, 1613).  As examples of the late Prince's "especiall regard of honest Sermons", Price cited two of Henry's favorites, the first of which was preached on Psalm 82:6-7 in October, 1608 "at Rich.mond by one of his highnesse Chaplaines, the[n] waiting, and the Text called the Fall of the leafe" (7).  Price does not name himself as the author, but gives a cameo sketch of himself and the sermon:  "howsoever the Chaplaine, were one of the meanest & youngest of that name & number, yet it pleased his highnesse to require a coppy, thereof, and as with Princely patience to heare, so with godly diligence to recall some passages therein that Cedars of Libanon, Roses of the field, Lillies of the Vallyes, Princes, starres & Angels had fallen, that humanity and mortallity were twinnes, that all flesh was as a flowre, and the grace thereof as the grasse of the field &c." (7-8).

October 16 (Sunday, Trinity 21, before Queen Anne at Hampton Court)

John Hopkins, M.A. of Queen's College, Cambridge, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King (Ath. Cantab., III,  59).  Text: Genesis 5:24 ("And Henoch walked with God, and he was no more seene: for God tooke him away.", sig. A5r).  The earliest surviving sermon text preached specifically for James' Queen.  Hopkins charted the godly life that Enoch led in spite of godless times and celebrated the promise of eternal life as every Christian's heavenly reward.  In the dedicatory epistle to Anne, the preacher cited her "gratious approouing this plaine Sermon" and her "godly affection to good books" as his motives for printing the work (sig. A3r-v). November 5 (Saturday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

John King, D.D. Dean of Christ Church, Oxford, Vice-Chancellor of Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of London.  Text: Psalm 11:2-4 ("For loe, the wicked bend their bow, & make ready their arrowes vpon the string, that they may secretlie shoote at them which are vpright in heart.  For the foundations are cast downe; what hath the righteous done?  The Lord, &c.", 1).  A hyperbolic tyrade against the "most nefarious, facinorous, flagitious, incogitable" Plot of 1605 and the continued threat of the casuistical Jesuits whose "bow standeth ever bent" against England (31, 22).  King concluded with rapt praise for Queen Elizabeth's godly vigilance against Catholic infiltration, and exhorted James to follow her example.  Chamberlain reported to Carleton on November 8 that "The fifth of this moneth...your Vice chauncellor of Oxford [preached] at the court whose sermon was so well liked that we shall shortly have yt in print." Although he faulted both Protestants and Catholics for emphasizing one over the other, Price came down hardest on the former:  "religion hath taken as deepe a wound in the Reformation, as shee had in the deformation" (sig. An unusual number of asides that call for peace in the contemporary Christian world probably allude to English efforts to negotiate a peace between Spain and the Netherlands.  The sermon concluded with a lament that "many, this day, give Christ's peace the hearing" and "then turne their backs on it" by not staying to recieve the "peace- offering" of Holy Communion (422).  Carleton wrote that James was "well pleased with the bishop, whom he entertained all his dinner while in discourse about his sermon."  (Jacobean Letters, ed. Lee, 110). Carleton wrote that "on Easter day the dean of the chapel [Montague] and the bishop of Chichester [Andrewes, see above] before the King befitted the solemnity of the time with as good sermons as ever I heard from either of them" (Jacobean Letters, ed. Lee, 110).

April 18 (Easter Tuesday, before the King at Whitehall)

William Smith, D.D., Master of Clare College, Cambridge, Chaplain to the King; later Provost of King's College.  Carleton reported that "Tuesday, which was for bear and bull baiting, was as well fitted with a preacher, one Dr. Smith...who so well baited the great courtiers, whom he termed suffragatores aulicos for bribery and corruption and so schooled the king himself for being led by other men rather than by his own judgment and that so particularly and plainly that I know not how he hath escaped baiting himself; the rest of his sermon was a plain invective against the course of law and lawyers for prohibitions." (Jacobean Letters, ed. Lee, 110).

April 30 (Sunday, Easter 2, before the King at Whitehall)

William Smith, D.D., Master of Clare College, Cambridge, Chaplain to the King.  Richard Neile, in his capacity as Clerk of the Closet, wrote to the Earl of Salisbury on 29 April that "Dr. Smith has desired to preach before his Majesty tomorrow, purposing to crave some pardon for the error of his last sermon [see April 18, above], and with some better discourse somewhat to recover his good opinion; wherewith my Lord of Bath and Wells [Montagu, Dean of the Chapel] has acquainted his Majesty, and he is well contented that he so do." (HMC Salisbury XXI, 46).

July 18 (Tuesday, Trinity 5, before the King at Whitehall)

An unknown preacher.  Anxious for an audience with the King before the beginning of the royal progress, the Venetian ambassador was nonetheless cut short because the king "was much pressed for time and was unwilling to miss the Tuesday's sermon, Tuesday being a lucky day for him" (CSPV 1607-10, 307).

July 25 (Tuesday, St James's Day, King James's Coronation Day, before the King at Farnham Castle, Hants.)

Arthur Lake, D.D., Master of St Cross Winchester and Dean of Worcester; later Bp of Bath and Wells.  Text: James 12 ("Blessed is the man that endureth temptation, for when he is tryed, he shall receiue the crowne of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that loue him.", Kkkk1r).  Lake aptly used the king's coronation anniversary to consider the crown to be won in the next life through patient perseverance of temptations in this.  A dry, schematic exercise, distinguished only by wish that "the world did take more care to perseuere, then to dispute the certaintie of perseuering" (sig. Kkkk6v).  Identified only as preached before the king "at Farneham on...the day of King IAMES his coronation" (sig. Kkkk1r), I date based on the only recorded visit by James to Farnham, palace of the Bishop of Winchester, on July 25 (Nichols, James, II, 262-3).  Lake, Sermons With some Religious and Diuine Meditations (1629), sig. Kkkk1r-Kkkk7r.

July 30 (Sunday, Trinity 7, before the King at Beauly, Hants.)

Christopher Hampton, D.D. and Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Earl of Southampton; later Chaplain to the King and Abp of Armagh.  Text: Luke 22:24-25 ("And there arose also a strife among them, which of them should bee the greatest.  But he said vnto them, The Kings of the Gentiles raigne ouer them, & they that rule over them are called gracious Lords.  But shall not bee so, &c.", 1).  Hampton considered three points:  ambition and contentions over precedence, Christ's affirmation of the divine right of kings, and Christ's injunction against ecclesiastical abrogation of civil power.  James was the guest of the Henry Wriothsley, 3rd Earl of Southampton at Beauly.  The late publication date of this sermon (1620) is explained by Hampton in his dedicatory epistle to the King.  When a "Recusant of vnderstanding and qualitie" desired satisfaction on the point of the King's supremacy, Hampton "had not any thing so readie to do it withall, as certain collections which I gathered for a Sermon preached before your most Excellent Matie.   Those I haue now published" (sig. A2r-v).  The sermon has the running title "A Treatise Of Soveraignetie."  Appended to the sermon is "AN ADDITION To the former" (55-104), addressed to Gerald Fitzgerald, 15th Earl of Kildare, the recusant mentioned in the epistle. September 17 (Sunday, Trinity 14, before the King at Theobalds, Herts.)

William Laud, D.D., Fellow of St. John's College, Oxford; later Chaplain in Ordinary to the King, President of St John's College, Oxford, and successively Dean of Gloucester, Bp of St David's, Bath and Wells, London, and Abp of Canterbury.  An auspicious occasion recorded by Laud in his diary:  "My first Sermon to King James at Theobald's, Septemb. 17, 1609." Works, III, 134.

November 5 (Sunday, Trinity 21 and Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel.  Text: Luke 9:54-56 (Christ's rebuke of James's and John's motion to destroy a Samaritan town with fire from heaven.)  Andrewes took his text as a legal precedent against blowing up assemblies "upon pretense of religion" (912).  The success of the sermon depended on Andrewes' ability to manipulate the ironic similarities between the desires of Jesus' disciples in the Gospel and the "Disciples of IESVS's societie" (912), the Jesuits, who instigated the Gunpowder Plot.  As in his Easter sermon for this year, Andrewes struck a conciliatory note by emphasizing Christ's message of peace and redemption:  "It cost the Sonne of man more to redeeme men, then to have them blowen up so lightly." (918).  XCVI Sermons, 911-22; Works, IV, 241-60.

December 25 (Tuesday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes (preferments as above).  Text: Galatians 4:4-5 ("When the fulnesse of time was come, God sent his Sonne, made of a woman, made vnder the Law.  That, He might redeeme, them that were vnder the Law, that we might receiue the Adoption of sonnes.", A3r).  Using the rhetorical figure of gradatio, Andrewes considered each word of his text "in sunder" to show what "kinde of fulnesse there is in it: euery word, more full then other" (3).  This exposition of the Incarnation was one of Andrewes' most popular sermons with both King and court.  Chamberlain reported to Carleton that Andrewes "preached at court on Christmas day with great applause, being not only sui similis, but more then himself by the report of the King and all his auditors.  I am promised some notes of his sermon, and then your part is therein."  Later he wrote to Sir Ralph Winwood that "the King with much importunitie had the copie delivered him on Tewsday last before going toward Roiston, and sayes he will lay yt still under his pillow."  (Letters, I, 292, 295). The Hampshire MP Sir Robert Paulet attended morning service in the Chapel and recorded detailed notes of this sermon by a preacher who considered "The Passover paschall 4 wayes".  The sermon dealt with the proper preparation for receiving Communion and insisted on a memorial, rather than sacrificial, understanding of the Eucharist ("we should not take yt as carnall foode but as spiritual foode & meditate spirituallye upon yt").  Paulet recorded that "After this was a comunion, to which I went & comunycated", as did "divers gentlemen & men, courtiers & some I knew, as my Lord Knevet, my Lord Stanhope, Sir Thomas Lake & Sir John Needham". Kisse the Sonne, lest he be angrie, and ye perish in the waie, when his wrath shal suddenly burne, blessed are all that trust in him.).  "Do. Palmar. coram Rege.  Whitehall." (YML Add MS 18,  94).  Sir Robert Paulet (see previous entry) also attended this afternoon sermon by the "archbushop of Yorke....Wherin he shewed that wisdome stood in the feare of God & that kinges & magistrates should chieflye feare God, for kinges examples the people do endevor to follow, & suche a king suche a people" (HRO MS 44M69/F5). He delighted in the wealth of doctrine contained in so little space ("with a little helpe, one might make up a full Creed", 428), and affirmed the hope of the bodily resurrection made possible by Christ's own. May 27 (Whitsunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner.  Text: John 14: 15,16, part of the Gospel appointed for the day (If ye love Me, keepe my commandements, And I will pray the FATHER, and He shall give you another COMFORTER, that He may abide with you for ever., 617).  Andrewes divided his text into two parts of a covenant:  the conditions (to "love me", and "keep my commandments"'), and the promise (the gift of the Comforter).  In the first, Andrewes differentiated the keeping of Christ's "commandments" from the impossibility of keeping the Mosaic Law, and in the second considered both Christ and the Holy Ghost as Comforters--one interceding for us in heaven, the other a strength for us on earth, "and so are at an anchor in both." (625).  XCVI Sermons, 617-27; Works, III, 145-62.

June 3 (Trinity Sunday, before the King and Prince Henry at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Abp of York.  "Fest. Trinit.  I Preached before his Majestie and the Prince, the Day before he was Created Prince of Wales.  Quod bonum felix faustum quesit."  (YML Add MS 18,  94).

July 22 (Sunday, Trinity 7 before the King, Prince Henry and Princess Elizabeth at Whitehall)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Abp of York.  "Do. 7. Coram Rege pridie ante prorogatione Parliamenti uti, nullæ Preces in Capella Regia dictu mirum" (YML Add. MS 18, 95).  Sir Robert Paulet, MP, recorded that "the bushop of York preached at the court, the k[ing], prince & Ladye Elizabeth present, his text out of the 125 psalme, They that put their trust in the Lord &c."  (HRO MS 44M69/F5).

August 5 (Sunday, Gowry Anniversary, at Holdenby, Northants)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: I Chronicles 16:22 (given in Latin and English, "Touch not mine Anointed.", 1).  Andrewes introduced this text as an intensified restatement of the text for his last Gowry sermon (see August 5, 1608).  Where the previous sermon dealt with David's injunction against killing Saul, the injunction in this year's text came "from an higher person, vnder a straiter charge, and with a larger compasse." (3).  The sermon was a lengthy condemnation of regicide founded in the significance Andrewes attached to the definition of kings as God's anointed, His christos meos:  "Princes are taken into...the societie of Christs name, in this: and so made Synonymi, both with God, and with Christ" (27).  The assassination of Henri IV in May 1610 and Jesuit defenses of regicide inspired many of Andrewes's remarks. August (before the King at Rycott, Oxon)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for "making readie Ricott for his Matie...and for making ready the hall there for a Sermon" (P.R.O. E351/543, fol. 230v).  James, on progress, was the guest of Francis, Lord Norris.

August-September (before the King at Aldershot, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing for a sermon at "Aldershott house", the estate of Sir Walter Tichborne (P.R.O. E351/543 fol. 229v).

ante October

A collection of three undated sermons preached before the King by Francis Rollenson, or Rowlinson, B.D., Fellow of St. John's College, Cambridge, were entered in the Stationers Register on October 20, 1610.  They contain no internal evidence for dating, and so are entered here. Rollenson's blend of fanciful allegory and strident anti-Catholic Calvinism hearken back to the sermons of another St. John's Fellow who frequented the court pulpit, Thomas Playfere (ob. 1609).  Rollenson interpreted this verse as an allegory of Christ's `wedding' to his Church on Earth, with the entrance to the garden as the `consummation' in the Incarnation, followed by a feast of godly preaching and repentance, and culminating with an entertainment of select guests, the elect.  Rollenson condemned Papists and non-preaching prelates, and asserted double predestination and limited atonement.  Running title, THE BRIDEGROMES BANQVET (1-21).

-------Text: Revelation 3:11-12 ("Behold, I come shortly hold that thou hast: that no man take thy Crowne.  Him that ouercommeth will I make a Pillar in the Temple of my God, and he shall goe no more out: and I will write vpon him the Name of my God, and the Name of the Citie of my God, which is the new Hierusalem, which commeth downe out of Heauen from my God, and I will write vpon him my new Name.", 22).  Rollenson divided his exposition of the text into an exhortation to persevere in godless times and a discussion of the rewards that await the faithful.  He singled-out the Jesuits as a special threat to courtiers and women.  Rollenson uncompromisingly equated those "that ouercommeth" with the predestined elect, and asserted the absolute security of the true believer (40).  Running title, THE TRIVMPH OF CONSTANCIE (22-50).

-------Text: Revelation 22:15 ("For without shall be Dogges.",  51).  Rollenson claimed that his listeners lived in the last and most degenerate age of Christianity, "the Dog-age", and that in this text they "shall finde Sathans subtilties discolsed, Sinne vnmask't, and Hell discribed." (52-3).  The text identified the wicked in three ways:  they are transformed by sin into spiritual and physical monsters; they are reviled as such by the godly; they are predestined to a state of reprobation.  Rollenson concluded with an affirmation of a physical Hell, "a reall place, and the Receptacle of Reprobates" (76).  Running title, THE BANISHMENT OF DOGGES (51-79).

November 4 (Sunday, Trinity 22, "at court")

An unknown preacher.  Text: Romans 12:1 (I beseeche you therfore, brethren, for the mercy of God that you geve up your bodies a lyving sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable serving of God.)  Sir Robert Paulet wrote a full summary of this "Sabathe sermon at the court" wherein the preacher "noted that St Paule...devided his method into 2 partes, viz., doctrinall & morall, that is instruction & exhortation.  That is to understand what we should do & then do yt".  The sermon emphasized the mercy that Christ showed in his sacrifice on the cross, and declared that Christians should in turn add works of mercy to faith:  "But some arr of opinion that they need no workes but maye straight from predestination step to glorification.  But I saye that is presumption, for as Christ offred himselfe for us, so should we offer ourselfes to him"  (HRO MS 44M69/F5).

November 5 (Monday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

George Abbot, D.D., Bp of London; later Abp of Canterbury.  Robert Paulet noted that on this day "Doctor Caesar preached at Westminster & Doctor Abbat, bushop of London, in the kinges chaple."  (HRO MS 44M69/F5)

December 9 (Sunday, Advent 2, before Prince Henry at St. James's)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Abp York.  "Coram Principe at St James's" (YML Add MS 18, p. 96).

December 25 (Tuesday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Luke 2:10-11, the second lesson for Christmas Morning Prayer ("The Angel said vnto them: Be not afraid, for behold, I bring you good tidings, of great ioy, which shalbe, to all people.  That, there is borne, vnto you, this day, a Sauiour, which is Christ, the Lord, in the Citie of Dauid.", A3r).  Andrewes explicated what he called the Angel's "sermon".  According to him, the Angel chose a bi-partite structure:  an exordium that declared the magnitude of the message that follows; and the message itself, the news of Jesus' birth.  In the latter, Andrewes explained how all men find joy in the three titles given to Jesus at His Nativity ("Saviour", "Christ", and "Lord").  He used the text's terms of `a message' and `a birth' to criticize those who mark the feast with only hearing the `message' of a sermon and not recieving the new `birth' of Christ in the Holy Communion. Before the King.  Theophilus Aylmer, D.D., Adn of London, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Canticles 2:15 (Take vs ye litle foxes, wc destroy the vines: for our vines haue smale grapes.).  Sir John Harington recorded that this son of Bp of London John Aylmer (1521-94) "preached oft before the king."  He cited this sermon as one that especially pleased James, presumably for its round handling of puritans, a trait inherited from his father.  James reportedly said "that if Mr. Elmer had not had his fathers collections, and notes, against Puritans; he could neuer haue made so good a sermon." Harington wrote his Supplie in 1611, fixing the latest possible date for Aymler's sermon.  Harington, Supplie, ed. Miller, 50.

1611

February - March (before the King, Queen Anne, and Prince Henry in the Preaching Place at Whitehall)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying "the Counsell chamber for the kinge Quene and Prince to heare Sermons" (P.R.O. E351/543, fol. 247r).

ante March 14 (probably Tuesday, March 12, Lent 5; before the King at Whitehall)

William Barlow, D.D., Bp of Lincoln.  The Venetian ambassador wrote that Barlow "praised very expressly auricular confession, invocation and fasting, things entirely removed from the practise of religion in this kingdom, and greatly abhorred by the purer of the Calvinistic sectaries called Puritans.  Everyone remarked the fact, but the Puritans were indignant, and made observations showing it; nor would it be very strange if one day, should the King live, these practices should be introduced and put in use" (CSPV 1610-13, 127).

March 22 (Good Friday, Before the King and Queen in the Chapel Royal, Whitehall)

An unknown preacher, but according to custom probably the Dean of Westminster, then George Mountaigne.  On this day the Princess Elizabeth was confirmed by James Montagu, Dean of the Chapel Royal and Bp of Bath and Wells "before the sermon...the Kinges Maiestie and the Queene remayninge that while in their greate clossettes".  (Old Cheque-Book,  172.)

March 24 (Easter Sunday, also Accession Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 118:22, part of the Proper Psalm for Easter evensong. ("The Stone, which the Builders refused, the same Stone, is become, [or made] the Head of the Corner.", A3r).  Andrewes took Paul's identification of the stone with Christ as "the chiefe sense" of the verse, but also considered the stone as King David, and went on to consider how "it will...sort with Ours, or with any Prince" (3).  The sermon gave a dazzling display of argument by analogy.  The bishop cast his application of the text to James -- a fervent thanksgiving for the King's "risings" to his thrones and from the plots of the wicked -- in the form of a lengthy direct address to the sovereign (33-40).  The Princess Elizabeth made her first Communion with her brother, Prince Henry, after this sermon (Old Cheque-Book, 172). May 12 (Whitsunday, before the King at Windsor)

Lancelot Andrewes (preferments as above).  Text: John 16:7 ("Yet I tell you the truth: It is expedient for you, that I goe away: For, if I goe not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but, if I depart, I will send Him unto you.", 628).  Andrewes expounded the reciprocity between Ancension Day and Pentecost:  Christ's leaving, and the Holy Ghost's "sending".  In the sermon's three main heads he considered the reasons for Christ's departure, the necessity of his departure, and the nature of the Holy Ghost and its coming.  XCVI Sermons, 628-37; Works, III, 163-79.

November 19 (Tuesday, Trinity 26, before the King and Prince Henry at Newmarket).

John Williams, M.A., of St John's College, Cambridge; later Dean of Westminster, Lord Keeper, and successively Bp of Lincoln Abp of York.  Writing on 22 November, Williams crowed, "It was likewise my good fortune...to give his Majestie and the Prince som extraordinarie contentement at Newmarket upon Tuesdaye laste -- what time by apointment I preachte before them.  I had a great deal of Court holie water, if I can make my selfe any good there bye."  J.E.B. Mayer, ed., "Letters of Archbishop Williams", Communications of the Cambridge Antiquarian Society II (1864), 37.  John Hacket, Scrinia Reserata (1693), I, 19, gives an embroidered account misdated 1610 at Royston.

December 25 (Wednesday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes (preferments as above).  Text: John 1:14, part of the Gospel for Christmas Day ("And the VVORD was made Flesh, and dwelt among us: and we saw the Glorie thereof, as the Glorie of the Onely-begotten SONNE of the FATHER) full of Grace and Truth.",  44).  One of Andrewes' greatest treatments of the Incarnation, of which the preacher's own summary is the best:  "1.  "That the Word became flesh; the Mysterie" 2.  "What the Word did for flesh; the Benefit" and 3.  "what flesh is to doe to the Word againe; the Duety."  Andrewes explained the doctrine of the Incarnation in analogies to human thought, speech, and language.  For him, the "benefit" of the Incarnation lay in the "new dignity which is this day accrued to our Nature" ( 51), and our "duty" in `incarnating' words into actions and to "goe to the Word and flesh togither" ( 52) in the Christmas liturgy of prayer, sermon, and Eucharist.  XCVI Sermons, 44-52; Works, I, 85-101.

undated  ("at Court")

Joseph Hall, B.D., Rector of Waltham, Essex, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later D.D. and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Dean of Worcester and Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Text: Zechariah 14:20 ("In that day shall be written vpon the bridles (or, bels) of the Horses, Holinesse vnto the Lord: and the pots of the Lords house shall be like the bowles before the Altar.", 441).  Hall expounded this verse as an emblem or impresa that illustrated how "God, vnder the Gospell will effect a gratious sanctification both of things, and persons" (442).  He considered two "heads," the "proficiencie" and "Sanctification...of the Church" (444).  The sermon's argument rested on the belief that under the New Law of the Gospel, "all is holy", which allowed a lively critique of two contemporary extremes:  "our Semi-Anabaptists" with their obsessive moralism that made innocent things unholy ("a buske, or whale-bone, or lace, or cork-shooe", 445), and the Catholics who imposed holiness where it does not exist ("Cowles, Altars, Reliques, Ashes, Candles, Oyles...", 445).  The sermon concluded with a lament over unholiness in the court where most seemed to think that "they cannot be gallant enough, vnlesse they be godlesse." (446). A copy of Dean of Windsor Giles Thomson's letter appointing canon Richard Field, D.D. to the series survives (Field, Short Memorials, 14-15). (appointed) Richard Field, D.D., Dean of Gloucester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March-April (before the King, Queen Anne, and Prince Henry in the Preaching Place at Whitehall)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment "for makeinge ready the Counsell Chamber for the kinge Queene and Prince fower severall tymes for Sermons" (P.R.O. E351/543, fol. 260v).

March 1 (Sunday, Lent 1)

Richard Neile, D.D., Bp of Lichfield and Coventry and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp of Durham, Winchester and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March 3 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John Spenser, D.D., President of Corpus Christi College, Oxford, Rector of St. Sepulchre's, London and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 38).

March 6 (Friday, Lent 1)

George Meriton, D.D., Rector of Hadleigh, Suffolk, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 38).

March 8 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) John Buckeridge, D.D.; Bp of Rochester; successively Bp of Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March 10 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

March 17 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John Bowles, M.A., Chaplain to the Earl of Salisbury; successively Dean of Salisbury and Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March 20 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Geoffrey King, D.D., Vicar of Lancaster and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38; Ath. Cantab.).

March 22 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Arthur Lake, D.D., Dean of Worcester; later Bp of Bath and Wells.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March 24 (Tuesday, Lent 4)

(appointed) William Barlow, D.D., Bp of Lincoln.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March 27 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Benjamin Carier or Charier, D.D.; Vicar of Thurnham and Old Romney, Kent, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and to Prince Henry; later Canon of Canterbury, then exile in France and convert to Rome.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March 29 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John King, D.D., Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

March 31 (Tuesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) William Laud, D.D., President of St. John's College, Oxford; successively Dean of Gloucester, Bp of St. David's, Bath and Wells, London and Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

April 3 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) William Thorne, D.D., Dean of Chichester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

April 5 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) George Abbot, D.D., Abp. of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

April 7 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) Richard Butler, B.D., Rector of Aston-in-the-Wall, Northants; later Chaplain to the King and Adn. of Northants.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

April 10 (Good Friday)

(appointed) George Montaigne, D.D., Dean of Westminster; successively Bp of Lincoln, London and Durham and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fols. 4r, 38).

April 12 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: 1 Corinthians 5:7-8 ("Purge out therefore the old levin, that yee may be a new lumpe, as yee are vnlevined:  For, CHRIST our  Passe-over is Sacrificed for us.  Therefore, let us keepe the Feast, not with old levin, neither with the levin of maliciousnesse and wickednesse; but, with the vnlevined bread of Sinceritie and truth.",  447).  Perhaps Andrewes' most sustained treatment of eucharistic theology.  Andrewes focussed on the validity of translating "let us keepe [celebremus] the Feast" as "let us make, or partake [epulemur] the Feast".  These two senses, not mutually exclusive, affirmed both the spiritual, or memorial, and the physical, or sacrificial, nature of the Eucharist.  The Real Presence was proved by this text:  "By the incomprehensible power of his eternall Spirit...He, as at the very act of His offering, is made present to us, and we incorporate into His death" ( 454).  XCVI Sermons, 47-58; Works, II, 290-308.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 38).

May 31 (Whitsunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes (preferments as above).  Text: Acts 19:1-3, the proper Second Lesson for Whitsunday evensong (Paul asks the Ephesians, "Have ye received the  HOLY GHOST, since ye beleeved?  And they sayd unto him, we have not so much as heard, wither there be a HOLY GHOST.  And He sayd unto them, Vnto what were ye then baptized? and they sayd, Vnto IOHN's baptisme.", 638).  An almost catechistical sermon that first proved from the Bible and the prayerbook the existence of the Holy Spirit, and then insisted on the necessity of receiving it.  Andrewes emphasized works of charity as proof of having received the Spirit, and encouraged regular Communion as one of the most "holy arteries of His blessed Spirit." (649).  XCVI Sermons, 638-649; Works, III, 180-200.

July 21 (Tuesday, Trinity 6, before the King at the Abbey Church of St. Alban's, Herts.)

William Westerman, B.D., Rector of Bushey, Herts., and Chaplain to George Abbot, Abp of Canterbury.  Text: John 4:6 ("And there was IACOBS WELL.", 1).  An early example of a church building fund appeal.  The town of St. Alban's, or perhaps Sir Francis Bacon at Gorhambury, hosted King James on the first day of this summer's progress (Nichols, James, II, 451-52).  Through the arrangement of Richard Neile, Clerk of the Closet, and of Westerman's patron, Abbot of Canterbury, the preacher delivered a lengthy sermon seeking both royal and noble patronage for the renovation of St. Alban's Abbey, then a "spectacle of much remorse" (60).  Westerman's text was chosen as a timely compliment to James (Jacobus):  Christ, like James, tarried on a journey at a monument to the religious past, so, Westerman said, "let my Soueraigne Lord, so great a King vpon the earth, in his deuotions thirsting after the water of Life, at the beginning of his happie progresse, vouchsafe his first repose, out of this well, by the draught of his vnworthy seruant" (2).  Both the lengthy dedicatory epistle to Abbot and the sermon itself contain rare comment on Jacobean patronage of both secular and sacred architecture, on the reformation of church art and furnishings, and the commemoration of non-Biblical saints. July 26  (Sunday, Trinity 7, before the King at Bletsoe, Beds.)

Thomas Archer, M.A., Rector of Houghton Conquest, Beds. and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Preached during James' entertainment at the seat of Oliver, third Baron St. John of Bletso.  (Nichols, James, I, 521).

September (before the King in Eton College Chapel)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for "makeinge ready the Chapple within Eaton Colledge for a Sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/543, fol. 262r).

October 25 (Sunday, Trinity 20, before Princes Henry and Charles, at St. James's)

Robert Wilkinson, M.A., Chaplain to Prince Henry and Rector of St Olav's, Southwark; later and Chaplain in Ordinary to King James .  Text: Job 14:1 ("Man that is borne of a Woman, Short in continuance, And full of trouble.",  1).  In a sermon given the running title A Meditation of Mortalitie, Wilkinson expatiated upon the three clauses of the text to paint man's "lamentable entrance or comming into the world...next his swift and speedy passage out of the world...the last his wofull pilgrimage and miserable endurance in the world" ( 6).  In the afternoon following this sermon, Henry fell ill and was not seen in public again.  Wilkinson, in his dedicatory epistle to Prince Charles, explained as providential the choice of a text appointed by the prayerbook for the Burial of the Dead.  The Venetian ambassador wrote that Wilkinson "preached a sermon precisely as though he had known what was going to happen" (CSPV 1610-13, 449-50).  Wilkinson's fellow-chaplain, Daniel Price, singled this sermon out as one of Prince Henry's favorites (Prince Henry His First Anniversary, 8).  For the circumstances of the sermon's preaching, see Birch, Life of Henry Prince of Wales, 336-39.  Printed with a sermon preached January 16, 1614 before Prince Charles, to whom the entire publication was dedicated. November 5 (Friday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, Trinity 21, at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Lamentations 3:22 ("It is the Lord's mercies that we are not consumed, becuase His compassions faile not.", 923).  Andrewes justified his choice of a text from "this melancholique book" (923) by considering what cause for lamentation England would have had if the Gunpowder Plot had succeeded.  He considered an "effect" and a "cause":  in the former that the three estates were spared destruction, and in the latter that only God is "the first originall true cause...of all such miraculous divine preservation." (928).  The preacher concluded with a call to remember God's mercies, not only in a service of thanksgiving, but in "some worke of mercie" to the poor (931).  Andrewes' 1629 editors titled this sermon as preached "before the King."  But Chamberlain reported to Carleton that both the king and queen were conspicuously absent--an unmistakable sign of the seriousness of Prince Henry's illness (Letters, I, 388).  XCVI Sermons, 923-33; Works, IV, 261-76.

November 6 (Friday, Trinity 21)

Death of Henry Frederick, Prince of Wales, at St. James's Palace.
November 8 (Sunday, Trinity 22, before Prince Henry's Household, at St. James's)

Christopher Swale, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to Prince Henry, Rector of Hurstpierpoint, Sussex.  Swale's fellow-chaplain Daniel Price, in his sermon preached on Tuesday, November 10 (see below),  alluded briefly to this the first sermon preached to the departed Prince's household:  "I am sure Ieremy wished for a Fountaine of teares, and my sorrowing and louing brother [in margin:  "Doct. Swale"] hath brought you a Sabaoth dayes iourney towards this Fountaine, him I follow with paces of lamentation and loue, and with as faithfull as sorrowfull obseruance, to his memory, for whom wee are commanded to continue these our last accomplishments of attendance".  Daniel Price, Lamentations for...Prince Henry (1613), 2.

November 10 (Tuesday, Trinity 22, before Prince Henry's Household, at St. James's)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later D.D. and Dean of Hereford.  Text: Matthew 26:31 ("I will smite the Shepheard, and the Sheepe of the flocke shall be scattered.", 1).  Price read Christ's prophecy of the Disciples's dispersion after the Crucifixion as a type of Prince Henry's household.  He proposed to consider first "the death of the Shepheard", and then "the dispersion of the sheepe" (4), but ran out of time and treated the second part in his sermon on Sunday, November 15 (see below).  Price dismissed conspiracy theories and suspicions about the Prince's physicians (9 - 10) and attributed Henry's death to God's punishment for the sins of both court and city, but especially to the "inundation of Popery" (26, vere 22).  Dedicated to Prince Charles (sig. November 15 (Sunday, Trinity 23, before Prince Henry's Household, at St. James's)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later D.D. and Dean of Hereford.  Text: Matthew 26:31 (The Sheepe of the flocke shall be scattered.", 24).  Having considered the loss of the shepheard in his sermon preached the previous Tuesday (above, November 10), Price turned to the "part, which will part vs all, the dispersion of the Sheepe" (26).  He considered first the nature of sheep as obedient and meek followers, and then urged the former Prince's servants to view the Household's fate not as a "dispersion" but a mere "dissolution" upon which they should no longer trust only earthly princes, but enroll themselves in the service of "no other Prince then the Prince of Peace" (37, vere 39; 40).  Part two of STC 20294 (see November 10, 1612).

after November 15 (Trinity 23, before the Household of Prince Henry, at St. James's)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later D.D. and Dean of Hereford.  Text: Psalm 90.15 ("Comfort vs now, according as thou hast afflicted vs.", 1).  Price's opening allusion to his two previous sermons on Matthew 26.31 (above, November 10 and 15), suggest a date of Tuesday, November 17, following the regular sermon rota of Tuesday and Sunday.  Price departed from the themes of anguish and despair treated in the earlier sermons and offered instead an "Oliue braunch" of comfort (2), wherein he insisted that only a Christian hope in the promised joy of heaven holds true comfort, and that "the heart that hath beene the anvile for sorrowes & afflictions is most fit to be consecrated to God" (18). after November 15 (before the Household of Prince Henry, at St. James's)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later D.D. and Dean of Hereford.  Text: 2 Samuel 12.23 ("Now he is dead wherefore should I fast, can I bring him againe, I shall goe to him, but he shall not returne to me.", 27).  In a very self-conscious disclaimer, Price denied any contemporary parallel with King David's loss of a son as punishment for his own adultery and murder (30).  Instead, Price praised the worth of fasting, King David's acknowledgment that none but God can raise the dead, and his calm acceptance of the inevitability of death, all of which prepared the way for the preacher's concluding restatement of the text:  "Our MASTER is dead, wherefore should we now fast?  Can we bring him againe?  we shall go to him, hee shall never returne to vs." (50).  Part two (27-52) of STC 20304 (see "after November 15").

November 22 (Sunday, before the Household of Prince Henry, at St. James's)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later D.D. and Dean of Hereford.  Text: Ezekiel 9.4 ("Set a marke vpon the foreheads of them that sigh and that cry for all the Abominations.", 1).  Price claimed, "My Text is the patent of the priviledge granted to Mourners." (2).  He proved the spiritual health and benefit of mourning and that spiritual, not natural losses should be the object of mourning.  The abhomination most fit for mourning was the idolatry spawned in England by the Roman Whore of Babylon, who had found women especially easy converts (21).  Price concluded with fierce admonitions against diplomatic or domestic concessions to Roman Catholics, and suggested that Henry's death might have been the work of Catholic agents embittered by his refusal to marry a French princess (29). December 6 (Sunday, 2 Advent, before the Household and body of Prince Henry, in the Chapel at St. James's)

Daniel Price, M.A. of Exeter College, Oxford, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; later D.D. and Dean of Hereford.  Text: 2 Samuel 3.31 ("Rent your garments, and put on sackcloath, and mourne before ABNER.",  [1]).  On Saturday, December 5, the Prince's coffin was removed from the privy apartments at St. James's to the choir of the chapel (Birch, Life of Henry, 361-362).  Here Price delivered his "last homage" to Henry (sig. M1r).  After a gracious compliment to the preacher appointed for the funeral the following day, Abp George Abbott ("he that commeth after, whose shooe latchet I am not worthy to vnloose", 1), Price preached on the outward and inward signs of mourning.  The first part defended the worth of funeral ceremonies as outward expressions of inner woe, while the second enjoined the "bewailing the irrecouerable losse" that the "Protestant world, hath now sustained by the sad spectacle before vs." (17).  Price's conclusion made effective and dramatic use of the presence of the royal corpse which he likened to a royal house temporarily vacated during a summer progress and to which the inhabitants will "returne againe:  life shall visit these desolate roomes" (20). December 7 (Monday, 2 Advent, Funeral of Prince Henry, in Westminster Abbey)

George Abbot, D.D., Abp of Canterbury.  Text: Psalm 82.6-7 (I have said, ye are gods:  and all of you are children of the most high.  But ye shall die like men, and fall like one of the Princes.).  No text of Abbot's sermon survives.  The Venetian ambassador wrote that the sermon "lasted two hours" and that Abbot "praised the loftiness of the Prince's ideas, and concluded by dwelling on the fragility of human life and hopes" (CSPV 1610-13, 468-69).  Birch gives a longer summary of the sermon written by Sir Charles Cornwallis, Treasurer of the Prince's Household (Life of Henry, 363-64).

Undated  ("at Court").

Joseph Hall, B.D., Rector of Waltham, Essex, Chaplain to Prince Henry; later Dean of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King, and successively Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Text: Zechariah 14:20 ("In that day shall be written vpon the bridles (or, bels) of the Horses, Holinesse vnto the Lord: and the pots of the Lords house shall be like the bowles before the Altar.", 441).  Hall began this sermon -- a continuation of one preached in 1611 (see above) -- by noting that "Tis well-neere a yeere agoe, since in this Gracious Presence, we entred vpon this mysticall, yet pertinent Text." (451).  He interpreted the inscription on the horses' bridles as God's sanctification of just war, and scoffed at pacifism and its adherents from Erasmus to the Anabaptists (452).  Noting that wars must only be "for Religion" or "for Common-wealth", the preacher praised the Crusades, and noted that the Popes "vsed no one reason to perswade the world to draw their sword against the Turkes, which might not iustly be vrged to Christian Princes, to scale the walls of Rome." (452-3).  In the sermon's second part, Hall allegorized the pots and bowls of the temple as Christianity's priests -- both clerical and lay -- who should continually offer the sweet incense of godly living.  Hall concluded with a harsh satire on court immorality. Benjamin Carier,  or Charier, D.D.; Vicar of Thurnham and Old Romney, Kent, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Canon of Canterbury, then exile in France and convert to Rome.  According to the Spanish ambassador in November 1613, Carier gave a sermon "last year" before James "wherein he touched upon certain points of confession, contrition and satisfaction which were not agreeable to the protestants".  Accordingly he was reprimanded and ordered to retract the offending points in another sermon, but "not only did he not retract what he had said but rather he corroborated and proved it with new and more effective reasons."  As a result, Carier lost the king's favor.  In the autumn of 1613, Carier announced from Flanders his conversion to Roman Catholicism.  A.J. Loomie, ed., Spain and the Jacobean Catholics, II, 13-15.

January 1 (Friday, New Year's Day, Feast of the Circumcision, before Prince Henry's Household, at St. James's)

Joseph Hall, B.D., Rector of Waltham, Essex, and Chaplain to Prince Henry; successively Dean of Worcester, Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Text: Revelation 21:3-5 ("And I heard a great voyce from heauen, saying, Behold the Tabernacle of God is with men....And God shall wipe away all teares form their eyes, and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more paine, for the first things are passed.  And he that sate vpon the throne said; Behold, I make all things new.,"  461).  For the sermon preached to the deceased prince's household on the day of its dissolution, Hall chose not "to breake vp this assembly, in the violent expressions of...grief," but instead to lead it "forth to the waters of comfort" (461).  After establishing the inevitability of sorrow in this life, he evoked the joy of heaven.  The sermon concluded with an extended treatment of Henry's court as a type or shadow "of our future blessednesse" where Christian servants would worship not a mortal, but an eternal king (468). February 14 (Quinquagesima Sunday at the wedding of Princess Elizabeth and the Elector Palatine in the Chapel Royal, Whitehall)

James Montagu, D.D., Bp of Bath and Wells and Dean of the Chapel Royal; later Bp of Winchester.  Text: John 2:1-11 (The marriage feast at Cana).  After the procession to Chapel and an anthem, Montague "went into the pulpitt, which stood at the foote of the stepp before the Communion table, and preached uppon the second of St John, the Marriage of Canaa of Galilea" (Old Cheque-Book, 165).  Andrew Willet epitomized Montagu: "The Lord Christ turne your water into wine...that is, all sorrow and heauinesse into ioy and gladnesse, as that place of scripture was well applied by another reuerend Bishop to that present occasion" (A Treatise of Salomons Mariage [1612], sig. A2r).  Another observed that the sermon "continued not much above an half-hour" (Nichols, James, II, 546-7).

February 16 (Shrove Tuesday, at Whitehall)

John King, D.D., Bp of London.  Text: Psalm 28:3 ("Thy wife shall be as the fruitfull vine by the sides of thine house.," 1).  In the dedicatory epistle to Prince Charles, King noted that he and his sermon's subject, "Crescite & multiplicamini", were appointed by King James himself.  Being "not ambitious to preach or print", King chose to "giue light and after-life to this Sermon" only in 1614, when the sermon was fulfilled by the birth of the Princess Palatine's first son, Prince Frederick Henry (sig. ¶3r-v).  The sermon spoke highly of the female sex and emphasized the equity of the partners in marriage.  King also spun an elaborate allegorical reading of the "vine" as Elizabeth herself, grown "in the vineyard of our Salomon" now "ordained by God to grow vp by the sides of an illustrious Palatine", but always in need of protection against the Romish foxes that "digge at the very root of soueraignty and regality" (32-3, 37). (appointed) Richard Neile, D. D., Bp of Coventry & Lichfield and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp Lincoln, Durham and Abp of York.  The Lent list appoints no preacher for Ash Wednesday, February 17 -- perhaps "Februarii 16o" is an error (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 39).

February 19 (First Friday in Lent, at Whitehall before the Lords of the Council)
(appointed) Anthony Maxey, D.D., Dean of Windsor and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: I Sam. 16.14 ("But the Spirit of the Lord departed from Saul, and an euill Spirit sent of the Lord vexed him.", 1).  Maxey anatomized Saul's fall, caused by sins against religion and public justice.  With sustained reference to the nobility, Maxey warned of the gravity and frequency of the fall of princes.  Although acknowledging the dangers of believing that one "can neuer fall away" from God, he did maintain the security of the believer whose faith proceeded from a "resolute and inuincible perswasion" (16-17).  Maxey was appointed for this day (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 39). April 2 (Good Friday)

(appointed) George Montaigne or Mountain, D.D., Dean of Westminster; successively Bp of Lincoln, London and Durham and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 39).

April 4 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Colossians 3:1,2, part of the Epistle for the day (If ye then be risen with CHRIST, seeke those things which are above, where CHRIST sitteth at the right hand of GOD.  Set your affections (or minds) on things which are above; and not on things which are on earth., 459).  Andrewes punctuated his treatment of the Resurrection and the believer's duty to seek his own bodily and spiritual resurrection through Christ with an uncharacteristically large number of digressions against court ambition and pride.  According to the bishop, only heaven offered true rest and glory, while he called the court a "place of fleas and gnatts" where rest was "a thing inglorious: and glorie a thing restlesse" (465-66).  XCVI Sermons, 459-66; Works, II, 309-22; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 39.

ante April 6 (before the King)

Thomas Scott, B.D., Rector of St. Clement's, Ipswich, Chaplain to the King.  Text: Ecclesiastes 7.16 ("Bee not too iust.", 1).  In his dedicatory epistle to Queen Anne, Scott explained that this sermon was "the first that euer I preached before his Maiestie, when I was sworne his Chaplaine" (sig. A2r-v).  A second sermon, which can be dated April 6, 1613, and is printed with it provides the terminal date (see below); this first sermon before the king could have been preached years earlier.  Scott applied his text both to the magistrate and the subject.  In the former he extolled tempering justice with mercy, and in the latter he condemned objections to church ceremonies and affirmed the royal prerogative and ecclesiastical tradition in "matters of indifferencey" (14). April 6 (Easter Tuesday, before the King at Whitehall)

Thomas Scott, B.D., Rector of St Clement's, Ipswich and Chaplain to the King.  Text: Matthew 10:17 ("Beware of men.", 1).  Scott expounded what he called "a generall precept of Christian pollicie" (2), namely, to beware wicked wolves who masquerade as God's sheep.  Scott especially warned against flatterers, ambitious place-seekers, and conforming Catholics who "do acknowledge England to be their country, but will haue Rome to be the...rule of their religion" (24).  For a discussion of this sermon and its relation to Queen Anne and the Earl of Northampton, see ch. IV.1.  Part 1 of STC 22074 (see previous entry).

April 13 (Tuesday, Easter 1, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Isaiah 62.5 ("Et gaudebit Sponsus super Sponsam, & gaudebit super te DEVS tuus.", 71).  Andrewes's contribution to the celebration of the British-Palatine wedding.  First published in Opvscvla Qvædam Posthvma (1629), with a separate title page: [within double rules] CONCIO | LATINE HABITA, | CORAM REGIA MAIESTATE, | XIIIo. Aprilis, A.D. May 23 (Whitsunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Ephesians 4:30 (And greeve not (or, be not willing to greeve) the HOLY SPIRIT of GOD; by whom ye are sealed unto the Day of Redemption., 650).  Andrewes treated his text in two parts:  the "party" not to be grieved (the Holy Ghost) and "the duty" not to grieve the same.  The first part elaborated the nature of the Holy Ghost, its equality with the other persons of the Trinity, and its crucial role in the work of redemption.  In the second, Andrewes showed how we, by our sins, offend God.  XCVI Sermons, 650-61; Works, III, 201-20.

June 6 (Sunday, Trinity 1, Before Queen Anne at Bristol Cathedral)

Simon Robson, D.D., Dean of Bristol.  During her entertainment at Bristol, Anne heard sermon in the cathedral attended by the mayor and council, the Earl of Worcester, and Bishop Montagu of Bath and Wells (Nichols, James, II, 645-6).

August (before Queen Anne in Wells Cathedral)

One of Anne's gentlemen ushers, and yeomen and grooms were paid by the Treasurer of the Chamber "ffor makeinge readie the Cathedral Churche at Welles for a Sermon wch her Matie heard there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 9r).  

November 5 (Friday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Proverbs 8:15 (By me KINGS reigne., 933).  Asserting that all Scripture was dictated by the Holy Ghost, Andrewes argued that this text was not only a wise saying of Solomon, but had the status of Gospel, thus providing a "Charter Royall" for monarchy (934).  He preached a thorough-going statement of divine-right kingship, treating the cause (God in Christ), the manner (by God's charge), the persons (kings), and the act (reigning) of kingship.  Andrewes elaborated upon Christus Rex as the great exemplar, but insisted that all kings, "be their Religion what it will", and whether benevolent or tyrranical, ruled by God's express will (938).  But the bishop cautioned that since kings rule by God, they were to be ruled by God, and that kings that forgot this should "mervayle not, if they lose their Regnant not long after" (942).  XCVI Sermons 933-43; Works, IV, 277-95.

December 25 (Saturday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes (preferments as above).  Text: John 8:56 (Your Father ABRAHAM rejoyced, to see my Day:  and he saw it, and was glad.", 62).  Andrewes first challenged non-conformist criticisms of church feast days.  He claimed that in this text Christ endorsed a specific day as his, and that Abraham himself foresaw the joy of Christmas and provided Christians three "rules" for the proper observance of the feast:  first, an "exultation" with both the body and the spirit; second, that the joy be for Christ, not just for the occasion "of cheare, and feasting"; and third, that the joys of the day must always begin in "His House" (69-70).  He concluded with an invitation to the `feast' of Holy Communion.  XCVI Sermons, 62-71; Works, I, 118-134.

December 26 (Sunday, before the King and Court at the marriage of Robert Carr, Earl of Somerset and Lady Frances Howard, in the Chapel at Whitehall).

George Mountain, or Montaigne, Dean of Westminster and Chaplain to the King; successively Bp. of Lincoln, London, and Durham, and Abp. of York.  (Stowe, cont. Howes, The Chronicles of England...unto 1631, 1005).
1614

January 16 (Sunday, Epiphany 2, before Prince Charles in the Chapel at St. James's)

Robert Wilkinson, M.A., Rector of St Olav's, Southwark, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Proverbs 4:3-4 ("For I was my fathers sonne, Tender and deare in the sight of my mother.  When he taught me, and said vnto me, Let thy heart hold fast my words, Keepe my Commandements, and liue.", 45).  Wilkinson opened with a direct address to the Prince remembering the sermon he preached to his "now immortall brother" shortly before his death (see above, October 25, 1612).  Using the example of David and Solomon, Wilkinson expounded the proper duties of royal parents and their children.  He particularly emphasized the need for a royal family articulate in affairs of religion, as well as of state and arms, and praised James as a king who "speaks, and disputes, and writes, that Rome it selfe is enraged to reade it" (66).  The sermon concluded with a catalogue of the temporal and spiritual benefits bestowed upon the godly prince.  Printed as part two of STC 25661 (see October 25, 1612), with the separate heading, "The Kings High Way to Immortalitie.  A Sermon Preached this present yeere, Ann. Do. 1614.  Ian. 16. To the High and Mighty Prince Charles, at his house and Chapel of S. Iames." (45).

ante February 6 (Before Prince Charles at St. James's)

George Meriton, D.D., Dean of Peterborough.  Text: 2 Peter 1.10 ("Wherefore Brethren the rather giue diligence to make your Calling and Election sure.", 1).  In his dedicatory epistle to Prince Charles, Meriton claimed that after hearing this sermon, the Prince did "command it at my hands" (sig. A2r).  The preacher divided the exposition of his text into the "motive" for Christian love implicit in Peter's address to "Brethren", and a "dutie" to make sure of one's election (3).  In the longer second part, Meriton asserted strict double-predestination and a limited atonement (10-11).  The sermon concluded with a discussion of the various means available to make sure of one's election. February 6 (Sunday, Epiphany 5, before the King's Household at Whitehall)

George Meriton, D.D., Dean of Peterborough.  Text: Luke 7:37-8 (Mary Magdalene anoints Christ's feet).  In this sermon, given the heading "THE SINNERS CONVERSION", but the running title "A Sinners Conuersation", Meriton first expounded the sinful life of Mary Magdalene and then her conversion to a new life in Christ.  Part 2 of STC 17837 (see previous entry).

March

A gentleman usher, yeomen, and grooms were paid for readying Whitehall for Shrovetide and "the Councell Chamber for the Sermons", presumably those in Lent (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 26v).

March 9 (Ash Wednesday)

(appointed) James Montagu, D.D., Bp of Bath and Wells and Dean of the Chapel Royal; later Bp of Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 11 (First Friday in Lent)

(appointed) Anthony Maxey, D.D., Dean of Windsor and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 13 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John Buckeridge, D.D., Bp of Rochester; later Bp of Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 15 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John Spenser, D.D., President of Corpus Christi College, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 18 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) "Dor Scott ye Sub Almenor".  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 20 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Samuel Harsnett, D.D., Bp of Chichester, Master of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge; successively Bp of Norwich and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 22 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Richard Field, D.D., Dean of Gloucester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 25 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Valentine Carey, D.D., Master of Christ's College, Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Dean of St Paul's and Bp of Exeter.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 27 (Sunday, Lent 3)

(appointed) "Bishopp of Lichefielde".  Depending on when the Lent list was drawn, this was either Richard Neile (D.D. and Clerk of the Closet), translated from Lichfield and Coventry to Lincoln on February 18, or his successor, John Overall (D.D. and Dean of St Paul's), elected March 14 of this year.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

March 29 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Thomas Morton, D.D., Dean of Winchester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Chester, Lichfield and Coventry, and Durham.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 1 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) "Dr. King"; probably Geoffrey King, D.D., Vicar of Lancaster and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40; Alumni Cantab.).

April 3 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Henry Parry, D.D., Bp of Worcester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 5 (Tuesday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Theophilus Aylmer, D.D., Adn of London. (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 8 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) John Bowle, D.D., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge; successively Dean of Salisbury and Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 10 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John King, D.D., Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 12 (Tuesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Charles Chadwick, D.D., Vicar of Woodham Ferrers, Essex and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 15 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) William Thorne, D.D., Dean of Chichester (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 17 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) George Abbott, D.D., Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

(before Prince Charles at St James's)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Abp of York.  Matthew's diary entry reads, "Do Palmar. at St Iames coram Carolo Principe" (YML Add MS 18,  107).

April 19 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) William Laud, D.D., President of St John's College, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Dean of Gloucester, Bp of St David's, Bath and Wells, London, and Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 22 (Good Friday)

(appointed) George Montaigne, D.D., Dean of Westminster and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Lincoln, London, Durham, and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 40).

April 24 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Philippians 2:8-11 (The exaltation of the name of Jesus.).  Andrewes explained that he took the division of his text -- first the humiliation of Christ that merited his glorification, then His exaltation by God and by all Christians -- from St. Augustine.  The bishop detailed how Christ at the Resurrection was exalted in person and in name, and then turned to Christians' duty to acknowledge that exaltation by kneeling at the name of Jesus.  The sermon ended with an insistence that verbal worship must be confirmed and restated by simultaneous physical worship. May 1 (Low Sunday, Easter 1, before the Kings at Whitehall)

Norwich Spackman, M.A., Canon of Wells, Rector of Merstham, Surrey (Alumni Oxon.), and Chaplain to James Montagu, Bishop of Bath and Wells and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matthew 9:13 ("But go ye and learne what this is: I will haue mercy, and not sacrifice.", 1).  In his dedicatory epistle to Bp Montagu, Spackman offered express thanks for "your Lordships Patronage" and credited him with bringing him "into so high a presence" (sig. A4v, A7r).  This and his apologia for his "ignorance of Court-fashion" (sig. A6v) suggest that this was Spackman's first court sermon.  The preacher summarized his text as Christ's final rebuff to the Pharisees' malicious interpretations of his teachings, and noted in it two things:  Christ's "Reprehension" of the offenders, followed by his pithy "Instruction" of them (7).  In the first Spackman found precedent for preachers to reprove sin in men of all stations.  He then maintained that "Outward worship [was] inferior to the inward" (57, mg. note), and criticized an overemphasis on ceremony and gesture in divine service.  This sermon must have been a response to Andrewes's sermon insisting on Scriptural authority for kneeling at the name of Jesus, preached the previous Sunday (previous entry). May 29 (Sunday, Easter 5, at Denmark House or Hampton Court?)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Abp of York.  Matthew's diary entry says that he preached "at the Queenes Court" (YML Add MS 18,  108).

June 12 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 68:18 ("Thou art gone up on high; Thou hast led captivitie captive, and received gifts from men: yea even * the rebellious [margin:  *Or, for thine enemies] hast Thou ledde, that the LORD GOD might dwell *there [margin:  *or, among men.].", 662).  Andrewes began by asserting that "THIS is CHRIST (the Prophet heer speaketh to.)", and that the text's "LORD GOD" is the Holy Ghost (662).  He then divided his text into three parts:  Christ's ascent, the manner, and then the result of it.  The Ascension opened a "passage" to heaven for humanity, an event Andrewes treated as the triumphal march of a military victor leading his captives; but he delighted in the paradox that captivity by Christ "is the only way to enjoy true liberty" (667).  Finally, the result was the sending of the Holy Ghost, Andrewes' treatment of which included notable digressions in defence of the apostolic succession and the universality of grace ("the words are so plaine:  for men, yea though His very enimies", 671).  The sermon concluded with a call to "prepare Him a place" by receiving communion.  Archbishop of York Tobias Matthew recorded in his sermon diary that on this day he "went to the Court at Greenwich" where he "heard Two Sermons and waited on his Majestie" (YML Add. MS 17, p. 108).  XCVI Sermons, 662-673; Works, III, 221-240.

July 24 (Sunday, Trinity 5, before King James, King Christian of Denmark, Queen Anne, and Prince Charles at Somerset House)

John King, D.D., Bishop of London.  (Stowe, cont. Howes, Chronicles of England...unto 1631, 1012).

July 31 (Sunday, Trinity 6, before King James and King Christian of Denmark at Whitehall)

George Mountain or Montaigne, D.D., Dean of Westminster and Chaplain to the King; successively Bp. of Lincoln, London, and Durham, and Abp. of York.  Mountain "preached before them in Latine" (Stowe, cont. Howes, Chronicles of England...unto 1631, 1012).

August 5 (Friday, Gowry Conspiracy Anniversary, before the King at Burleigh, near Oakham)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 84:20-23 (I have found DAVID My servant: with My holy oile have I annointed him.  My hand shall hold him fast (or stablish him:) and Mine arme shall strengthen him.  The enemie shall not be hable to doe him violence: the sonne of wickedneße shall not hurt him.  But, I will smite down his foes before his face: and plague them that hate him.", 815).  The text allowed Andrewes to expound not only God's deliverance of kings from harm, but also, based on the first verses of it, the divine selection and anointing of kings.  Andrewes insisted that kings were "no humane invention, devised or taken up by man" (817), and were anointed by holy oil, analogous to the water of baptism, that sealed them forever as kings.  Andrewes then enumerated eight points in the covenant that God makes with kings.  He concluded by applying the principles of divinely-ordained kingship established to James and the events of his life including a detailed account of the Gowry assassination attempt.  XCVI Sermons, 815-29; Works, IV, 76-100.

August 28 (Sunday, Trinity 10, before the King at Woodstock)

William Goodwin, D.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Jeremiah 1:10 ("See!  I haue this day set thee vp, over Nations & Kingdomes, to plucke vp, to roote out, to destroy, to overthrow, to build, and to plant.", 1).  The Dean first expressed exasperation with the escalation of the print war with Roman Catholic controversialists over the supremacy of kings.  But, Goodwin explained, since the Pope and his apologists so often used this text to proove the superiority of the ecclesiastical to the secular power he devoted his sermon to a condemnation of Jesuit missionary practices and a four-point refutation of Papal supremacy.  Goodwin concluded with a direct address to James begging for the enforcement of penalties against Catholics in England, adding, "I cannot endure that Patience, that endes in stupidity" (37). November 5 (Saturday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Proverbs 24:21-23 (My Sonne, feare thou the LORD, and the KING: and meddle not with them that are given to change.  For, their destruction shall rise suddenly: and who knoweth the destruction of them both?  These things also belong to the wise.", 945).  The bishop opened his sermon by linking it to the one he had preached on the same day one year earlier:  "Then, By Me Kings reigne:  Now by Me...seditious persons come to ruine and destruction" (945).  He found in the text two parts, an advice to fear God and flee seditious persons, and a penalty for those who did not.  In the former he stressed the text's conjunction of God and king and held up both Catholics and puritans as seditious seekers of change in church and government.  In the latter portion, Andrewes vividly evoked the sudden destruction awaiting those who fear neither God nor King, and, in a mock-diagloue between two Jesuits, parodied Roman Catholic uses of this text.  XCVI Sermons, 945-57; Works, IV, 296-317.

December 25 (Sunday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Isaiah 7:14 ("Behold, a Virgin shall conceive, and beare a Sonne; and she shall call His name, IMMANVEL.", 72).  Andrewes explained that the "Ecce" of this text pointed to "two strange sights":  the virgin mother, and God-made-man (72).  His treatment of the first entailed a refutation of rabbinical and Gentile objections to belief in the virgin birth.  In the latter portion treating the Incarnation, Andrewes saw in the text prefigurations of three holy days:  Annunciation ("shal conceive"), Nativity ("and bear a son"), and Circumcision ("his name shal be called Emmanuel").  He dwelt at length on Christ's bodily conception, gave an elaborate etymological reading of the component syllables in the name "Emmanuel", and concluded by calling all present to receive "Him in the Sacrament of His Body:  That body, that was conceived and borne" (79).  XCVI Sermons, 72-80; Works, I, 135-52.

January 3 (Tuesday, Christmas 1, before the King at Whitehall)

William Alabaster, D.D. and Rector of Therefield, Herts.?  Alabaster, formerly chaplain to the 2nd Earl of Essex, noted Latin poet and notorious vascillator between Protestantism and Roman Catholicism, was noted for his cabalistic divinity.  Chamberlain reported that Alabaster, "the double or treble turncoat preached before the King at Whitehall, where there were many clergiemen that do not greatly applaud him, but say he made a curious fantasticall peece of worke" (Letters, I, 568).

February 22 (Ash Wednesday, before the King and Prince Charles at Whitehall)

James Montagu, D.D., Bp of Bath and Wells and Dean of the Chapel Royal; later Bp of Winchester.  Text: Matthew 21:17-19 ("17 So he left them & went out of ye citty vnto Bethania and lodged there, 18 and in ye morning as he returned into ye Citty, he was hungry.  19 And seeing a figtree in ye way, he came to it & founde nothing thereon but leaues onlie & saide to it, neuer fruite grow on thee henceforwarde, and anon the figtree withered.", fol. 142r).  A full summary of Montagu's sermon survives as "Principall notes...taken memorit[er]" by Benjamin Agar, "one of ye Pages of his maties Chamber in ordinarie", presented to William Herbert, Earl of Pembroke.  Montagu interpreted Christ's curse of the fig as a curse on the Jews for their idolatry, and, by application, his curse on the idolatry of the Church of Rome.  He concluded by enjoining Lenten repentance and acts of charity.  Bodl. MS North e.41, fols. 141r-151r.

March 7-9 (Lent 2, before the King in Trinity College Chapel, Cambridge)

Edward Simpson, B.D., Fellow of Trinity College.  In an account of James' official visit to Cambridge, the University Registrar recorded that "at half an hour past ten the King went to Trinity Chapel, where he heard prayers and an anthem, and then a Clero in Trinity, made by Mr. Simpson, of Trinity, which seemed too tedious to his Majesty; and therefore he shewed some distaste, not of the Clero, for it was well and learnedly performed, but that the Preacher had no care to prevent tediosity, he being wearied overnight.  The Clero ended, there was another anthem sung and prayers, and then his Majesty went to dinner".  The "Clero", from concio ad clero, was a Latin sermon delivered to the clergy.  (Nichols, James, III,  87.)  Chamberlain may have missed Simpson’s performance, as he noted in a letter dated 16 March that ‘for orations and concios ad clerum I heard not many, but those I did were extraordinarie, and the better for that they were short.’ (Letters, vol. I, pp. 587-8).  Simpson would in December 1617 fall foul of James for the content of another sermon (see below).

March (in the Preaching Place at Whitehall)

The Treasurer of the Chamber paid a gentleman usher, grooms and yeomen "for makinge ready for two sermons abroade in Lent at Whitehall" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 44r).

April 9 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner, later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: John 2:19 ("IESVS answered and said, Dissolve (or, destroy) this Temple, and within three dayes I will rayse it up againe.", 481).  In the four-part "figurative" exegesis of his text, Andrewes considered 1) the Temple as Christ's body, 2) its dissolution as the Crucifixion, 3) its raising as the Resurrection, 4) and the significance of that Resurrection in "three days".  The first and second parts allowed Andrewes several  digressions against English iconoclasm, and, punning on the text's "dissolve", he repeatedly voiced a conservative nostalgia for the foundations and buildings destroyed or neglected in the Dissolution:  "To reforme Churches, and then seeke to dissolve them, wilbe counted among the errours of our Age" (483).  The sermon also included a graphic but poetic evocation of the Passion reminiscent of that preached on Good Friday, 1605.  He concluded with a call to rejoice at the Resurrection by consecrating and beautifying their own bodies, or "temples", with good works and, most importantly, receiving Easter Communion.  XCVI Sermons, 481-92; Works, II, 344-363.

April 30 (Sunday, Easter 3 at Greenwich)

John Donne, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text:  Isaiah 52.3 (‘Ye have sold your selves for nought, and ye shall be redeemed without money.’, vol. I, p. 151).  Donne’s earliest surviving sermon (Sermons, I, 151-67); for its attribution to the court at Greenwich, see Peter McCullough, ‘Donne as Preacher at Court: Precarious “Inthronization”’, in David Colclough, ed., John Donne’s Professional Lives (2003), ch. 9, pp. 180-2. 

May 28 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner, later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Luke 3:21-22 (The Holy Ghost's descent upon Christ at his baptism.).  In his exordium, Andrewes explained his choice of this descent of the Holy Ghost at Christ's baptism instead of that at Pentecost for his sermon text, noting that this "hath the vantage" since the descent upon Christ signified a gift to all (while the Pentecostal spirit was restricted to the Apostles), and since Whitsunday was a day traditionally reserved for baptisms.  He first explained the need for both Christ's and all believers' baptism, and then offered figurative interpretations of the events that proceeded Christ's baptism.  The lengthy treatment of the dove is heavily indebted to Patristic allegory and typology, and concludes with a parody of the Jesuits, whose hawkish dove came not with an olive branch, but must "have a match light, in her beake, or a bloudy knife" (682).  The sermon concluded with an exhortation to renew grace of baptism with that of the Holy Communion.  XCVI Sermons, 674-85; Works, III, 241-60 (where mistakenly dated the "ninth of May").

June 13 (Tuesday, Trinity 1, before the King at Greenwich)

Pierre du Moulin the Elder, D.D., canon of Canterbury.  Text: Romans 1:16 ("I am not ashamed of the Gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God vnto saluation, to euery one that beleeueth, to the Iew first, and also to the Greeke.", 1).  In this thematic rather than exegetical sermon, the French Calvinist first defined the Gospel and then expounded the many ways in which Satan and Roman Catholics "make men distaste, and to be ashamed of the Gospel" (11).  Du Moulin praised James for the "rest and tranquillity" in England afforded by his patronage of true religion, but held up neighbor nations enthralled by "cloudy ignorance" as a caution for England not to "abuse [God's] blessings by vnthankfulnesse" (17).  In the sermon's final portion the preacher praised "the resolution of S. Paul" not to be ashamed of the gospel, and delivered a lengthy panegyric on preaching with many words of advice for fellow preachers, including an insistence on a plain style not decked with "the flowres of Rhetorique", and "a holy boldnesse...without excepting of persons" (17, 22-4).  After a brief anti-theatrical attack, he concluded with a prayer of thanksgiving for James and his church as an inspiration to foreign churches (33, 35).  Chamberlain reported to Carleton that "Moulins, the French minister, preached on Tewsday was sevenight before the King with goode approbation" (Letters, I, 602).  Chamberlain's date, which I adopt as the most reliable and in keeping with the custom of Tuesday sermons, contradicts the title page of the 1620 printed edition.  Dedicated to the curators of the Bodleian Library (sig. A2r). August 5 (Saturday, Gowry Anniversary, before the King in Salisbury Cathedral)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner, later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 21:1-4 ("The KING shall rejoice in thy strength, ô LORD: Exceeding glad shall he be of thy salvation.  Thou hast graunted him his heart's desire: And hast not denied him the request of his lipps.  Selah.  Thou hast prevented him with the bleßings of goodnesse:  and hast set a Crowne of pure gold upon his head.  He asked life of Thee, and thou gavest him a long life:  Even for ever and ever.", 830.).  The division of this text was one of Andrewes' most numerologically elaborate, with an emphasis upon the text's "triplicities", or groupings of joys and benefits in three's.  In its broadest outline, the sermon treated first the historical, or literal application of the text to King David, and second the figurative application to King James, in both cases focussing upon the kings' joys and the causes for them.  Andrewes concluded with a festal acclamation of James in the imperial style, "IACOBO REGI, à DEO coronato, à Deo custudito, Vitam longam, Annos multos" (843).  The bishop's use of musical metaphor ("by cantabimus, the hymnes and musick of the Church...helpe them to exceed, all the Organs and other instruments", 841-2) and his opening acknowledgment that his text can "serve for a Sermon, or for an Anthem" (831), perhaps alludes to William Byrd's anthem setting of this text.  XCVI Sermons, 830-43; Works, IV, 101-25.

September (before the King at Windsor Castle)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for making ready "the Chappell in the Castle for twoe sermons" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 78r).  The "Castle" is presumably Windsor, where James and the court lay between September 7 and 15 (Nichols, James, III, 99), and the "Chappell" the domestic chapel within the royal lodgings in the Upper Ward (see ch. I.1).

November 5 (Sunday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King, Queen Anne, and Prince Charles at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner, later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 145:9 ("The LORD is good to all:  and His mercies are over all His workes.", 958).  Andrewes opened by noting this day as the tenth anniversary or "decennalia" of the Powder Plot, and explained that he chose this text specifically since these were the King's first words after the discovery of the Plot.  Andrewes also found it significant that this tenth anniversary fell on a Sunday, and "the numbers of seven and ten are not without their weight", he said, so "sacred to GOD is this Day, and our dutie upon it" (960).  He then delivered a minute exegesis of each word in the text, the sum of which produced a meditation on God's mercy.  Andrewes' rare concluding invitation for "the King, Queen, and Prince" to celebrate the deliverance suggests the presence of Anne and Charles (969).  XCVI Sermons, (958-70); Works IV, 318-40.

December 25 (Monday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner, later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Micah 5:2 ("And thou BETHLEHEM EPHRATA art little to be among the thousands of IVDA; yet, out of thee shall He come forth vnto me, that shall be the Ruler in Israel: whose goings forth have been from the beginning, and from everlasting.", 83).  Andrewes's established the application of this prophecy to Christ alone, and his division of the text dealt with fundamental Christology:  "Iof the Place: 2Person: 3Natures: and 4Office of CHRIST" (84).  Relying on Patristic interpretations of "Bethlehem Ephrata", Andrewes emphasized the symbolic humility of Christ's birthplace.  Then, turning to the text's "egredietur", or "coming out", Andrewes discussed Christ as both a person in historical time and as God a principio and ab æterno.  But the bishop devoted the bulk of the sermon to an exposition of Christ's "office" as a guide, a guard, and a shepherd, all of which he summed up with a digression on Christ as the anti-type of Moses.  He concluded by inviting his auditory to "go" to Bethelehem with the shepherds and Magi by exercising the virtues hidden etymologically in "Bethlehem Ephrata", "That is...Humilitie and Fruictfulnesse, (I mean) Plenteousnesse in all good workes" and to be fed by Christ in the Eucharist (93-4).  Camden noted that "on Christmas Day, the King, being sorely troubled with the Gout, was not able to go to Divine Service, but heard a Sermon in private and took the Sacrament" (Annals of King James, in A Complete History of England [1706], II, 645).  XCVI Sermons, 83-95; Works, I, 153-74.

Lent (in the Preaching Place at Whitehall)

A gentleman usher, grooms, and yeomen were paid by the Treasurer of the Chamber for preparing "the Councell Chamber twoe severall tymes agaynst the Sermons in Lent" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 59v).

February 14 (Ash Wednesday, before the King at Newmarket)

James Montagu, D.D., Bp of Bath and Wells and Dean of the Chapel Royal; later Bp of Winchester.  Ralph Winwood reported that "thys day the Bp of Bath and Wells preached in the presence before the kyng and made a learned sermon" (P.R.O. 14/86/61).

NOTE:  The author or copyist of the 1616 Lent list (W.A.M.B. fol. 41) mistakenly dated the sermons that fell in February by beginning the list with Ash Wednesday dated February 13 (making the appointments in that month appear to be for Saturdays, Mondays and Wednesdays, instead of Fridays, Sundays, and Tuesdays; 1616 was a leap year).  I have corrected the dates of the February sermons here.

February 14 (Ash Wednesday)

(appointed) Thomas Morton, D.D., Dean of Winchester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Chester, Lichfield and Durham.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

February 16 (First Friday in Lent)

(appointed) George Meriton, D.D., Dean of Peterborough.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

February 18 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Neile, D.D., Bp of Lincoln and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp of Durham, Winchester, and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

February 20 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Field, D.D., Dean of Gloucester (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

February 22 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) William Laud, D.D., President of St. John's College, Oxford; successively Dean of Gloucester, Bp of St David's, Bath and Wells, London, and Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

February 25 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Robert Abbott, D.D., Bp of Salisbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

February 27 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Geoffrey King, D.D., Vicar of Lancaster and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41; Alum. Cantab.).

March 1 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Robert Wilkinson, M.A., Rector of St. Olav's, Southwark and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 3 (Sunday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John Overall, D.D., Bp of Lichfield and Coventry.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 5 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John Bridgeman, D.D., Rector of Wigan and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Chester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 8 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Leonard Mawe, D.D., Fellow of Peterhouse, Cambridge; later Chaplain to Prince Charles and Bp. of Bath and Wells.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 10 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) John Buckeridge, D.D., Bp of Rochester; later Bp of Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 12 (Tuesday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Anthony Maxey, D.D., Dean of Windsor and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 15 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Walter Curll, D.D.; successively Dean of Lichfield, Bp of Rochester, Bath and Wells, and Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 17 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John King, D.D., Bp of London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 19 (Tuesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Valentine Carey, D.D., Dean of St Paul's; later Bp of Exeter.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 22 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Bowles, D.D., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge; successively Dean of Salisbury and Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 24 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) George Abbott, D.D., Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 26 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) Richard Senhouse, B.D., Rector of Cheam, Surrey, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Dean of Gloucester and Bp of Chester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 29 (Good Friday)

(appointed) George Montaigne, D.D., Dean of Westminster; successively Bp of Lincoln and London.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

March 31 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: I Peter 1:3-4 ("Blessed by GOD, and the FATHER of our Lord Iesus Christ, which according to His abundant mercie, hath begotten us againe vnto a lively hope, by the resurrection of Iesus Christ from the dead.  To an inheritance incorruptible, and vndefiled, and that fadeth not away, reserved in heaven for you.", 493).  Andrewes explained the need for Christians to "bless" God for the regeneration and hope secured by the Resurrection.  He concluded by exhorting his listeners not just to "speak" their blessing of God, but to "seal" it in the sacrament, and to "do" it by "parting with that heere, which shall feed, cover, and set free the hungrie, naked, and them in prison" (504).  XCVI Sermons, 493-504; Works, II, 364-382.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 41).

April 21 (Sunday, 3 Easter, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader in Divinity at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain to the King; later Dean of St Paul's.  Text: Ecclesiastes 8:11 (BECAUSE SENTENCE AGAINST AN EVIL WORK, IS NOT EXECUTED SPEEDILY, THEREFORE THE HEART OF THE CHILDREN OF MEN, IS FULLY SET IN THEM, TO DO EVIL., 168).  In this, Donne's first known court sermon, he decried making excuses for sin as an abuse of reason, then elaborated on the foolishness of making God's "longsuffering...an excuse for sin" (173).  Finally, he described the hopeless state of the habitual sinner.  Sermons, I, 168-182.

May 19 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: John 20:22 ("And, when He had said that, He breathed on them; and said unto them: Receive the HOLY GHOST.", 686).  Andrewes began by reviewing the texts of his Whitsun sermons for 1606, 1608 and 1615 (which dealt with the descent of the Holy Ghost as tongues of flame and as a dove) in order to introduce this "sending" of the Spirit as breath as "the most proper" (687).  His exordium also included a digression on ordination to the priesthood, in which he asserted the validity of Roman Catholic orders and did not deny the possibility that ordination was itself a sacrament.  The sermon proper, which treated the relationship of Christ to the Holy Ghost, contained Andrewes' clearest statements on the procession of the Holy Ghost from the Father and the Son, transubstantiation, the priestly power of absolution, and a trenchant satire on Puritan zeal.  XCVI Sermons, 686-97; Works, III, 261-279.

August 5 (Monday, Gowry Plot Anniversary, before the King at Burleigh)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Esther 2:21-23 (The execution of two of King Ahasuerus' eunuchs for plotting to lay hands on him.).  After reading his text, Andrewes admitted that he knew "there was not eny but upon the reading of the Text, his conceipt did lead him presently, who was meant by King Ahasuerus" (845).  He went on to compare the Biblical and the Scottish treason point-for-point to show not only their similarities, but how James' plight and deliverance did "match and overmatch" Ahasuerus's "in all points" (846).  The sermon also included rare allusions from Andrewes to contemporary politics:  scoffs at the paranoia over the Spanish Match and an indictment of Jesuit defenses of Henri IV's assassination.  XCVI Sermons, 844-58; Works, IV, 126-152.

August 27 (Tuesday, Trinity 13, before the King at Woodstock)

William Laud, D.D., President of St John's College, Oxford, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Dean of Gloucester, Bp of St David's, Bath and Wells, London, and Abp of Canterbury.  Text: Numbers 12.  Thomas Wilson wrote to Lord Chancellor Egerton that "on twesday in the forenoone doctor Laud made a most laudable sermo[n] w[hich] gave his Ma[jesty] exceeding contentm[en]t upo[n] the subject of Miriam beeing strooke w[ith] leprosy for murmuring against Moses & soe fell fully & particularly vpon the comon place of detractors from princes govern[men]ts.  In the after noon [that] day was the creation of the Newe viscount villiers".  P.R.O. 14/88/61.

September 1 (Sunday, Trinity 14, before the King at Bagshot)

Anthony Maxey, D.D., Dean of Windsor and Chaplain to the King.  Text: Matthew 2:10-11 (see title page below).  This sermon appeared posthumously as the ninth in Certaine Sermons Preached Before the Kings Maiestie, and else where (1619)).  Its separate title-page (below) provides an outline.  Maxey defended kneeling in public worship, echoing Andrewes' sermon for Easter, 1614 (see above). November 4  Creation of Charles, Prince of Wales, at Whitehall
November 5 (Tuesday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Isaiah 37:3 ("The children are come to the birth, and there is not strength to bring forth.", 971).  Andrewes first acknowledged that these words, in their historical sense, were spoken by Hezekiah "in some griefe".  But, allegorizing the "children" as the aborted, or still-born, Gunpowder Plot, he expounded the text "with a cheerefull accent" (972-73).  The conceit of conception, parturition, and childbirth -- punningly applied to the conception and unsuccessful `delivery' of the Plot, as well as to the closing call to "bring forth and be delivered of thanks and praise, for this deliverie" (980) -- controlled the sermon completely and ingeniously.  Andrewes also evoked the memory of "the Invincible Navie suffered to come sailing in LXXXVIII...ready to deliver her children ashore" (980).  Chamberlain attended and reported that "the memorie of the last Prince [Henry]...runs so much in some mens mind, that...I heard the bishop of Ely preaching at court...pray solemnly for Prince Henry without recalling himself" (Letters, II, 32).  XCVI Sermons, 971-82; Works, IV, 341-360.

December 25 (Wednesday, Christmas Day, before Household at Whitehall)

James Montagu, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Chamberlain wrote that on this day "there were two excellent sermons" at court by Montagu and Andrewes (see below).  The Dean of the Chapel traditionally preached a separate sermon to the Household before that preached by the Lord Almoner to the King and Lords (Letters, II, 47, 470).

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 85:10-11, part of the Psalm appointed for Christmas Matins ("Mercie and Truth shall meet:  Righteousnesse and Peace shall kisse one another.  Truth shall budde out of the earth; and Righteousnesse shall looke downe from Heaven.", 96).  Andrewes began by summarizing the Patristic precedents for this as a Nativity Psalm, and explained that the four personifications (Mercy, Truth, Righteousness, Peace) were "nothing but Attributes, or Properties, of the Divine Nature" allegorically described by the Psalmist (97).  Drawing heavily on St Bernard's account of the "four daughters of God", he recounted the estrangement of Mercy from Truth, and Peace from Righteousness brought about by the Fall, and their subsequent happy reunion at the Nativity.  He concluded by intreating his auditory to re-enact that reunion by receiving communion.  After Andrewes finished, the king "stood upright in the window and swore, `Before God, never man spake like him from the days of the Apostles'" (Clark, ed., "Dr. Plume's Notebook", Essex Review XV, 20).  Chamberlain reported that the Earl of Arundel, a noted recusant, "receved the communion on Christmas day in the Kings Chappell", presumably after this sermon (Letters, II, 47).  XCVI Sermons, 96-107; Works, I, 175-195.

January 19 (Sunday, Epiphany 2)

An unknown preacher.  Lady Anne Clifford, Countess of Dorset recorded that with her husband she "went to the Court in the morning thinking the Queen would have gone to the Chapel but she did not, so my Lady Ruthven and I and many others stood in the Closet to hear the sermon" (Diary, 49). 

March (at Theobalds)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing Theobalds "for a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 78v).

March 5 (Ash Wednesday, before the court in London)

(appointed) James Montagu, D.D., Bp. of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 7 (First Friday in Lent before the court in London)

(appointed) George Meriton, D.D., Dean of Peterborough.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 9 (Sunday, Lent 1 before the court in London)

(appointed) Richard Neile, D.D., Bp. of Lincoln and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp of Durham, Winchester and Abp of York.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 11 (Tuesday, Lent 1 before the court in London)

(appointed) John Hanmer, D.D, Rector of Bingham and Chaplain to the King; later Bp of St Asaph.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 14 (Friday, Lent 1 before the court in London)

(appointed) Edward Gee, D.D., Chaplain to Lord Chancellor Ellesmere and Canon of Exeter; later chaplain to the King.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 16 (Sunday, Lent 2 before the court in London)

(appointed) Lewis Bayly, D.D., Bp of Bangor.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 18 (Tuesday, Lent 2 before the court in London)

(appointed) Nicholas Felton, D.D., Bp-elect of Bristol; later Bp of Ely.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 21 (Friday, Lent 2 before the court in London)

(appointed) Henry King, M.A., Canon of St. Paul's; later chaplain to the King and Bp of Chichester.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 23 (Sunday, Lent 3 before the court in London)

(appointed) John Overall, D.D., Bp of Lichfield & Coventry; later Bp of Norwich.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 25 (Tuesday, Lent 3 before the court in London)

(appointed) Francis Mason, B.D., Adn of Norfolk.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 28 (Friday, Lent 3 before the court in London)

(appointed) Leonard Mawe, D.D., Canon of Wells; later Chaplain to Prince Charles, Master of Trinity College, Cambridge, and Bp of Bath and Wells.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

March 30 (Mid-lent Sunday, Lent 4, before the King in Lincoln Cathedral)

Richard Neile, D.D., Bp of Lincoln and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp of Durham, Winchester, and Abp of York.  According to an account of the King's visit to Lincoln en route to Scotland, "on Sunday...his Majesty went to the Minster...and at the West door met him three Bishops and the Deane and Chapter" who went "before his Majesty into the Quire, where the Bishop of Lincoln preached; after which Sermon ended, the King healed to the number of fifty persons of the King's Evil" (Nichols, James, III, 263-64).

"On Tuesday, being the first of April, Mr. Ealand, one of the Masters of the Church, preached before his Majesty in his Chamber of Presence; whear after Sermon his Maiestie did heal fifty-three of the King's Evil" (Nichols, James, III, 264).

April 8 (Tuesday, Lent 5, before the court in London)

(appointed) Rowland Searchfield, D.D., Vicar of Charlbury, Oxon; later Bp of Bristol.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

April 11 (Friday, Lent 5, before the court in London)

(appointed) John Bowle, D.D., Rector of Tilehurst, Berks.; successively Dean of Salisbury and Bp of Rochester.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

April 13 (Palm Sunday, before the King at York Minster)

Tobias Matthew, D.D., Abp of York.  Matthew recorded in his diary, "Do Palmar. York minster Rege" (YML Add. MS 18,  118).  After sermon, James touched seventy persons for the King's Evil (Nichols, James, III, 272-73).

(appointed) "Mr. Simmonds".  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

April 18 (Good Friday, before the court in London)

(appointed) George Montaigne, D.D., Dean of Westminster and Chaplain to the King; successively Bp of Lincoln, London, Durham and Abp of York.  (P.R.O. SP 14/90/101).

April 20 (Easter Sunday, before the King in Durham Cathedral)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matthew 12.39-40 ("But He answered and said unto them; An evill and adulterous generation seeketh a signe, but no signe shalbe given unto it, save the signe of the Prophet Ionas.  For, as Ionas was three daies and three nights, in the Whale's belly; so shall the Sonne of man be, three daies and three nights, in the heart of the earth.", 505).  Andrewes devoted his sermon to a detailed exposition of the "signum Jonæ" -- Jonah and his peregrinations as the Old Testament "Signe paramount" of Christ's Passion and Resurrection (509).  On the contested question of whether Christ bodily descended to Hell, Andrewes sided "with Iustine Martyr, Chrysostome, Augustine" who insisted that Christ's body remained in the grave, but added, "(I know) Origen, Nyßen, Theodoret take it for hell" (513).  He concluded with a trademark invitation to "the holy Mysteries we are providing to partake, which doe worke...Even to the raising of the soule" (516).  XCVI Sermons, 505-16; Works, II, 383-403.

May 16 (Friday, Easter 3, before King James in St. Giles' Church, Edinburgh)

John Spottiswood, M.A.., Abp. of St. Andrew's.  Text: Psalm 21 (The King shall rejoice in thy strength, O Lord, etc.).  On the morning of his first entry into Edinburgh, the King was "convoyed, first to the Great Kirk, where the Bishop of St. Androes had a flattering sermone upon the 21st Psalme, and thanked God for his prosperous journey." (Calderwood, History, VII, 246).  Another account says Spottiswood "preached upon psal 20 4 Grant thee according to thine heart, and fulfill all thy purpose" (Bodl. MS Carte 77, fol. 158r).

May 18? (Sunday, before King James in the Chapel Royal at Holyrood House, Edinburgh)

William Cowper, Bp of Galloway and Dean of the Scottish Chapel Royal.  Text: Psalm 121:8 ("The Lord shall preserue thy going out, and thy comming in, from henceforth, and for euer.  My helpe is in the Name of the Lord.", 1).  After welcoming King James as the anti-type of King David, Cowper divided his sermon into "Foure circumstances to bee considered" (2, marg.):  that God alone preserves his servants; he protects those that call on him in prayer, especially godly kings; the benefit he offers is preservation, as exemplified in the miraculous preservations of King James; and the "totall" and "perpetuall" nature of that preservation (13).  Cowper praised James for a journey undertaken "for the good of his people" and petitioned him to redress abuses in the Scottish church, especially nobles' impropriation of tithes and livings that made "a most famous, and ancient Church oppressed with pouerty" (19, 21).  Dedicated to James Montagu, Bp of Winchester and Dean of the English Chapel Royal. June 8 (Whitsunday, before the King in the Chapel Royal at Holyrood House, Edinburgh)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Luke 4:18-19 ("The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, because he hath annointed Me, that I should preach the Ghospell to the poore....And, that I should preach the acceptable Yeare of the LORD.", 698).  Andrewes called his text part of "Christ's first Sermon, preached at NaZareth" and singled out Christ's preaching on a Scriptural text (Isaiah 61.1) as proof that preachers should not "flie out, or preach much, either without, or besides the booke".  He theh delivered a pointed apologia for preaching on liturgically-appointed texts.  In addition to showing how his text was consonant with Pentecost, he added that its joy was fitting for this jubilee year of "your Majestie's life and Reigne" and "receiving hither to Your Nazareth (the Countrie where you were brought up)" (698-99).  The sermon treated the Holy Ghost's anointing of Christ, and through the Apostolic succession and baptism, all Christians; the Gospel mission to the poor; and finally the healing work of the Holy Ghost.  After Andrewes's sermon Communion was celebrated according to the English rite and received kneeling by all present but three lairds and Cowper, Bp. of Galloway and Dean of the Scottish Chapel (Calderwood, History, VII, 247).  XCVI Sermons, 698-709; Works, III, 280-300.

June 10 (Whit-Tuesday, before the King in the Chapel Royal, Holyrood)

William Struthers, M.A., Minister of St. Giles's, Edinburgh; later Dean of Edinburgh (Scott, Fasti, I, 56).  Struthers "preached this day in the chapell before the king, and observed the English forme in his prayer and behaviour" (Calderwood, History, VII, 247).

July 13 (Sunday, Trinity 4, before King James at St. Andrew's)

Robert Wilkinson, M.A., Rector of St Olav's, Southwark and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Psalm 133:1 ("Behold how good and pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in one.", 1).  Wilkinson addressed what he called "a mixt and great assembly of two great Kingdomes" and offered them a pacific sermon on a Psalm composed when David's and Saul's rival factions united to proclaim the latter king (1).  It came on the heels of antagonistic debate at St Andrews over the five Articles of Perth (Spottiswood, History, III, 240-247), and praised five aspects of peace.  Throughout, Wilkinson attempted to transcend differences between the English and the Scots by villifying common enemies like the Jesuits (5-6) and emphasizing the fraternal bond between the two nations and churches under their common father, James (10-14).  But Wilkinson cautioned that fraternity did not imply "equality" either between subjects or between subjects and the king (14-15), and he defended episcopacy, English ecclesiastical ceremonies, vestments, and church music (25-27).  The sermon, given the running title "The Praises Of Peace", was dedicated to the King and printed at his command (sig. A2r). August 4 (Monday, Trinity 7, before the King at Dumfries)

William Cowper, Bp of Galloway and Dean of the Chapel Royal in Scotland.  Text: Psalm 80:17 ("Let thy hand be with the Man of thy right hand, and the Sonne of man, whom thou hast made strong for thy selfe.  My helpe is in the Name of the LORD.", 25).  In his summary of the text, Bp Cowper explained that "principally it is a Prayer for the comming of the MESSIAH", but "secondarily, it is a Prayer for all Typicall and Temporall redeemers" (26).  Accordingly, he expounded Christ as God's appointed mediator, then on kings in general, and, finally, King James in particular as God's vicegerent.  He drew his sermon to a close by lauding the achievements of the king's visit, citing especially James' patronage of the Church and the resulting inroads against "Papistrie" in "Drumfreis and the whole South border" and the pacification of the Borders.  According to a marginal note, "these benefits were acknowledged with such publike acclamations, as forced the Preacher to stay, till the people had ended" (42-43).  Spottiswood wrote that this sermon "made the hearers burst out in many tears" (History, III, 248).  Part two of STC 5944 (see above, May 18, 1617).

August 12 (Tuesday, Trinity 8, before the King at Hornby Castle, Richmond)

Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying "Hornby Castle for his Matie...and a Church there for a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 78v).  The date given, June - July, is an error, since James did not leave Scotland until August 4, and records of his southward progress place him at Hornby, the seat of Sir Conyers Darcy, on August 11 - 12.  James removed to Ashton Hall on the 12th, but probably heard the routine Tuesday sermon before departing from Hornby (see Nichols, James, III, 395-396).

August 17 (Sunday, Trinity 9, before the King at Houghton Tower, Lancs.)

Thomas Morton, D.D., Bp of Chester; successively Bp of Lichfield and Durham.  Before dinner at the manor of Sir Richard Houghton, "the Bushopp of Chester, Dr. Morton, preached before the King" (Nichols, James, III, 400).  The accounts of the Treasurer of the Chamber also record payment for readying Houghton Tower "for the kinge...for a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 78v).

August 24 (Sunday, Trinity 10, before the King at Vale Royal, Cheshire)

Thomas Mallory, D.D., Dean of Chester.  A contemporary witness wrote that "it was the joy and gladness of our hearts to behold how graciously his Highness spent there the King of Heaven his own day in the service of his God, and where he was pleased to hear our Reverend Dean of Chester preach unto him God's truth, and could at his dinner recount the heads and chief points of his Sermon as punctually as if his Highnesse had been acquainted with the preacher's notes" (Nichols, James, III, 407).

August 26 (Tuesday, Trinity 10, before the King at Nantwich Church)

Thomas Dod, D.D., Dean of Ripon.  While a guest of Sir Thomas Wilbraham at Townsend, "his Majestie was likewise pleased to appoint a Sermon to be preached before him in the Church...which Sermon was then performed by a Divine of our own countrey, both by birth and dwelling, Mr. Thomas Dod...and to which his Majestie gave so great attention, and with the same was so affected, as it pleased his Highnesse to grace the Preacher with his Princelye and free election of him into the number of one of his Chaplains in Ordinary" (Nichols, James, III, 412).

September-October (before the King)

John Pocklington, B.D., Fellow of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge and Chaplain to Samuel Harsnett, Bp of Chichester; later D.D., canon of Peterborough, Laudian controversialist and Chaplain to Charles I.  Bishop Harsnett wrote to the Earl of Arundel on 22 September that Pocklington, later one of Cambridge's most reactionary anti-Calvinists, was "shortlye to preach before his matie at court."  He asked the Earl to forward Pocklington's suit for a fellowship at Sutton's Hospital if, by his sermon, "it shall please God to give him favor in his maties eyes."  (BL MS Add 39948, fols. 184r-v.)

October (before the King at Royston)

Edward Simpson, B.D., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge; later D.D., Rector of Pluckley, Kent and Canon of Lincoln.  Text: John 3:6 (That wch is borne of ye spirit is spirit., fol. 83r).  In Chamberlain's summary, Simpson "fell upon a point of Arminius doctrine touching universalitie of grace, and so handled yt" that the King was "much displeased, and sent to the Doctors and heads of houses in Cambridge to convent him and examine his sermon." He was ordered to recant in another sermon before the King after Christmas  (Letters, II, 121).  In the course of his sermon Simpson maintained that in Romans 7.14 (Paul's description of himself as "carnall, sold vnder sinne"), Paul "doth not speak of himselfe, as hee then was regenerate", which, of course, challenged the tenet of the perseverance of saints (fol. 85v).  Simpson went on to suggest that belief otherwise made men "more secure and carelesse" and "in ye meane time they perswade themselues they may still continue spirituall" (fols. 87v, 90r-v).  C.U.L. MS Ff.5.25.  Another copy is BL Add. MS 5960.  Another account is HMC Downshire VI, 342.

November 2 (Sunday, Trinity 20, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader of Divinity at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: Psalm 55:19 ("BECAUSE THEY HAVE NO CHANGES, THEREFORE THEY FEAR NOT GOD.", 223).  In this very concise sermon on sin, Donne considered first "the dangerous slipperiness...of sins" that harden into habit, then the "perverse and frivolous" excuses for sin, and habitual sin's result, a failure to fear God (223-235).  Donne equated a desire for change, or change itself, as sinful, and held up James's peaceful accession as a model of God's "care of our Rest and Quiet, as to give us a Change without Change, an alteration of Persons, and not of Things" (227).  Donne also glanced sarcastically at Roman Catholic innovations and at puritans' assurance of salvation (230-31).  Sermons, I, 223-235.

November 5 (Wednesday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Luke 1:74,75, from the Benedictus (in Latin and English; "That we being deliuered, from the handes, of our enemies, might serue Him, without feare  In holinesse, and righteousnes, before Him, all the dayes of our life.", sig. A2v).  Alluding to the sermons he had preached on previous Gunpowder Anniversaries (1612, 1615, 1616), Andrewes explained that he chose this text to answer the question, `Why were we delivered?'.  "Were we liberati, to become libertines, to sett vs downe, and to eate, and to drinke healths, and rise vp, and see a play?"  No, from the deliverance "there growes an obligation", or a "couenant" with God (5).  First he treated God's part of the covenant -- his deliverance of England from the Gunpowder Plot -- with vivid comparison of it to the deliverance from the Armada "of 88" (11-12).  Then he turned "to our part" of the bargain (21), to serve God.  The text's injunction to serve "in holiness" allowed Andrewes strident essay against irreverence in worship and sermon-centered piety, and for genuflection and kneeling to receive Holy Communion (28-38).  He promised that the reward for keeping this covenant of holy service to God would be deliverance not from a "puffe or blast of Powder" but from "a lake of fire and brimstone" (50).  Chamberlain, who heard that Andrewes handled his text "excellently", was irked to have missed this sermon for an inferior one at Paul's Cross. (Letters, II, 114). December 14 (Sunday, Advent 3, before Queen Anne at Denmark House)

John Donne, D.D., Reader in Divinity at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain to the King; later Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: Proverbs 8:17 ("I LOVE THEM THAT LOVE ME, AND THEY THAT SEEK ME EARLY SHALL FIND ME.", 236).  Donne delivered a graceful sermon on divine and human love and how the latter, if properly directed, cannot be severed from the former.  For this sermon's anti-Catholic subtext and Queen Anne, see ch. IV.1.  Sermons, I, 236-251.

ante 1618.  (Before the King at Whitehall)

Robert Wilkinson, D.D.?, Rector of St. Olav's, Southwark and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Genesis 37:23 ("Now when IOSEPH was come vnto his brethren, they stript IOSEPH out of his Coate, euen the party-coloured Coate which was vpon him.", 23).  In this undated sermon (calendared here in the year of the preacher's death) Wilkinson lamented the special cruelty of internicene strife, citing as a contemporary example "when Protestants fall out among themselues, and endeuour to vndoe the good works which Papists haue done" (31).  He lamented the "stripping" of church revenues by greedy churchmen (39), cautioned women against decadent attire and face-painting (46-47), and warned courtiers against envy of a junior's promotion to favor with the prince, punning on the Latin name shared by King James (Jacobus) and Joseph's father. Finally, he advised James not to let "the Sonnes of Leah come in from Rome", claiming that Protestants, like the sons of Jacob's second wife, Rachel, "had the Birth-right" in England (47).  This sermon appeared posthumously in 1625, dedicated to the East India Company by Thomas Myriell, Rector of St. Stephen's, Walbrook, for reasons explained in the title page. ante February 14 (Before the King at Royston)

Edward Simpson, B.D., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge, later D.D., Rector of Pluckley, Kent, and Canon of Lincoln.  On February 14 Chamberlain reported the latest reverberation from Simpson's Arminian sermon before the King at Royston in October, 1617 (see above):  "I told you of one Simpson of Cambridge that preached some Arminian points before the King which beeing apointed to retract in the same place, when he came he made a very excellent sermon otherwise, but spake not a word of that was lookt for and enjoyned him, wherat the King was much displeased and hath since taken order that in another sermon he shall cleerly deliver his mind in such and such points" (Letters, II, 140).

Lent  (in the Preaching Place at Whitehall)

The accounts of the Treasurer of the Chamber record payment for "making ready the Councell Chamber for Sermons in Lent three severall tymes" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 91r).

February 18 (Ash Wednesday)

(appointed) James Montagu, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

February 20 (First Friday in Lent, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain to the King; later Dean of St Paul's.  Text: Luke 23:40 ("FEAREST NOT THOU GOD, BEING UNDER THE SAME CONDEMNATION?", 252).  Donne characterized these words of the crucified penitent thief as a sermon preached for the thief's own simultaneous christening, funeral, consecration as a bishop and canonization as a saint.  The sermon proper dealt with three points:  the suddenness and completeness of the thief's conversion, the doctrine he then preached ("the fear of God", 260), and the auditory to which he preached ("not reserved for Courts...but a poor Parish that he hath", 262).  The subject of conversion and sermons afforded Donne several bitter satires against Calvinist doctrines of security and irrisistibility of grace, extemporaneous preaching, and infatuation with hearing sermons.  Chamberlain noted that "Dr. John Dunne preached yesterday at White-hall, but the King was not there beeing wearie belike of the former nights watching" (Letters, II, 142).  The night before James watched the Gray's Inn Masque of Mountebanks. Sermons, I, 252-67.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

February 22 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Neile, D.D., Bp of Durham and Clerk of the Closet; later Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

February 24 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Edward Gee, D.D., Rector of Tedburn St. Mary, Devon, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

February 27 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John Hanmer, D.D., Canon of Worcester, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of St Asaph.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 1 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Nicholas Felton, D.D., Bp of Bristol and Master of Pembroke College, Cambridge; later Bp of Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 3 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Thomas Winniffe, B.D., Rector of Willingale-Doe and of Lambourne, Essex, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Dean of St Paul's and Bp of Lincoln.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 6 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Richard Senhouse, B.D., Rector of Cheam, Surrey, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Dean of Gloucester and Bp of Carlisle.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 8 (Sunday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John Overall, D.D., Bp of Lichfield and Coventry.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 10 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) George Carleton, D.D., Canon of Llandaff and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Bp. of Llandaff and Chichester. (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 13 (Friday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Rowland Searchfield, D.D.; later Bp of Bristol.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 15 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Arthur Lake, D.D., Bp of Bath and Wells.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 17 (Tuesday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Walter Curll, D.D., Rector of Mildenhall, Suffolk; successivley Dean of Lichfield, Bp of Rochester, Bath and Wells, and Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 19 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Leonard Mawe, D.D., Fellow of Peterhouse, Cambridge and Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Bp of Bath and Wells.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 22 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, before the King at Whitehall)

John Buckeridge, D.D., Bp of Rochester; later Bp of Ely.  Text: Psalm 95:6, from the Venite, (in Latin and English; "O come, let vs worship, and fall downe, and kneele, (or weepe) before the Lord our Maker.", sig. A2v).  Buckeridge first justified his choice of "a Text of mirth" for "a day of greatest sorrow, that is Paßion Sunday" by insisting that the text's call for adoration requires humiliation of both the soul and the body (1).  The preacher expounded the text as a royal commandment that must be obeyed not only by "one Kingdome", but, with certain reference to Scotland and its resistance of English church ceremonies, "All his Kingdomes must be obedient to his venite" (8).  Buckeridge attacked sermon-centered piety (echoing almost verbatim Andrewes' sermon on November 5, 1617) and asserted that the worshippers' obligation to adore God bodily by kneeling in public worship was something that could not "be ommitted as an indifferent thing" (18).  The Lent list for this year shows Buckeridge appointed for this day (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).  Appended to the sermon is a 200-page dissertation on kneeling at Communion. March 24 (Tuesday, Accession Day, Lent 5, before the King at Whitehall)

John King, D.D., Bp. of London.  Chamberlain wrote that "the bishop of London preached at court, and they say spake home and was very plaine in many points, which as yt seemed was nothing pleasing, the rather for that he was a full halfe howre too long" (Letters, II, 152).  King was appointed in the Lent list for this day (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 27 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Bowle, D.D., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge; successively Dean of Salisbury and Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 29 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) George Abbott, D.D., Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

March 31 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) William Laud, D.D., President of St John's College, Oxford, Dean of Gloucester, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of St David's, Bath and Wells, London, and Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

April 3 (Good Friday)

(appointed) Robert Toulson or Townson, D.D., Dean of Westminster and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Salisbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 42).

April 5 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: I Corinthians 11:16 (In Latin and English; "But if any man seeme to be contentious, we haue no such custome, neither the Churches of God.", sig. Aa2v).  Andrewes opened with what must have been a surprising statement from a preacher who repeatedly insisted on liturgical preaching:  "THIS is no Easter Text, as wee are wont to haue: Nothing of the Resurrection in it.  It is not for the day" (1).  Then he delivered a sermon in defense of custom as a sufficient warrant for church ceremonies.  He insisted that nonconformity in "small matters" had to be addressed severely since offenders "learne to breake the Churches orders; and that thereby they are fleshed, to goe on to greater matters" (12).  Finally, the bishop asserted the lawfulness of "keeping of Easter" (23) with a pedantic survey of primitive church practice and the decrees of ancient councils that supported Easter and refuted Judaizing Sabbatarianism. April 12 (Low Sunday, Easter 1, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain to the King; later Dean of St Paul's.  Text: Genesis 32:10 ("I AM NOT WORTHY OF THE LEAST OF ALL THY MERCIES, AND OF ALL THE TRUTH WHICH THOU HAST SHEWED UNTO THY SERVANT; FOR WITH MY STAFF I PASSED OVER THIS JORDAN AND NOW I AM BECOME TWO BANDS.",  268).  Donne used Jacob's prayer to expound the "establish-ment of all true prayers, A disclaiming of Merit" and to encourage a proper acknowledgment of the benefits of God's grace.  He offered moralized readings of almost each word in of his text sequence.  Sermons, I, 268-284.

April 19 (Sunday, 2 Easter, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain to the King; later Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: I Timothy 1:15 ("THIS IS A FAITHFULL SAYING, AND WORTHY OF ALL ACCEPTATION, THAT CHRIST JESUS CAME INTO THE WORLD TO SAVE SINNERS; OF WHICH I AM THE CHIEFEST.", 285).  Donne divided his text into three parts using an arboreal metaphor:  first, the "root" of the Gospel as "a faithfull Word"; second the tree, or "substance" of the Gospel that Christ came to save sinners; and third, the fruit of the Gospel, humility ( 286).  He took up his alotted time with only the first part -- a meditation on Christianity's logocentric foundation in Christ as the creating Word -- and promised to treat the remaining two parts in "another exercise" (300).  Sermons, I, 285-300.

April 19 (Sunday, 2 Easter, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain to the King; later Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: I Timothy 1:15 (see previous entry).  After a brief recapitulation of the foregoing sermon, Donne proceeded to deliver the two parts he had left untouched, but now divided into three main heads:  first, the incarnation of the Word in Christ; second, the dual nature of Christ, able to "reconcile God to man"; and third, the humility that grows in the Christian by acknowledging his "natural disposition" to sin (317).  The first part contained a rare aside on the Virgin Mary as one "preserved according to the best capacity of that nature, from great and infectious sins", as well as a chastisement of England for its preoccupation with mercantile interests in the New World at the expense of "conveying Christ Jesus over the world" (307).  Donne's editors explain the dating of these two sermons on the same day as an example of a morning and an evening exercise (142-143), though I have found no evidence of such a practice at court.  Sermons, I, 301-18.

May 25 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Ely and Lord High Almoner; later Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Acts 2:16-21 (Peter's quotation in his sermon for Pentecost of Joel's prophecy of the `pouring out of the spirit').  Andrewes divided his text into two parts, "IOf the Spirit's powring: 2Of the end whereto" (711), in which he considered the attributes of the Holy Ghost, the flesh on which it was poured, and the resulting gifts of prophecy, prayer, and visions of the Last Day.  He defined prophecy as preaching, and made much of the text's emphasis on joining prophecy to prayer, devoting half of the sermon to decrying the dangerous priority given to sermons over corporate liturgical prayer.  XCVI Sermons, 710-21; Works, III, 301-322.

June (before the King at Woking, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying "Oking" for James and "making ready for a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 91v).

July (before the King at Tottenham, Middlesex)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Tottenham, the seat of Edward Seymour, Earl of Hertford, "for a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 91r).

(before the King at Lydiard Tregoze, Wilts.)


The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying "Lidiard," seat of Sir John St. John, "for a Sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 92r).

August (before the King at Cranborne, Dorset)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Cranborne, the hunting estate of William Cecil, Earl of Salisbury, "for a Sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 92r).  James came to Cranborne on the 11th, and remained at least until the 14th (James, III, 491).

(before the King at Aldershot, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Aldershot, the seat of Sir Walter Tichborne, "for a Sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 92r).

September (before the King at Havering, Essex)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing "for twoe Sermons" at the royal manor (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 92r).

(before the King at Theobalds)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing Theobalds "for a Sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 91r).

November 5 (Thursday, Gunpowder Plot Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp-elect of Winchester and Lord High Almoner; later also Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Esther 9:31 ("To confirme these dayes of Purim, according to their seasons: as Mordechei the Iew, and Esther the Queene had appointed them, and as they had promised for themselves, and for their Seed, with fasting and prayer.", 997).  Andrewes began, "HEERE have we the making of a new Holyday (over and above those of GOD's" whereupon he judged that this text provided "a good precedent for us, that have made the like" (997).  The sermon compared the murder plot against Ahasuerus to the Gunpowder Plot and used Queen Esther's institution of the days of Purim as justification for set holidays and for the "the Regall power, of all, yea even of Heathen Princes, to confirme and to enjoyne what may tend to the worship and service of GOD" (1007).  Chamberlain wrote that "the bishop of Winchester made an excellent sermon." (Letters, II, 181).  XCVI Sermons, 997-1008; Works, IV, 385-405.

December 25 (Friday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Lord High Almoner; later also Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Luke 2:12-14 ("And this shall be a Signe vnto you: ye shall find the Childe swadled, and layed in a cratch.  And streightway there was, with the Angell, a multitude of heavenly souldiers, praising GOD, and saying, Glorie be to GOD on high, &c.", 108).  Andrewes treated this sermon as a continuation of that preached on Luke 2:10-11 at court on Christmas Day, 1610.  Previously he had treated the angel's "Sermon" to the shepherds, and now he turned to the "Signe" they gave and the "Antheme" they sang (Gloria in Excelsis).  In the first part the bishop expounded finding Christ in a lowly cratch as a paradoxical sign of Christ's humility, as a "Signe of the Crosse," and a rebuke to courtiers who "celebrate the Feast of Humilitie, in excesse of pride" (111, 114).  Running out of his alotted time, Andrewes then abbreviated his planned division --  "The song I shall not be able to reach to, will ye but see the Queer?" (115) -- and discussed the singing legion of angels as proof of Christ's glory and strength.  He concluded with an elaborate call to the Eucharist as the place where the communicants, like the shepherds, "invenietis puerum" (118).  XCVI Sermons, 108-18; Works, I, 196-214.

(before Queen Anne at Hampton Court)

John King, D.D., Bp. of London.  Anne's health was failing, and Chamberlain noted that James visited her several times during the Christmas holidays.  But, he added, "I cannot thincke the case desperat, as long as she was able to attend a whole sermon on Christmas day preached by the bishop of London in her inner chamber" (Letters, II, 196-7).

February 12 (First Friday in Lent at Whitehall, in the Preaching Place?)

John Donne, D.D., Reader of Divinity at Lincoln's Inn, Chaplain to in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Ezekiel 33:32 ("AND LO, THOU ART UNTO THEM AS A VERY LOVELY SONG, OF ONE THAT HATH A PLEASANT VOYCE, AND CAN PLAY WELL ON AN INSTRUMENT; FOR THEY HEAR THY WORDS, BUT THEY DOE THEM NOT.", 164).  Donne preached on the duty of both the preacher and his congregation.  In the exordium, he reflected on the responsibility of the preacher to confront pride and sin in all, regardless of social status.  His reference to those obsessed with station who fight for a place on "the house top and tarras" (165) may allude to the outdoor Preaching Place's terrace where courtiers stood.  This sermon summarized the critique of sermon-centered piety and extemporaneous preaching that ran as a common thread through many court sermons of the previous year.  Sermons, II, 164-78.

February 19 (Friday, Lent 1, before Prince Charles at Whitehall)

John Rawlinson, D.D., Principal of St. Edmund Hall, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Psalm 55.6 (in Latin and English, "Oh that I had, (or, who will giue mee) wings like vnto a doue! then would I fly away, and be at rest.", 1).  A pulpit showpiece in a decadent style recalling Playfere, marked by fanciful amplification of thematic imagery from natural and chronicle history.  Includes memorable avian caricatures of puritans as peacocks, Jesuits as nest-raiding starlings, and church papists as bats living in the twilight world between true and false religion (16-19).  Charles commanded a MS copy "so soone as I had preached it" (sig. A2v).  Subtitled "The Dove-Like Sovle.  A Sermon Preached Before the Prince's Highnes At White-Hall...Febr. 19. 1618" as part 1 of STC 20774 (dedicated to Prince Charles): QVADRIGA | SALVTIS. | FOVRE | QVADRAGESIMAL, | OR LENT-SERMONS, preached | at WHITE-HALL: | BY | IO. March 1 (Monday, Lent 3) Queen Anne of Denmark dies at Hampton Court.

March 28 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Royston)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester, Dean of the Chapel Royal, and Lord High Almoner.  Following a serious illness, the King recouperated at Royston where the Lords attended him at Easter.  Andrewes was sent for by the King on Good Friday to preach on Easter Day (Chamberlain, Letters, II, 225; Camden, Annals, in A Complete History, 651).

(before the Court at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader of Divinity at Lincoln's Inn, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Psalm 89:48 ("WHAT MAN IS HE THAT LIVETH, AND SHALL NOT SEE DEATH?",  197).  As the subtitle to Donne's sermon says, Donne "preached to the Lords upon Easter-day, at the Communion, The King being then dangerously sick at New-Market" (197; James was actually at Royston, see previous entry).  Donne, no doubt influenced by recent fears of James' death, and the passing of Queen Anne on March 1, preached a sermon on the certainty of death.  He considered death first as a check to pride in this life, then cautioned against casuistical quibbling over whether those alive at Judgment might not taste death, and ended with a triumphant meditation on Christ as the only man who, although he did literally die, "hee did not die so, as was intended in this question", but rose to allow Christians to spring up from death "like a Lily in Paradise" (207, 210).

April 25 (Sunday, Easter 4, at Denmark House)

An unknown preacher.  Lady Anne Clifford, Countess of Dorset, wrote that "after dinner, I and my Lady Warwick went to Denmark House and went to sermon in the great Hall" -- where the Queen lay in state (Diary, 95-96).

May 6 (Thursday, Ascension Day, before the Household of Queen Anne at Denmark House)

Samuel Crooke, B.D. and Rector of Wrington, Somerset, Chaplain to Queen Anne.  Text: Hosea 13:14 ("O Death, I will be thy death.", sig. B1r).  Crooke dedicated the printing of this sermon to Anne's Lord Chamberlain, Robert Sidney, Earl of Leicester and Viscount de Lisle of Penshurst, and all "the rest that were of the family of our late Gracious Mistresse Queene Anne" (sig. A4r).  Anne was interred at Westminster one week later, March 13 (see below), and this sermon was probably preached before the body at Denmark House.  In his sermon, Crooke reconciled the paradox of mourning on Ascension Day by showing "how death is defeated by him, who, as this day, was receiued vp into glory" (sigs. B1r-v).  Preceeded by memorial Latin verses (sig. A3r). May 13 (Thursday, Ascension 1, Funeral of Queen Anne at Westminster Abbey)

George Abbot, D.D., Abp of Canterbury (Chamberlain, Letters, II, 237).

May 16 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester, and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Acts 10:34-35 ("Then PETER opened his mouth, and said: Of a truth I perceive, that GOD is no accepter of persons: But in every Nation, he that feareth Him, and worketh righteousnesse, is accepted with Him.", 723).  Andrewes justified his choice of text by noting that Peter's sermon at Caesarea was a second pentecost since all who heard it received the Holy Ghost.  He insisted that Peter's "I perceive" proved that revelation was not complete or instantaneous and that God offered grace universally, regardless of "Countrie, Condition, Birth, Riches, Honour, and the like" or whether one was "the blacke Aethiopian, or the white Italian" (727-28).  He concluded by enjoining almsgiving, prayer, fasting, and receiving communion.  XCVI Sermons, 723-34; Works, III, 323-343.

May 23 (Trinity Sunday, before the King in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

Gerard Herbert wrote to Dudley Carleton that "the kinge went a foote to the Chappell, lookinge very well...after the Sermon he went downe to the Chappell & tooke the Communion on his knees" (P.R.O. SP 14/109/46).

July (before the King at Abthorpe, Northants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for readying "Apthorpe for his Matie...and for two sermons there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100v).  

-------
(before the King at Theobalds)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing Theobalds for "two sermons there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100v).  Nichols dates James' July stay at Theobalds July 13-19 (James, III, 555)

-------
(before the King at Castle Ashby, Northants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing Castle Ashby, seat of William Compton, newly-created Earl of Northampton, "for two sermons there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100r).  According to Nichols, James lay at Ashby from Sunday through Tuesday, 25-27 July (James, III, 557).  These two sermons were probably preached, according to custom, on the Sunday and Tuesday.

ante August 5 (before the King and Prince Charles at Burleigh-on-the-Hill, Northants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing Burleigh, near Oakham "for the King and Prince, and for a Sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100r).  

August 5 (Gowry Conspiracy, before the King at Belvoir Castle, Leics.)

An unknown preacher.  The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for readying "Belvoyre Castle for his Matie...for the feaste vpon the fyfte of Auguste...for a Sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100v).  James' host was Francis Manners, Earl of Rutland.

August (before the King at Rufford, Notts)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing "Rufforde for the King for two sermons there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100r).  Nichols places James at Welbeck, Notts. on the 10th (Tuesday), and Nottingham on the 12th, suggesting Sir George Saville's Rufford Abbey as his stop on the 11th; but it seems unlikely that two sermons were preached on a Wednesday.

(before the King at Tutbury Castle, Staffs.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing Tutbury  "for two Sermons there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100v).  According to Nichols, James was in Nottingham on the 13th and removed from Tutbury to Tamworth on the 18th.  The sermons preached at Tutbury, a royal estate, were therefore probably Sunday, August 15 (Trinity 12) and Tuesday, August 17 (Nichols, James, III, 561).

August or September? (before the King at Woodstock)

John Prideaux, D.D., Rector of Exeter College, Regius Professor of Divinity and Vice-Chancellor of Oxford.  Text: 2 Chron. 32.24 ("In those daies HeZekiah was sicke to the death, and prayed vnto the Lord, and hee spake vnto him, and he gaue him a signe.", p. 1).  Although first printed in 1636 without date of preaching, Sampson Price identified the sermon as preached before James in his Londons Remembrancer (1626), p. 18.  Internal allusion to James's 1619 Meditation Vpon the Lords Prayer (p. 15) and praise for the English delegation to the 1618-19 Synod of Dort (p. 19) suggests 1619 as the date of preaching.  In content and style an unremarkable consideration of the spiritual benefit of affliction; parrots James' arguments in his Meditation against extemporaneous prayer (p. 13), comments unusually boldy on Arminius and Arminians (pp. 17-19), and digresses on witchcraft and astronomical explanations of the sun's standing still for the battle of Jericho (21-26).  The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing Woodstock "for two Sermons there" in September (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 100v); Nichols records a royal visit there August 25-26 (James, III, 564). December 19 (Sunday, Advent 4, before the King at Theobalds)

Francis Rollenson or Rawlinson, D.D., Fellow of St John's College, Cambridge.  Text: Haggai 2.8 ("The sylver is mine, and the golde is mine, saith the Ld of hosts.", 3).  From the prophet's exhortation to rebuild and adorn the Temple, Rollenson delivered a sermon on stewardship of the Church.  He interpreted silver and gold as the word of God expounded by good preachers, and then lamented the hoarding of those riches by greedy lay patrons.  He insisted that all riches belonged properly to God, and by extension, to his vicegerent, the King, and urged the auditory not to deny the latter "a supply, who maintaineth vs in safety" (15).  He condemned the Pope, "Vicar of Hell, and Parson of purgatory" as an arch-usurper, satirized fantastic dress and "those who burne their Indian gold into the smoack of that Indian weed, Tobacco", usury, the special "Sin of Citizens", and urged the dispensing of wealth on church fabrics and the support of a preaching ministry (17-19).  Huntington Library Egerton MS 6866 (pagination my own).

December 25 (Saturday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester, and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Luke 2:14b ("Glorie be to GOD in the high Heavens, and peace upon earth, and *towards men goodwill [marg: *Or, in men.].", 119).  This sermon completed a three-part exegesis of Luke's narrative of the angels' appearance to the shepherds begun in 1610, and continued in 1618.  He called the first two portions the angelic "Sermon" to the shepherds, and this the "Antheme", which together "make up a full service for the Day" (119).  Numerology controlled Andrewes' treatment of the text with its "triplicitie of things" (glory, peace, goodwill), "Trigon of Parties" (God, Earth, Men), and "trine aspect" (to God glory, to earth peace, to men goodwill).  The parallelisms and balances found in this scheme Andrewes likened to the harmonies of music, and he concluded with an invitation to receive the communion so that the congregation might sing the angels' Gloria with them.  XCVI Sermons, 119-28; Works, I, 215-232.

1620

January 23 (Sunday, Epiphany 3, before Prince Charles at Whitehall)

An unknown preacher.  The Venetian ambassador reported that Charles, "being tired from dancing in the masques" did not accompany the King to Royston on the 23rd, but, being recovered, "on Sunday morning he attended the preaching with an extraordinary following of gentlemen and courtiers" (CSPV 1619-21, 151).

February 22 (Tuesday, Sexagesima, before King James and Prince Charles at Theobalds)

John Williams, D.D., Dean of Salisbury and Chaplain to the King; later Dean of Westminster, Bp of Lincoln and Lord Keeper of the Great Seal.  Text: Matthew 11:8 ("What went yee out to see?  A man clothed in soft raiment?  Behold, they that beare soft clothing are in Kings houses.", 1).  Out of these words from Christ's testimony concerning John the Baptist, Williams wove a witty three-part sermon on "pride and excesse of apparell" (1).  First, he reminded the auditory that clothing was not a mark of honor, but a badge of the Fall.  Second, `soft raiment' was "vsurped by priuate persons, that would magnifie themselues" above their proper station.  Among the worst offenders, Williams cited "the prodigious apparition of our women" (13, 20).  Finally, he deployed his text as proof that God had not proscribed all fine clothing, but rather limited its use to "Magistrates and other remarkeable persons", which allowed him to assure the court that no one there need "make scruple of his cloathing, how euer in others it may prooue offensiue" (25, 29).  The sermon, pedantically annotated, was given one of the most elegant printings of any court sermon during the reign. March 1 (Ash Wednesday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Joel 2:12,13, from the Epistle for Ash Wednesday ("Therefore also, now (saith the LORD;) Turne you unto Me, with all your heart, and with Fasting, and with Weeping, and with Mourning.  And rend your heart, and not your clothes, and turne unto the LORD your GOD.", 203).  After applying the text to the day Andrewes dwelt on the act and manner of turning to God and emphasized the text's insistent "now".  In an aside, the bishop recalled the bygone "ceremonie of giving ashes this day" (206).  In a summary of events at court during Shrovetide, Chamberlain concluded by observing that "the Bishop of Winchester began Lent with an excellent sermon upon the epistle of the day out of the prophet Joell, and there was the greatest throng that ever I saw at a sermon" (Letters, II, 292-93).  Based on this evidence, I reject the date (10 February 1619) given both in XCVI Sermons (1629) and Works (I, 356 and XI, lxx).  XCVI Sermons, 203-13; Works, I, 356-374.

March 3 (First Friday in Lent, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader in Divinity at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of St Paul's.  Text: Amos 5:18 ("WOE UNTO YOU, THAT DESIRE THE DAY OF THE LORD: WHAT HAVE YEE TO DOE WITH IT?  THE DAY OF THE LORD IS DARKNESSE AND NOT LIGHT.", 348).  Donne opened with a self-conscious exordium that considered the pressures of censorship on a preacher at court.  Donne worried that preachers ascended the royal pulpit not emboldened like the prophet to declaim vice, but rather with "a little wisperer in his owne heart, that tels him, This is the Kings Chappell, and it is the Kings Court, and these woes and judgements...are not so acceptable here" (349).  But he avoided confrontational application of his text by complimenting the present court and, instead of touching public or state vices, decried the personal sins of presumption, hypocrisy and despair.  Sermons, II, 348-363.

March 17 (Friday, Lent 2, before Prince Charles at Whitehall)

John Rawlinson, D.D., Principal of St. Edmund Hall, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Judges 1.7:  "As I haue done, So God that requited me.", 1).  Witty moralizing first on the cruelty and then the just punishment of the Canaanite king Adonibezek, who suffered the same mutilation he had inflicted on other kings; with digressions against duelling and private revenge.  Subtitled Lex Talionis.  A Sermon Preached Before the Prince's Highnes at White-Hall, March.17. 1620 (sig. E3r), part 2 of STC 20774: Qvadriga Salvtis (1625, see 19 Feb. 1619).

April 2 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader in Divinity at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of St Paul's.  Text: Ecclesiastes 5:13-14 ("THERE IS AN EVIL SICKNESS THAT I HAVE SEEN UNDER THE SUN: RICHES RESERVED TO THE OWNERS THEREOF, FOR THEIR EVILL.  AND THESE RICHES PERISH BY EVIL TRAVAIL: AND HE BEGETTETH A SON, AND IN HIS HAND IS NOTHING.", 47).  This sermon, which is unusually divided into two parts and may be textually corrupt or even have been delivered as two separate sermons, warned against the spiritual sickness that attends the craving for, and misuse of, riches.  Sermons, III, 47-72 (for commentary on the copy texts, see II, 391-92).

April 16 (Easter Sunday, at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: John 20:11-17 (Mary Magdalene's meeting Christ at the tomb, in Latin and English, but noting "this last verse was not touched", sig. A2v).  Andrewes divided his text according to the "three Parties that take vp the whole" (4)--Mary, the angels, and Christ -- and proceeded verse-by-verse.  The sermon as a whole held the Magdalene up as an exemplar of diligent and persistent love for Christ, and contained a graceful exposition of the iconography of Christ as Gardener (Christus hortulanus).  In June, Chamberlain sent Carleton a printed copy noting that the sermon was "preached on Easterday last to the Lords and rest of the houshold at court, which was so much commended that the King wold needs have him set yt out" (Letters, II, 309).  Notice of the King's attendance appears for the first time in the 1629 folio; based on the quarto's title page and Chamberlain's witness, this sermon seems to have been preached to the household, not the King. April 30 (Sunday, Easter 2, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader in Divinity at Lincoln's Inn and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of St Paul's.  Text: Psalm 144:15, part of the first Psalm appointed for Morning Prayer, the 30th day of each month ("BLESSED ARE THE PEOPLE THAT BE SO; YEA BLESSED ARE THE PEOPLE, WHOSE GOD IS THE LORD.",  73).  Donne began by cautioning against an interpretation of the text that assumed temporal goods to be the highest type of blessedness.  Rather, he advanced peace, plenty, and health as outward signs of spiritual blessedness, the most desirable blessedness of all.  Donne made many very pointed remarks against those who pressed for war instead of maintaining peace and exhorted the people to "chearfully" supply the needs of the king, which addressed popular resentment of James' reluctance to defend the Palatinate and his desperate need for increased subsidies.  Sermons, III, 73-90.

June 4 (Before the Household at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: 1 John 5:6 ("This is that IESVS CHRIST, that came by water & blood: not by water onely, but by water & blood.  And it is the Spirit that beareth witness; for, the Spirit is truth.", 735)  In his exordium, Andrewes' stressed the text's close linkage of Christ and the Holy Ghost, emphasizing Whitsunday as the logical and necessary completion of the Church's christological feasts.  The preacher considered the water and blood of Christ as the agent of human salvation, the Spirit as a testament or seal of salvation, and finally the water and blood of Communion as the sacrament whereby Christians receive the grace of both the Son and the Spirit.  XCVI Sermons titled this sermon as preached before the King at Whitehall.  I correct the place and audience following Camden (see next entry).  XCVI Sermons, 735-44; Works, III, 344-360.

-----
(before the King at Greenwich)

George Mountaigne, D.D., Bp. of Lincoln and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp. of London and Abp. of York.  Camden recorded that on this day "His Majesty keeps his Whitsontide at Greenwich, and took the Sacrament, which was administred by the Bishop of Winchester [Andrewes], and the Bishop of Lincoln [Mountaigne], who preached his first Sermon before the King.  The Court was very thin" (Annals, in A Complete History, II, 654).  For this sermon as Mountaigne's first as King's Almoner -- not literally his first ever before the King -- see ch. III.6.

July (before the King at Andover, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for "making ready at Andover for his Matie the Church for a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544 fol. 116r).  Nichols fixes James at Andover on Monday, July 24, from whence he had departed at least by the 26th, if not sooner (James, III, 613).  Since James stopped at Tottenham before arriving at Charlton House on the 28th (see next entry), this sermon was probably preached on Sunday, July 23.

-------
(before the King at Bagshot)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing for a sermon "at Bagshote" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 116r).

-------
(before the King at Tottenham, Middlesex)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for readying Tottenham House, seat of Edward Seymour, Earl of Hertford, "for his Matie and a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 115v).  Given James' presence at Charlton House on the 28th, Tuesday, July 25 seems the probable date of this sermon.

July-August (before the King at Bromham, Wilts. and Beaulieu, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for readying "Bromham and Bewly houses for his Matie as alsoe for five sermons" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 116r).  Bromham was the seat of Sir Edward Baynton, and Beaulieu that of the Earl of Southampton. 

September 10 (before the King at Windsor)

Richard Montagu, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King, canon of Windsor, archdeacon of Hereford, and vicar of Stamford Rivers, Essex; successively bishop of Chichester and Norwich.  Text:  Psalm 50:15 (‘Call upon me in the time of trouble, so I will heare thee, and deliuer thee, and thou shalt glorifie mee.’, p. 1).  The expanded print version of this sermon (1624) contains in its dedication (to John Williams, Lord Keeper and Bishop of Lincoln) the following evidence sufficient to date the original:  ‘It is now three yeeres, and more, that preaching at Windsore, as my course then fell, before his Majestie, I tooke my Text, Psal. 50.15 which that Sunday was . . . read in the publike Seruice of the church, according to directions in the Booke of Common prayer.’ (sig. ¶2r-v).  Psalm 50 is appointed for the 10th day of the month at Morning Prayer.  The most reasonable interpretation of ‘three yeeres, and more’ yeilds a Sunday falling on the 10th day of a month in June 1621 and September 1620.  The former can be eliminated by Toby Matthew’s diary evidence of sermons before the king at Greenwich on that date (see infra).  Further, Chamberlain confirms in a letter dated 9 September 1620 that ‘the King is at Windsor, whence he is expected here [London] on Monday’ (Letters, vol. II, p. 317).  This fixes the origins of Montagu’s career as a controversialist in emerging debates over ‘Arminianism’ to a court sermon preached one year earlier than often assumed.  Montagu claimed to have worked-up the pamphlet version of Immediate Addresse ‘out of my briefer notes, for I wrote not my Sermon verbatim, I drew into a forme, the substance, I am sure, of all which was then deliuered: and enlarged it with much accesse, of more then I could well deliuer, or did speake within the compasse of an houre’ (sig. A3r).  The expanded version, though, retains, the conventional structural forms of a sermon.  Montagu was prompted to publish in order to refute rumours that some hearers of the sermon - particularly Marc Antonio de Dominis (an exile from Venetian Roman Catholicism, and from 1616 dean of Windsor; he returned to Rome in 1622) – had accused him of endorsing Roman Catholic views on intercessory prayers to saints and angels.  His Immediate Addresse did not go far enough to protect him from exactly the same charges, and was further compounded by later tracts in the reign of Charles I judged by many to be crypto-catholic. December 25 (Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matthew 2:1-2 ("When IESVS then was borne at Bethlehem in Judæa, in the daies of Herod the King, Behold, there came Wise men, from the East to Ierusalem, saying, Where is the King of the Iewes that is borne?  For, we have seene His starre in the East, and are come to worship Him.", 129).  Andrewes's opening words linked this sermon to the previous Christmas:  "We passe now this yeare, from the Shepheards, and the Angells, to the Wise men, and their Starr" (129).  He then divided his text into the "Matter" of the Magi's coming, and their "Errand".  In the first he emphasized the Magi's as Gentiles, Easterners, kings, and scholars -- which declared God's mercy extended to non-Jews and sinners and God's favor to kings and the pursuit of truth.  This first part took up Andrewes' alotted time; he omitted treatment of verse 2, and concluded with an application of finding Christ in the manger to finding Him in the sacrament, "Of which...the Church is (this day) the House; the true Bethlehem" (137).  Sermons, 129-38; Works, I, 233-48).

Undated  (before the King)

John Denison, D.D., Rector of Woodmansterne, Surrey; Vicar of St Giles, Reading; Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Matthew 5.9 ("Blessed are the PEACE-Makers.", 1).  The first of two sermons on this text, presumably preached in his first month of service as chaplain ("my first Oblation in this house should be a Peace-offering", 2).  A conventional piece of praise for James as peace-maker, with pointed reference to agitators against ceremonial conformity (sig. A4r) and implicit criticism of the anti-Spanish war-party (11-13).  Denison's winks at quiet objections of conscience against ceremonies and his heated anti-papist rhetoric (38-41) distinguish his sermon from those at court on similar texts by more liberal pacifists like William Laud (1621) and Walter Curll (1622).  See Peter Lake, ‘Order, orthodoxy and resistance : the ambiguous legacy of English puritanism, or, Just how moderate was Stephen Denison’, in Braddick and Walter, eds., Negotiating Power in Early Modern Society (2001), pp. 206-26. John Denison, D.D., Rector of Woodmansterne, Surrey; Vicar of St Giles, Reading; Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text:  Matthew 5.9 ("Blessed are the Peace-makers: for they shall be called the children of God.", 55).  In his second sermon on this text Denison abandoned contemporary political application of `peace-makers' to expound the theological benefits and comforts of their adoption as God's children.  Part 2 of Beati Pacifici (see previous entry).

Undated  (before the King at Greenwich)

A royal chaplain.  Text: Matthew 4.8 ("And the Devill took Iesus to the top of a Mountain, and shewed him all the Kingdoms of the World, saying, All these will I give, &c., 151).  Eyewitness Arthur Wilson gives an entertaining account of this "Satyricall Sermon" aimed at Lord Treasurer Lionel Cranfield who "sat with his hat pulled down over his eyes" while James "sat just over him, smiling at the quaint Satyre so handsomly coloured over."  Wilson, The History of Great Britain, Being the Life and Reign of King Iames (1653), 151-52.

1621

January 9 (Tuesday, Ephiphany 1, before Prince Charles at Whitehall)

Francis Mason, B.D., Adn of Norwich, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and to Abp Abbott.  Text: 2 Samuel 12:13 ("And David sayd vnto Nathan, I haue sinned against the Lord: And Nathan sayd vnto David, the Lord also hath put away thy sin, thou shalt not dye.",  1).  Mason, an anti-Catholic controversialist, noted that he departed from his usual court style -- "in part polemical, incountring with some controversies of these times" -- to embrace matters of "devotion" and of "conscience" (sig. A2r).  He also went out of his way to claim that his choice of David's adultery and wicked policy were in no way meant to comment negatively on King James and his court (sigs. A2v - A4r).  The sermon was the first of two in a series, this printed with the running title "Davids Adulterie" and the heading "THE FIRST SERMON, Preached at White-Hall before Prince CHARLES, vpon Tuesday, the ninth of Ianuary, 1620". January 21 (Sunday, Epiphany 3, before King James at Theobalds)

Francis Mason, B.D., Adn of Norwich, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King and to Abp Abbott.  Text: 2 Samuel 12:13 (see previous entry).  In his second sermon on this text, given the running title "Davids politick Practices", Mason treated David's sins "commited while he went about to hide and conceale his adultery" (68).  He digressed upon the sin of drunkenness, asking that the "Parliament now to be assembled" would enforce stricter penalties against it (93) and duelling, praising James for his "gracious proclamation against Duels", issued in 1614 (106).  Part two of STC 17600 (for title page, see previous entry), with the separate heading, "THE SECOND SERMON upon the former Text; preached at Theobalds before the Kings Maiesty, upon Sunday the 21. of Ianuary. 1620."

February-March (before the King in the Preaching Place at Whitehall)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing "the olde Councell Chamber for the kinge to heare a Sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 132r).

February 14 (Ash Wednesday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matthew 6:16, from the Gospel appointed for Ash Wednesday ("Moreover, when you fast, *looke not sowre as the hypocrites: [marg: *or be not like sowre hypocrites] For, they disfigure their faces, that they might seeme unto men to fast: Verely I say unto you, That they have their reward.", 227).  Andrewes opened by commenting bitterly on the disparity between the English Church's endorsement of fasting in its Ash Wednesday lections and its actual practice, which ignored fasting altogether.  He observed that the text fell naturally into two parts, and that time would allow him to treat only the first:  "when you fast".  The sermon was a vigorous defense of the antiquity, benefits, and proper means of fasting, especially at times designated by the Church.  XCVI Sermons, 227-37; Works, I, 375-397.

February 16 (First Friday in Lent, before the King at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader in Divinity at Lincoln's Inn, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: I Timothy 3:16 ("AND WITHOUT CONTROVERSIE, GREAT IS THE MYSTERY OF GODLINESS: GOD WAS MANIFEST IN THE FLESH, JUSTIFIED IN THE SPIRIT, SEEN OF ANGELS, PREACHED UNTO THE GENTILES, BELIEVED ON IN THE WORLD, RECEIVED UP INTO GLORY.",  206).  After insisting that matters of Christian belief (vs. matters of understanding) were not matters of controversy, Donne proceeded in order through the phrases of his text to summarize the mystery of the Incarnation and the Church's need to proclaim it.  Sermons, III, 206-224.

Lent (at Whitehall)

Isaac Bargrave, D.D., Rector of Eythorn, Kent, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Rector of St. Margaret's, Westminster, and Dean of Canterbury.  Text: Hosea 10:1 ("Israell is an empty Vine, he bringeth fruite to himselfe.", 1).  Bargrave summarised his text as an allegory of the church in which the fruits brought forth are so hypocritical as to render the vine actually barren.  This fruitful barrenness took the form of two hypocrisies:  works without faith, exemplified by Roman Catholics, and faith without works, as practiced by puritans.  Bargrave lauded the middle ground of the English Church, "who as in the rest, so in this, is medium Contradictionis, partaking no more of either extreme, then conduceth to perfect verity" (24).  He devoted the last half of the sermon to its title phrase, self-policy, which he defined as Machiavellian self-interest associated especially with Roman Catholicism and Tacitian philosophy (32).  He concluded with a brief appeal for beleaguered foreign Protestants (38). April 1 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: John 20:17 ("IESVS saith unto her, Touch Me not.", 543).  Andrewes finished his treatment of the text opened in his sermon for Easter, 1620 (see above).  He explained that he would reconcile the apparent paradox of Christ's rebuke of Mary Magdalene to show that the text enjoins all to "reioyce at his rising" but "to doe it with reverence" (544).  Andrewes embroidered three Patristic explanations of Christ's action -- Chrysostom's, Gregory's, Augustine's -- all of which "will stand well together" (546).  These were, respectively, that Magdalene lacked reverence and decorum in her approach to the risen Christ, that Christ wished to hasten her on to declare His resurrection, and that she and the other Apostles needed to be weaned from a reliance on the physical Christ.  Andrewes concluded with an invitation to Communion, "a touch, to which there is never a Noli:  feare it not" (552).  Chamberlain wrote that Andrewes, because of ill health, "made very hard shift and was put to great paine to preach on Easter day morning to the Lords and minister communion to the King."  "The sermon," he continued, "is excellently commended (beeing upon the remainder of his text the last yeare), but he will not be intreted to let yt come abrode, unles the King commaund him" (Letters, II, 362-3).  XCVI Sermons, 543-52; Works, III, 23-38.

April 8 (Low Sunday, Easter 1, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Reader in Divinity at Lincoln's Inn, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: Proverbs 25:16 ("HAST THOU FOUND HONEY?  EAT SO MUCH AS IS SUFFICIENT FOR THEE, LEST THOU BE FILLED THEREWITH, AND VOMIT IT.", 225).  Donne preached a vivid sermon against the "insatiablenesse" of human sin.  In particular, he defined the "honey" of the text as "that which the Poets, and other Masters of language, have called Magnas amicitias, and Magnas Clientelas, dependance, and interest, and favour in great persons."  Donne disparaged the preference of worldly goods over spiritual gifts, as well as indulging in controversies over things indifferent.  Sermons, III, 225-240.

May 20 (Whitsunday, before the King at Greenwich)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: James 1:16,17 ("Erre not, my deere brethren, Every good thing and every perfect gift is from above, and commeth downe from the FATHER of lights, with whom is no variablenesse, neither shadowing by turning.", 745).  Andrewes used scholastic terms to divide his text into a "subjectum" and "Prædicatum", the former being every good thing and every perfect gift, the latter answering from whence, how, and from whom the subject arose.  Throughout the sermon, Andrewes insisted upon God as the author of all good things, and chastised human tendencies to credit good to either self-worth or chance.  As counterpoint to the sermon's regular division, Andrewes punctuated it with cautions against "seven sundry errors" that frequently arise from interpretations of this text (747).  XCVI Sermons, 745-54; Works, III, 361-376.

June 10 (Sunday, Trinity 2, at Greenwich)

2 unknown preachers.  Tobias Matthew, Archbishop of York, recorded in his sermon diary that he "took my leave of his Majestie at Greenwich, where I heard Two worthy Sermons"  (YML Add. MS 17,  129).

June 19 (Tuesday, Trinity 3, the King's Birthday, at Wanstead, Essex, before the King)

William Laud, D.D., Dean of Gloucester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of St. David's, Bath and Wells, London, and Abp of Canterbury.  Text: Psalm 122:6,7 ("6. Pray for the peace of Ierusalem; let them prosper that loue thee.  7. Peace be within thy walles, and prosperity within thy Palaces.", 1).  After summarizing his text as a Psalm of solemn public celebration, Laud divided it into two parts:  "an Exhortation both to Princes and people" to pray for Jerusalem, and David's own prayer it (4).  Laud defined Jerusalem as the State and the Church and enjoined prayer "ioyntly for both" (5).  He then applied the text to the occasion of the King's birthday and launched a scathing attack on Sir Henry Finch's recently-published book on the calling of the Jews (STC 10873).  Laud's style imitated Andrewes's, a point noted by Chamberlain:  "Herewithal I send you a sermon of Dr. Lauds on the Kings birth day, because yt is after the manner of the bishop of Winchesters preaching, and because yt somwhat touches the ydle conceit of Sergeant Finches booke" (Letters, II, 391). July 8 (Sunday, Trinity 6, before the King at Oatlands)

Sampson Price, D.D., Rector of All Hallows the Great, London, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Vicar of St. Chad's, Shrewsbury.  Text: II Kings 20:13-18? (Isaiah's prophecy of the Babylonian captivity after learning that King Hezekiah had shown his household treasures to the Babylonian ambassadors).  Price was briefly imprisoned for preaching against Spanish aggression in Germany.  Chamberlain observed that Price was "clapt up for glauncing at somwhat in his sermon" (Letters, II, 387), but Joseph Mead wrote more fully that Price was committed because he "was too busy with Rochelle, the Palatinate, and the Spaniard.  Of Rochelle he said, that once before, in like distress, it was relieved by miracle; but we must not always look for miracles, but were bound to use the means God had enabled us with, for the relief of that cause God approves."  The preacher went on to apply the story of Isaiah's prophecy of slavery in Babylon to "the Spaniard" -- probably Gondomar (it is not clear whether this was the text for the entire sermon, or an exemplum).  Although Mead reported that "the king answers, he will hang Price", he wrote two weeks later (July 21) to say that the preacher "was not long restrained.  He is the prince's chaplain" (Birch, Court and Times of James, II, 265-66).

July (before the King at Bletsoe, Beds.)

Payment was made by the Treasurer of the Chamber for preparing Bletsoe, seat of Oliver, Lord St. John, "for towe sermons there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 131v).  James was at Bletsoe after Saturday, July 21, and before Thursday, July 26 (Nichols, James, III, 672); these sermons were probably preached on Sunday, July 22 and Tuesday, July 24.

ante August (before the King at Newmarket)

John Preston, D.D., Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Master of Emmanuel College, Cambridge.  Text: John 1:16 ("Of his fulnesse we have all received grace for grace.", 1).  Preston, a noted Cambridge puritan, had recently run afoul of ecclesiastical authorities for preaching against set forms of public prayer, and in this, his first sermon before the King, he satisfactorily cleared himself of charges of nonconformity.  He first treated how Christ was "full", or perfect, and how that fulness filled human "emptinesse".  In his application he advised how to properly partake of the fulness of Christ by avoiding notions of human merit and by true repentance.  He concluded by urging that this grace be received prayerfully, which allowed for a quick digression in defense of set forms "because it is more questioned, and not received of all with the reverence it should" (50).  His proofs included the ancient Fathers and Calvin's letters to Protector Somerset (52).  His sermon so pleased the king that, with Buckingham's endorsement, he was sworn chaplain to Prince Charles.  According to his contemporary biographer, many copies of this sermon were demanded by courtiers present (Thomas Ball, The Life of the Renowned Doctor Preston, ed. E.W. Harcourt [1885], 62-70).  Not printed until 1639 "from a Copy which hath passed through many hands" and accurate only "for the full substance, and sense" (sig. A6r). August 5 (Sunday, Gowry Anniversary, Trinity 10, before the King at Belvoir Castle, Leics.)

An unknown preacher.  The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing "Belvoyre Castle for the feaste there the fifte of August...for a sermon...a maske...and a room where the Earle of Rutland feasted the kinge" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 132r).  The masque was a command performance of Ben Jonson's Masque of the Metamorphosed Gipsies, originally staged two nights before at Burleigh-on-the-Hill in the king's entertainment there by the Duke of Buckingham (Nichols, James, III, 709-710).

August 14 (Tuesday, Trinity 11, before the King at Nottingham)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for "making ready a house at Nottingham for his Matie...and for a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 132r).  James arrived in Nottingham Monday, August 13, and departed on Wednesday, August 15 (Nichols, James, III, 711);  I have assigned the likely date of Tuesday, August 14.

August 21 (Tuesday, Trinity 12, before the King at Tamworth, Staffs.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing "a house at Tamworth...for a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 132r).  Nichols fixes the exact date of this one-day visit to the seat of Sir Humphrey Ferrers (James, III, 713).

August (before the King at Castle Ashby, Northants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for "making readye Ashbye house and for a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 131v).  James was the guest of William Compton, Earl of Northampton.

-------
(before the King at Aldershot, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for preparing for "twoe sermons" at "Aldershott", the estate of Sir Walter Tichborne (P.R.O. E351/543 fol. 229v).

August 26 (Sunday, Trinity 13, before the King at Woodstock)

Richard Corbet, Dean of Christ Church, Oxford; successively Bp of Oxford and Norwich.  Writing a year later, Chamberlain told of a series of disgraces suffered by Corbet, "who preaching before the King at Woodstocke last sommer was so gravelled that he was faine to geve over; neither had he better lucke in his play then in his preaching, for thincking to mend the matter with a comedie of the marriage of the Arts, yt proved so tedious as well for the matter as the action, that the King endured yt with great impatience, wherupon the very boyes and children flouted yt with a rime" (Letters, II, 424-425).  Anthony à Wood remembered that the sermon was delivered in the morning and the ill-fated comedy in the evening of Sunday, August 26.  Aubrey recorded verses which detail how the Dean "handled" the band-string of his collar "more than his text" (Nichols, James, III, 714-715).  Corbet's sermon was no doubt one of the two (the second probably preached on Tuesday, August 28) for which the Treasurer of the Chamber paid ushers, grooms and yeomen to prepare at "Woodstockhouse" in August (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 131v).

September? (before the King at Tutbury, Staffs.)

A payment, assigned to the month of September was made for readying "Tutburye house for his Matie for a Sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 131v).  Nichols, however, dates James' visit to this royal estate on the 19th of August (James, III, 712).

September 11 (Tuesday, Trinity 15, before the King at Whitehall)

An unknown preacher.  Thomas Locke wrote to Carleton that "my Lo. Archb: of Cant. [George Abbot] was this day at Whitehall & waited vpon the King to the sermon wch he did not before since the ill accident that befell vnto him vntill now" (P.R.O. 14/122/117).  Abbot had accidentally killed a gamekeeper in July; he was acquitted by a crown commission and the king in November.

September 23 (Sunday, Trinity 17, before the King and Prince Charles at Hampton Court)

Christopher Swale, D.D., Rector of Hurstpierpoint, Sussex, Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Genesis 28:20-22 ("20. Then Iacob vowed a Vow, saying, If God will be with me, and will keepe mee in this way that I goe, and will giue me bread to eat, and raiment to put on.  21. So that I come againe to my fathers house in peace, then shall the Lord be my God.  22. And this Stone, which I haue set vp as a Pillar, shalbe Gods house: and of all that thou shalt giue mee, I will surely giue the Tenth vnto thee.", sig. A2v).  Swale divided Jacob's vow into two parts, a "petition" and a "promise".  From the meagerness of Jacob's requests, Swale drew moral lessons on the sufficiency of bare necessities and against profligacy.  In the longer second part he praised James' hearing sermons twice a week (13), and took the example of Jacob's vows in order to condemn the decay of church fabrics in England and to insist on the validity of the Biblical tithe.  Swale also paid a brief compliment to James' Meditation on the Lord's Prayer, published in this year (7). Undated (before Prince Charles)

George Hakewill, D.D., Adn. of Surrey, Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Rector of Exeter College, Oxford.  Text: Psalm 101.  Hakewill, one the two original chaplains appointed specifically to guard Prince Charles from Roman Catholicism, preached twelve sermons before Charles on this Psalm, then collected and printed them in 1621 with dedicatory epistles to the Prince and his other chaplains.  Hakewill was an outspoken opponent of the Spanish Match, and, in August of this year was imprisoned or banished from court for writing a tract against it which he gave to the Prince without the King's knowledge (Camden, Annals, in A Complete History, II, 658).  These sermons are also cast in the form of advice to the Prince, the text itself being King David's statutes "for the reformation and government of himselfe, his housholde and State" (sig. A2v).  Internal evidence in the fifth sermon -- an allusion to James' Meditation on the Lords Prayer (160), which was written in January, 1621, suggests that this collection appeared, like the ill-fated treatise, in the summer of 1621.  The sermons themselves, which in their printed form number only eleven (but cf. sig. a1r), are puritan in tone, and warn vigorously of the excesses of Roman religion, most notably religious art (109-110), and decry courtly sins like backsliding, slander, pride, drunkenness, lying, and duelling. John Archbold, D.D., prebend of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinay to the King.  Text: 1 Peter 1.16 ("Bee yee holy; for I am holy.", 1).  A clear, brief exposition of holiness as an attribute innate to God and required of the elect.  No internal evidence suggests a date more specific than that of the imprint. March 6 (Ash Wednesday, at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matthew 6:16, from the Gospel appointed for Ash Wednesday (see 14 February 1621).  First Andrewes gave a summary of his sermon on the same text for the previous Ash Wednesday, and then turned to the text's "caveat" against hypocritical fasting, which, he noted, was not likely a problem since fasting was so rare.  He divided the text and sermon into three parts.  First, touching hypocrisy, Andrewes blamed the devil for twisting this verse into an argument against fasting; he also blamed anti-popish paranoia for the avoidance of fasting.  Second, he delivered an extended satire likening hypocrites to "histriones", or "in plaine English...Stage-players" (232).  He concluded with withering sarcasm on the emptiness of the hypocrites' reward, public praise.  Andrewes's appointment for this day appears in the year's Lent list (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).  XCVI Sermons, 227-37; Works, I, 398-416. 

Lent
Chamberlain, writing on the first Friday in Lent, March 9, reported that the King continued to lie at Theobalds "by reason of a defluxion into his arm", but that "the Lenten sermons kepe their usuall times before the Prince".  This clearly negates the claim in XCVI Sermons  that Andrewes's Ash Wednesday sermon (see below) was preached "before the King at Whitehall."   Writing on the 30th of March, Chamberlain noted that James had been at Hampton Court and in London "this fortnight but comes not to the sermons in the chappell this Lent" (Letters, II, 426-428).

March 8 (First Friday in Lent in the Chapel Royal at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: 1 Cor. 15:26 ("THE LAST ENEMIE THAT SHALL BE DESTROYED, IS DEATH.", 45).  Donne divided his sermon into seven steps or "vestigia", Latin paraphrases of parts of the text (47).  The first four praised peace and considered the aptness of the text's military metaphor for death.  He then insisted that "God did not make death" (54), and that it therefore was indeed an enemy to be destroyed.  This seventh step in the sermon, the destruction of death in the bodily and spiritual Resurrection, received the preacher's most detailed exegesis.  Donne's appointment appears in the year's Lent list, and his allusion to "this Chappell" (59) confirms the place of preaching (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).  Sermons, IV, 45-62.

March 10 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Neile, D.D., Bp of Durham and Clerk of the Closet; successively Bp of Winchester and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

March 12 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Isaac Bargrave, M.A., Rector of Eythorn, Kent; later D.D., Rector of St Margaret's, Westminster, and Dean of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

March 15 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Senhouse, D.D., Dean of Gloucester; later Bp of Carlisle.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

March 17 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Rowland Searchfield, D.D., Bp of Bristol.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

March 19 (Tuesday, Lent 2, before Prince Charles at Whitehall)

John Rawlinson, D.D., Principal of St. Edmund Hall, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Matthew 11.12 ("From the dayes of Iohn the Baptist, vntill now, the Kingdome of Heauen suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force.", 1).  An extended consideration of the paradox that by prayers, preaching and repentance the Christian assaults heaven with a welcome "sacred Violence" (7).  Subtitled "The Svrprising of Heaven. A Sermon Preached Before The Prince's Highnes At White-Hall, March. 19. 1621" (sig. I3r), part 3 of STC 20774: Qvadriga Salvtis (1625; see 19 Feb. 1619).

(appointed) Richard Corbet, B.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Oxford and Norwich.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

March 22 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) John Warner, D.D., Rector of Bishopsbourne, Kent; successively Dean of Lichfield and Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

March 24 (Sunday, Lent 3, Accession Day, at Whitehall)

William Laud, D.D., Bp of St. David's; successively Bp of London, Bath and Wells, and Abp of Canterbury.  Text: Psalm 21:6-7 ("For thou hast set him [marg:  Or, giuen gim] as Blessings for euer: thou hast made him glad with the ioy of thy countenance.  Because the King trusteth in the Lord: and in the mercy of the most High hee shall not miscarry [marg: Or, not be mooued.]",  1).  Laud applied the text historically to David, spiritually to Christ, and analogously to "euery good King", and noted its special fitness for "the Anniuersary day of his Crowne" (2-3).  He handled first, and most extensively, the ways in which kings are blessings to their subjects.  In this portion, Laud quoted Hooker twice on royal authority, the only known quotations from his Laws in the court sermon corpus under consideration here (11, 21).  He then treated the king's trust in God and protection of true religion as the "very foundations of Kings" (33), and closed by applying David's promise that godly kings shall "not miscary" to James' several deliverances from death and the gift of peace he brought to Britain (43).  The Lent list for this year shows Laud appointed for this day (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44), and Laud wrote in his diary, "I preached at Court: commanded to print" (Works, III, 138). March 31 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4)

(appointed) George Carleton, D.D., Bp of Chichester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 2 (Tuesday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Thomas Oates, D.D., Rector of Great Cressingham, Norfolk and Canon of Windsor.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 5 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Thomas Winniffe, D.D., Rector of Willingale-Doe and Lambourne, Essex, and Chaplain in Ordinary to Prince Charles; successively Dean of Gloucester and of St Paul's, and Bp of Lincoln.  But see below, April 7.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 7 (Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Valentine Carey, D.D., Bp of Exeter.  But see below, April 7.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

(before Prince Charles at Whitehall)

Thomas Winniffe, D.D., Rector of Willingale-Doe and Lambourne, Essex, and chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Dean of Gloucester, and St. Paul's, and Bp of Lincoln.  Text: 1 Peter 2:11 (‘Dearely beloued, I bessech you as strangers and pilgrims, abstaine from fleshly lusts, which warre against the soule.’).  According to Chamberlain, Winniffe compared the Spanish general Spinola "to the Devill, that as he warreth and fighteth against the soule, so the other like a greedie wolfe seeketh to devoure the innocent lambe the Palatinat: though he made otherwise an excellent sermon and much applauded, yet this needlesse comparison was so yll taken that on Sonday he was committed to the Towre".  After panicked supplications to the Imperial and Spanish ambassadors, he was released the next day (Letters, II, 432; cf. also Birch, Court and Times of James, II, 304, and CSPV 1621-23, 319-320).

April 9 (Tuesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Walter Curll, D.D., Dean of Lichfield and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Rochester, Bath and Wells, and of Winchester.(W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 12 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Bowles, D.D., Dean of Salisbury; later Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 14 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) George Abbott, D.D., Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 16 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) John Hales, M.A., Fellow of Eton; later Chaplain to Abp Laud and Canon of Windsor (Alum. Oxon; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).  But see below, April 16.

(before the King at Whitehall)

Roger Bates, D.D., Rector of St. Clement Danes; later Canon of Salisbury and of Westminster.  Chamberlain wrote to Carleton on April 27 that John Hales, Carleton's former chaplain, "did not preach at court this Lent as was apointed, but desired to be spared...so that one Dr. Bates supplied the place, who had the fortune to have the King present, which he had not ben on a weeke day all the Lent long" (Letters, II, 433).

April 19 (Good Friday)

(appointed) John Williams, D.D., Dean of Westminster; later Bp of Lincoln and Lord Chancellor, successively Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 21 (Easter Sunday, before the King[?] at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: John 20:17 ("IESVS saith to her, Touch Me not: for I am not yet ascended to My Father: But, goe to my brethren, and say unto them, I ascend unto my Father and your Father, and to My God and your God.", 553).  Opening with the observation that "Of noli Me tangere the former part, you have formerly heard," Andrewes proceeded directly to the second part of the text he had opened on Easter, 1621 (553).  This year he considered Magdalene's commission to be "Apostola Apostolorum" as the balance, or consolation for her former rebuff at Christ's hands.  But Andrewes devoted the majority of his sermon to the text's Ascension theme, noting that not the resurrection from the dead, but the ascent to heaven, would be the consummatum est, for both Christ and Christians.  The division of the text and the sermon itself is one of Andrewes's most elaborate.  For the question of James's attendance at Andrewes's sermons after the latter became Dean of the Chapel, see ch. III.6.  XCVI Sermons, 553-565; Works, III, 39-59. 

April 21 (Easter Sunday)

(appointed) George Montaigne, D.D., Bp. of London and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp. of Durham and Abp. of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 44).

April 28 (Low Sunday, Easter 1, at Whitehall)

Walter Curll, D.D., Dean of Lichfield and Chaplain to the King; successively Bp of Rochester, Bath and Wells, and of Winchester.  Text: Hebrews 12:14 ("Follow Peace with all men, and Holinesse, without which no man shall see the Lord.", 1).  Curll preached an encomium to peace.  He insisted that, as in the text, peace preceeded holiness, and lamented the divisions of the universal Church.  Curll lavished praise on James as one who "seekes to make peace betweene Kings and Kings", and criticized Britain for undervaluing peace while "wishing for war" -- an allusion to agitation for British military intervention in Germany (21).  He concluded with an exhortation to holiness and a faith practised through works. May 5 (Sunday, Easter 2, at Whitehall)

John Denison, D.D., Rector of Woodmansterne, Surrey; Vicar of St Giles, Reading; Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: John 21.22 ("If I will that he tarry till I come, what is that to thee? follow thou me.", 49).  Given the title "A Checke to Cvriosity", Denison's sermon treated Christ's rebuke of Peter's curiosity about the apostle John's fate as an exemplum of "the soueraignety of Christs will" over human attempts to circumscribe it (50).  Condemnation of "desperate disputes about Predestination" (55), popular disputes over church government (86), and "Arminius quiddities" (90) anticipated James's Orders for Preachers, promulgated in August. John Denison, D.D., Rector of Woodmansterne, Surrey; Vicar of St Giles, Reading; Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: John 21.22b ("Follow thou me.", 95).  "The Safest Service", a conventional exhortation to personal piety.  Part 3 of The Sinners Acquittance (see previous entry).  

prepared for Whitsunday, June 9
Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: 1 Cor. 12:4-7 (The diversities of gifts from the Holy Ghost).  Andrewes introduced his text as "A TEXT readd at this Feast, of the Churche's own choise, who (I will ever presume) best knoweth, what Text will best fitt every Feast", although it is not in fact one of the lessons for any of the services on Whitsunday, but rather the Epistle appointed in the prayerbook (as in the Edwardian rite and the Sarum Missal) for the tenth Sunday after Trinity.  Andrewes nonetheless applied it directly to Pentecost.  In a three-part sermon, he prepared to preach on the proper distribution of spiritual gifts among Christians, with harsh words for those who disrupted this orderly distribution by taking on duties for which they had no gift or calling.  XCVI Sermons, 755-68; Works, III, 377-401.


June (before the King at Nonesuch)

Payment was made by the Treasurer of the Chamber "for making ready at Nonesuch for the king...for a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 144v).

June? (before the King at Farnham, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment in June for preparing "ffarneham castle", country seat of Lancelot Andrewes, Bp of Winchester, "for twoe sermons" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 145v).  Nichols records a visit to Farnham on August 10-15 of this year, but not in June (James, III, 775-776).

July 9 (Tuesday, Trinity 3, before the King and the Landgrave of Hesse at Windsor Castle)

An unknown preacher.  Master of Ceremonies Sir John Finett wrote that "after the young Prince (Landsgraue of Hessen) had made about three moueths [sic] stay in England...he went in Coach with my company to Windsor, there to take leave of his Majesty the sixth of Iuly, but could not have his Audience...till Tuesday, when after the Sermon (whereat he was present)" the Landgrave "had his Audience and farewell of the King" (Finett, FINETTI PHILOXENIS, 114).

July (before the King at Bagshot)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing "for a sermon" here (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 144v).

(before the King at Theobalds)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing for "twoe sermons" at Theobalds (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 145r).  Nichols places James at Theobalds during the week of the 19th (James, III, 772).

July 28 (Sunday, Trinity 6, before the King at Oatlands)

Edmund Mason, M.A., Rector of Newark, Notts. and Chaplain to the King; later D.D. and Dean of Salisbury.  Text: Matthew 16:21 ("The last words of the verse are these.  The Third Day.", 1).  From this bizarre choice of text Mason spun a sermon fraught with puns and outlandish word play.   He opened by observing that "as in the Garment of Christ, as well as his Body, so in the Hemme of Christs Garment...there is sauing vertue" (1).  He then called his text the "hem" of a verse, and invited his auditory to "with the woman with the bloody issue...but touch it a little; there may chance come that vertue from it, that may redimere tempus" (5).  He addressed the historical verity of Christ's resurrection "on the third day", and then drew moral and doctrinal lessons from the three great days of Good Friday, Holy Saturday, and Easter Sunday.  This may be the sermon for which the Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing for "a sermon" in July at Oatlands (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 145r). The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing for "a sermon" at Wanstead, a former royal manor ceded by James to Buckingham (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 145v).

(before the King at Havering, Essex)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing "for a sermon" at Havering, a royal manor (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 145v).

August 4  Promulgation of the Orders or Directions for Preachers 

August 5 (Monday, Gowry Anniversary, before the King at Windsor)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: 1 Samuel 24:5-8 (Urged by his men to kill the sleeping Saul, David only cuts the lap from the King's garment.  His regret even for this act overcame his servants and caused them not to rise against Saul.).  Andrewes read Saul in this text as "a type of His Majestie, at Saint Johnston", or Perth, site of the Gowry Conspiracy, and summarized "the whole Text into one word....a Deliverie" (860).  Andrewes directly addressed his sermon to contemporary Jesuit defenses of regicide, "the late phrensie of this Age of ours", and held up this text as definitive Scriptural precedent against it (861).  Andrewes concluded by comparing the text to the events of the Gowry Conspiracy to show how James's danger, and thus the miracle of his deliverance, surpassed Saul's.  Chamberlain extended a stay in the country to be able to attend Andrewes' sermon.  He reported that Andrewes's "voyce growes very low, but otherwise he did extraordinarie well and like himself....The weather was very hot and he so faint and wet that he was faine to go to bed for some litle time after he came out of the pulpit" (Letters, II, 448).  XCVI Sermons, 859-75; Works, IV, 153-182.

August (before the King at Oatlands)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing for "twoe sermons" at Oatlands (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 145r).

(before the King)

According to the Venetian Ambassador, a preacher before the King criticized the Orders for Preachers (issued August 4) and alluded to the Gunpowder Plot as the Catholics' "opera illorum ignea" (CSPV 1621-23, 403).

September (before the King at Wanstead, Essex)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing for "twoe Sermons" at Buckingham's seat at Wanstead (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 144v).

September 15 (Sunday, Trinity 13, before the King at Theobalds)

Joseph Hall, D.D., Dean of Worcester, and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Text: John 7:24 ("Iudge not according to the appearance, but iudge reighteous iudgement.", 1).  Hall used the rubric of not judging by appearances to criticize recent debate over the arcana imperii and to endorse the "late directions" for preachers (see August 4) as a necessary containment of those who meddle with "Secrets of Court, of Counsell, of State" (11-12).  He concluded with a stinging satire against hypocritical court manners and piety.  This was probably one of the three sermons for which Theobalds was prepared in this month by the Chamber staff (see next entry). September (before the King at Theobalds)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for preparing Theobalds "for three sermons" here (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 145r).

October 9 (Wednesday, Trinity 16, before the King at Theobalds)

William Loe, D.D., Curate of Putney and Chaplain to the King.  Text: Psalm 60:8 ("Ouer Edom will I cast out my shoe.", 1).  In his dedicatory epistle to merchants William and Ralph Freeman, Loe claimed that the sermon and its "vnusual Scripture" gave the King and many hearers "some content", and that he expanded the printed version from the spoken one wherein he was "streightned with shortnes of time" (sigs. A2r-v).  The lengthy title page provides an apt summary. December 25 (Wednesday, Christmas Day, before the Lords and Household at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matt. 2:1-2 ("Behold there came WISE MEN, from the East to Hierusalem; Saying, Where is the KING OF THE IEWES, that is born?  For, we have seene His starre in the East, and are come to worship Him.", 139).  Andrewes began by reminding his auditory that the first verse had been handled in his sermon for Christmas, 1620.  He took the second verse's image of the star as the controlling metaphor for his sermon wherein he drew moral lessons from the five "beames" by which the Magi "manifested" themselves to Christ:  their faith, their spoken confession of faith, their coming, their inquiry, and their worship.  XCVI Sermons, 139-47; Works, I, 249-264.

(before the King at Whitehall)

George Montaigne or Mountain, D.D., Bp of London and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp. of Durham and Abp. of York.  Chamberlain wrote that "somwhat in the bishop of Londons sermon on Christmas day gave the King so litle content that he grew lowde, and the bishop was driven to end abruptly.  I cannot learne but he strove to be smooth and plausible enough (whatsoeuer yt was that offended) unles perhaps yt were too much."  He went on to speculate that perhaps Mountaigne suffered by comparison to his predecessor in the Almonership, Lancelot Andrewes [see entry above] who now "as Deane of the chappell preaches the morning sermon on those high feasts and communion dayes to the Lords and houshold with great applause" (Letters, II, 470).

1623

January 14 (Tuesday, Epiphany 1, before Prince Charles at Whitehall)

William Loe, D.D., Curate of Putney and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Psalm 45.3 ("Gird thy sword vppon Highe, o thou mightie, with thy glorie, & Maiestie.", fol. 7r).  An acknowledged sequel to his October 1622 sermon, The Kings Shoe (fol. 7r).  Loe explained that his text had a three-fold "reference" to Christ, to "the Christs of the Lord, the kings of the earth", and to "all other subordinate Christians" who fight the Lord's and King's battles (fol. 8r).  Although Loe cavilled, "Farre be it therfore from the thought of any...that in vrging this Scripture I should be an Herald of Defiance...or hereby blowe the bellowes of Bellona" (fol. 16v), he proceeded to deliver an unflagging exhortation for the King to arm the nation for military intervention on behalf of the Palatinate.  For this sermon, see ch. IV.3. February 26 (Ash Wednesday, at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matthew 3:7-8 ("O generations of vipers, who hath fore-warned you to flee from the anger to come.  Bring forth therefore fruit worthy* amendment of life [marg: *Or Repentance.].", 238).  Defining "amendment of life" as "repentance", Andrewes handled only the last verse of his text, dividing it into five phrases.  Only three were treated:  "bring forth", which allowed a squib against sermon-centered worship; "bring forth fruit" enjoined fruitful works; and finally with "bring forth fruit therefore" he cautioned that the "therefore" pointed to the "wrath to come", namely hellfire, as an "inducement" to repentance.  XCVI Sermons, 238-48; Works, I, 417-434.  The Lent list appoints Andrewes for this day (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).  On contemporary witness (see below, April 6 and 11), XCVI Sermons and Works erroneously place James at this sermon. 

February 28 (First Friday in Lent at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Dean of St. Paul's.  Text: John 11:35 ("IESUS WEPT.",  324).  After a punning compliment to the Good Friday preacher, John Williams, Bp of Lincoln and Lord Keeper, Donne used this brief text as an entrance to a consideration of the three times when Christ wept:  his "humane tears" for Lazarus, his "Propheticall" tears for Jerusalem at his triumphant entry, and his "Pontificall", or sacrificial, tears at his Passion (325). The Lent list appoints Donne for this day (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).  Sermons, IV, 324-344.

March 2 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Valentine Carey, D.D., Bp of Exeter.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 4 (Tuesday, Lent 1, at Whitehall)

John Denison, D.D., Rector of Woodmansterne, Surrey; Vicar of St Giles, Reading; Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Luke 15.7 ("I say vnto you, that likewise ioy shall be in Heauen for one sinner that repenteth, more then for ninety and nine iust person, which neede no repentance.", 1).  After dismissing "Romish Rubbish" about saints and angels (11-14), Denison preached repentance, concluding with a commendation of "the holy time of Lent" (39-42). March 7 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Senhouse, D.D., Dean of Gloucester and Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Bp of Carlisle.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 9 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Arthur Lake, D.D., Bp or Bath and Wells.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 11 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Richard Corbet, B.D., Dean of Christ Church Oxford; successively Bp of Oxford and Norwich.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 14 (Friday, Lent 2)

Walter Balcanquhall, D.D., Master of the Savoy and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Dean of Rochester and of Durham.  Text: Genesis 3.19[b] ("Because, thou art dust & to dust thou shalt retourne.", 1).  Noting that "these words were wont to be the Leading text for this time", Balcanquhall delivered a Lenten meditation on mortality (1).  He divided his text into an "Enunciation" that "affirmed All must die", and a "Denunciation" of the cause, original sin (12-13).  After proving the universality of death he held out hope to "the godly" for whom death was sanctified by Christ and therefore transformed from a punishment to a reward (56).  The sermon is preserved in a manuscript headed "A Sermon at Whitehall on Fryday ye 14 of March 1622 by Doct[or] Bell Canckwell, M[aster] of ye Savoy."  The text is complete, and not notes by a hearer, although it is hastily or carelessly copied.  Huntington Library MS EL 6867.

(appointed) William Juxon, D.C.L., President of St John's College Oxford; successively Bp of London, Lord High Treasurer, and Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 16 (Sunday, Lent 3)

(appointed) George Carleton, D.D., Bp of Chichester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 18 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John Young, D.D., Dean of Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 21 (Friday, Lent 3)

John Rawlinson, D.D., Principal of St Edmund Hall, Oxford and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Canticles 4.8 ("Come with mee from Lebanon, my Spouse, with mee from Lebanon: looke from the top of Aman, from the top of Shenir, and Hermon, from the Lions dennes, from the mountaines of the Leopards."; also quoting Vulgate with a trans., 1).  In a preface to the printed edition (1625), Rawlinson explained that he had no sooner heard of Charles's "Amorous Travels" to Spain than he "fell in travell with that Amatorious Text", but "not like a buisy Statist, or curious Commonwealth-wright" (sig. A2v).  The sermon made no mention of the Spanish context, but hardly needed to with Rawlinson's treatment of the text as an allegory of a heathen female soul converted to true religion by the wooing of a saviour-king whose arms were "a Red Cross" (24).  The whole sermon, with its optimistic wish that the spouse would not take a religious yoke contrary to her husband's, worked just well in the year of its publication as Charles prepared to marry a French princess.  Subtitled "The Bridegrome, and His Bride.  A Sermon Preached Before the Lords At White-Hall, March.19. 1622", part 4 of STC 20774: Qvadriga Salvtis (1625, see 19 Feb. 1619).  Since sermons were not preached on Wednesdays, I consider the subtitle's date an error (perhaps carried over from the previous sermon in the collection), and calendar according to Rawlinson's appointment in the Lent list (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 23 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

William Laud, D.D., Bp of St. David's; successively Bp of Bath and Wells, London and Abp. of Canterbury.  Appointed in the Lent list (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r), Laud recorded in his diary, "Mar. 23.  I preached at Whitehall." (Works, III, 142).

March 25 (Tuesday, Lent 4, Lady Day)

(appointed) "Docto[r] Oates", probably Thomas, D.D., Canon of St Paul's and of Windsor, and chaplain the Earl of Pembroke, Lord Chamberlain.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 28 (Friday, Lent 4)

(appointed) Thomas Winniffe, D.D., Rector of Lambourne, Essex and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Dean of Gloucester, of St. Paul's, and Bp of Lincoln.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

March 30 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Richard Neile, D.D., Bp of Durham; successively Bp of Winchester and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

April 1 (Tuesday, Lent 5)

(appointed) Walter Curll or Curle, D.D., Dean of Lichfield; successively Bp of Rochester, Bath and Wells, and Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

April 4 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Bowle, D.D., Dean of Salisbury and Chaplain to the King; later Bp of Salisbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

April 6 (Palm Sunday, before the King in the Preaching Place at Whitehall)

George Abbot, D.D., Abp. of Canterbury.  Text: Psalm 148.12-13a (Both young men and maidens: olde men and children.  Let them praise the Name of the LORD.).  Appointed in the Lent list (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r); no sermon text survives, but Bp John Williams's disingenuous account to Buckingham of 11 April is apt (BL MS Stowe 743, fol. 52; a reference I owe to Kenneth Fincham):

This advertisement of the .26. of Marche, that his Highnes shall not be pressed in point of Relligion, is vnto me verye comfortable, but unnecessarye.  We haue not mett w[ith] anye one Rumo[r] o[r] malevolent whisp[er]inge, to that effect o[r] purpose, hitherto.  Onelye ou[r] wise and discreet Metropolitan, in his sermon the last sundaye (the first sermon his m[ajes]tye heard this Lent)...was touchinge vpon old men, that, when the hand of god laye vpon them...began to growe uncertayne & unresolved in they[r] Relligion, and to leaue theyr posteritye after them, in doubtes and waveringes w[hi]ch are the best.  And he touch't likewise vpon Ladyes, who by neglectinge theyr Distafes and Needles...ranne to heare Masses, and soe chaunged theyr Relligion....But his m[ajes]tye is most wiselye Resolved to take noe notice at all of the same.  As indeed it were inco[n]venient, to stirre vp any such question, at this time.

Both Chamberlain and the Chamber accounts confirm this as James's first attendance of a Lent sermon in the outdoor preaching place this year (Chamberlain, Letters, II, 489; P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158r).   Cf. Hacket, Scrinia Reserata, I, 143.

April 8 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) John Warner, D.D., Canon of Canterbury and Rector of Bishopsbourne, Kent; later Chaplain to King Charles and successively Dean of Lichfield and Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

April 11 (Good Friday, before the King in the Chapel Royal, Whitehall)

John Williams, D.D., Bp of Lincoln and Lord Keeper of the Great Seal.  Appointed in the Lent list (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).  According to Chamberlain, James had not been present at any Lent sermons "in the chappell" until "the Lord Keper preached on Goode Friday" (Letters, II, 489).

April 13 (Easter Sunday)

(appointed) George Montaigne, or Mountain, D.D., Bp of London and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Durham and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45r).

----
(before the King[?] at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Isaiah 63:1-3 ("Who is this that commeth from EDOM, with redd garments from BOZRA?...", 566).  Andrewes posed two questions, first, "whom it is" that comes, and second, "why He was all in red" (566-67).  After a lengthy digression on Edom, Bosrah, and the Edomites allegorized as "the whole kingdome of darknesse, or region of death...Hell it self" (569), Andrewes identified the prophet's addressee as Christ.  In the second part he skillfully wove the image of Christ pressed as in a winepress, or two presses:  first in the Passion as the grapes trodden upon, and then in the triumph at Easter, having himself trodden upon sin and death.  Andrewes concluded by inviting the auditory to partake of Christ's "power to save in the holy Eucharist" (576).  XCVI Sermons, 566-76; Works, III, 60-79. 

May 4 (Easter 3, before the King at Greenwich)

John Denison, D.D., Rector of Woodmansterne, Surrey; Vicar of St Giles, Reading; Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text: Isaiah 53.4 ("Surely he hath borne our infirmities, and carried our sorrowes.", 1).  In the style of Andrewes, but without his brilliance, Denison preached an exegetical sermon on the prophet's "Epitome of the Gospell" (3), considering the Passion as an inspiration for human compassion and sanctification. The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Oatlands "for a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158r).

June-July (before the King in the Presence Chamber at Havering, Essex)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment "for makinge readye at Haveringe...the Presence Chamber for twoe sermons" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158v).  Havering was a royal manor.

July (before the King at Aldershot, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Sir Walter Tichborne's manor "for one sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158v).  Nichols dates James' visit to Aldershot in the last days of August (James, III, 904).

July-August (before the King at Theobalds)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Theobalds "for a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158v).

prepared for August 5 (Gowry Anniversary)
Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Genesis 49:5-7 (Jacob's dying curse upon his two sons Simeon and Levi for their violent cruelty.).  In Jacob's censure of two brothers, Andrewes "read the destinie of another couple", the Gowries (876).  After considering the heinousness of Simeon and Levi's plot and the justice of Jacob's malediction, Andrewes treated in eight points the similarities of their crimes and the Gowries'.  XCVI Sermons, 876-85; Works, IV, 183-200.

August (before the King at Cranborne, Dorset)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Cranborne, hunting estate of William Cecil, Earl of Salisbury, for "a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158v).  Nichols dates James's visit to Cranborne between August 10 and 19 (James, III, 888, 902).

(before the King at Bromham, Wilts.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying Bromham, seat of Sir Edward Baynton, for "a sermon there" (P.R.O., E351/544, fol. 159r).

-------
(before the King at Beaulieu, Hants.)

The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying "Beauly house" and the church there "fower seuerall tymes for a sermon" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 159r).  Beaulieu was the seat of the Earl of Southampton.  Nichols dates this visit between August 20 and 24 (James, III, 903-904).

September 2 (Tuesday, Trinity 12, before the King at East Hampstead House, Berks.)

George Warburton, M.A., Rector of Freshwater, Isle of Wight and Chaplain to the King; successively Dean of Gloucester and Dean of Wells (Ath. Oxon.).  Text: Genesis 14:18, "pars prior" ("And Melchizedech King of Shalem, brought foorth bread and wine.", 1).  Warburton used conventional typology to divide his text and sermon into considerations of Melchizedech as an historical "Type of Christ", and Christ the "Anti-type", and both "not without a Tropologicall Insinuation of a Morall vse" for all kings (3).  The preacher waded through much etymological casuistry to refute Roman Catholic use of this text as precedent for a sacerdotal and princely priesthood.  The application to kings afforded fulsome praise of James for his efforts "to endeauour...to cement together, the Christian Churches, and States of Europe, with an euerlasting bond of Concord" -- probably the Spanish Match (51).  In his epistle to the reader, Warburton explained that he published this sermon to "proclaime vnto the world" his thankfulness for James' pacificism, and to "reclaime such wilde and turbulent spirits...as cloyed with so still a calme" (sigs. a2v- a3r).  The printed sermon was "in some few paßages, somewhat fuller, then it was then deliuered" (sig. a4r). The Treasurer of the Chamber recorded payment for readying "Easthampton House" for a sermon (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 159r).

September (before the King at Tottenham, Middlesex)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for readying "the Earle of Hertfordes house at Tottenham...for a sermon there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158r).

September 21 (Sunday, Trinity 15, before the King at Theobalds)

Joseph Hall, D.D., Dean of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; successively Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Text: Proverbs 23:23 ("Buy the Truth, and sell it not.", 1).  Hall applied this text more consistently and directly to the court and courtiers' vices than was usual in court sermons.  He lamented the cheap regard given to religious truth at court, and chastised it for `buying' everything but truth (17).  He also made repeated reference to the worthy example of England's Protestant martyrs and called on present-day courtiers to emulate their zeal for truth.  Early in October Chamberlain wrote that "Dr. Hall made a neat sermon of late at Tiballs", most likely this one (Letters, II, 517).  Another contemporary wrote that "Dean Hall preached worthily and spoke home...at Theobalds, before his majesty on this text: `Buy the truth, and sell it not'" (Birch, Court and Times of James, II, 418-19).  The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for readying Theobalds "for three sermons there" during September (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158r).  Dedicated to William Herbert, Earl of Pembroke. September 28 (Sunday, Trinity 16, before the King at Hampton Court)

John Whiting, D.D., Rector of St. Martin-le-Vintry and Canon of St. Paul's.  The Venetian ambassador cited the King's willingness to "punish one of his preachers who spoke in his sermon about `the idol of the mass'" as proof that Prince Charles' and Buckingham's return from Spain had not weakened James' determination to keep the Spanish Match alive by mollifying Catholics.  Chamberlain linked this sermon with that preached by Hall on September 21, saying that "Dr. Whiting went further and dealt more plainly at Hampton Court, for which he was convented before the counsaile and in daunger to be committed, but he hath passed yt over with beeing suspended from preaching." (CSPV 1623-25, 131; Chamberlain, Letters, II, 517).

October (before the King at Woking, Surrey)

The Treasurer of the Chamber made payment for readying "Oking...for twoe sermons there" (P.R.O. E351/544, fol. 158v).

November 5 (Wednesday, Gunpowder Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

John Hacket, B.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Lichfield and Coventry.  Text: Amos 9.2 ("Though they dig into Hell thence shall my hand take them.", 742).  Hacket found in this text "both root and branches of that most execrable Powder-plot" (743) and used this historical application of the text to make moral observations on the course of sin.  The sermon included several execrations upon the Jesuits for their role in the Plot and the atrocities committed in the New World (750).  He concluded with a prayer for the King's and Prince's deliverance from Catholics (751).  Hacket's allusion to this being the eighteenth anniversary of the Plot fixes the year of the sermon.  The exordium also contains several points drawn from Hacket's spring, 1623 Bachelor of Divinity theses on the canonization of saints (vii, 743).  Hacket, Century of Sermons, 742-51.

December 25 (Thursday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Ephesians 1:10 ("That, in the dispensation of fullnesse of the times, He might gather together into one all things, both which are in heaven, and which are in earth, even in CHRIST.", 148).  Andrewes applied this text to the Nativity by expounding how only in Christ were all things "gathered together," thereby reversing the dispersion and chaos wrought by the Fall.  He noted how fit this theme of recapitulation was for the end of the calendar year, and concluded by commending the "blessed Eucharist" as the ultimate "recapitulation" and asserted that in the sacrament Christ was fully present both physically and mystically (157).  XCVI Sermons, 148-58; Works, I, 265-283.

prepared for February 11 (Ash Wednesday)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Matt. 3:8 ("Bring forth Fruits, therefore, worthie amendment of life (or, Repentance.)," 249).  Andrewes prepared but did not deliver this continuation of his sermon for Ash Wednesday, 1623 (see 26 February, 1623).  He focussed on the fruits of repentance, which he identified as prayer, alms, and fasting.  Although in the final third of the sermon, Andrewes was careful to insist that works were not in themselves meritorious for salvation, he criticized the Protestant tendency to avoid all works for fear of pride in them.  In his conclusion he recommended private confession to and counsel from priests, something "laid aside, and neglected by us, because not sought after by you" (258).  XCVI Sermons, 249-59; Works, I, 435-454; W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.

February 13 (First Friday in Lent)

(appointed) John Donne, D.D., Dean of St. Paul's.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

February 15 (Sunday Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Wright, D.D., Bp of Bristol.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

February 17 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Matthew Wren, D.D., Fellow of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge, Canon of Winchester, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Bp of Hereford, Norwich, and Ely.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

February 20 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Richard Senhouse, D.D., Dean of Gloucester and Chaplain to Prince Charles; later Bp of Carlisle. (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

February 22 (Sunday, Lent 2) 

(appointed) Arthur Lake, D.D., Bp of Bath and Wells.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

February 24 (Tuesday, Lent 2) 

(appointed) Richard Corbet, B.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford; successively Bp of Oxford and Norwich.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

February 27 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Walter Balcanquall, D.D., Master of the Savoy and Chaplain to the King; successively Dean of Rochester and Durham.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

February 29 (Sunday, Lent 3) 

(appointed) John Hanmer, D.D., Bp of St. Asaph and Chaplain to the King.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

March 2 (Tuesday, Lent 3) 

(appointed) William Juxon, D.C.L., President of St. John's College, Oxford; successively Bp of London, Lord High Treasurer, and Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

March 5 (Friday, Lent 3) 

(appointed) George Warburton, M.A., Rector of Freshwater, Isle of Wight and Chaplain to the King; successively Dean of Gloucester and Wells (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

March 7 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4) 

William Laud, D.D., Bp of St. David's; successively Bp of London, Bath and Wells, and Abp of Canterbury.  Laud recorded in his diary that "Mar. 7. Mid-Lent Sunday, I preached at Whitehall" (Works, III, 149).  Two copies of the Lent list for 1624 survive.  The fairer copy has on this date "Lord Bp: of Chichester [George Carleton]", but another copy on a loose leaf has "Lo: Bp of Chichester.  Dor Laude".  From the evidence of Laud's diary, he indeed did preach, and not Carleton; perhaps the second list was drawn up at a later date (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

March 9 (Tuesday, Lent 4) 

(appointed) John Young, D.D., Dean of Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v.)

March 12 (Friday, Lent 4, at Whitehall)

Thomas Winniffe, D.D., Rector of Lambourne, Essex and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Dean of Gloucester, of St. Paul's, and Bp of Lincoln.  Text: Romans 12:2 ("And be not conformed to this world").  Winniffe observed that men were impressionable beings, but most often took impressions from, or conformed to, "the worst things".  He then outlined two ways in which his text should not be interpreted:  first, it was not a proof-text for monasticism or mendicants, nor was it a proof-text for "Nonconformists to church discipline."  Applying his text morally, Winniffe cautioned against conformity to the world in the seven deadly sins or in St. John's three lusts (of the flesh, the eyes, and pride of life).  This sermon is preserved in a MS volume of early 17th-century sermons in the private collection of Mr. R.A. Linenthal, London.  In the manuscript, the sermon is headed "11 march 1623 Dr winniffe at whitehall".  The Lent lists for this year, however, show Winniffe appointed for Friday the 12th (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).  Given this evidence and the routine of Friday Lent sermons, I suggest that the scribe of the MS copy misdated by one day. 

March 14 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

(appointed) Richard Neile, D.D., Bp of Durham; successively Bp of Winchester and Abp of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

March 16 (Tuesday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

(appointed) Walter Curll or Curle, D.D., Dean of Lichfield; successively Bp of Rochester, Bath and Wells, and Winchester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

March 19 (Friday, Lent 5, at Whitehall)

(appointed) John Bowle, D.D., Dean of Salisbury and Chaplain to the King; later Bp of Salisbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

March 21 (Palm Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

George Abbot, D.D., Abp of Canterbury.  Text: Matt. 22:37 ("Thou shalt loue ye lord thy god with all thy hart & w[i]th all thy soule and with all thy mind").  The Archbishop proclaimed this verse as "the gr[ea]t com[m]aundement of the law w[hi]ch is knowne by many, obserued by few."   He then to explained how love can be rendered to God "with all thy hart with all thy mind".  First he condemned "lukewarmnes", citing Biblical and early Christian examples of religious zeal in governors and princes.  This, Abbot said, "putts mee in mind of o[u]r recusants", who, with Catholics in general, gave the love due to God to the Pope and his false doctrines.  He maintained that God could not be wholly loved "in a settled com[m]onwealth if we giue way to such trash".  He then argued for the enforcement of penal legislation against Catholics, including "confiscation of goods", by citing Patristic precedents for compelling persons to religion by state means.  He concluded by invoking the memory of 1588 and England's uniformity against Catholicism under Elizabeth, and added finally, certainly with reference to the Spanish Infanta, "let not a Sheebare in, stop her out at the first".  The sentiments and arguments of this sermon echo Abbott's simultaneous efforts in Parliament to enforce penal legislation against recusant Catholics and to break off negotiations with Spain.  This sermon is preserved in a MS volume of early 17th-century sermons in the private collection of Mr. R.A. Linenthal, London.  Abbot appears in the Lent list for this year on this date (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

March 23 (Tuesday in Holy Week, at Whitehall)

(appointed) John Warner, D.D., Canon of Canterbury and Rector of Bishopsbourne, Kent; later Chaplain to King Charles and successively Dean of Lichfield and Bp of Rochester.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

March 24 (Wednesday in Holy Week, Accession Day, at Whitehall)

(appointed) William Laud, D.D., Bp of St. David's and Chaplain to the King; successively Bp of Bath and Wells and London, and Abp of Canterbury.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

March 26 (Good Friday, at Whitehall)

(appointed) John Williams, D.D., Bp of Lincoln, Ld. Keeper of the Great Seal, and Dean of Westminster; later Abp. of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

March 28 (Easter Sunday, before the King at Whitehall)

(appointed) George Montaigne or Mountain, D.D., Bp of London and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Durham and Abp. of York.  (W.A.M.B. 15, fol. 45v).

prepared for March 28 (Easter Sunday)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text: Heb. 13:20-21 ("The GOD of peace, that brought againe from the dead, our Lord Iesus Christ, the great Shepheard of the Sheepe, through the blood of the everlasting Testament.  Make you perfect in all good workes, to do His will, working in you that which is pleasant in His sight, through Iesus Christ, to Whom be praise for ever and ever, Amen.", 577).  Prepared, though not preached, this sermon opened with Andrewes' summary of the text as an Apostolic benediction.  He called it "an evill custome...with our people" that they left divine service before receiving the priest's blessing.  To apply this benediction to Easter, he first considered "the thing done for us" (580), the resurrection, and then turned to "the thing to be done by us" (585), good works.  Here Andrewes was even more direct than in his treatment of works in the Ash Wednesday sermon prepared for this year, insisting that "they that have done good workes shall goe into everlasting life; and they (not, that have done evill, but they) that have not done good, shall goe, you know, wither" (585).  In closing, Andrewes detailed the evils of war, probably in response to the intense pressure from Parliament for James to declare war on Spain in the Palatinate (588-89).  XCVI Sermons, 577-90; Works, III, 80-103.

before May 4 (before the King at Theobalds)

Edward Chaloner, D.D., Principal of St. Alban's Hall, Oxford.  Text: Matt. 13.17 ("So the Seruants of the Housholder came and said vnto him, Sir, didst not thou sowe good Seed in thy field? from whence then hath it Tares?", 105).  In the dedicatory epistle to William Herbert, Earl of Pembroke, Chaloner explained that this sermon and the Canterbury Cathedral lectures printed with it were intended as answers to recent Roman Catholic critiques of Protestantism, including its lack of antiquity (sig. A2r-3r).  In this respect, Chaloner's resembles the sermon preached by Ussher in June of this year, although it lacks all of Ussher's literary merit.  Chaloner compared Romish heresies to the tares in the parable:  they looked harmless when planted, but after centuries of growth, were a bane, and that "from the misconstruction and wrested Interpretations of Primitiue Discipline, the bodie of Popery is descended" (136). June 20 (Sunday, Trinity 4, before the King at Wanstead, Essex)

James Ussher, D.D., Bp of Meath; later Abp. of Armagh.  Text:  Eph. 4:13 ("Till we all come in the unitie of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Sonne of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulnesse of Christ.", 1).  Ussher preached a classic statement of James' cherished belief that the true church was universal, and that it transcended national and confessional divisions.  In the opening portion he painted Rome as "the very Mother" of schism for her arrogant refusal to accept the validity of other national churches.  But Ussher devoted the majority of his sermon to emphasizing the common foundation shared by all Christian churches, and defending Protestants from Roman charges of innovation.  Reprinted in 1625, 1629 and 1631. August 24 (Tuesday, Trinity 13, before the King at Woodstock)

John Prideaux, D.D., Vice-Chancellor of Oxford, Regius Professor of Divinity, and Rector, Exeter College, Oxford; later Bp of Worcester.  Text:  2 Sam.6:6-7 ("6. And when they came to Naethons threshing floore, Vzzah put forth his hand to take the Arke of God, and tooke hold of it, for the Oxen shooke it.  7 And the anger of the Lord was kindled against Vzzah, and God smote him there for his errour, & there he died by the Arke of God.", 1).  After interpreting the Ark as the church, Prideaux opened three points:  the danger posed to the ark, Uzzah's fault, and his punishment.  As the preacher handled them, "the first intimates against the Papists, that the most setled estate of the Church...is not priuiledged from shaking....the second, against the Puritans; that every man...is not to thrust forth his hand to bee a Reformer....the third, against Atheisticall Politicians, that God cannot be deluded as men are" (4). September (before the King at Hampton Court)

Joseph Hall, D.D., Dean of Worcester; successively Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Text:  Phil. 3:18-19 ("18. For many walk of whom I have told you often, and now tell you even Weeping, that they are [the enemies of] the crosse of Christ.  19. Whose end is destruction, &c.", 1).  Hall's sermon fell into two parts, first a commendation of Paul's reproof, and then an anatomy of "the wickedness of these false teachers" (9).  In the first part, Hall took Peter's passion as a model for preaching that should be loud, frequent, not "longing after fine quelque choices of new and artificial composition"(4), not witty, and watered with tears of anger at impiety.  In his treatment of the text's "Enemies to the cross", Hall delivered a bitter digression against adoration of the cross and crucifix as "conceits crossely superstitious, which the Church of England ever abhorred" (14).  This sermon appeared posthumously in the The Shaking of the Olive Tree (1660) separately paginated and with the heading, "A Sermon Preacht at Hampton-Court to King James In Ordinary attendance in September 1624.  By Jos. Hall Dean of VVorcester."  Also Works, ed. Wynter, V, 200-17.

September 19 (Sunday, Trinity 17, before the King at Theobalds)

Joseph Hall, D.D., Dean of Worcester; successively Bp of Exeter and Norwich.  Text:  Is. 32:17 ("Opus Iustitiæ pax.  The worke of Iustice (or righteousnesse) shall be peace.", 1).  For this sermon on those "two royall graces", justice and peace, Hall treated both in spiritual and civil terms.  On justification, Hall insisted on imputed rather than inherent or earned grace.  He devoted the majority of the sermon to justice and peace in state and church, insisting that without the impartial and strict execution of justice, peace would never flourish.  Since Rome practiced injustice, he said, it was naive to expect peace with her.  Hall concluded with a series of paradoxes decrying how the just are too often accused of injustice. November 5 (Friday, Gunpowder Anniversary, before the King at Whitehall)

John Hacket, B.D., Rector of St Andrew's, Holborn and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Lichfield and Coventry.  Text:  Acts 28.5 ("And he shook the beast into the fire, and felt no harm.", 752).  Hacket made little explicit application of his text to the events of November 5, 1605, but dwelt in general upon God's "safe deliverance" of his people from the wiles of the serpent.  The sermon, although it retailed a few conventional criticisms of the Jesuits, struck a decidedly pacifist note in the context of the escalating conflict over the politico-religious future of the German states.  "Chiefly", he said, "let my speech drop as the soft dew upon the head of Aaron, and the Bishops of the Church that succeed St. Paul.  Let them know that it is not in their hand to be avenged of the life of their Adversaries.  The secular Sword in the Priests arm did never turn to the benefit of justice, but to scandal" (757).  I assign this sermon to 1624 based on its heading as the "second" Jacobean Gunpowder sermon by Hacket, the first having been preached in 1623 (see above, November 5, 1623).  Hacket, Century of Sermons, 752-761.

December 13? (Tuesday, Advent 3, before the King at Trinity College, Cambridge)

John Stoughton, B.D., Fellow of Emmanuel College; later D.D. and preacher of St. Mary Aldermanbury, London).  Text: Psalm 144.15 ("Happie is that people that is in such a case, yea happie is that people whose God is the Lord.", sig. B2r).  Though published without date, allusion to the match of Prince Charles and Henrietta Maria of France (p. 26) places the sermon during James' residence at Trinity for the marriage negotiations; the articles were signed there on 12 December, and the following day was a routine sermon-day.  Stoughton preached an important variation on the rex pacifici theme, praising James for securing peace without compromising religion, and insisting that war for religion's sake was a justifiable compromise of peace -- in short, a thanksgiving for the end of the Spanish Match and an endorsement of war on behalf of the Palatinate (pp. 31, 36).  Printed posthumously in 1640 as part one of Stoughton's Choice Sermons Upon Selected Occasions (STC 23302), with the title, "The Happinesse of Peace".

December 25 (Saturday, Christmas Day, before the King at Whitehall)

Lancelot Andrewes, D.D., Bp of Winchester and Dean of the Chapel Royal.  Text:  Ps. 2:7 ("I will preach the Law, whereof the LORD said to me: Thou art my Sonne, this day have I begotten thee.", 159).  Andrewes divided his sermon into three parts.  First, of law in general, he commented with sarcasm on his contemporaries' reduction of the faith to "certaine Articles to be beleeved" at the expense of "certaine Commandements...to be observed" (162).  He then turned to the task of explaining how the text is a law both of faith -- it states Christ's natures (human and divine) and his offices (priest and king) -- and of fact -- Christ preaches this law to us, and thereby declares us His children as God declared Him His Son.  XCVI Sermons, 159-69; Works, I, 284-302.

1625

Lent--
The 1625 Lent list survives in P.R.O. LC5/183, a book of petitions and responses to/from the Lord Chamberlain, the Earl of Pembroke.  Several days list alternate names (possibly entered after the fact to record who actually preached?-- cf. March 29 and April 3).

March 2 (Ash Wednesday)

"Mr Peeterson for ye Bp of Winchester" (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).  Lancelot Andrewes' appointed replacement could be either Robert, Rector of St. John the Baptist, London; or William, Canon of Exeter.

March 4 (First Friday in Lent, at Whitehall)

John Donne, D.D., Dean of St. Paul's and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text:  Matt. 19:17 ("AND HE SAID UNTO HIM, WHY CALLEST THOU ME GOOD?  THERE IS NONE GOOD BUT ONE; THAT IS, GOD", 223).  Donne considered the "pretext" of the rich young ruler's visit to Christ; after giving an overview of patristic readings of the question, he concluded that the young ruler's "disposition" was "good", not vain or obsequious.  He devoted the bulk of the sermon to Christ's response itself, which treated goodness as deriving only from God, and that evil, although it has its origin in sin and the devil, is used by God for good.  Donne, drawing heavily on Scholasticism, pushed this final point even to the paradox that Christians, as members of Christ's body, are not sinners, but Christ "is the sinner, even in the sight, and justice of his Father, and not I" (239).  Sermons, VI, 223-240.  Donne was appointed for this day (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 6 (Sunday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Robert Wright, Bp of Bristol (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 8 (Tuesday, Lent 1)

(appointed) Matthew Wren, D.D., Fellow of Pembroke Hall, Cambridge, Canon of Winchester, and Chaplain to Prince Charles; successively Bp of Hereford, Norwich, and Ely.  (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 11 (Friday, Lent 1)

(appointed) John Hacket, B.D., Rector of St Andrew's, Holborn and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Lichfield and Coventry (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 13 (Sunday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Arthur Lake, Bp of Bath and Wells.  Alternate:  "Dr. [blank]" (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 15 (Tuesday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Richard Corbet, B.D., Dean of Christ Church, Oxford; successively Bp of Oxford and Norwich.  Alternate: "Dr Ham___" (illeg.; P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 18 (Friday, Lent 2)

(appointed) Isaac Bargrave, D.D., Rector of St Margaret's, Westminster and chaplain to Prince Charles; later Dean of Canterbury.  Bargrave was appointed "for ye M[aster] of ye Sauoy", Walter Balcanquall (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 20 (Sunday, Lent 3)

(appointed) John Hanmer, D.D., Bp of St. Asaph; alternate, Richard Corbet, Dean of Christ Church Oxford (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 22 (Tuesday, Lent 3)

(appointed) Samuel Fell, D.D., Chaplain in Ordinary to the King, canon and later Dean of Christ Church Oxford (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 24 (Thursday, Lent 3, Accession Day, at Theobalds)

Daniel Price, D.D., Dean of Hereford and Chaplain to the King.  Text:  Psalm 118:25 ("Saue now I beseech thee, O Lord: O Lord, I beseech thee send now prosperitie.").  In his sermon preached on Sunday, March 27 (see entry below), Price explained that although he had planned a sermon from a Lenten text, members of the court "desired the Conclusion of this text, begun on Thursday last" (4).  In the Sunday sermon, Price took up the verse's second petition ("send now prosperitie"), and Thursday's sermon treated the first ("Saue now I beseech thee, O Lord").  In the later sermon Price also noted that the 118th Psalm was composed by King David as a prayer upon his accession, which suggests the reasoning behind Price's choice of the text for this day.

March 25 (Friday, Lent 4)

"Doctor Harris", probably John Harris, D.D., formerly Regius Prof. of Greek, Oxford, now canon of Wells; later Warden of Winchester College (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

March 27 (Midlent Sunday, Lent 4, before Prince Charles at Theobalds)

Daniel Price, D.D., Dean of Hereford and Chaplain to the King.  Text:  Psalm 118:25 ("Saue now I beseech thee, O Lord: O Lord, I beseech thee send now prosperitie.", 1).  This sermon, preached an hour before James' death, captured the pathos of the impending event, but bore a mark of restraint not found in Price's more histrionic lamentations after the death of Prince Henry.  In a five-part sermon, Price drew moral lessons from King David's petition:  proper prayers are addressed only to God, pace "the apish Popish Idolatry of many" (6); this petition came from David, the pattern of all Christian kings and one held up to Prince Charles; David's petition was a pattern of zeal; true prosperity comes only from God.  Finally, Price applied his text to the month of March in general, that "bloody Moneth" that saw the deaths of Queen Elizabeth and Queen Anne, and James's near-fatal illness of 1618 (31-33).  He concluded with a direct address to Prince Charles.  Price dedicated the printed sermon to the new king with special compliments on his marriage to Henrietta Maria of France sig. A2r-v).  Simonds d'Ewes wrote that the preacher "prayed earnestly for the King before his sermon, and wept often whilst he prayed and preached" (Autobiography [1845], 1, 262). William Laud, D.D., Bp of St David's; successively Bp of Bath and Wells, London, and Abp of Canterbury.  Laud was appointed to preach the afternoon sermon in the court Lent series (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).  He entered in his diary that "I ascended the pulpit, much troubled, and in a very melancholy moment, the report then spreading that his Majesty King James, of most sacred memory to me, was dead.  Being interrupted by the dolours of the Duke of Buckingham, I broke off my sermon in the middle" (Works, III, 157-58).  See also Heylyn, Cyprianus Anglicus (1671), 126.

March 29 (Tuesday, Lent 4)

Thomas Adams, chaplain to Lord Chief Justice Montague, and preacher at St. Gregory's-by-Paul's.  Text: Job 42.6 ("Wherefore I abhorre my selfe, and repent in dust and ashes.", 1).  Acknowledging this "in many deare regards a mourning, and penitentiall season", Adams preached an eloquent sermon on humiliation and repentance.  Dedicated to Lord Chamberlain William Herbert, Earl of Pembroke, by whom Adams had the appointment to preach (sig. A2v).  Part one of STC 130: [within double rules] THREE | SERMONS | PREACHED | I. (appointed) Thomas Winniffe, D.D., Dean of Gloucester, and chaplain to King Charles; later Dean of St. Paul's and Bp of Lincoln.  Alternate, Richard Steward, D.C.L., successively chaplain, Clerk of the Closet, and Dean of the Chapel Royal to King Charles (P.R.O. LC5/183 fol. 1).

April 3 (Passion Sunday, Lent 5, before King Charles at St. James')

John Donne, D.D., Dean of St. Paul's and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text:  Ps. 11:3 ("IF THE FOUNDATIONS BE DESTROYED, WHAT CAN THE RIGHTEOUS DOE?", 241).  Charles' attendance of Donne's sermon was his first public appearance after James's death; although the sermon was preached at Charles's command, April was also Donne's routine month of attendance as James's chaplain, and Charles' command probably represented a gesture of continuity as much as a sign of favour to Donne.  After briefly alluding to this Lent as a "season of Mortification", Donne turned to his text.  In the first of three parts, Donne enjoined quiet during times of transition, especially decrying contention over church customs (245-46).  He then considered four `buildings' --the church, the republic, the domicile, and the individual self -- whose foundations could be shaken by sin but strengthened by seeking God's counsel.  Donne wrote to Sir Robert Ker that "after the Sermon, I will steal into my Coach home, and pray that my good purpose may be well accepted, and my defects graciously pardoned" (Donne, Letters [1651], 311). April 5 (Tuesday, Lent 5, before King Charles at Whitehall)

(appointed) Walter Curll, D.D., Dean of Lichfield; successively Bp of Rochester, Bath and Wells, and Winchester (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1). Chamberlain wrote on April 9 that "the King came to White-hall to the sermon on Tewsday and there continues setling his houshold" (Letters, II, 609).

April 8 (Friday, Lent 5)

(appointed) John Bowle, D.D., Dean of Salisbury and Chaplain to the King; later Bp of Salisbury (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1). 

April 10 (Palm Sunday)

(appointed) George Abbot, D.D., Abp. of Canterbury; alternate (or actual?), Walter Balcanquall, Master of the Savoy (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

April 12 (Tuesday in Holy Week)

(appointed) John Warner, D.D., Canon of Canterbury and Rector of Bishopsbourne, Kent; later Dean of Lichfield and Bp of Rochester (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

April 15 (Good Friday)

(appointed) John Williams, D.D., Dean of Westminster, Bishop of Lincoln and Lord Keeper; later Abp of York (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

April 17 (Easter Sunday)

(appointed) George Montaigne or Mountain, D.D., Bp of London and Lord High Almoner; successively Bp of Durham and Abp. of York (P.R.O. LC5/183, fol. 1).

April 26 (Tuesday, Easter 1, before the body of King James at Denmark House)

John Donne, D.D., Dean of St. Paul's and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King.  Text:  Canticles 3:11 ("GOE FORTH YE DAUGHTERS OF SION, AND BEHOLD KING SOLOMON, WITH THE CROWN, WHEREWITH HIS MOTHER CROWNED HIM, IN THE DAY OF HIS ESPOUSALS, AND IN THE DAY OF THE GLADNESSE OF HIS HEART.", 280).  Donne's last Jacobean court sermon.  He divided his text according to its three allegorized persons:  the church that calls, the children ("daughters of Sion") that listen, and Christ ("Solomon") crowned in the humiliation of his Passion, to whom the children are sent.  In the first two parts Donne spoke against private inspiration and for the authority of the Church.  In the third and longest he moralized the text's two principle verbs, "Egredimini", or "goe forth" and "videte", or "see".  The first did not mean going out either to "a painted Church" or "a naked Church", but staying in the familiar paths of the English church (284).  The second brought Donne to the presence of the deceased king, for Solomon allegorized as "your Head, Christ Jesus" or as "this great Monarch, our Royall Master" both presented a mirror in which everyone in the auditory could see and know himself (286).  The dead king lay there as testament to the bodily death awaiting all sinners, while his lifelong profession of Christianity promised that his physical "divorce" from the earth was but a spiritual marriage to heaven.  Donne ended with a prayer that all might in heaven "see those eyes open there, which we have seen closed here." (291).  Allusion to the mourners going in to pay their respects to the king's body suggests that the sermon was preached not in the same chamber as the casket and catafalque, but in a chamber without, or "before" it (289, 290).  Sermons, VI, 280-291.

May 3 (Tuesday, Easter 2, at Denmark House)

Phineas Hodson, D.D., Chancellor of York and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King).  Text: Joshua 1.2 ("Moses my Seruant is dead; now therefore arise.", 1).  Fulsome eulogy for James as a latter-day Moses, with particular praise for his pacifism and care for the Church. May 7 (Saturday, Easter 2, Funeral of King James in Westminster Abbey)

John Williams, D.D., Bp of Lincoln and Lord Keeper; later Abp. of York.  Text:  1 Kings 11:41-43 ("And the rest of the words of Salomon, and all that he did, and his wisedome, are they not written in the Booke of the Acts of Salomon?  And the time that Salomon raigned in Hierusalem ouer all Israel, was forty yeeres.  And Salomon slept with his Fathers, and was buried in the Citie of Dauid his Father.", sig. A1v).  After declaiming his text, Williams said that he did "in these three Verses obserue three parts, the Happy Life, the Happy Raigne, and the Happy End of this great King Salomon" (3).  Into these categories he divided the princely virtues found in his text and described their embodiment in Solomon and in James.  The preacher elaborated especially upon James' care for religion, his pacificism, and his Christian death (68-73).  The sermon concluded with a fulsome compliment to the new King Charles, though some thought Williams imlied a negative comparison with his father  Williams modelled his sermon on the funeral orations for Henry VII Henri IV by Cardinals Fisher and Peron, respectively (Hacket, Scrinia, I, 223). Allusions to "this court" and its routine of one weekly sermon places it at Elizabeth's court, not James's, where two per week were heard (fols. 17r, 21v; cf. above, III.1)  BL MS Add. 41,499a.

Richard Eedes, D.D., Dean of Worcester and Chaplain in Ordinary to the Queen.  Text: Philippians 3.20,21 ("Our conuersation is in heauen, from whence we looke for the Sauiour, euen the Lord Iesus Christ.  Who shall change our vile bodie, that it may be fashioned like vnto his glorious bodie according to the working, whereby he is able to subdue all things vnto himselfe.", 103r).  An eloquent sermon on minding higher things through contemptus mundi and faith in the general resurrection, with a digression against monastic-puritan separatism (110-12).  Part 6 of STC 7526: Six learned and godly sermons (see March 28 1595).  Though undated, it appears in the collection's Elizabethan sequence.

1603 - 1616

Roger Fenton, D.D., Preacher to Gray's Inn), Rector of St. Stephen's Walbrook and Prebend of St. Paul's.  Three undated sermons preached before James I appeared posthumously, appended to A Treatise Against the Necessary Dependance vpon that One Head, and the present Reconciliation to the Church of Rome (1617).

---- "The Want of Discipline: A Sermon Preached before the King at White-Hall."  Text: Ezekiel 29.14:  "Thou art the annointed Cherub which couereth, and I haue set thee in Honour." (61).  Fenton treated the "annointed Cherub" as a type of all kings, but in particular James, who "cover" the ark of the church by protecting the tables of its law and weilding Aaron's rod of discipline.  The latter meant presiding over a church that valued the "manifestation...of faith by workes" and "Repentance by the exercise of mortification" (69).  An allusion to the commemoration of Epiphany "yesterday" (65) fixes the date on a January 7.

----"The Possession of a King.  Another Sermon before the King."  Text: Genesis 28.13 ("The land whereupon thou sleepest will I giue thee and thy seede.", 73).  In what seems more an outline than a complete sermon, Fenton used the story of Jacob's ladder as an allegory of James's rightful succession and head of "the Tribes which became one Church, one Body, one Kingdome" (78).  The themes of accession and union, coupled with mention of the Gowry conspiracy (76) but not the Gunpowder Plot, suggests a date in the first years of the reign.

----"The Tvmvlts Of The People.  Another Sermon at the Court in White-Hall before the King."  Text: Exodus 32.1 ("But when the people saw that MOSES tarried long ere he came from the mountaine, the people gathered themselues together against AARON, and said vnto him: vp, make vs gods to goe before vs.", 79).  A not unlively sermon deploring idolatrous rebellions against authority, whether civic or moral, told in the typological terms of the story of the golden calf.

1609-1612?

Christopher Hampton, D.D., Fellow of Trinity College Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Abp of Armagh.  In 1620 Hampton published three court sermons dedicated to Sir Oliver St. John, Lord Deputy of Ireland, with the following imprint (STC 12739.5): [within rules, double at top and sides] THE |THREEFOLD | STATES OF MAN | VPON EARTH; | CONTEYNING, | The glorie of his Creation, | The miserie of his Fall, And | The sweete mysterie of his Reparation. | DISCVSSED IN | three seuerall Sermons at the | COVRT, | BY | CHRISTOPHER HAMPTON, DOCTOR | of Diuinitie, and one of his Maiesties | Chapleines in Ordinarie | [rule] | Now Lo: Archbishop of Armagh, and Primate | of all IRELAND. | [rule] | DVBLIN, | Printed by the Societie of STATIONERS. | Anno Dom. These were almost certainly preached before his Irish preferment in 1612, and probably after his appointment as chaplain to James (after 1609; cf. the titlepage of STC 12740, under August 31 1606, above).  

----- Text: Genesis 1.26 ("Furthermore God said, Let Vs make man in our owne Image, according to our likenesse.", 1).  Hampton considered the attributes of the Creator (the three persons of the Trinity) and of the creature (man, before and after the fall).

----- Text: Romans 5.9 ("As by one mans disobedience many were made sinners; so by the obedience of one, shall many also be made righteous.", 21).  How Adam sinned against the whole of mankind, and against God.

----- Text: Romans 5.19 (see above).  On Christ's perfect obedience that made possible the Atonement (the grace of which was limited to the predestined elect, 61-62).  A rhetorically more sophisticated piece than the two former, perhaps explained if Hampton's opening remark means that the earlier sermons were preached before the household below stairs, and this to the king: "The last Sabbath I discussed the former part of this Text vnto your most honourable houshold, and now, by the assistance of God his holy spirit, & your Princely patience, doe purpose to vnfold the second" (61).

1611-1621 

John King, D.D., Bp of London.  Text:  Psalm 2:10-12 ("Be wise nowe therefore yee Kinges").  King introduced his text as one chosen by him for its "congruity wth place and p[er]sons", namely kings and magistrates.  He pointedly defended the right of preachers, "masters to whom god hath assigned the bearing of the Arke...and hath made his orrators his legats fro[m] his syde", to instruct the prince, or, in the terms of the text, make them wise (fol. 2v).  He rejected charges that preachers meddled with "arcana imperii...wth yo[ur] warrs nor peace...yo[ur] opening nor shutting the seas for traffique or the like" and insisted that "we are bold to admonish you...and aduere you before god and his angells in ye name of Iesus Christ.  The particular wisdom King wished to impart was for the king and nobles to "Serue the Lord in feare" as God's "next ymediate lyving ymages" on earth and guardians of the true Church in the face of the "pestilent and deadlye practises" of Roman Catholics (sig. 3r).  He also reminded the auditory that though "you[r] places are great...the Lord Iehouah is aboue you" and "accepteth not the persons of Princes" (fol. 3v).  The sermon concluded with a condemnation of belief in works as meritorious for salvation (fol. 5r).  The sermon, preserved in Bodl. MS Eng.the.c.71, fols. 1r-5r, is headed only "by doctor King.Bis[hop] of London before ye Kinges Maiestie".  King was consecrated bishop of London in September, 1611, and died in March, 1622.

1623 or 1624

August 5 (Gowry Anniversary, before the King)

John Hacket, B.D., Fellow of Trinity College, Cambridge and Chaplain in Ordinary to the King; later Bp of Lichfield and Coventry.  Text:  Psalm 41.9 ("Yea, mine own familiar friend, in whom I trusted, which did eat of my bread, hath lift up his heel against me.", 731).  Hacket applied his text historically to Achitophel, prophetically to Judas, and analogously to the Gowries.  In all parts he moralized upon the heinousness of betrayal by friends.  In a notable digression, Hacket applied the text to English converts to Rome, those "discontented Runnagates who fall off from our Church to the glorious superstition of the Papacy" and among whom he counted ordained clergy who "have broken the Covenant" and now attacked their mother church with their pens (740).  Hacket was made royal chaplain on the recommendation of his patron, Lord Keeper John Williams, after proceeding B.D. in spring, 1623 (viii), suggesting that this sermon was delivered on one of the two final Gowry Anniversaries of James's life.  Lancelot Andrewes prepared a court sermon for the 1623 holiday, but did not deliver it (see above).  Century of Sermons, 731-41.

1610? – 1625?

Arthur Lake, D.D., Warden (1613-16) of New College, Oxford and Master of St Cross, Winchester; later succesively Dean of Worcester and Bp of Bath and Wells.  Of the some 100 sermons printed in Lake's posthumous Sermons (1629), only a few are dated by year, with the range 1610 to July 1625.  Since Lake died in May 1626, it seems likely that all but the last of the six grouped as "Svndrie Sermons Preached at Covrt" (sigs. Iiii6r-Qqqq4r) are Jacobean; only one of these can be dated with any certainty (see 25 July 1609).  The others, with occasions fixed as far as possible by their headings and internal evidence are as follows:

----at Whitehall, Epiphany 2.  Text:  John 2.16 ("Make not my Fathers House an house of merchandize.").  Sermons, sigs. Llll1r-Llll6v.

----at Greenwich, 6 March or 6 April during Lent.  Text: Psalm 32.5 ("I said I will confesse my transgressions against my selfe, and thou forgauest the iniquitie of my sinne. Selah.").  Sermons, sigs. Mmmm1r-Mmmm5v.

----at Whitehall, Wednesday in Holy Week.  Text: Luke 22.60-62 (Peter's denial of Christ).  Sermons, sigs. Mmmm6r-Oooo1v.

----at Greenwich, Trinity Sunday.  Text: Matthew 3.16,17 (Christ's baptism).  Sermons, sigs. Oooo2r-Pppp4r.

----[at Whitehall, in preparation for a public fast, probably that proclaimed by Charles I for abatement of plague 3 July 1625.  Text: 1 John 3.20,21].
