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In this issue Vann Jones and McCollum 
(pp. 73–80) report the fi ndings from their 
systematic review of ECT and subjective 
memory complaints. Coetzer (Editorial 
pp. 51–53) suggests that an important 
question to ask in clinical decision-making 
is why, despite current evidence suggesting 
long-term memory problems are less frequent, 
some patients still report subjective memory 
diffi culties.
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
