Authors are also asked to submit an abstract of their contribution not exceeding 100
words.

Authors should indicate their current affiliations and what brief personal details they
would like to appear under their names.

The Editorial Staff will only consider original, unpublished work which is not being
submitted for publication elsewhere.

All manuscripts submitted to the Journal will be subjected to review by the editors
before being accepted for publication.
