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In this book, Ernest Best considers Paul's role as pastor,
illuminating his many complex relationships with churches
and individuals. The author discusses Paul's authority, his
financial arrangements, his use of sarcasm, and concludes that
Paul might not be a wholly good example for contemporary
pastors.
