No Richard F. Fenno Jr. Prize
Given for 1987

The Legislative Studies Section of the
American Political Science Association
announced in Chicago at the APSA
Annual Meeting that the Richard F.
Fenno, Jr. Prize for 1987 would not be
awarded this year.

The Fenno Prize honors the outstanding
book published during the preceding year
in legislative studies, including American,
non-American, cross-national, and sub-
national works.

The 1986 Fenno Prize was conferred
jointly upon Gerhard Loewenberg,
Samuel C. Patterson, and Malcolm E.
Jewell for their work in editing The Hand-
book of Legislative Research, published
by Harvard University Press.

Speaking on behalf of the 1987 Richard
F. Fenno, Jr. Prize Committee, Chairman
Randall B. Ripley, of Ohio State Univer-
sity, reported:

The committee to select the best book
published on legislative politics during
1986 considered the nominations it re-
ceived carefully. Many of these entries
presented interesting work, both con-
ceptual and empirical. Unfortunately, a

“ number of the entries really were not about
legislative politics. In fact, we observed

© with some dismay the small number of

. books appearing in this area once noted for
its industry and productivity.

We concluded that, despite the strengths
of some of the small number of books that
were about legislative politics, none of
them warranted the Fenno Award using
stringent criteria. The committee members
agreed that the winner should be a volume
that was truly distinguished and made
major advances in our substantive knowl-
edge of legisiative behavior, theories of
legislative behavior, or appropriate meth-
odology for furthering the understanding of
legislative behavior. We think such high
standards are the appropriate ones to use
in honoring the work of Dick Fenno.

Other members of the 1987 Fenno Com-
mittee were Barbara Hinckley, University
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of Wisconsin-Madison, and Leroy N.
Rieselbach, Indiana University.

The Fenno competition for 1988 will
include books published at any point dur-
ing the 1987 calendar year, and will be
judged by a Fenno Prize Committee made
up of Allan Kornberg of Duke University,
Chairman, and Diana Evans of Trinity
College and Stephen Frantzich of the
U.S. Naval Academy. Authors and others
interested are invited to nominate out-
standing 1987 books in legislative
studies for the Fenno Prize by arranging
for publishers to submit three copies of
such works to the Fenno Prize Commit-
tee. One copy is to be sent to each
member of the Committee listed above
by March 1, 1988. Authors of prospec-
tive nominated books should consult
with their publishers to ensure that
copies are so sent. The 1988 Richard F.
Fenno, Jr. Prize will be announced and
conferred at the 1988 Awards Cere-
mony of the Legislative Studies Section
held during and in conjunction with the
annual meeting of the American Political
Science Association in Washington,

The Fenno prize honors the outstanding
scholarship of Richard F. Fenno, Jr. of
the University of Rochester, the leading
contemporary analyst of legislative
studies and the 1984-85 President of
the American Political Science Associa-
tion. !
