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produced a magnificent exposition of modern knowledge on this important disease—an exposition
which must certainly take its place as the classical authority upon the subject."—Nature
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The Journal of Hygiene having become unduly burdened with papers dealing with the anatomy
of mosquitoes, fleas, protozoa and other parasites—of great importance in themselves—but having
only an indirect relation to hygiene and preventive medicine, it is proposed in future to relegate
all such papers to Parasitology.
