In recognition of its 1oth and final year of
providing fellowship support, the SRFP will
be awarding postdoctoral fellowships to
outstanding scholars and other professionals
working in a variety of settings, whose
research in sexuality focuses on policy
analysis, policy development and/or imple-
mentation that is relevant to local, state, or
national concerns. No dissertation fellow-
ships will be awarded.

The 2005-2006 competition will target
more advanced sexuality scholars and practi-
tioners as demonstrated by academic/admin-
istrative position, publication record and
research expetience. More junior scholars
demonstrating sufficient rescarch experience
are cligible o apply.

Fellowship awards will be given to six
Postdoctoral Fellows for a one-year period
