Dr D. Kohen and Dr M. Bristow have established
a database of cases with a diagnosis of neuro-
leptic malignant syndrome. The database is
named NMS - dbase UK. The aim is to have a
record of possible and probable cases, to estab
lish fatality and reversibility of NMS in clinical
practice, and to find any significant factors
leading to this potentially dangerous disorder.
Both psychiatrists will be available to discuss
cases, respond to any queries about diagnosis
and treatment, management of NMS and re-
challenge with neuroleptics.
