The ILM Office welcomes any effort to bring suitable doc-
uments to the Office’s attention. Electronic files or web links
are required for publication, although printed texts can be
used for initial deliberations regarding republication.

Introductory Notes

Introductory Notes are brief articles from one to three pages
in length which are intended to provide background infor-
mation for a document reproduced in ILM.
