I. Denomination, Objects and Domicile 

1 . The International Astronomical Union (referred to as the Union) is a non-governmental 
organization, whose objects are : 

(a) to develop astronomy through internat ional co-operation, 
(b) to promote the study and development of astronomy in a l l aspects, 
(c) to fur ther and safeguard the interests of astronomy. 

2. The legal domici le of the Union is Brussels. 

I I . Adherence to the Union 

3. The Union adheres to the International Council of Scient i f ic Unions. 

ID. Composition of the Union 

4. The Union is composed of : 

(a) corporate members (Adhering Countries) 
(b) individual members (Members). 

IV. Affil iated Organizations 

5. The Union may admit the a f f i l ia t ion of international non-governmental organizations 
which contr ibute to the development of astronomy. 

V. Adhering Countries 

6. Countries adhere to the Union 

either : 

(a) through the organization by which they adhere to the International Council of 
Scienti f ic Unions, or through a National Commit tee of Astronomy approved by tha t ' 
organization, 

or 

(b) i f they do not adhere to the Internat ional Council of Scienti f ic Unions, through a 
National Commit tee of Astronomy recognized by the Executive Commit tee of the 
Union. 

(c) The Adhering Organizations and National Committees of Astronomy are referred 
to as adhering bodies. 

7. Adherence of a country to the Union is approved, on the proposal of the Executive 
Commit tee, by the General Assembly ; i t terminates i f the country withdraws f rom the 
Union. 

8. Adhering Countries are classified in categories. The number of categories shall be 
specified in the By-laws. A country requesting adherence shall specify the category in

VI . Members 

9. Members are admit ted to the Union by the Executive Commit tee, on the proposal of an 
adhering body referred to in ar t ic le 6, w i th regard to their achievements in some branch 
of astronomy. 

VII . General Assembly 

10. (a) The work of the Union is directed by the General Assembly of representatives of 
Adhering Countries and of Members. Each Adhering Country appoints a 
representative authorized to vote in i ts name. 

(b) The General Assembly draws up By-laws governing the application of the Statutes. 

(c) I t appoints an Executive Commit tee to implement the decisions of the General 
Assembly, and to direct the af fa i rs of the Union in the interval between meetings 
of two successive ordinary General Assemblies. The Executive Commit tee reports 
to the General Assembly. The General Assembly, in accepting the report of the 
Executive Commit tee, discharges f t of l iab i l i ty . 

11 . (a) On questions concerning the administrat ion of the Union, not involving its budget, 
voting at the General Assembly is by Adhering Country, each country having one 
vote. Adhering Countries which have not paid their annual contributions up to 31 
December of the year preceding the General Assembly may not part ic ipate in the 
vot ing. 

(b) On questions involving the budget of the Union, voting is similarly by Adhering 
Country, under the same conditions and wi th the same reservations as in art ic le 
11(a), the number of votes for each Adhering Country being' one greater than the 
number of its category, as defined in ar t ic le 8. 

(c) Adhering Countries may vote by correspondence on questions on the agenda for the 
General Assembly. 

(d) A vote is valid only i f at least two thirds of the Adhering Countries having the 
r ight to vote by v ir tue of ar t ic le 11(a) part ic ipate in i t . 

12. On scient i f ic questions not involving the budget of the Union the Members of the Union 
each have one vote. 

13. On a l l questions in art ic les 11 and 12, decisions are taken by an absolute major i ty of the 
votes cast. However, a decision to change the Statutes is only valid i f taken w i th the 
approval of at least two thirds of the votes of the Adhering Countries having the r ight to 
vote by v i r tue of ar t ic le 11(a). 

14. A motion to change the Statutes can only be discussed i f i t appears, in specific terms, on 
the agenda for the General Assembly. 

VIII. Executive Committee 

15. The Executive Commit tee consists of the President of the Union, six Vice-Presidents, 
the General Secretary and the Assistant General Secretary elected by the General 
Assembly on the proposal of a Special Nominating Commit tee. 

IX . Commissions of the Union 

16. The General Assembly forms Commissions for such purposes as i t may decide.

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X. Legal Representation o f the Union 

The General Secretary is the legal representative of the Union. 

XI. Budget and Dues 

(a) For each ordinary General Assembly the Executive Commit tee prepares a budget 
proposal covering the period to the next ordinary General Assembly, together wi th 
the accounts of the Union for the preceding period. I t submits these to the Finance 
Commit tee for consideration ; this Finance Commit tee consists of one member 
nominated by each adhering body and approved by the General Assembly. A t i ts 
f i rs t meeting during the General Assembly, the Finance Commit tee elects a 
Chairman f rom among i ts members. 

(b) The Finance Commit tee examines the accounts of the Union f rom the point of view 
of responsible expenditure wi th in the intent of the previous General Assembly, and 
i t considers whether the proposed budget is adequate to implement the policy of 
the General Assembly, as interpreted by the Executive Commit tee. I t submits 
reports on these matters to the General Assembly for approval of the account and 
decision on the budget. 

(c) Each Adhering Country pays annually to the Union a number of units of 
contr ibut ion according to i ts category. The number of units of contr ibut ion for 
each category shall be specified in the By-laws. 

(d) The amount of the unit of contr ibut ion is determined by the General Assembly, on 
the proposal of the Executive Commit tee and wi th the advice of the Finance 
Commit tee. 

(e) The payment of contr ibutions is the responsibil ity of the adhering bodies. The 
l iabi l i ty of each Adhering Country in respect of the Union is l imi ted to the amount 
of that country's dues to the Union. 

(f) An Adhering Country that ceases to adhere to the Union resigns at the same t ime 
its r ights to a share in the assets of the Union. 

X I I . Dissolution of the Union 

The decision to dissolve the Union is only val id i f taken wi th the approval of three 
quarters of the votes of the Adhering Countries having the r ight to vote by v ir tue of 
ar t ic le 11(a). 

X I I I . Emergency Powers 

If, through events outside the contro l of the Union, circumstances arise in which i t is 
impracticable to comply wi th the provisions of these Statutes and of the By-laws drawn 
up by the General Assembly, the organs and of f icers of the Union, in the order specified 
below, shall take such actions as they deem necessary for the continued operation of the 
Union. Such action shall be reported to a higher authori ty immediately this becomes 
practicable unt i l such t ime as an extraordinary General Assembly can be convened. The 
fol lowing is the order of authori ty : 

The General Assembly ; an extraordinary General Assembly ; the Executive Commit tee 
in meeting or by correspondence ; the President of the Union ; the General Secretary ; or 
fai l ing the pract icabi l i ty or avai labi l i ty of any of the above, one of the Vice-Presidents. 

XIV. Final Clauses 

These Statutes enter into force on 1 September 1970. 

The present Statutes are being published in French and English version. In case of doubt, 
the French version is the only author i ty.

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B Y - L A W S 

I. Membership 

1. Applications of countries for adherence to the International Astronomical Union 
(referred to as the Union) are examined by the Executive Commit tee and submitted to 
the General Assembly for approval. 

2. Proposed changes in the l ist of Members are, w i th due regard to the suggestions of the 
Presidents of Commissions, submitted for advice to the Nominating Commit tee, 
consisting of one representative of each Adhering Country designated by the appropriate 
adhering body, before decision by the Executive Commit tee. 

3. Commissions may, wi th the approval of the Executive Commit tee, co-opt consultants 
whom they consider may contr ibute to their work. The adherence of consultants expires 
on the last day of the ordinary General Assembly next fol lowing their admission, unless 
renewed. 

4. An af f i l ia ted organization may part ic ipate in the work of the Union as mutually agreed 
between the organization and the Executive Commit tee. 

I I . General Assembly 

5. The Union meets in ordinary General Assembly, as a rule, once every three years. The 
place and date of the ordinary General Assembly unless determined by the General 
Assembly at its previous meeting, shall be f ixed by the Executive Commit tee and 
communicated to the adhering bodies at least six months beforehand. 

6. The President, w i th the consent of the Executive Commit tee, may summon an 
extraordinary General Assembly. He must do so at the request of one third of the 
Adhering Countries. 

7. The agenda of business for each ordinary General Assembly is determined by the 
Executive Commit tee and is communicated to the adhering bodies at least four months 
before the f i rs t day of the meeting. I t shall include the proposal of the Executive 
Commit tee in regard to the unit of contr ibut ion as called for in ar t ic le 24. 

8. (a) Any motion or proposal received by the General Secretary at least f ive months 
before the f i rs t day of an ordinary General Assembly, whether f rom an adhering 
body, f rom a Commission of the Union, or f rom an Inter-Union Commission on 
which the Union is represented, must be placed on the agenda. 

(b) A motion or proposal concerning the administrat ion or budget of the Union which 
does not appear on the agenda prepared by the Executive Commit tee, or any 
amendment to a motion that appears on the agenda, shall only be discussed wi th 
the prior approval of at least two thirds of the votes of Adhering Countries 
represented at the General Assembly and having the r ight to vote by v ir tue of 
Statute 11(a). 

9. I f there is doubt as to the administrat ive or scient i f ic character of a question giving rise 
to a vote, the President determines the issue. 

10. Where there is an equal division of votes, the President determines the issue. 

11 . The President may invite representatives of other organizations, scientists and young 
astronomers to part ic ipate in the General Assembly. Subject to the agreement of the

17. Le Comite Execut i f nomme le representant de l'Union qui doit sieger au sein du Conseil 
International des Unions Scientifiques ; si ce representant n'est pas deja un membre eiu 
du Comite Execut i f , i l devient conseiller. 

18. (a) Le Secretaire General est responsable aupres du Comite Execut i f des depenses qu'il 
engage, qui ne doivent pas depasser le montant des fonds mis a sa disposition. 

(b) Un bureau administrat i f , sous la direct ion du Secretaire General, est charge de la 
correspondence, de la gestion des fonds de l'Union, et de la conservation des 
archives.

Executive Commit tee he may delegate this privi lege concerning representatives of other 
organizations to the General Secretary, and concerning scientists and young astronomers 
to the adhering bodies. 

I I I . Special Nominating Committee 

(a) Proposals for elections to the President of the Union, six Vice-Presidents, the 
General Secretary and the Assistant General Secretary are submitted to the 
General Assembly by the Special Nominating Commit tee. This consists of the 
President and past President of the Union, a member proposed by the ret i r ing 
Executive Commit tee, and four members elected by the Nominating Commit tee 
f rom among twelve Members proposed by Presidents of Commissions. Other than 
the President and immediate past President, present and former members of the 
Executive Commit tee shall not serve on the Special Nominating Commit tee. No 
two members of the Special Nominating Commit tee shall belong to the same 
country. 

(b) The General Secretary and the Assistant General Secretary part ic ipate in the work 
of the Special Nominating Commit tee in an advisory capacity. 

(c) The Special Nominating Commit tee is appointed by the General Assembly to which 
i t reports d i rect . I remains in of f ice unt i l the end to the ordinary General Assembly 
next fol lowing that of its appointment, and i t may f i l l any vacancy occurring 
among its members. 

IV. Officers and Executive Committee 

(a) The President of the Union remains in of f ice unt i l the end of the ordinary General 
Assembly next fol lowing that of his elect ion ; the Vice-Presidents remain in of f ice 
unt i l the end of the second ordinary General Assembly fol lowing that of their 
elect ion. They may not be re-elected immediately to the same off ices. 

(b) The General Secretary and the Assistant General Secretary remain in of f ice unt i l 
the end of the ordinary General Assembly next fol lowing that of their elect ion. 
Normally the Assistant General Secretary succeeds the General Secretary though 
both off icers may be re-elected for another te rm. 

(c) The elect ion takes place at the last session of the General Assembly, the names of 
the candidates proposed having been announced at a previous session. 

The ret i r ing President and the ret i r ing General Secretary become advisers to the 
Executive Commit tee unt i l the end of the ordinary General Assembly next fol lowing that 
of their ret i rement . They part ic ipate in the work of the Executive Commit tee and attend 
its meetings without voting r ight . 

The Executive Commit tee may f i l l any vacancy occurring among its members. Any 
person so appointed remains in of f ice unt i l the next ordinary General Assembly. 

The Executive Commit tee may draw up and publish Working Rules to implement the 
Statutes and By-laws. 

The Executive Commit tee appoints the Union's representative to the International 
Council of Scient i f ic Unions ; i f not already an elected member of the Executive 
Commit tee, this representative w i l l become its adviser. 

(a) The General Secretary is responsible to the Executive Commit tee for not incurring 
expenditure in excess of the funds at his disposal. 

(b) An administrat ive o f f i ce , under the direct ion of the General Secretary, conducts 
the correspondence, administers the funds, and preserves the archives of the Union. 
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V. Commissions

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V. Commissions 

19. (a) The Commissions of the Union shall pursue the scient i f ic objects of the Union by 
act iv i t ies such as the study of special branches of astronomy, the encouragement 
of col lect ive investigations, and the discussion of questions relat ing to 
international agreements or to standardization. 

(b) The Commissions of the Union shall prepare reports on the work w i th which they 
are concerned. 

20. Each Commission consists of : 

(a) a President and at least one Vice-President elected by the General Assembly on the 
proposal of the Executive Commit tee. They remain in of f ice unt i l the end of the 
ordinary General Assembly next fol lowing that of their elect ion. They are not 
normally re-el igible, 

(b) an Organizing Commit tee, whose members are appointed by the Commission 
subject to the approval by the Executive Commit tee. The Organizing Commit tee 
assists the President and Vice-President(s) in their duties. A Commission may 
decide that i t needs no Organizing Commit tee, 

(c) Members of the Union, appointed by the President, Vice-President(s) and the 
Organizing Commit tee, in consideration of their special interests ; their 
appointment is subject to the conf i rmat ion by the Executive Commit tee. 

2 1 . Between two ordinary General Assemblies, Presidents of Commissions may co-opt, f rom 
among Members of the Union, new members to the Organizing Committees and to the 
Commissions themselves. 

22. Commissions draw up their own rules. Decisions wi th in Commissions are taken according 
to the vote of their members. 

VI . Adhering Bodies 

23. The functions of the Adhering Bodies are to promote and co-ordinate, in their respective 
terr i tor ies, the study of the various branches of astronomy, more especially in relat ion to 
their international requirements. They are ent i t led to submit to the Executive 
Commit tee motions for discussions by the General Assembly. 

VII . Finances 

24. Each Adhering Country pays annually to the Union a number of units of contr ibut ion 
according to its category as follows :

Number of units of contr ibut ion : 1 2 4 6 10 14 20 30 

25. The income of the Union is to be devoted to i ts objects, included 

(a) costs of publication and expenses of administrat ion ; 

(b) the promotion of astronomical enterprises requiring international co-operation ; 

(c) the contr ibut ion due f rom the Union to the International Council of Scienti f ic 
Unions. 

26. Funds derived from donations are used by the Union in accordance wi th the wishes 
expressed by the donors. 
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VIO. Publications

29. Ce reglement entre en vigueur le l e r Septembre 1970. I I peut Stre modifie' avec 
l'approbation de la major i ty absolue des voix des Pays Adherents qui disposent du droit de 
vote en ver tu de 1'article 11(a) des Statuts. 

30. Le present reglement est public en versions francaise et anglaise. En cas d' incert i tude, la 
version francaise fa i t seule autor i t6. 
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VIO. Publications 

The Union has the copyright to a l l materials pr inted in its publications, unless otherwise 
arranged. 

Members of the Union are ent i t led to receive the publications of the Union free of 
charge or at reduced prices at the discretion of the Executive Commit tee taking due 
regard of the f inancial situation of the Union.

IX. Final Clauses 

These By-laws enter into force on 1 September 1970. They can be changed w i th the 
approval of an absolute major i ty of the votes of the Adhering Countries having the r ight 
to vote by v ir tue of Statute 11(a). 

The present By-laws are being published in French and English versions. In case of doubt, 
the French version is the only author i ty.

The publications of the International Astronomical Union, approved in the budget by the 
General Assembly, are prepared by the Administrat ive Of f ice of the Union. 

Commissions of the Union may, w i th the approval of the Executive Commit tee, issue 
their publications independently. 

The distr ibut ion of publications of the Union is decided, on the proposal of the General 
Secretary, by the Executive Commit tee. 

Members may purchase the publications of the Union at reduced prices. 

I I . Membership 

A. Adhering Countries 
V 

Applications of countries for adherence to the Union are examined by the Executive 
Commit tee for 

(a) the adeguacy of the category in which the country wishes to be classified ; 

(b) the present state and expected development of astronomy in the applying country ; 

(c) the degree to which the prospective adhering body is representative of i ts country's 
astronomical ac t iv i ty . 

Applications proposing an adequate annual contr ibut ion to the Union shall, w i th the 
recommendation of the Executive Commit tee, be submitted to the General Assembly for 
decision. 

B. Members 

Individuals proposed for Union membership should, as a ru le, be chosen f rom among 
astronomers and scientists, whose act iv i ty is closely l inked wi th astronomy taking into 
account 

(a) the standard of their scient i f ic achievement 

(b) the extent to which their scient i f ic ac t iv i ty involves research in astronomy 

(c) their desire to assist in the fu l f i lment of the aims of the Union. 

Young astronomers should be considered eligible for membership af ter they have shown 
their capabil i ty (as a rule Ph.D. or equivalent) of and experience (some years of 
successful act iv i ty ) in conducting original research. 

For fu l l t ime professional astronomers the achievement in astronomy may consist either 
of original research or of substantial contributions to major observational programmes. 

Others are eligible for membership only i f they are making original contributions closely 
linked w i th astronomical research.

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11. Eight months before an ordinary General Assembly, adhering bodies w i l l be asked to 
propose new Members. The proposals should reach the General Secretary not later than 
f ive months before the f i rs t session of the General Assembly. Proposals received af ter 
the closing date w i l l only be taken into consideration i f the delay is just i f ied by 
exceptional circumstances. 

12. Each proposal shall be wr i t ten separately. I t should include the name, f i rs t names and 
postal address of the candidate, preferably that of his/her Inst i tute or Observatory, 
his/her place and date of b i r th , the Universi ty and the year of his/her Ph.D. or equivalent 
t i t l e , his/her present occupation, t i t les and bibliographic data of two or three of his/her 
more important papers or publications, and detai ls, i f any, worthy to be considered by 
the Nominating Commit tee. 

13. (a) Presidents of Union Commissions wishing to suggest new Members for admittance 
should address their suggestions to the General Secretary f ive months before the 
f i rs t session of an ordinary General Assembly. The proposals should contain 
part iculars as in art ic le 13. 

(b) The General Secretary not i f ies the adhering bodies in questions of such suggestions. 

14. The General Secretary shall prepare two l ists for the Nominating Commit tee. 

(a) One containing the candidates proposed by the adhering bodies, 

(b) the other containing those suggested by Presidents of Commissions, but not 
included among the proposals of adhering bodies. 

15. The Nominating Commit tee prepares the f inal proposals for Union membership f rom the 
two lists as mentioned in ar t ic le 15. 

16. Adhering bodies should propose cancellation of Members who have le f t the f ie ld of 
astronomy for other interests, unless they continue to contr ibute to astronomy. Such 
proposals should be announced to the Member concerned and to the General Secretary. 

17. The alphabetical l ist of Union Members w i l l be published by the General Secretary in the 
Transactions of each ordinary General Assembly. 

I I I . Commission Membership 

18. Members of Union Commissions are co-opted by Commissions. The rules governing the 
procedure of such co-option are drawn up by the Commissions themselves. 

19. Commissions should choose, or approve of, Commission members taking into account 
their special interests, in part icular their scient i f ic ac t iv i ty in the appropriate fields of 
research and their contr ibut ion to the work of the Commission. They may, 

(a) invi te Members to become members of their Commission, 

(b) remove members who have not contr ibuted to the work of the Commission, 

(c) accept or reject applications for membership f rom existing or proposed Members, 

(d) suggest non-Members for election as Members, thus enabling them to become 
members of the Commission. 

20. Members may not, as a rule, be members of more than three Commissions.

25. Le Secretaire General publiera la l iste des membres des Commissions dans les 
Transactions de chaque Assemb le Generate ordinaire. 

IV. Consultants 

26. Peuvent Stre eius Consultants des personnes qui ne sont pas astronomes, mais qui sont 
susceptibles de servir les inte>§ts de l 'astronomie. 

27. Les Commissions doivent en principe envoyer, pour approbation, leurs propositions de 
consultants au Secretaire General au moins cinq mois avant la premiere session d'une 
Assembled G^n^rale ordinaire. 

28. Le Secretaire General preparera une l iste des personnes proposees comme consultants et 
la soumettra pour approbation au Comite Execut i f . 

29. Le Bureau Admin is t ra t i f etabl i ra une l iste alphabetique des consultants. 

30. Les consultants peuvent part ic iper aux reunions de I'Union. l is peuvent avoir droit de 
vote dans leurs Commissions respectives. l is recoivent gratui tement le Bul let in 
d'Information de I'Union. 

V. Reunions Scientifiques 

3 1 . Le Secretaire General publiera un reglement pour les reunions scientif iques organisees ou 
parrainees par I'Union. 

VI. Contacts Exte>ieurs 

32. Aucune relat ion avec des t iers, imputable a I'Union, ne sera entreprise par quiconque 
membre de I'Union, si ce n'est sous 1'autorite du Secretaire General. 

33. Les representants de I'Union dans d'autres organisations, en part icul ier les Comites de 
l'ICSU et les Commissions Inter-Unions, seront designes par le Comite Execut i f . Les 
noms sont proposes par les Presidents des Commissions concernees. 

34. Les depenses encourues par les representants de I'Union dans d'autres organisations 
seront remboursees a la discretion du Secretaire General, dans les l imi tes du Budget 
adopte par l'Assembiee Generale. Les representants sont pries d'obtenir l'accord 
prealable du Secretaire General avant d'engager ces depenses. 
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2 1 . Members may apply for Commission membership by wr i t ing , to the President of the 
Commission concerned. Such applications should only be made i f the Member is act ively 
engaged in the appropriate f ie ld of research and is prepared to contr ibute to the work of 
the Commission. 

22. Members of Commissions may resign f rom a Commission by wr i t ing to i ts President. 

23. Adhering bodies, in sending in their proposals for new Members, may also suggest one 
Commission for each candidate. 

24. The General Secretary w i l l record and analyse the l ist of members of Commissions ; i f 
necessary he w i l l t ry to resolve any outstanding anomalies. 

25. The l is t of Commission members w i l l be published by the General Secretary in the 
Transactions of each ordinary General Assembly. 

IV. Consultants 

26. Eligible as Consultants are non-astronomers in a position to fur ther the interest in 
astronomy. 

27. Proposals of Commissons for the approval of consultants should, as a rule, reach the 
General Secretary not later than f ive months before the f i rs t session of an ordinary 
General Assembly. 

28. The General Secretary shall prepare a l ist of those proposed for admission as consultants 
and submit i t to the Executive Commit tee for approval. 

29. The Administrat ive Of f ice w i l l maintain an alphabetical l is t of consultants. 

30. Consultants may part ic ipate in the meetings of the Union. They may have voting r ight in 
the respective Commission. They receive, f ree of charge, the Informat ion Bul let in of the 
Union. 

V. Scientific Meetings 

3 1 . The General Secretary shall publish rules for scient i f ic meetings organized or sponsored 
by the Union. 

VI. External Contacts 

32. No dealings wi th th i rd part ies, at t r ibutable to the Union, shall be undertaken by any 
Member of the Union except on the authori ty of the General Secretary. 

33. Representatives of the Union in other bodies, especially ICSU Committees and ICSU 
Inter-Union Committees, shall be appointed by the Executive Commit tee. Nominations 
are sought f rom Presidents of appropriate Commissions. 

34. Expenses incurred by Representatives of the Union in other bodies w i l l be reimbursed at 
the discretion of the General Secretary, wi th in the provisions of the Budget Estimate 
adopted by the General Assembly. Representatives are required to obtain prior approval 
of the General Secretary before incurring such expenses.
