mineral matter (containing phosphate), 0-52 per cent. Boiling for some
time, with the addition of a little carbonate of soda, resulted in the
production of a green sediment, probably the coca extractives. (One
bottle contains the equivalent of two ounces of leaves.) At the same
time a characteristic odour not unlike that of choice tea evinced itself.
When the alkaline fluid was allowed to cool it was shaken up with ether,
and after a time the ether decanted.

Another portion of the residue with a little hydrochloric acid, gave
the characteristic crystals of cocaine hydrochlorate.
