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OBITUARY NOTICES.

Arthur Henry Hallam Anglin, M.A,, LL.D., M.R.I.A.

PROFESSOR ANGLIN was born at Cork in 1850, and educated at Queen’s
College, Cork (graduating in the Queen’s University of Ireland with
First Class Honours and a Gold Medal in 1868), and Peterhouse, Cam-
bridge, graduating in the Mathematical Tripos of 1874. From 1874 to
1887 he held scholastic appointments, but in 1887 he was elected Professor
of Mathematics in University College, Cork, a post which he occupied
until his retirement in 1913.

He was elected a Fellow of the Society in 1881, being thus one of the
oldest Fellows at the time of his death, which took place on January 23,
1934. By his marriage to Miss Gertrude M. Alexander, of Dublin, he
left one son.

Anglin’s scientific work was in the fields of algebra, geometry, and
trigonometry, and was published in the Proc. R.S.E., Proc. R. Irisk
Acad., Proc. Edin. Math. Soc., Messeng. Math. Quart. Journ. Maths.,
Arch. Math. Phys. Lpz., Journ. reine angew. Math., Journ. de Math.,
and Bull. Soc. matk. Fr., from 1883 to 1903.
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
