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His areas of research focus on income and asset inequality and its
relationship to poverty reduction and growth; access to land, land markets,
and land reform and their impact on household welfare and agricultural
productivity; and land tenure and its impact on investment, including
environmental sustainability. His works also account for capacity building
(including the use of quantitative and qualitative methods) for policy
analysis and evaluation, mainly in the Africa, Central America, and East
Asia Regions.
