Objective: To evaluatetheeffectof combining cognitivebehaviour
therapy(CBT) and medicatQn (MEn) on obsessive-compulsive
disorder(OCO). Method:29 CD patients(DSM·III-R criteria)
recruitedviaan Anxiety Clinic wereevaluated by a psychiatrist, blind
to treatment modality. at baseline and after treatmenton the Yale·
BrownObsessive Compulsive Scale(Y·Boes). A self-rated
questionnaire ratingtheil abilityto cope with not ritualizing andthe
strengthof theirobsessional beliefswascompleted. Patientsthenhad
one of four treatments: MED+ CBT at the sametUM (n=9).only
CBT(n-.6). MEDwhileon a waitinglistfor CBT(n-6), or neither
MED nor CBT whileon a waitingtistforCBT (n-S).
Results: RepeatedmeasuresMANOVA revealed that ratingsof
effICiency and Y·BOCS scores improved significantly post-treatment
in aU groups exceptthe no MED waiting llst control group. AU groups
receivingtreatmentshoweda decrease inbeliefs about the
consequences of not ritualizing. but onlythose receivingCBT
diminished in the strengthof their primary conviction. The additionof
CBT to the waitinglist groupsfurtherdecreased strengthof beliefs.
Conclusion: Results suggestthat euberCBT or medicationaloneare
moreeffectivethanno tream!ent. Combined CBT and medication
seemsto potentiatetreatmentespeciaUy if CBT is introduced after a
periodof medication.

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Toxoplasmosis is one of the mostcommonlatenthuman infections in
the world. In an innumologicaUy nonnalchild.acute acquired
infection maybe asymptomatic. cause lymphadenopathy or damage
almostanyorgan.

Howevertoxoplasmosis is rarelyconsidered in thedifferential
diagnosisof mental disorder.
