THIS book may be described as a collection of ©short stories’ illustrating
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word-history, The anthor has taken a number of English words whose

origin, mode of introduction or sense-development is unusually interesting,
and has written the record of their lives from the time of their first appearance
down to the present day.
An attempt is made to solve the etymology of many words described by the Oxford
Dictionary as ‘of obscure origin'; in other cases, widely accepted etymological
superstitions are shown to be untenable. The author has tried throughout to
adopt a method which may appeal equally to the professional philologist and to the
educated amateur with a taste for word-lore.
