SHEA Input Into Government’s
Hepatitis C Recommendations

Rebecca Wurtz, MD, represent-
ed SHEA at a July meeting that
reviewed the draft document “Recom-
mendations for the Identi-
fication, Counseling, Testing, and
Referral of Persons at Risk for Hepatitis
C Virus (HCV) Infection.” Dr. Wurtz
indicates that the draft document was
vague about specific recommendations

for postexposure testing and follow-up
in the healthcare setting. She advocat-
ed more research funding to answer
questions that still remain about opti-
mal diagnostic tests and therapeutic
recommendations. A final version of
the recommendations is expected to be
published in the Morbidity Mortality
Weekly Reports this fall.
