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ENDOWMENT FOR THE
TOZZER LIBRARY BIBLIOGRAPHICAL INDEX

The catalogue of the Tozzer Library {formerly Peabody Museum Library)
has long served anthropologists by providing the most comprehensive
bibliography of anthropological materials available anywhere in the world.
Published compilations of entries from the catalogue are available in the
Catalogue of the Tozzer Library of the Peabody Museum of Archaeology and
Ethnology and its four supplements published by G. K. Hall & Co., and the
quarterly journal Anthropological Literature published by Redgrave
Publishing Company. The Catalogue includes over a half million entries for
articles, as well as books, of which approximately one-third are on ar-
chaeology. Anthropological Literature lists approximately 10,000 current ar-
ticles each year, of which approximately 3,000 are on archaeology.

The unique features of the Tozzer Library catalogue, especially the inclu-
sion of articles from serials and books in foreign languages as well as in
English, and the classification of materials by detailed anthropological sub-
ject headings, which have recently been thoroughly revised to reflect con-
temporary anthropology, are very costly to produce. They occupy the time of
one-quarter of the Tozzer Library staff. Within the last two decades Harvard
University has repeatedly questioned the feasibility of continuing to support
the indexing system by which articles are added to the Tozzer Library
catalogue.

The Tozzer Library Catalogue, with its more than a half million entries, is
the largest anthropological data base available. Each year approximately
50,000 entries are added. It would be a tremendous loss to the profession if
the indexing system were discontinued, especially at this time when com-
puterization could increase its potentialities and make it an even more
valuable bibliographic tool. However, unless a firm financial foundation for
the index is provided in the near future, discontinuation is a real possibility.

To provide a firm foundation for the Tozzer Library indexing system, a
decision has been made to raise money for an endowment for the index. A
minimum of a half million dollars is needed. Anthropologists and an-
thropological institutions are being asked to show their support for the
Tozzer Library indexing system by making a contribution to the endowment
fund.
