The Society was formed in 1910 to promote the study of the archaeology. art, literature, and history of Italy and the Roman Fmpire
down to about the year A.D. 700, by publishing journals, forming a library, and holding meetings.

The Journal of Roman Studies is published annually and contains articles written by leading British and foreign scholars and reviews
of recent publications. It is abundantly illustrated. The Society also publishes Britaania, devosed to Romano-British and connected studies,
to which the annual survey of Romano-Briuish excavations, previously published in the Journdl, is now transferred.

The Society maintains, in conjunction with the Hellenic Society. a joint library of works on classical antiquity and a collection of lantern
slides.
