Chicago, Illinois, for the 2013
APSA Annual Meeting and Exhibition.
Join APSA in this exciting and beautiful
city to share and discuss the latest schol-
arship in political science and address
issues related to the theme “Power and
Persuasion.” The 2013 APSA Annual
Meeting and Exhibition will have some-
thing for scholars in every stage of their
careers, including an exhibition of pub-
lishers, eJobs placement service, plenary
sessions, and networking receptions.
More than 6,000 political scientists, pub-
lishers, and other scholars are expected
to travel to Chicago to take part in this
largest annual gathering of political
scientists.

In their theme statement, program
chairs Catherine Boone, University of
Texas, Austin, and Archon Fung, Harvard
University, say “the 2013 theme directs
attention to the interplay of structure
and agency in politics, and to the spaces
of contingency and fluidity that increas-
ingly demand our attention. We hope to

entice analysts who have traditionally
approached their subject from the per-
spective of either power or persuasion to
play with the possibilities in the other
perspective. We also encourage bound-
ary-crossing in other respects, includ-
ing collaboration between empirical and
normative scholars. We hope that these
activities will emerge as we invite panels
and papers, from a variety of theoretical
and empirical perspectives, on the theme
of how persuasion and power are com-
bined and contested in different political
settings, and with what results.”

To address these issues, a program
committee consisting of chairs from 52
divisions and more than 6o related groups
that span the major subfields of political
science have created a program consisting
of more than 8oo panels, with 35 of these
selected as theme panels by the program
co-chairs.
