tutions interested in the research, developlnent, extension, teaching
and regulatory phases of weed control attended the First National
Weed Control Conference, December 8 & 9, 1953 at Kansas City,
Missouri.

The North Central Weed Control Conference was host for the
National Conference and also held its 10th annual nleeting following
the National lneeting.

Appro~iInately 60 scientific papers covering all phases of the weed
control prograln were presented at the National Conference. Ab­
stracts of these papers are scheduled for publication in the Pro­
ceedings of the Conference. Authors have been requested to sublnit
their papers to WEEDS for publication.

The First National Weed Conference and the initiation and
growth of \!\TEEDS are exalnples of the significance and itnportance
of the rapidly growing science of weed control. The ilnpetus of
these two accolnplishments should serve to strengthen the status of
weed control. Certainly an important step has been taken in forll1­
ing a national weed organization which will Ineet the needs of all
those interested in the various aspects of weed control.
