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The American Society for Theatre Research was founded in 1956 to encourage theatre

scholarship and to provide a link with other similar groups represented in the Inter-
national Federation for Theatre Research. In 1967 it was incorporated under the laws of
the State of New Jersey as a non-profit corporation. In informal correspondence it is
referred to as ASTR.

The official journal of the Society is THEATRE SURVEY. It is published semi-
annually in May and November, and is supported by the Department of Speech and
Theatre Arts of the University of Pittsburgh. Manuscript submissions in triplicate and
correspondence concerned with the journal should be addressed to THEATRE
SURVEY, 1117 CL, Univeristy of Pittsburgh, Pa., 15260.
