The 18 lessons of Volume I (the first of 
two books designed specifically for the 
two-year introductory program) provide 
a carefully organized plan of instruction, 
with Conversations (short dialogues) and 
structural drills forming the core of each 
lesson. There are, in addition, pronunci­
ation and intonation drills, vignettes for 
reading and writing, a detailed presen­
tation of the technique of the Russian 
handwriting system, and a useful review-
appendix of grammatical forms. 

The writing and organization of mate­
rials have been determined by the prin­
ciples of linguistic description and cur­
rent language-learning methodology. All 
Conversations and drills have been field-
tested at several universities and rewrit­
ten until the content, form, and grada­
tion of difficulty proved satisfactory for 
student use. 

This long-awaited book is the result of a 
cooperative effort by more than 30 emi­
nent specialists in Russian language and 
linguistics in collaboration with a large 
number of native-born Russian speakers 
who teach at Syracuse University.
