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The Council agreed to nominate Professor W.H. Walsh for clection as President of
the HSGB in succession to Professor Raymond Plant who has indicated his intention
to resign at the 1985 conference. Finally, the mecting also discussed plans for the 1985
HSGB Conference which Z.A. Pclczynski has undertaken to organize since W.H.
Walsh is likely to be away at the time.
