There will be limited on site registration. On site registration will require a
$40.00 fee per child.

KiddieCorp child care is available for unlimited use to children of registrants at the 1994 Annual
Meeting. Parents will be asked to complete a tentative schedule following confirmation of their
child care service registration. Nutritious snacks and beverages will be provided. Breakfast,
lunch and dinner must be provided by the parents. Diapers, special milk or formula, as well as
any written special feeding instructions should be supplied by the parents.

KiddieCorp staffing will be provided according to the following state-regulated staff to child
ratios:

1:2 ratio for children 6 months to 1 year
1:3 ratio for children 1 year and 2 years of age
1:5 ratio for children 3 years to 12 years of age

Please Note: Minimum age for the child care service is 6 months.
