
Finally we might note that Astyphilos’ name, literally ‘lover of the city’,
is a rather ironic one for someone who was absent as often as he was
from Athens. But then, for all the time he spent away, it clearly mattered
to him that his bones be returned home in the end, as they were, for
burial and remembrance.
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
