Briefly
these are to encourage and foster the advancement of all aspects of aeronautical
and space science. Thus the topics of the Journal include all those which are
covered by the various Sections and Groups of the Society such as fluid
mechanics and aerodynamics, propulsion, structures and materials, rotorcraft,
astronautics and guided flight, dynamics and control, aeromarine technology,
aviation medicine, air transport, airworthiness and maintenance, test flying, flight
simulation, air law, management studies, history of aviation and manpowered
aircraft. Thus papers are solicited on all aspects of research, design and
development, construction and operation of aircraft and space vehicles. Papers
are also welcomed which review, comprehensively, the results of recent
research developments in any of the above topics.
