ACOR and ASOR, Amman 

A set of 500 h igh-qual i ty , 35-mm color sl ides, dealing wi th the A r ­
cheology of Jordan (East Bank) , is now available through ACOR and 
ASOR, Amman. 

The set, photographed and arranged by James A. Sauer, Director 
of ACOR (Amman), consists of 50 slides i l lust rat ing the geography of 
Jordan; 325 slides (225 ground and 100 aerial) of over 100 of the most 
important archeological sites in Jordan; and 125 slides of representa­
t ive archeological art i facts from Jordan ( f l in ts , potsherds and pottery, 
inscr ipt ions, coins, sculpture, e t c . ) . 

The set, which can only be sold as a un i t , covers the entire ar ­
cheological history of Jordan, including the prehistoric periods, the 
Bronze to Iron Ages, the classical periods, and the Islamic periods. 
With the set wil l come a map of Jordan showing the locations of the 
sites, and a slide list ident i fy ing the slides and giv ing relevant se­
lected bibl iographies. The set should be useful for teaching and lec­
t u r i n g , but none of the slides can be used for publication or dupl ica­
t ion . Total cost of set: $350, which should be sent, in advance, by 
check made payable to : James A. Sauer, ACOR, P.O. Box 2470, 
Amman, Jordan.

JIMES is published quarter ly under the auspices of the Inst i tute 
for Middle Eastern Studies, a recently established, pr ivately funded 
inst i tute. The Inst i tute is comprised of a group of deeply committed 
scholars, academicians and diplomats actively involved in the affairs 
of this crucial ly strategic, conf l ic t - r idden region— the cradle of West­
ern civi l izat ion. 

The scope of JIMES is the study of the contemporary Near and 
Middle East from the perspectives of various disciplines of the social 
sciences and the humanities, including anthropology, sociology, eco­
nomics, h is tory, international relations, pol i t ics, l i terature, folklore 
and comparative rel igions. Emphasis is placed upon cur rent a f fa i rs . 

Clearly, the bulk of the material, scholarly and popular, published 
to date in both the U.S. and Europe concerning the Near and Middle 
East, has become detached from the organic and intr insic background 
and context of the Near/Middle Eastern t radi t ions, cultures and c iv i l i ­
zations. The decisive, traumatic impact of the Western powers on this 
region in the 19th and 20th centuries has alarmed their peoples and 
caused them to react, often unfavorably, against European and Amer­
ican ini t iat ives. 

The Editor encourages authors to submit art ic les, reports of re­
search in progress, news of recent publications, as well as source 
material notes and bibliographical essays. He also invites readers to 
send announcements concerning seminars, lectures and professional 
meetings of interest to people concerned wi th Middle Eastern issues. 

JIMES addresses itself to the Western audience in part icular , inthe 
hope that the views presented here wil l permit them to gain clearer 
insight into the Near/Middle East and better understand how Near/ 
Middle Eastern peoples perceive the West and react to Western i n f l u ­
ence. 

The Editor welcomes viewpoints heretofore neglected, ignored or 
uncirculated, but cautions that the Journal wil l not engage in polem­
ics or serve as a propaganda vehicle for any political viewpoint or 
ideology. The opinions expressed are exclusively those of the authors 
concerned and not those of the Editor of JIMES or i ts Advisory Board.

Ornithological Society of the Middle East 

The Ornithological Society of Turkey was founded in 1967. I ts 
stated aims were: 

1. To encourage an active interest in the bi rds of Turkey , which 
form such an important part of the country ' s heritage. 

2. To collect and coordinate ornithological data. 
3. To promote conservation by the collection of information so that 

appropriate measures can be init iated i f any species or habitat 
should be threatened. 

4. To cooperate wi th other conservation and ornithological bodies 
in recognition of the fact that the welfare of b i rds is an inter­
national responsibi l i ty. 

At the annual meeting of the Ornithological Society of Turkey on 
Apr i l 27, 1978, a resolution was passed changing the name of the So­
ciety to "The Ornithological Society of the Middle East." The geo­
graphical area of interest of the Society has now been enlarged so as 
to include all countries of the Middle East, and a new publication en­
t i t led . The Sandgrouse, wi l l be published annually. I t wil l be a sci­
entif ically-based journal presenting papers on various aspects of the 
bi rds of all Middle Eastern countr ies. Supplementary issues of this 
journal wi l l be published from time to time containing up-to-date check 
l is ts, including an updated Turk ish l is t . 

This widening of the Society' s activit ies has been warmly welcomed 
by many ornithologists from a very large number of di f ferent coun­
t r ies . The new journal should provide a suitable medium for publ ish­
ing material about countries for which i t has been di f f icu l t to provide 
suitable out lets. 

New members and support are welcomed. Current membership sub­
scr ipt ion: £3.50 ( s te r l ing) , orc£5 ( i f overseas airmail requi red) . The 
f i r s t issue of Sandgrouse is expected in March 1980. A Bulletin is 
published biannually.
