In this legal study published in English and German, 
Hans D. Jarass analyses and comments upon some of 
the most far-reaching and thorniest tobacco control 
measures which are now to be adopted in the EU, such 
as standardized packaging for cigarette packets, the 
prohibition of odorous substances as well as flavouring 
agents in tobacco products. The current discussion on 
stricter regulation of tobacco products raises interesting 
questions which are of relevance to all sectors of economic 
activity with particular value put on the image of the 
brand of sold products, going far beyond the segment of 
tobacco products.
