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The 2010 APSA Africa Workshop on 
“Global Perspectives on Politics and 
Gender” will be held from July 19 

to August 6, 2010, in partnership with the 
Gender Centre at the University of Dar es 
Salaam, Tanzania. With the support of the 
Andrew W. Mellon Foundation, APSA con-
tinues a four-year effort to organize politi-
cal science workshops in various locations 
in sub-Saharan Africa. 

The first workshop was held in Dakar, 
Senegal, in collaboration with the West Afri-
can Research Center from July 6 to 27, 2008. 
The second workshop was offered in Accra, 
Ghana, in partnership with the Institute of 
African Studies at the University of Ghana, 
Legon, from June 21 to July 10, 2009.

These annual residential workshops are 
led by a joint U.S. and African organizing 
team and aimed at mid-and junior-level 
scholars residing in Africa. They enhance 
the capacities of political scientists and their 
resources in sub-Saharan Africa while also 
providing a forum for supporting their ongo-
ing research. 

Each three-week workshop brings togeth-
er up to 30 scholars and covers substan-
tive issues, methodologies, and reviews of 
research.
