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There is a significant increase in the use of multiple drugs. The use and abuse is a current and alarming phenomenon. The
use of this substance is a challenge to public health.

Objectives: To describe the epidemiology and clinical care of the emergency department by use of licit and illicit drugs in
2001 and 2011. Compare if there was a change in profile over the past 10 years.

Methodology: Epidemiological descriptive study. We analyzed 1982 medical records in 2001 and 2465 in 2011. The study
was approved by the Ethics Committee.

Results: Regarding sex, remained unchanged; the male is responsible for most of the medical care. Regarding age, there was
no change over the last ten years, being individuals between 20-39 years old the highest rate of attendance. As the etiologic
profile, there has been a change over the last 10 years. In 2001 the diagnosis of ICD-10-F10 (Mental and behavioral disorders
due to use of alcohol) was predominant. In 2011 the ICD-10 and ICD-10-F19 (mental disorder and behavior due to multiple
drug use and use of other psychoactive substances). As for the number of attendances, in 2001 there was a large
concentration in the first quarter, while in 2011 it was better distributed throughout the year. There was an increase in the
number of visits in 2011 compared to 2001.

Conclusion: We believe educational and preventive actions are necessary to minimize the increase in drug use. It is also
necessary to have measures to reduce damage.
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
