Nicolas Hodges is a composer, pianist and writer who has long
been associated with Bill Hopkins's works. On 26 September
he performs John Cage's Concert for Piano and Orchestra
with the BBC Scottish Symphony Orchestra, in a live concert
for future broadcasting; he will also be giving concerts in
Edinburgh, Newcastle and Sheffield with Paul Hillier and
Charles Mutter. He is currently composing a string sextet.
