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Western administrator and his staff were an essential element in the current social scene,
and his book is, I think, unique for its time in containing a chapter on the role of the
(European) district commissioner.

The other major study deriving from Fallers's Soga research was published thirteen years
later. It is Law without Precedent (1969), a detailed and fully documented account of
the working of Soga 'Native' courts, and an analysis of the largely implicit system of legal
ideas these involve. The work is a substantial and original contribution to the study of
African law.

In addition to these books and other articles on his field research, Fallers published
a number of important papers on comparative and theoretical issues in the context both of
African studies and of developing countries in general. He continued to be centrally con-
cerned with problems of political and social stratification and social mobility. A number of
his more valuable essays, together with a few chapters reprinted from The King's Men, were
republished in his last book, Inequality: Social Stratification Reconsidered (1973). This also
contains an important new Introduction, in which Fallers sums up his more significant
findings in this field. He concludes that the concepts of class and social stratification,
appropriate to Western societies, are a good deal less so where traditional African cultures
are concerned: in these the notion of inequality, in the form of dyadic relationships of
superiority and inferiority, provides a better key to understanding.

Fallers's main empirical research was undertaken in Uganda. But the scope of his interests,
and of some of his writings, was continent-wide. Indeed it extended to all developing
countries. In 1964, with notable initiative and characteristic enthusiasm, he began a pro-
gramme of field research in a community in western Turkey. Unhappily, this was cut short
by his declining health.

For several years Tom Fallers fought, with immense courage, against a grave and
incapacitating illness. He is and will continue to be sadly missed. But his friends and
colleagues will find some solace in the memory of a life well lived, and in the substantial,
scholarly, and enduring contribution to our understanding of changing social and political
processes in Africa which he has left us. JOHN BEATTIE

Institut National Tchadien pour les Sciences Humaines

LA necessite s'est fait sentir, des 1967, de creer un Comite des Sciences Humaines au sein du
Comite National de la Recherche Scientifique, organisme relevant du Ministere du Plan et
de Developpement — 1'INTSH en est le maillon essentiel. fitant donne sa vocation, il faut
le faire participer au programme de developpement economique et social inaugure par le
premier plan quinquennal. Depuis, d'annee en annee son action tend de plus en plus a cerner
les problemes de developpement.

Au cours des annees 1973 et 1974 on a pu noter d'importantes etudes confiees a 1'INTSH;
tels les exemples de: la realisation d'une enquete socio-economique dans le cadre d'une
nouvelle definition de la politique economique dans la zone cotonniere; l'etude socio-
economique sur les populations du Bas-Chari—elle est necessitee par le projet de developpe-
ment regional Serbewell-Assale du programme de la Commission du Bassin du Lac Tchad',
l'etude ecologique sur la deforestation autour de N'Djamena; les prospections archeolo-
giques et fouilles sur des gisements Sao (Regions de Dougia et Logone-Gana) ainsi qu'au
Barh-el-Gazal, au G02 Kerki et au Djourab, les recherches sur la croissance urbaine et
Pinegal developpement, le pastoralisme dans la zone sahelienne, les formations sedimentaires
de l'interfluve Logone-Chari, les etudes climatologiques sur l'aridification du climat et ses
principals consequences.
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II a ete mis au point un projet de recherche interdisciplinaire sur les aspects humains du
developpement au Tchad. Mais la recherche fondamentale occupe toujours une place
importante dans les activites des diverses sections de 1'INTSH. On signalera entre autres:
la definition des grands groupes linguistiques du Tchad, les etudes des langues Day, Mbay,
Toumak (esquisse de phonologie, etablissement de Lexiques . . .); la mise au point d'un
projet de recherche portant sur la linguistique et la tradition orale dans le cadre du plan
decennal de 1'UNESCO pour les langues africaines et la tradition orale.

La cooperation avec les institutions similaires et les Universites nationales et etrangeres
se poursuit activement. Elle est caracterisee notamment par l'echange d'informations et de
publications, ainsi que par 1'aide materielle apportee aux chercheurs venus de l'exterieur.
Un accord vient d'etre conclu avec le Centre Regional de Recherche et de Documentation
pour la Tradition orale de Niamey. II s'agit du projet sara qui s'inscrit dans le cadre du
programme UNESCO sur les sources orales de l'Histoire de 1'Afrique; ce projet interesse
egalement la Republique Centrafricaine et la Republique Unie du Cameroun.

Dans le domaine des publications propres a 1'INTSH, il convient de signaler, au cours des
annees 1973-74: la diffusion d'iNTSH-iNFORMATiONS dont deux numeros ont paru; l'edition
du premier numero de la Serie C des fitudes et Documents Tchadiens 'de la denomination
des couleurs chez les Mbay de Moi'ssala'; la parution, en novembre 1974, du complement
bibliographique du Tchad.
