Presented here are the running
dialogs of peer groups of persons in free discussions, ranging in age from first-
grade schoolchildren to adults, together with a variety of statistical descriptions
taken from these texts. The authors draw several important conclusions from
their analysis, in particular that the speech of six-year old children is virtually
adult speech, implying that basic language learning is complete before school is
begun.
