THE CENTER FOR ADVANCED STUDY IN THE VISUAL ARTS of the
National Gallery of Art, Washington, D. C., has announced its pro-
gram of Senior Fellowships and Associate appointments for the
remainder of the academic year 1981-1982 and for 1982-1983. Appli-
cations will be considered from scholars of any nationality for the
study in the history, theory, and criticism of the visual arts and from
scholars in tangential disciplines such as archaeology, anthropology,
history, and urban geography whose work has implications for the
analysis and criticism of physical form. Recent recipients of the Ph.D.
or its equivalent as well as more experienced scholars may apply.
Senior Fellowships, which include financial support and study privi-
leges, are normally awarded for the academic year, exceptionally for a
period of two years, or for a half year; the application deadline is
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October 31, 1981. Visiting Senior Fellowships, with support varying
according to individual need, are awarded for a maximum term of
sixty days; application deadlines are june 30, August 31, and October
31, 1981, and March 31, 1982. Associate appointments are for scholars
who have obtained funding elsewhere and wish to be affiliated with the
Center, and will be considered for periods of from one month to an
academic year; application deadlines are the same as those for Visiting
Senior Fellowships.
