THE ASSOCIATION

A meeting of members of the American
Association for the Advancement of Slavic
Studies, Inc., was held on January 19, 1967,
at 1207 West Oregon Street, University of
Illinois, Urbana, Illinois. Those present in
person were the secretary and the manager
of the Association and the editor of this
section. In addition, over four hundred
members were present through proxies sent
to the secretary. In accordance with the
terms of the proxies the following were
elected directors of the Corporation for the
term 1967-69: David Joravsky, Northwest-
ern University, and John M. Montias, Yale
University. As members of the nominating
committee for one year John S. Curtiss,
Robert V. Daniels, Alexander Erlich, and
Sidney Monas were also elected. Mr. Erlich,
receiver of the largest number of votes,
will serve as chairman, while Merle Fainsod,
the previous chairman, will continue to
serve on the committee for the current year.

The following newly designated directors
representing organizations in the disciplines
have begun three-year terms: Herbert J.

AMERICAN COMMITTEE
TO AIESEE

In 1962, under the initiative of a group of
Rumanian professors, a small group of
scholars, mostly from the Balkan countries,
held a conference at which it was decided
to establish a new organization, with the
endorsement and support of UNESCO, to
promote scholarly cooperation among Bal-
kan and non-Balkan states. The organiza-
tion, called Association internationale
d’études sud-est européen (AIESEE), today
has over twenty countries as members.

In 1965 the Joint Committee on Slavic
Studies (JCSS) of the American Council of
Learned Societies and the Social Science
Research Council accepted an invitation to
join AIESEE, and in April 1965 American
representatives were elected as voting mem-
bers. The American Committee comprises
Charles Jelavich, Chairman, John Campbell,
George Hoffman, Edward Stankiewicz, Ben-
jamin Ward, and Sergius Yakobson.

In addition to promoting international
collaboration in Balkan studies, AIESEE
sponsors international conferences (the first
was held in Sofia in August 1966; the second
is planned for Athens in the summer of
1969), and publishes a Bulletin (9, rue I. C.
Frimu, Bucharest).

The American Association for the Ad-
vancement of Slavic Studies is an interna-
tional organization of persons interested in
the Slavic and East European field. Regular
memberships are $12.00 per year; sustaining
memberships are $25.00 per year. A student
membership (without vote) at $5.00 per year
is available to full-time students with U. S.
mailing addresses. Students outside the U. S.,
as well as students with teaching assistant-
ships or part-time jobs, may join as regular
members. There are also nonvoting associ-
ate memberships at $12.00 per year. Joint
memberships are available for a married
couple both of whom wish to join the Asso-
ciation but who need only one copy of the
publications; both names will be listed,
but the fee and voting rights are those of a
single membership.

All classes of membership receive the
quarterly Slavic Review; the American
Bibliography of Russian and East Euro-
pean Studies (regular price $3.50), pub-
lished yearly by Indiana University; the
Association’s Newsletter (regular price $1.50
per year in the United States, $1.80 abroad),
published twice yearly at the University of
Illinois; and the Directory of the Associa-
tion (sold to nonmembers at $5.00) in the
years when it is published. Application
blanks are available from the AAASS, 1207
West Oregon Street, University of Illinois,
Urbana, Illinois 61801.
