The WHO is calling on all infection prevention and control
practitioners, health and care workers, policy makers and CSOs,
alongside those who access care, to join this movement by inves-
ting in hand hygiene, leading interventions, and focusing on the
Five Moments for Hand Hygiene. Together, let us continue to
accelerate progress and achieve effective hand hygiene at the point
of care in pursuit of health for all (Fig. 1).
