Figures must be submitted “ready for reproduction.” Figures
may be cither drawn by a professional artist or computer gen-
erated and outputted on a laser printer. The publisher can-
not redraw any figures unless the author is willing to pay for
the cost of such work. All figures shou!d remain legible at a
50% reduction in size.

NOTES. When more than a simple reference citation is
needed, notes may be used. In general, however, they should
be avoided. :

REFERENCES AND TEXT CITATIONS. Reférences
should be cited in the text using the author’s (s) last name and
the reference number in brackets. If there are more than two
authors mentioned, the first author need only be listed along
with the “et al.” notation. Complete bibliographic informa-
tion should be listed in the Reference section. In this section,
references should be listed alphabetically. The first reference
that appears in the alphabetical list should be numbered “1™
and subsequent references should be numbered accordingly.

Smith and Wollensky [4] have ascertained that the stress
factor on metal parts varies with the amount of heavy
metal ions incfuded in such metal composition.
