mnsuffiation at the same time as suction since the pump delivers sixty litres
of air per minute. The valves in the cylinder head are strong and specially
designed for silence in operation and the sump of the machine carries enough
oil for six months’ continuous use; this ensures efficiency with the minimum
of attention. The entire unit is mounted in a robust mahogany case which
is fitted with four rubber-tyred castors. On the side of the case two large
screw necked bottles are mounted. These bottles are the commercial “Kilner”
type and can therefore be replaced
with the minimum of expense.
Blood and other fluids are removed
from the operating field by the
suction plant and find their way
into the big bottle. The second
bottle is a safety trap in the unlikely
event of the first bottle becoming
full at 2 moment when it is incon-
venient to change it.
