Recent issues have included articles on the 19th-century French peas-
antry by PETER McPHEE, the literary and artistic work of John Berger
by HARVEY J. KAYE, peasant politics in contemporary Egypt by
ALAN RICHARDS, peasant survival strategies in 18th-century South
India by EUGENE F. IRSCHICK, and contentious gatherings in Eng-
land between 1500-1900 by CHARLES TILLY. Other essays have
discussed agrarian classes in South Asia, community development in
Ethiopia, proto-industrialization in France, the writings of Chayanov
and Marx, agrarian control in 14th-century Ferrara, definitions of Afri-
can peasants, and family budgets in colonial Algeria. Extended review
essays have examined the latest books on highland Peru, Soviet ag-
riculture, French wet-nursing, and millenarian movements in China.
