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Introduction:

Despite the high prevalence of obsessive-compulsive symptoms located around 2-3% of the population, there continue to be cases where the
characteristics of the patient or the circumstances of their environment, they fall short queries mental health or when they do not for the disorder
itself, but for another reason obsessional symptoms worsen.

Objectives:

Expose using clinical case, the existence of patients with obsessive pathology whose characteristics do not seek mental health consultation, until
this is associated with a new disease that interferes significantly in vital organization.

Results:

We report the case of a man of 88 years old, married at 60, was admitted to the psychiatric consultation at the request of his wife 29 years his
junior, for behavioral disorders several years of evolution and history of obsessive symptoms compulsive, which did not interfere with their daily
lives by the lack of insight and poor social environment

Conclusions:
OCD is included in anxiety disorders.
It is characterized by the presence of obsessions and compulsions that interfere with personal, work and / or patient's social.

There are cases that own personality traits of the patient, this disorder is not diagnosed early and choose to go only when associated with
worsening cognitive impairment rituals and interfere with family life.
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
