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W. Graham Roberston (1866-1948) was a painter, illustrator, costume designer, and writer. He produced 

illustrated theater bills and costume designs, this one for Agustin Daly's Theatre in New York City. This costume 

for Titania, played by Percy Haswell (1871-1945), features an elaborate underdress of yellow silk "spangled with 

gold," a breastplate of gold scales, and an overdress of gauze. The gauze cloak fastened to bracelets along one 

arm. 
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
