Before You Submit a Proposal
Elements are essays that sit midway between academic and public writing: accessible in style yet theoretically robust.
Length: maximum 30,000 words, minimum 25,000.
We receive a large number of proposals, and selection is highly competitive. Before submitting, potential authors are warmly encouraged to:
· Explore the list of titles already published in the series.
· Consider carefully whether the Element format is the right destination for your project.
· Reflect on how your proposed Element aligns with existing titles and whether similar topics have already been covered.
As part of this reflection, authors are encouraged to be explicit about the ways in which their proposed text builds on and contributes to the Environmental Humanities, including the key arguments it will develop. This helps both authors and editors assess the best fit for the series.
Proposal Requirements
Potential authors are asked to submit a 3-page proposal including:
· A short abstract of the Element
· A concise overview with a chapter-by-chapter description
· A table of contents
· A short author bio
Please note:
· No bibliography or notes are required at this stage.
· In both the proposal and the final manuscript, please refer to these publications as Elements, not as “books.”
· Longer proposals will not be considered.
