 Blessed are you, Lord our God, lover of souls: you uphold us 
in life and sustain us in death: to you be glory and praise for 
ever! For the darkness of this age is passing away as Christ the 
bright and morning star brings to his saints the light of life. As 
you give light to those in darkness, who walk in the shadow 
of death, so remember in your kingdom your faithful servant, 
ELIZABETH, that death may be for her the gate to life and to 
unending fellowship with you; where with your saints you live 
and reign, one in the perfect union of love, now and for ever. 

All: Amen.

All: Glory to the Father and to the Son and to the Holy Spirit; as 
it was in the beginning, is now, and shall be for ever. Amen.

promises; through Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, who is alive and reigns with 
you in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen.
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Hear, O Lord, the prayers of your people, as we remember before you 
our late Sovereign Lady QUEEN ELIZABETH: and grant that we who 
confess your name on earth may with her be made perfect in the kingdom 
of your glory; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

Almighty God, Father of all mercies and giver of all comfort: deal 
graciously, we pray, with all who mourn, the members of the Royal Family, 
this Nation and all the Nations of the Commonwealth, that casting all 
our care on you, we may know the consolation of your love; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord.
