We would like to see input from the NAEP
membership on themes for the journal in
the future. These, along with past indica-
tions and survey results, will be incorpo-
rated into the strategic planning for future
issues.

DePaul University is proud to have Envi-
ronmental Practice housed at our institu-
tion for the next five years. For the first
year, Dr. Tzoumis will take the lead as co-
Editor-in-Chief, with Dr. Montgomery mov-
ing into that role in the future.
